REGULAR MEETING – December 16, 2019

A Regular Meeting of the Wolf Point City Council was held Monday, December 16, 2019 in the City Council Chambers with Mayor Chris M. Dschaak presiding.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Dschaak at 7:00 PM, followed by a moment of silence and the reciting of the Pledge of Allegiance.  Mayor Dschaak noted that due to another meeting running late, City Attorney Sullivan would not be present tonight.  City Clerk Mahlum also noted that this is the last meeting for Councilwoman Page.  She has been on the City Council since November, 2007.  
PUBLIC COMMENT

Airport – Lot Leases
Jim Rodenberg noted that he was unable to attend the Airport Committee meeting on December 3rd as he was having surgery that day.  He was before the Council tonight to express his objection to the city raising his hangar lot lease rent as he feels it is not costing the city anything for them to have those hangars at the airport.   He provided the Council with the history of the airport, noting that he was involved in drawing up plans for the airport expansion back in late 1970-80’s.  At that time, they were given the opportunity to build individual hangars on the airport property.  The lease was $1.00 per lineal front foot and over time increased to $2.50 per front foot.  Then they received notice that the city was going to bill according to square footage.  He does agree that a lease based on square footage is ok, but not for depth of lots as proposed (130’) by the Council.  So basically, every lot would be considered the same size, not based on the size of the hangar.  The rate was going to increase by .02 each year.  He wanted to know what the city was planning on doing with the money from these leases and what advantages does it provide to him. He further noted that he hates to see the city discourage individuals from building at the Airport by raising the fees so high. He felt it was a done deal, but would have appreciated the city coming to them earlier and inform them what the increase in the rate was paying for ahead of time.   
Mayor Dschaak noted that Airport Committee Chairman Dean Mahlum was not present tonight, but read a report of their meeting which was prepared by the him to the Council at this time.   The report read as follows:  

Honorable Mayor Dschaak:

On December 3, 2019 the Airport Committee of the Wolf Point City Council met to discuss the current airport leases.  This was an attempt to finalize the task that we had been given by yourself and the Council to update those leases.  
Present at the meeting were Councilman Mahlum and Plestina, Public Works Director Ward Smith, City Attorney Anna Rose Sullivan, lease Kendall Johnson, and James Walling, Northern Prairie Independent.

Lengthy discussion was held with Johnson presenting ideas and concerns about the proposed new lease rates.  It should be noted that all three of the current lease holders had previously been provided with a copy of the lease that Council was considering.  Johnson also advised that he had talked with /Jim Rodenberg at some length and that they shared concerns.  

After discussion, it was determined that our Committee would recommend to the full Council the following:


1.  Budget year 2019-2020 would be billed at the current 2017-2018 rate.  We realize that budget year 2018-2019 and the current year have not been billed.  This year’s billing should go out to lease holders at the earliest possible date. 

Airport – Lot Leases – Continued…….
2.
For budget year 2020-2021 the leases would be billed on a square footage rate and would bill at a rate of .06 per square foot. 

3.
For budget yar 2021-2022 the billing rate would increase to a rate of .08 per square foot. 

4.
For budget year 2022-2023 the billing rate would increase to a rate of .10 per square foot.  

Additionally, legal council should be instructed to make the necessary changes to the proposed leases and present them to the lease holders.  We also felt that language pertaining to any aircraft owner/company utilitizing the Wolf Point Airport for a commercial venture would be required to purchase fuel from the City of Wolf Point and not have any advantage over local operator.  

Mayor Dschaak noted that the city has done a very poor job of keeping up with revenues to match the expenses, i.e. such as the Airport.  The city manages the airport with the expenses and revenues which are shared with Roosevelt County.  He felt is an increase should have been implemented years ago.  City Clerk Mahlum stated that 130’ was used as the depth of the lot and wondered how that length was determined.  She asked if it was something the committee wanted to look at or at least find out the reasoning behind it.  Discussion.  City Clerk Mahlum explained some of the expenses incurred by the city for the benefit of those utilizing the airport.  Mr. Rodenberg also asked why Cape Air’s hangar was setback farther than anyone else.  Mayor Dschaak stated he would find out.   It was suggested having Ed Bach provide the square footage of each of the hangars for the determination of the new rate.    
Bill Juve – 400-500 Block Custer Street Degradation

