REGULAR MEETING – October 21, 2019

1

A Regular Meeting of the Wolf Point City Council was held Monday, October 21, 2019 in the City Council Chambers with Mayor Chris M. Dschaak presiding.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Chris M. Dschaak at 7:00 PM, followed by a moment of silence and the reciting of the Pledge of Allegiance.   
PUBLIC COMMENT

Trunk or Treat
Cassie Solberg informed the Council that she was able to obtain an insurance quote for the Hearts of Hope-WOPO Community Outreach through Fleming & Long Insurance for their Trunk or Treat event.  Cost of the liability policy was $215.00 and it will name the City as an additional insured.  Chief Harada will pay for the insurance at his discretion from the DARE Fund.  She thanked the Council for their support of their event and any additional assistance would be appreciated the night of the event.    It was also noted as of the 20th of October, Great No. Development Corporation would be acquiring the property that their event will be held.  After visiting with them, it was determined that the City would remain the owner of the property until November 1st.  Discussion.  

Cassie also noted that they would be holding a “Zombie Run”, Sunday, October 27th beginning at 6:00 PM at Borge Park, weather permitting.  

Snow Bird Policy
Wolf Point resident Jerry Neumiller was before the Council objecting to the removal of the “snow bird” policy.  Mr. Neumiller stated that he was not comfortable speaking in front of people and read a letter he had prepared.  Mr. Neumiller owns 4 houses and one of his residences at 901 1st Avenue No., which is currently unoccupied is set to snow bird status and he receives a bill for hydrant maintenance (.95 per month) as he uses very little if any water at this residence.    To summarize, he felt the removal of the snow bird policy and requiring him to pay a base fee of approximately $70.00 for water & sewer to him is considered a fine or penalty.  He felt the city failed to notify him of their actions.  Mayor Dschaak stated he did his due diligence to let the public know by holding a Public Hearing and time on the radio. Discussion continued.   Mr. Neumiller further commented on the appearance of the town as a whole, indicating that no one cares anymore.  Weeds are way too high and people just aren’t caring for their property.  Discussion 

At the conclusion of Mr. Neumiller’s comments, Mayor Dschaak referred his concerns to the Water & Sewer Committee for review and invited Mr. Neumiller to attend the meeting as well.  The Water & Sewer Committee will meet Thursday, November 7th at 5:30 PM.  
Jerry & Arlene Neumiller left at this time.  
Fire Siren – Lindsey McNabb, DES

Lindsey McNabb, Roosevelt Co. DES Coordinator was before the Council to inform them that she attended a meeting of the Fire Department and it was their recommendation to place the new siren by the northside school at the location of the old siren.  Discussion.   Ward Smith, Public Works Director was designated as the contact person for the city.  

Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilman Plestina approving of the recommendation to place the new fire siren at the north side school and designating Ward Smith, Public Works Director as the contact person for the city.  MOTION CARRIED.  
Landfill Compactor

