REGULAR MEETING – September 16, 2019
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A Regular Meeting of the Wolf Point City Council was held Monday, September 16, 2019 in the City Council Chambers with Mayor Chris M. Dschaak presiding.

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM, followed by a moment of silence and the reciting of the Pledge of Allegiance.  

BID OPENING – New Landfill Compactor

Bids for the landfill compactor were received by 7:00 PM and were opened and read aloud.   City Clerk Mahlum opened the bids and noted that the bid bonds were present for both bids.  The bids received were as follows:

(*) When the bid was read it was noted that the net purchase price and the trade-in price were reversed.  The Titan Machinery salesman was present and acknowledged his mistake.  
The bids are effective for 45 days from the date of the bid opening.  Mayor Dschaak stated the bids would be referred to the Equipment Replacement Committee.  Barry Damschen, of Damschen Consulting, the city’s landfill engineer, will also review the bids and provide his recommendation to the Committee for recommendation to the Council at the next meeting.  
BID OPENING – Water Tank Repairs

Two (2) bids were received for the Water Tank repairs.  City Clerk Mahlum opened and read the bids aloud.  The bids received were as follows:

It was noted that Maquire Iron was the low bidder, but the bid is still above the project budget.  Both bids also provided their bid bond.  In talking with Maquire Iron, Greg informed them they were a little shell shocked at the bids received.  He intends on working with them to see if they can get the cost of the rehab down by removing a few items from the bid, i.e. mainly the expensive inspection portion which Great West will cover and doing the work in the spring when the weather permits.  Greg Lukasik is hoping he can get the price down to lessen the cost to the City.  Mayor Dschaak referred the bids to the Water & Sewer Committee and Greg Lukasik, Great West to review with their recommendation to be submitted to the City Council at the next meeting.  Bids are effective for 60 days.  Discussion.
Assault Incident
Dave D. Parsley, Sr. was before the City Council and addressed the City Council.  It was obvious that he was very emotionally upset over his recent ordeal.   He had been assaulted on his own property during the day with the intention of them hurting him.  He feels the Council should be doing something to protect the citizens of Wolf Point.  He personally thanked Councilman Plestina because he was the only one from the Council that asked him how he was 
Assault Incident- Continued…..

doing.  He suggested the City Council should write letters to the Tribes to get something done.  Two individuals were arrested on Saturday and jailed and the Judge let them go the same day.  Then one of the guys that attacked him was let go, and stabbed another individual the next night.  What’s happening with our law enforcement, stated Mr. Parsley.  He wants to get the BIA (Bureau of Indian Affairs), our Senators whoever to get this changed.  We’ve got to change this, stated Mr. Parsley.  

Again, he stated that he thinks the City Council should be looking at all the people of Wolf Point.  There are so many good people on this reservation.  He asked the Council not to use the excuse of the jails being over-crowded.  Being an enrolled Native American from a different reservation, he feels this town isn’t the same anymore.  He feels it is the City Council’s job to take care of its people in this community and protect them.  The damages done to his property amounts to approximately $6,000, with no restitution.  Mr. Parsley went on to provide several solutions the Council should consider doing and noted some of the things suggested at the Community Meeting held in May, i.e. curfew still hasn’t improved the situation.  

Mr. Parsley feels strongly that the City Council should insist that the BIA come back to Wolf Point and help with this situation.  Get rid of people who don’t want to help us and get those that will do something to correct this problem.  Basically, it’s the Tribal court and the crimes that are being committed.  He feels the elected officials should stand up, whether it’s politically correct or not and get something done.    In closing, he apologized for his emotional status but he is deeply concerned for the safety of our citizens.  People are leaving and no one wants to come here.  
Mayor Dschaak responded that he totally understands Mr. Parsley’s frustration. He has invited Chairman Azure & members of the Tribal council to attend our meetings on several occasions, but no one will attend.  Mayor Dschaak noted that there isn’t anyone on the Council that hasn’t been affected by this in some way or another.  As for the meeting with Attorney General Tim Fox, Mayor Dschaak wanted to have the opportunity to freely speak with him.  Only himself, Police Chief Harada and City Attorney Anna Rose Sullivan met with him when he was in town.  AG Fox pledged help for the City of Wolf Point.   Mr. Parsley stated what he has been hearing is that if something doesn’t done; then we will handle the matter ourselves.  
Scott Taylor mentioned that there is a Tribal election coming up soon.  They are looking for a solution as well and perhaps after the election is over, some of those rules can get changed.  He cited what another reservation does and City Attorney Sullivan interjected that their tribal organizational structure is different than the Tribe here.  He feels their leadership is lacking and noted several services that are being provided at no cost to them.  Discussion continued.  Mayor Dschaak wanted to make it clear that its not us against them.  He considers all of us to be a “community”.  
In closing, Mayor Dschaak noted that he is personally trying but it is a much bigger problem than he can fix or the City Council.  When he heard about what happened, it shocked him to his sole. But what can be done to fix this problem.  