Bill Juve who resides on the 400 block of Custer addressed the Council regarding the poor upkeep on property within the 400-500 block of Custer.  He provided the Council with pictures and read from a letter addressed to the Mayor and City Councilmembers which reads as follows:

In the past several years the upkeep on property in the 400 and 500 blocks of Custer Street has gone from bad to non-existent.  The three (3) rental buildings in the 400 block and the one rental on the 500 block of Custer Street appear to be almost uninhabitable.  

There are some broken windows with no glass and others are boarded up.  The entrance doors are broken and left open.  I watched a cat go into one of the buildings and Lord knows what other animals are living in them.  I was told that the blue house had a water break and the basement filled with water.  

The yards front and back have trash in them and the weeds and other growth is very unsightly.  They appear to be extreme fire hazards.  Vehicles in both locations have not moved in a long time and could be abandoned.  

We have brought this to the attention of the City employees and they have attempted to rectify the problems by sending out notices to landowners.  This has not brought about any extended relief to the situation.  In fact these buildings appear to be deteriorated beyond rehabilitation.  

As shown in the picture graffiti has been spray painted on a building on 5th Avenue.  It has been there for a long time.  

Because of the continued degradation of the area our property values have suffered greatly.  The area is just north of the Southside School.  Any prospective person interested in moving here, possibly to become a badly needed teacher, seeing this very unsightly property would probably just keep on driving.  

We are requesting the City to enforce City Ordinance Section 5-1 pertaining to NUISANCE.  The above properties fit into several categories of the ordinance.  
Respectfully area property owners – Bill Juve, Jan l. Bryan.

Mr. Juve provided inspection reports from the Tribal Health inspector that states the property is uninhabitable, but noted that people still live there.  The property owners were contacted and they indicated that it wasn’t their property as it was under Contract for Deed.  If the city had enforced the ordinances, these properties wouldn’t have gotten to their current status.  Some of the places don’t even have water, stated MR. Juve.    The county sanitarian may shut it down, but it still doesn’t address the appearance of 
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the property.   Discussion.   Mayor Dschaak noted that he has forwarded his letter to City Attorney Sullivan.  He further noted that the city has gotten some action going through the legal process but stated he would look into it further.  Mr. Juve noted that he understands that some governmental agencies are reluctant to address delinquent tax properties due to the liability they may be incurring.  Discussion.  Mayor Dschaak stated that he would get legal on this as soon as possible.  While Mr. Juve appreciated that, but he doesn’t want an open ended promise.  Councilman Rodenberg volunteered to bring it up at every monthly meeting until it is resolved.   Further discussion ensued.  
City’s Website
Mr. Juve also commented on the city’s website and noting that it needs updating.  City Clerk Mahlum stated that it is in the process of being updated and should be completed by the end of January, 2020.  

Minutes
Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine approving of the minutes of Public Hearing held on August 21, 2019 and Regular Meeting held on October 21, 2019.  MOTION CARRIED.  

Roosevelt Co. Villas

It was noted that an Open House will be held soon for the Roosevelt Co. Villas, formerly Yellowstone Villas. Date yet to be announced.   
City Council Meetings – January & February 2020
Due to the legal holidays observed on the third Monday of January & February 2020, it was requested that the City Council meeting be moved to the following day or Tuesday of each month.  
Motion by Councilman Plestina, seconded by Councilwoman Evans approving of rescheduling the City Council meeting normally held on Monday in January & February 2020 to the following Tuesday each month.  MOTION CARRIED.  Notice will be provided to the public through the newspaper and radio announcements.  

Building Code Adoption - Resolution No. 941-2019

City Clerk Mahlum presented for Council approval Resolution No. 941-2019 adopting current building codes and related technical codes for the city’s certified building code program.  
Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilman Rodenberg approving of Resolution No. 941-2019, which reads as follows:

RESOLUTION NO. 941-2019

ADMINISTRATIVE ORDER ADOPTING CURRENT BUILDING CODES

AND RELATED TECHNICAL CODES


Pursuant to authorization of the City Council of Wolf Point, Montana, by Ordinance 2004-02, approved on October 18, 2004 and Title 10, Chapter 1, City of Wolf Point Ordinances, entitled “Building, Housing and Related Technical Codes”.  