Barry Damschen of Barry ‘Damschen Consulting, LLC, Lucas Hall, City Foreman, and Ward Smith, Public Works Director went over the bids received and it is their recommendation to award the landfill compactor bid to Titan Machinery for the BOMAG in the amount of $421,000.00 less the trade-in of $120,000.00 for a total of $301,000.00.  Discussion.  Apparently, Plentywood was not interested in the old compactor.
Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Rodenberg accepting the recommendation to award the landfill compactor bid to Titan Machinery for the BOMAG in the amount of $421,000 less a trade-in amount of $120,000 for a total of $301,000.00.  MOTION CARRIED. 
Water Tank Repairs – 500MG GSR (Water Storage Tank)
Bids for the water tank repairs were received at the September meeting.  Maquire Iron was the apparent low bidder, but their Schedule 1 bid exceeded the project budget, i.e. the amount that I.H.S. was providing for the repairs.  Kal Tucker with Maquire Iron noted that he had worked with Greg Lukasik, Great West Engineering and Ward Smith, Public Works Director to reduce the bid to a more affordable amount.  According to a letter, dated October 11, 2019 from Great West Engineering, Maquire Iron was able to make a few adjustments to their bid, including removing the NACE inspection (GWE will cover that instead), only sandblasting the outside roof of the tanks, and delaying the project until spring (saving money on heating to keep the temperature in the tank right).  These adjustments bring Schedule 1 down to $189,500, which is within the project budget.  It was the recommendation of Great West Engineering to accept the revised Schedule 1.  Discussion.  
Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilman Plestina to accept the recommendation to award the Water Tank Repairs (Schedule 1) to Maquire Iron in the revised amount of $189,500.00 and authorize the Mayor to sign the Contract for Services for repairs to the 500 MG GSR (Water Storage Tank).  MOTION CARRIED.  
Water Tank Maintenance Plan  (Full-Service)
Kal Tucker with Maquire Iron presented to the Council Water Tank Maintenance plans which provide the breakdown of the work and costs associated with putting both welded tanks on our Full-Service Maintenance Plan and putting the Glass-Lined tank on a service agreement for cleaning and inspection every 5 years.  He also provided a spreadsheet showing what would be accomplished each year and the monthly amount the city would be paying for each maintenance contract.  Discussion.  Having just received this information earlier today, Mayor Dschaak referred this matter to the Water & Sewer Committee for their review and recommendation.  It was also noted that if the recommendation is to go with the Maintenance Plans, the City would be able to terminate the Contract for Services approved earlier as the 500 MG is included in one of the Full-Service Maintenance Plans.  Kal Tucker also made it known that the Council could cancel any of the Maintenance Plans at any time.  Kal indicated that he would also be available to attend the meeting to answer any questions.  This item will be discussed at the Water & Sewer Committee meeting scheduled for Thursday, November 7th @ 5:30 PM.
Amendments to the Agenda

There were no amendments to the agenda.  
Minutes
City Clerk Mahlum noted that she still has several minutes to complete and will do that as soon as possible. The minutes she has completed are out of order as some of them needed to be completed to be a part of the grant applications and other reports she was required to complete.

Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilwoman Page approving of the minutes of the Regular Meeting – June 17, 2019, Public Hearing – June 19, 2019; Special Meeting – August 28, 2019, and the Public Hearing – September 16, 2019.  MOTION CARRIED.  

Great No. Development Corporation

Mayor Dschaak reported that GNDC will be holding their quarterly meeting on Thursday, October 24th, 2019 at 10:30 AM.  Lunch will be provided.  Eastern MT Tourism Outreach will be holding a meeting in Poplar on Wednesday, October 30th, 2019 from 1-3 PM.  This meeting is free and is open to the public to attend and does not require advanced registration.  Seating may be limited.  Mayor Dschaak also informed the Council that Sherry Boysun is the new caretaker at the NorthStar Apartment complex.  
Brownsfield Loan
According to the Loan Agreement between the City of Wolf Point and Great Northern Development Corporation regarding the sale of the former Gysler property in exchange for the funds used to clean-up the site after the devastating fire, is due to mature on Sunday, October 20, 2019.  The City has tried to sell the property and has been unsuccessful in doing so.   Most likely the property will be deeded to GNDC since the city hasn’t been able to sell it.  Ownership was extended to November 1, 2019 to accommodate the Trunk or Treat event.  
Fort Peck Tribal Council

No one from the Tribal Council was present but Mayor Dschaak noted that it is election week for the Tribal government.  

POW/MIA Flag

City Clerk Mahlum informed the Council that while listening to a morning radio show “Montana Talks“, a caller reported that according to Montana statutes, MCA 1.1.541: a POW/MIA flag must be displayed at any building that serves as the location of a city or town hall for an incorporated city or town. Apparently, the City of Billings nor the City of Wolf Point had complied.  Therefore, a POW/MIA is now on display at the city office in compliance with the state law.  
RFQ – Airport Engineer
Councilman Mahlum reported that the Airport Committee met to discuss the sole proposal submitted by Interstate Engineering for the airport engineer.  He noted that the committee accepts the proposal but wants them to know the city wasn’t pleased with the audit comment regarding the disbarment issue.  He hopes that it doesn’t happen again.  He asked that Interstate Engineering be made aware of the hoops the city had to jump through.  City Clerk Mahlum commented that they have revised the contract documents to reflect the change required by the FAA.  Legal has also reviewed the proposal as well.  