After a lengthy discussion, the Mayor stated if someone has a genuine idea on how to move forward on this, he will run with it.   Discussion.   A suggestion what made to draft some letters to be sent to the BIA and the Congressional delegation to get some action to help us fix this situation. Councilman Mahlum suggested Scott Taylor to draft a letter for everyone’s signature.   Mayor Dschaak stated he will try to get things moving within the next 30 days.  Discussion continued.  Several felt it was a good start.  
Dave Parsley left as well as several other at this time.    

Mr. Frederick Lee asked to address the Council at this time.  He noted that he is Dave’s neighbor and Dave’s frustration is that the assault was only deemed as a misdemeanor.  He has tried to explain to him the difference in Tribal law and Montana law.  Not only does he have $6,000 damages, but as a senior he feels it should be considered a felony not a misdemeanor assault.   When the Chief arrested those individuals, he tried to explain to Dave that when they were arrested, the Chief could only charge them with what the law allows.  But when you are mad and frustrated your emotions get the best of you and you want to blame somebody.  Then its law enforcements fault….no.  Then it’s the courts fault.  That’s his frustration.  He feels that what happened to him should be more than someone getting arrested and released the next morning.  He further noted that the detention centers are only being run half-staffed.  From his experience having the BIA here is not the answer.  Each organization would love to hire more officers, but they don’t have the funds.   Discussion.  
Hearts of Hope

Cassandra Solberg and Jolynn Badhawk addressed the Council to inform them about their group.  Hearts of Hope was formed by a handful of concerned mothers in the Wolf Point community.  Our goal is to be a force of positivity in our community.  We want to arrange and host fun, family oriented, youth focused, and DRUG & ALCOHOL-FREE 
events for the Wolf Point and surrounding communities; as well as lift up and help out any other organization events that want to promote positivity in the same way.  

On September 30th, beginning at 6:00 PM they would like to have a Suicide Awareness March beginning at the Shumway gazebo and march the normal “parade route” and ending at the Shumway Gazebo for a guest speaker and memorial ceremony for those who have left us to soon to suicide.  They also requested to have assistance from the Wolf Point Police Dept. during their march.  Discussion. 
Fourteen months ago, Mr. Lee’s son, Michael,  committed suicide in July here in Wolf Point.  Mr. Lee stated he was here for two reasons. One to support these ladies in their efforts, and second to change the attitude of I….to we.  We have to do better to get out the message of depression in our community that help is available.  Montana now ranks as #1 in the nation for suicide.  For 40 years, Montana has been in the top five.    It takes all of us to come together to help these people deal with their depression.  He asked the Council to support their efforts and organization.  Discussion.  
Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilman Mahlum to approve the request of the Hearts of Hope to hold their Suicide Awareness March on Monday, September 30th, 2019 with assistance from the Wolf Point Police Dept.  MOTION CARRIED. 

Trunk or Treat

Cassandra also informed the Council of an event they would like to hold on Halloween called “Trunk or Treat”.  They noted that they originally were going to have it at the Community Hall, but because of the interest they have outgrown that facility.  Different businesses and organizations will decorate the various items, such as a trunk of a vehicle and hand out candy or treats.  Optimist Club is going to be handing out hotdogs at the Hamburger stand.  Elks donated shirts and candy to the event as well.  They originally requested the use of Sherman Park.   Mayor Dschaak suggested they use the lot next to the Swap Shop which is currently owned by the City.  Discussion.  
Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilman Plestina granting the Hearts of Hope to use the city lot next to the Swap Shop for their “Trunk or Treat” event on Thursday, October 31, 2019.  MOTION CARRIED. 