IT IS HERE BY ORDERED that the current edition of the building codes and all accompanying appendices, amendments and modifications adopted by the building codes bureau, Montana Department of Labor and Industry, are hereby adopted by reference.


All applicable codes as adopted by the City of Wolf Point as attached as Exhibit 1.


IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the Mayor of the City of Wolf Point has hereunto set his hand and seal the day and year stated.

MOTION CARRIED.  

Records Retention/Destruction

City Clerk Mahlum noted that the city is busting at the seams as far as record storage, which includes the city vault, storage room, and storage pod at the landfill.  She added that she is not recommending buying another storage pod.  We basically need to destroy some records to make room, stated City Clerk Mahlum.  She has asked Asst. City Clerk Peterson to take on this project.  As a result, following the Record Retention 

Records Retention/Destruction

Guidelines established by the State of Montana, Jhona has prepared several forms to be used for record destruction.   According to the schedules, those records that are over ten years old need to be submitted to the State for approval.  Once approved, the records can be destroyed within 60 days after approval.  (State request Form RM60).    Those records that are less than 10 years old or deemed non-confidential, the city doesn’t need the State’s approval to destroy.   But Council needs to approve the list and the records can be destroyed within 60 days of that approval. (In-house Form RM88), which a copy is to be maintained by the city for a period of 30 years.    

Motion by Councilman Plestina, seconded by Councilman Rodenberg approving of Form RM88 (In-house records) dated December 16, 2019 listing records that are less than 10 years old and fall within the guidelines, which will be destroyed within 60 days of approval.  MOTION CARRIED. 

Motion by Councilwoman Page, seconded by Councilman Plestina approving of Form RM60, dated December 16, 2019 listing records that are more than 10 years old which require approval by the State of MT for destruction.  Once approval is granted, the records can be destroyed 60 days after approval is granted.  MOTION CARRIED.  

Airport – Master Engineering Agreement

Presented to the Council for approval was the Master Engineering Agreement between the City of Wolf Point and Interstate Engineering involving projects at the L.M. Clayton Airport.  City Attorney Sullivan has reviewed it and City Clerk Mahlum was informed it was ready for the Mayor’s signature.  Discussion.
Motion by Councilman Plestina, seconded by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine authorizing Mayor Dschaak to sign the Master Engineering Agreement between the City of Wolf Point and Interstate Engineering for airport engineering services for L.M. Clayton Airport the next five (5) years.   MOTION CARRIED.  
Airport – Lot Leases
City Clerk Mahlum stated she would like to find out why the lots were determined to be 130’ before the final lease agreements are approved. Mayor Dschaak agreed that we need to clarify that first.   Discussion.  According to Mayor Dschaak, it is the committee’s recommendation to base the lease upon the square footage, noting that for FY 18/19 & 19/20 the leases will be figured on the old rate of $2.50 per front foot.  Beginning with FY 2020-21, the leases will be determined by the square footage of the lots, yet to be determined.   
Swimming Pool – Bid Opening

Bid opening for the swimming pool upgrades is scheduled for Thursday, January 16, 2020 at 2:00 PM.  Mayor Dschaak noted that as soon as we know what the bids are, he will reach out to the Fort Peck Tribal Council and request a contribution from them.  

Cemetery Expansion

On hold til spring.  