Motion by Councilman Mahlum, seconded by Councilman Plestina awarding the Airport Engineering contract to Interstate Engineering for a period of five (5) years.  MOTION CARRIED. 

Essential Air Service

Mayor Dschaak informed the Council that the U.S. Dept. of Transportation as per Order 2019-10-11, has re-selected CapeAir to continue to provide Essential Air Service at Glasgow, Glendive, Havre, Sidney and Wolf Point, from January 1, 2020 through December 31, 2023.  New contracts will be needed for the terminal building and hangar.  City Clerk Mahlum will provide a copy of the prior contract to legal for review.  
M-4000

City Clerk Mahlum reported that the new fueling station at the airport was up and running and local accounts have been setup.  No longer needing the phone line, noted City Clerk Mahlum, the lone was cancelled today.    

MAMA/ADO Meeting

A meeting is scheduled to be held in Helena October 23-24, 2019.  Mayor Dschaak stated that no one from the city is planning on attending. 

Ed Bach – Date of Return

Ed Bach is now scheduled to return as of November 1st.  Public Works Director Ward Smith noted that Tom Romo would not be returning next summer.  Therefore, the city may have to look for someone who can work fulltime as Ed takes the summer off to farm.  
Swimming Pool Upgrade – Call for Bids

According to an e-mail provided by Greg Lukaski, Great West Engineering they have draft plans and specs from their sub-consultant for the changing room improvements.   He just needs to review them and they will be completed by the end of the week and should be ready to bid as soon as they are approved.  Construction is anticipated by February/March since all the work being done is indoors. Discussion.  

Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilwoman Evans authorizing the Call for Bids for the Swimming Pool Upgrades.  MOTION CARRIED. 

Kal Tucker left at this time.  
Cemetery Expansion

Mayor Dschaak stated that City Foreman Lucas Hall has some ideas how he would like to make the expansion.  

Farmers Union Lumber Property

City Attorney Anna Rose Sullivan was contacted by the County Attorney Austin Knudsen regarding the Farmers Union Lumber property, which half of it sits within the city’s boundaries and the other half is in the county.  She didn’t know how the plat was approved that way because it has a direct impact on taxation issues, etc.  The Roosevelt Co. Commissioners are willing to deed their parcel to the City of Wolf Point.  But a legal description of the property is required.  City Attorney Sullivan reached out to Pete Olsen, a surveyor to help with this matter.  She noted that the county may be willing to help pay for this service.  Mayor Dschaak asked what their intentions were with the property and his opinion was why should the city invest any money into this if they don’t intend on doing anything.  Discussion.  Additional information may be needed.  
Ward Boundary Map (Election purposes) – NorthStar Apts.

Due to the recent annexation of the property where the NorthStar apartments are located, a new ward boundary map for election purposes needs to be completed.  The Town of Culbertson recently had a similar issue and Pete Olsen assisted them so she reached out to him for assistance.  City Attorney Sullivan received an estimate from Pete Olsen to provide this.  His estimate is $5,500.  Discussion.  Since there was no need for an election this year, there wasn’t a rush to get it completed but should be done in the near future.  Discussion.
Gospel Fellowship Church

Mayor Dschaak advised the Council that he received an e-mail from Teaguean  Knudsen regarding the Temporary Occupancy Certificate that has been issued to the Gospel Fellowship Church, which is due to expire on December 17th.  He further noted that this is the final extension for this project.  Councilman Mahlum asked if someone could make a personal contact with them to see if it is their intention to have the project completed by that date.  Public Works Director Ward Smith stated that he spoke with Brian Miller some time ago regarding the certificate but would be willing to contact him again.   Discussion.  

CDBG – Growth Policy
Great West Engineering has completed the grant application to CDBG for funds to do an update to the city’s growth policy and a Capital Improvement Project update.  The amount of the planning grant request is $36,000 with a $12,000 match from the city for a total planning project of $48,000.00.  According to Great West, once they know the status of the funding, they will submit a Task Order to the city for approval.  Discussion.  

Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilwoman Page authorizing the Mayor to sign the CDBG Planning Grant application for funding to update the city’s growth policy and to do a  CIP update and to designate Ward Smith, Public Works Director as the Environmental Certifying Official associated with the environmental review process.  MOTION CARRIED.  

Firemen’s Ball

Mayor Dschaak stated he had heard that it was a pretty good turnout for the Ball.  

Police Dept./Animal Control

Police Chief Harada provided the Council with a copy of his Monthly Activity Report.  Councilwoman Page commented that someone needs to start picking up some dogs.  Cleaning her yard over the weekend, there were dogs running around everywhere.  Chief Harada noted that they would address the issue.  Discussion.

Alt Landfill Cover

Still waiting to hear from the DEQ to close out this project.   Ward Smith, Public Works Director will contact Barry Damschen for an update.  

Streets & Alleys

Mayor Dschaak reported that the new grader attachment to the skid steer is working out well.  They have done several alleys in town with good results.  

Water Preliminary Review (PER)

City Clerk Mahlum informed the Council that she has received from Great West Engineering a copy of the DLA grant and a “draft” Water PER.  The DLA grant was submitted on September 30th.  According to Great West, the DOT received over 200 applications for the program, about half from schools and the other half related to infrastructure projects.  Their schedule states that they will have rankings and start awarding grants by December, 2019.  With so many applications, Greg noted that if the city is rewarded funding for the railroad project, it would be a partial funding covering only one of the crossings since they have so many applications.  

RD Application

City Clerk Mahlum reported that she provided Rural Development with the CIP plan prepared by Interstate Engineering along with the amendments that were added after meeting with Public Works Director Smith some time ago. John Bach indicated in an e-mail that they were waiting to hear back from RD regarding the abbreviated PER that was sent to them.  He will also be looking into get the BNSF permits extended.  .  
Water Treatment Plant – Resolution No. 940-2019

After the discussion held at the last City Council meeting, City Attorney Sullivan provided the Council with a revised Resolution regarding the shutdown of the city’s water treatment plant, which was presented for approval.  Discussion.  

Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilwoman Page approving of Resolution No. 940-2019, which reads as follows:

RESOLUTION NO. 940-2019

A RESOLUTION TO RETIRE THE CITY OF WOLF POINT

WATER TREATMENT PLANT AND INTENT NOT TO

ABANDON WATER RIGHTS


WHEREAS, the City of Wolf Point has connected to the Assiniboine & Sioux Rural Water Supply System (ASRWSS) as their primary source of drinking water;

WHEREAS, the City of Wolf Point has legal jurisdiction and authority to construct, finance, operate and maintain the City of Wolf Point Water System;

Water Treatment Plant – Resolution No. 940-2019 – Continued……

WHEREAS, the City of Wolf Point desires to retire their treatment plant in order to avoid the cost of monitoring and sampling City of Wolf Point inactive wells and water supply system, relying, instead on the ASRWSS system;

WHEREAS, the City of Wolf Point recognizes that the wells will need to be flushed at least monthly;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City Council of the City of Wolf Point hereby approves the retirement of their existing water treatment plant but hereby expresses no intent to abandon the City of Wolf Point’s priority date and right to use of water for any useful or beneficial purpose.  

MOTION CARRIED.

Water/Wastewater Op. II – Cody Cousineau
Councilwoman Evans presented the recommendation to hire Cody Cousineau for the Water/Wastewater Op. II position, effective October 15, 2019, submitted by Public Works Director Ward Smith.    

Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Wozniak approving the hiring of Cody Cousineau as the Water/Wastewater Op. II position at an hourly wage of $16.00 per hour, with a $2.00 an hour increase when he passes the water and wastewater exams, i.e. $1.00 per exam with a one (1) yeaer probationary period.  MOTION CARRIED.  
Utility Billing Clerk
City Clerk Mahlum requested a meeting with the Personnel, Policy & Wage Committee for Thursday, October 24th beginning at 5:30 PM.  She noted she has approximately 6 applications and would like to interview 3-4.  She would like to meet with the committee at 5:30 PM and start interviews at 6:00 PM.