Discussion regarding insurance was held at this time.  It was noted that the group doesn’t have much money and asked if the city could help them with the insurance.  Police Chief Harada offered to pay for the insurance from his DARE fund.  City Clerk Mahlum will check with MMIA to see what a Special Event policy would cost.  
Due to the lateness of the evening, Mayor Dschaak asked Greg Lukasik, Great West Engineering to address all of his issues now so that he can get on the road to his next destination.  Then we can regroup and go on from there, stated Mayor Dschaak.    

Swimming Pool Rehab - Task Order #3
Greg noted that he spoke with the bond counsel, Bob Murdo and they basically set the date to have the project awarded by – November 1st.  City Clerk Mahlum reported that she and Mayor Dschaak signed documents at Western Bank for the new GO Bond on September 10, 2019.   
Growth Policy 
The intent is to apply for a CDBG -Planning Grant, stated Mr. Lukasik, which will provide approximately 75% of the money needed to prepare the growth policy.  They plan on applying for approximately $35,000 and the city’s match would be approximately $12,000.  Discussion.  

Growth Policy – Continued…..
Motion by Councilman Plestina, seconded by Councilwoman Evans authorizing the Mayor to submit an application to the MT Dept. of Commerce for a CDBG – Planning Grant for assistance in preparing and updating the city’s Growth Policy,   MOTION CARRIED.  

BNSF – RD Application

Greg noted that he was unable to provide the Council with an update on this project as Interstate Engineering is working on this particular project.  He did note that they are using their estimates for the BN water line repairs for the DLA application.  The BN Permit which is also a part of the DLA contract will expire soon and it was his suggestion that an extension be requested.  Mayor Dschaak sent John Bach, Interstate Engineering a text and the expiration date of that permit is January, 2020.  John also agrees that an extension should be requested.  

Water Treatment Plant – Mothballing Plant

Mr. Lukasik addressed the issue of mothballing the Water Treatment Plant and provided a couple of suggestions.  Discussion.  A resolution had been prepared but after tonight’s discussion, City Attorney Sullivan will prepare a new one for Council approval at the next meeting.  
Water PER - Resolution No. 936-2019
A Public Hearing had been held earlier this evening for the purpose of obtaining comments regarding the Environmental Review Record for the proposed water system improvement project that will replace the mains underneath the BNSF railroad.  A Resolution was prepared for the Council’s approval stating that an environmental impact statement was not necessary.  Discussion.    

Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilman Mahlum approving Resolution No. 936-219, which reads as follows:

WHEREAS, the City of Wolf Point has completed an assessment to identify potential environmental impacts of the Railroad Water Main Replacement Project as recommended in the Draft 2019 Water System Preliminary Engineering Report;

WHEREAS, the draft Environmental Assessment was made available for public comment and the findings were presented and reviewed at a public meeting;

WHEREAS, no substantive public comment was received;    

WHEREAS, the City has determined the Railroad Water Main Replacement Project will not significantly affect the quality of the human environment and accordingly, the City has determined an Environmental Impact Statement is not necessary;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council as follows:

That the City of Wolf Point, Montana adopts the final Environmental Assessment for the Railroad Water Main Replacement Project.

GNDC – Brownsfield Workshop
Mayor Dschaak informed the Council that he has been asked to speak at the Brownsfield Workshop that is being held in Poplar on Wednesday, September 18, 2019 beginning at 9:00 AM.

MT League of Cities & Towns

The MT League of Cities & Towns conference is being held at the Billings Hotel & Convention Center on October 2-4, 2019.  City Clerk Mahlum indicated that she has registered the following who will be attending – Chris, Marlene, Dean, Tina & Ward.  City Attorney Sullivan is also going and the city is paying her registration & per diem.   Glasgow will be paying for her room and mileage.     

General Election - Resolution No. 934-2019
City Clerk Mahlum informed the Council that as of September 3, 2019 there were no write-ins for the city’s municipal election.  As a result, there is no opposition for the Council seats.  According to HB 447 passed by the 2017 legislature, a municipality can cancel a general election by resolution if there is no opposition.  Presented to the Council for their approval, was Resolution No. 934-2019.

Discussion.  City Clerk Mahlum stated that Interstate Engineering has changed their process regarding the disbarment issue to be in compliance with the FAA.  MOTION CARRIED.  
Essential Air Service

No word has been received regarding the contract award. 