Gospel Fellowship Church

City Clerk Mahlum reported that Teaquean Knudsen, Interstate Engineering, Certified Building Inspector has issued the Final Certificate of Occupancy for the Gospel Fellowship Church.  In an e-mail dated, December 16, 2019, he stated the building has been approved for permanent occupancy and it appears the site improvements have been made in accordance with terms of the annexation agreement and is ready for a resolution of annexation by the City of Wolf Point.   Once the building permit fees have been paid, the Certificate can be released to them.     City Clerk Mahlum asked if there wasn’t any objection, she would contact Brent Moore, Interstate Engineering to prepare the annexation resolution.  No objection was noted.  She will try to get the resolution for the January meeting. 
Farmers Union Lumber

City Clerk Mahlum stated City Attorney Anna Rose Sullivan was going to do some more checking with Pete Olson regarding his proposal addressing the new ward boundary and re-platting of the Farmers Union property.  City Attorney Sullivan was not present therefore, no information was available on the progress of this issue.  
CDBG Growth Policy/CIP

Greg Lukasik, Great West Engineering updated the Council.  The city submitted an application to CDBG for a Planning Grant funds to provide 75% of the funds required to update the city’s Growth Policy & Capital Improvement Plan.  As of today, we have not heard, stated Mr. Lukasik, and probably won’t hear on that til around March.  Basically, a Task Order isn’t necessary until there are funds to do the project, noted Mr. Lukasik.    
DLA Grant Application

CDBG is also doing the review of the DLA grant applications. They received a large number of applications.  According to Greg, notification of the grant award won’t occur now until after January 1st, 2020.  

Fire Department

First Community gave a donation to the Wolf Point Volunteer Fire Dept. in the amount of $1,000.  

Police Dept/Animal Control Statistics

Police Chief Harada provided the Council with a copy of his monthly report, which was reviewed at this time.  The Animal Control Statistics for the month of November 2019 are as follows:

HPDP Wellness Program

Received late this afternoon, City Clerk Mahlum provided the Council with the Animal Shelter Management and Services Agreement drafted by City Attorney Anna Rose Sullivan, pending any amendments from Councilwoman Bets His Medicine regarding logistics (like allowing access to the pound) and pending approval from HPDP.   The recommendation was to table the matter until the next meeting to provide everyone time to review/comment on the agreement.  
Landfill Cover

There has been no update from Barry Damschen regarding the final report to the DEQ.  

Recycling Program

Public Works Director Ward Smith informed the Council that he submitted a letter to Jeff Adams providing him what the city would require of them for the purchase of the city’s recycling equipment, which includes the trailer, cardboard baler and all of the cardboard bins, asking $6,500.00.  As of this date, he hasn’t heard back from him.   Discussion.  

Streets & Alleys
Mayor Dschaak stated that he had a called from a concerned citizen about snow removal.  He asked them to call the City Office and they would see what could done.  City Clerk Mahlum reported on huge drifts of snow located on 3rd Avenue South in front of the Neutgens building and asked if the city could remove the snow as it is blocking the sidewalk as well as parking on the street.  Public Works Director Smith stated he mentioned that location to City Foreman Hall.  

Abatements

There were no abatements. 

Water Tank Repairs

According to Greg Lukasik, Great West Engineering, he had nothing new to report.  Just waiting to spring to allow Maquire Iron to begin the repairs on the water tank.  

Snow Bird Account

Committee’s recommendation regarding snow bird accounts was approved by the Council at the November meeting, noting that the effective date of Resolution No. 939-2019 was changed to 3/16//2020.  City Clerk Mahlum stated the office is still working on the applicable forms.  

Task Order #4 - Water System PER

Greg Lukasik updated the Council on the Water System Preliminary Engineering Report (PER) noting that it should be completed shortly and a Public Hearing will be held sometime in February, 2020.  
RD Application