Quarterly Insurance Reports

City Clerk Mahlum requested a meeting with the committee to review the quarterly claims report for Liability, Workers’ Compensation and Property Claims. 

FY 18-19 Audit

The audit will be conducted by Olness & Associates and will begin Monday December 9th.  

Clerk’s Activity Report

A copy of the City Clerk’s Monthly Activity Report was provided to the Council.  She attended the MT League of Cities & Towns Annual Conference and the Annual Meeting of the MT Municipal Interlocal Authority and was re-elected to serve on the MMIA Board of Directors for another two (2) years.   City Clerk Mahlum complimented Asst. City Clerk Jhona Peterson on her pulling double duty due to the staff shortage in her office with the resignation of Carly Tattoo as of September 6, 2019.  Several reports were completed. 
Website

City Clerk Mahlum reported that she hopes the website will be completed within the next month and will go live with it shortly thereafter.  

Water & Sewer Ordinances

Work has been suspended on this until the Utility Billing position can be filled.  

Financial Reports & Security Reports
Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Rodenberg approving of the Revenue & Expenditure Reports, the Treasurer’s Cash Report for the month of September, 2019 and the Securities Pledged to the Credit of the Wolf Point Treasurer for the quarter ending September 30, 2019.   MOTION CARRIED.  

General Obligation Bond – Pool Upgrades

City Clerk Mahlum noted that both she and the Mayor signed the General Obligation Bond documents on November 1st and received the $250,000 from Western Bank. Haven’t requested the LWCF fund as yet, but will when the construction starts.  

Quarterly Securities

Water/Sewer & Solid Waste – Quarterly Revenue Reports

City Clerk Mahlum presented the quarterly revenue reports for the Water, Sewer & Solid Waste fund for quarter ending September 30, 2019, which should be at approximately 25%.  The revenue report shows that Water revenues were 26% of the anticipated, the Sewer revenues were 23% of the anticipated and Solid Waste was only 15% of the anticipated.  It was noted that the biggest majority of the solid waste revenues come from the County Treasurer and the 1st half of the taxes haven’t been received as yet.  Having been a very wet summer, City Clerk Mahlum was pleased that the revenues weren’t adversely affected.   

Investments

A list of investments were provided to the Council for the quarter ending September 30, 2019.  City Clerk Mahlum reviewed it at this time.  
Airport – Lot Leases
City Attorney Anna Rose Sullivan informed the Council that she has prepared the agreements and have had conversations with Mike Ames and Jim Rodenberg who seem agreeable with the new agreements.  She requested some additional time to get the agreement signed and should have it completed by the next City Council meeting.  A copy of the new lease agreement will be provided to the Committee for review prior to next month’s meeting.  
NLC - Service Line Warranty Program
Mayor Dschaak informed the Council that he spoke with Rob Meston regarding the Service Line Warranty Program and explained to him some of the city’s concerns.  He was told that they first need the resolution and marketing agreement from the city and then they will be contacting contractors in the area who would be interested in doing the work.  Discussion.  City Attorney Anna Rose Sullivan has already reviewed the paperwork, but City Clerk would like to have the Water & Sewer Committee review it as well.  It will be on the agenda for their meeting to be held Thursday, November 7, 2019 at 5:30 PM.  
Public Works Activity Report

Public Works Director Ward Smith provided the Council with his monthly Activity Report.   He also informed the Council that they are planning on moving the generator from the Water Treatment Plant to the Main Lift Station if possible.  Rick Harmon is looking into it for us, stated PWD Smith.  Mayor Dschaak also suggested talking the Lindsey McNabb since the generator was obtained through a FEMA grant.  Discussion.  

Mayor’s Miscellaneous

Mayor Dschaak noted that the annual MT League of Cities & Towns Conference was well attended and thanked everyone who attended.  City Clerk Mahlum and Councilman Mahlum were able to talk to Rural Development about their pending loan/grant application.