M-4000 Installation

Councilman Mahlum reported that the new M-4000 Siteminder will be installed soon at the Airport, replacing the outdated system.  The new system will not require a phone line and the information is accessed from the cloud and can be done from any computer vs. a dedicated computer that was required for the M-3000.      

MAMA/ADO Meeting
A notice has been received for a MT Airport Management Association (MAMA) meeting in Helena on October 23-24, 2019 in Helena at the Helena Regional Airport Terminal.  Mayor Dschaak indicated that he didn’t think anyone from the city would be attending this year.  Interstate Engineering could be attending and will keep us informed.  
Ed Bach – Date of  Return

Tom Romo has been working at the airport while Ed was off farming.  Due to the strange weather which has delayed harvest this year, it is anticipated that Ed will return on October 1st.  It was also noted that Tom Romo will not be available after this year.  A more permanent solution may need to arranged.  
FAA Site Visit

Matthew Wilder, FAA was traveling viewing several of the airports in Montana and paid a visit to the LM Clayton Airport on the morning of September 11th.  He informed Public Works Director Smith that the airport looked well ran and maintained.  

Cemetery Expansion
Need to develop a plan for expansion.  

Skateboard Park

Mayor Dschaak noted that a Grand Opening of the new skateboard park constructed west of Wolf Point will be Saturday, September 21st at noon along with 5-7 professional skateboarders.  This was made possible by Jeff Ament of the band – Pearl Jam with assistance from the city and Fort Peck Tribes.  Mayor Dschaak asked for help around 9:00 AM that morning if anyone was interested.  

Gospel Fellowship Church

Public Works Director Smith reported that the Temporary Occupancy Certificate will be running out soon.  He spoke with Teaguean Knudsen, Bldg Inspector and he has no problem extending the TOC, but a hard date needs to be established for completion.  

Farmers Union Lumber

City Attorney Anna Rose Sullivan has been talking with the County Attorney regarding this matter of annexation.  She noted that it may require an amendment to the plat and asked that this matter be tabled until the next City Council meeting when she should have more information on this issue.   

Building Permits

City Clerk Mahlum advised the Council of the building permits that are currently being reviewed.   Mayor Dschaak noted if any resident within the City of Wolf Point plans on doing some major renovation on their property, they are to contact the City Office to inquire if a building permit is required.  City Clerk Mahlum noted that as of August 1st, 1998, the Dept. of Labor put out new rules and the city re-certified in 2002 and is still certified today.  Discussion. 
Fire Dept.

There has been no word on the fire sirens that were obtained through a DES grant.  The Firemen’s Ball will be held Saturday, October 12th at the Elks Club in Wolf Point.  Tickets are available from any volunteer fireman.

On social media he did invite anyone with an issue to attend the City Council meeting tonight and he noted there wasn’t anyone here.  City Clerk Mahlum stated Ken Hentges was here earlier but left.  He was here on behalf of McDonalds and was hoping their representatives would be here as well.  But they were wondering what they could do themselves are far as the cardboard, etc.  Mayor Dschaak stated that the Tribes may interested in taking over the program.    All of the bins are being removed.  Discussion.

The route would be the normal parade route used during Stampede.  Discussion. City Clerk Mahlum noted that proof of insurance and deposit have been provided. 
Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilman Wozniak approving of the request of the Wolf Point School District Counselors to hold a Community Suicide Awareness Walk on Wednesday, September 25, 2019 beginning at 5:30 PM.  MOTION CARRIED.
WP Homecoming Parade

A request was received from Melissa Cromwell to hold the 2019 Homecoming parade on Saturday, October 12th at 10:00 AM.  The floats will depart from the bus loop and head down Main staying on the Fox Ford side of Main, loop by the Sherman and head back on the Bryan’s side of Main and return to the High School on Main.  City Clerk Mahlum noted that they have provided proof of insurance and deposit.  

Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine approving of the request of the WP Homecoming Committee to hold a WP Homecoming Parade on Saturday, October 12th, 2019 beginning at 10:00 AM.  MOTION CARRIED.
Police Officer – Dustin Darby
City Clerk Mahlum noted that Officer Darby was approved at the last City Council meeting.  But the motion was made by Councilman Wozniak.  City Attorney Sullivan checked into this and only a chief executive officer and all elected municipal officers may administer oaths.  (7-1-4136, MCA).  As a result, the recommendation is being re-submitted for approval.  He was officially sworn in prior to the Special Meeting held on August 28, 2019 by City Judge Traci Harada.  
Councilwoman Evans submitted Police Chief Harada’s recommendation to hire Dustin Darby as a Police Officer.  It is a Grade 7 position, with a starting wage of $16.86 per hour.  There is a 12-month probationary period and Dustin will be responsible for attending and successfully completing the MT Law Enforcement Academy within 12-18 months of his employment.  Discussion.  
Motion by Councilman Plestina, seconded by Councilman Wozniak approving the recommendation to hire Dustin Darby as a Police Officer, at a Grade 7, with a starting wage of $16.86 per hour, and a 12-month probationary period, and successful completion of the MLEA Academy within 12-18months.  MOTION CARRIED.

Budget Books
City Clerk Mahlum informed the Council that the new budget books have been completed but they still need to be bound.   She asked the Council to turn in their old budget books so she can recycle the binding.

Cross-Deputization Agreement

City Attorney Sullivan presented a resolution for the Council’s approval of the amended and restated Cooperative Agreement providing for cross-deputization of the Assiniboine and Sioux Tribes of the Fort Peck Reservation, the City of Wolf Point, the City of Poplar, the Montana Highway Patrol, and Roosevelt Co.    Mayor Dschaak informed the Council that during his meeting with Attorney General Tim Fox, he was very frank about the issues that are going on in our community and his on-going frustration with the Tribal court system.  He felt the cross-deputization agreement will not only benefit the City of Wolf Point but all other law enforcement entities as well so long as the changes are made.  Discussion.  
Motion by Councilman Wozniak, seconded by Councilman Rodenberg authorizing Mayor Dschaak to sign Resolution No. 938-2019, which reads as follows:

RESOLUTION NO. 938-2019

A RESOLUTION TO SIGN AND ADOPT THE AMENDED AND RESTATED COOPERATIVE AGREEMENT PROVIDING FOR CROSS-DEPUTIZATION OF THE ASSINIBOINE AND SIOUX TRIBES OF THE FORT PECK RESERVATION, THE CITY OF WOLF POINT, THE CITY OF POPLAR, THE MONTANA HIGHWAY PATROL, AND ROOSEVELT COUNTY.  


WHEREAS, the City of Wolf Point has previously participated in a cooperative law enforcement agreement and desires to do so to protect all citizens and provide the most efficient law enforcement and police protection under the law;


WHEREAS, the enaction of this agreement does not command any obligations or dictate policing strategies;


WHEREAS, the Amended and Restated Cooperative Agreement provides for the Cross-Deputization of Law Enforcement Officers, including the Assiniboine and Sioux Tribes of the Fort Peck Indian Reservation, the City of Wolf Point, the City of Poplar, the Montana Highway Patrol and the Roosevelt Co. Sheriff’s Department.  


WHEREAS, the enaction of this agreement will promote the safety, prosperity, security, and general welfare of the City of Wolf Point;


NOW, THEREFORE, FE IT RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Wolf Point as follows:

1.
The Mayor shall sign and adopt the Cooperative Agreement Providing for Cross-Deputization of the Assiniboine and Sioux Tribes of the Fort Peck Reservation, the City of Wolf point, the City of Poplar, the Montana Highway Patrol, and Roosevelt County.

MOTION CARRIED.

Snowbird Policy – Resolution No. 939-2019

City Attorney Sullivan has prepared a Resolution regarding the “snowbird” policy for Council approval.  

Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilman Plestina approving Resolution no. 939-2019, which reads as follows:

RESOLUTION NO. 939-2019
A RESOLUTION TO PROHIBIT SEASONAL BILLING PRACTICES aka “SNOWBIRD ACCOUNTS”

WHEREAS, the City of Wolf Point has legal jurisdiction and authority to finance, operate, and maintain the City of Wolf Point Water System;


WHEREAS, the City of Wolf Point requires sufficient funds to maintain and operate the Wolf Point Water Delivery System;


WHEREAS, THE City of Wolf Point desires to enact policies which treat all City water users equally in order to share the cost of maintenance and operation;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Wolf Point, Montana;

1.  The City of Wolf Point hereby prohibits all seasonal billing practices, aka “Snowbird Account” billing.

2.  The effective date for this resolution shall be October 16, 2019.