City Clerk Mahlum reported that additional information has been requested for the application for US Rural Development funding for the water improvements.   
Sewer Inventory – PER
Mayor Dschaak reminded the Council that approximately $300,000 was spent on a sewer inventory project to determine what the needs were for the city’s aging sewer system.  Part of that included a Preliminary Engineering Review (PER) which was prepared by Interstate Engineering.  Later on Great West Engineering was selected as the city’s engineer and was going to use Interstate’s Wastewater PER when applying for TSEP and other DOC grants during the next grant cycle.  In review of Interstate’s WW PER, several “red flags” were noticed and Greg reached out to Richard Knatterud, who typically reviews PERs for TSEP and CDBG grant applications.  Once he received his feedback, Greg contacted Mayor Dschaak and informed him that an update to the WW PER was needed in order to be viable towards the success of obtaining funding from TSEP or CDBG grants.  Greg reviewed scoring criteria and how a PER would affect a score and noted this particular PER would likely only score 2 out of 4, making the city’s application score short for funding purposes.  Discussion.  
In summary, Greg Lukasik recommended that an update to the wastewater PER is vital to the success of the TSEP and CDBG grant application for the sewer rehab projects, specifically with an analysis of the other system components.  With the current PERS, you’re not putting your best foot forward, stated Mr. Lukasik.  He estimated the amount for the update at approximately $50,000 in order to get a fundable PER.  Discussion. 
Mayor Dschaak felt the city should move forward with an update to continue with the city’s intent to get funding to upgrade the sewer system.  He asked the Council to table this matter until the next meeting in January.  He didn’t want the Council to approve this without a Task Order from Great West, which will be available for the Council in January.  Mayor Dschaak also noted that he has all the correspondence he received from Greg pertaining to the analysis of the PER if anyone from the Council wants to review it.  Greg noted that a Public Hearing on the WW PER could be held in March, and an Environmental Review completed before the TSEP application deadline of May 1st.    Discussion. 
City Clerk Mahlum presented the Christmas gift to the City Council from Great West Engineering.  Greg Lukasik left at this time.  

SW Maintenance Worker II – Jarod Weyrauch

Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilwoman Evans approving the promotion of Jarod Weyrauch to the SW Maintenance Worker II position (Grade 5), effective 12/16/2019 with an hourly wage of $16.00 per hour with a .50 per hour increase when he receives his CDL and a probationary period of 6 months.   MOTION CARRIED. 

SW Maintenance Worker I (Gatekeeper) – Joe Hogan
Motion by Councilman Wozniak, seconded by Councilman Plestina approving the hiring of Joe Hogan to the SW Maintenance Worker I/Gatekeeper position (Grade 3), effective 12/17/2019 with an hourly wage of $14.00 and a 6-month probationary period.  MOTION CARRIED. 

Audit Findings – FY 18/19
City Clerk Mahlum informed the Council that the audit was completed by Olness & Associates last week.  She provided the Council with the Schedule of Findings, none of which are new from previous years.  They are as follows:

City Clerk Mahlum noted that the prior year’s audit findings include a comment on the Airport Improvement Program, and that finding has been resolved.

She provided the Council with a new Standard Audit Contract for the following three (3) years and requested approval of the contract.  Once approved by the Council it will be submitted to the Montana Dept. of Administration/Local Government Services for final approval.  

Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine approving of the Standard Audit Contract between the City of Wolf Point and Olness & Associates, PC for the following audit periods and the amounts as follows:

The auditors noted in the budget for FY 19/20 that the construction expenses for the swimming pool upgrades were included in the Debt Service Fund (3000) and they felt it should be set up in a Capital Projects Fund (4000) and the Debt Service Fund (3000) should be used for the debt payment only.  Discussion. 

Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Wozniak approving of the Debt Service Fund (3020) and the Capital Projects Fund (4030) for the Swimming Pool Upgrade and the 2019 G.O. Bond repayment for FY 19/20.  MOTION CARRIED. 

City Attorney

Mayor reported he talked with City Attorney Sullivan and she assured him she is working on the various items that have been assigned to her.  

Public Works Director

Ward Smith, Public Works Director provided the Council with a copy of this monthly activity report and it was reviewed at this time.  Mayor Dschaak asked him to have the crew drive through town and try to fix some of the problem areas in town with snow removal. 
Mayor Miscellaneous

Mayor Dschaak noted that he is still looking for a Council replacement for Ward 2.  Councilman Plestina also noted that an appointment will be needed for Ward 4 as well with no replacement to Councilwoman Page. Councilwoman Evans brought up redistricting.  Discussion.  
Mayor Dschaak added that this is Councilwoman’s Page final meeting having served on the City Council for twelve (12) years.  He thanked her for her service and noted that she will be missed.  

Turkeys and hams will be available for pick up on December 20th.  

Requests for Absence

Councilman Plestina stated he would be traveling out of state over the holiday and requested approval of his absence.  Not sure if it would extend to 10 days, but just in case.
