REGULAR MEETING – August 19, 2019
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A Regular Meeting of the Wolf Point City Council was held Monday, August 19, 2019 in the City Council Chambers with Mayor Chris M. Dschaak presiding.  
COUNCIL PRESENT:  Craig Rodenberg, Judy Page, Dean Mahlum, Laurie Evans, John Plestina, Tina Bets His Medicine, Jeff Wozniak   ABSENT:  Eldon Porras (Ward 2- Resigned eff. 7/31/2019)

OTHERS PRESENT:  Marlene R. Mahlum, City Clerk/Treasurer; Jhona Peterson, Asst. City Clerk/Treasurer; Ward Smith, Public Works Director; Jeff Harada, Police Chief; Anna Rose Sullivan, City Attorney
CITIZENS PRESENT: Clint Bushman, Fire Chief; James Walling, Northern Prairie Independent

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Chris M. Dschaak at 7:00 PM, followed by a moment of silence and the reciting of the Pledge of Allegiance.  Mayor Dschaak asked the Council to keep the 1st responders and families in Roosevelt County and (Powell County-Deer Lodge due to the tragic accidents that occurred this past weekend.  (NOTE:  Three separate accidents in Roosevelt Co. took the lives of 4 individuals.  An EMT working at a demolition derby in Deer Lodge was killed during the event.)  
Oath of Office
City Attorney Anna Rose Sullivan administered the Oath of Office to City Councilman Jeff Wozniak representing Ward 2, to be effective August 19, 2019.  

PUBLIC COMMENT

Mayor Dschaak introduced to the City Council the new Fire Chief – Clint Bushman who  assumed this position effective July 1st, 2019.  Council welcomed him to the position.  

Amendments to the Agenda

City Clerk advised the Council that she provided them with a new agenda for tonight’s meeting.  

Minutes

Several minutes are waiting for completion.  City Clerk Mahlum stated she would catchup as she always has.  It’s been a very busy summer.  
GNDC

Mayor Dschaak reported he has provided some information to Tori Matejovsky at GNDC and they will be working together with the Tribes and the City to see what can be done to cleanup some of the properties.   Councilman Plestina attended GNDC’s quarterly meeting.  Clayton Vine of Roosevelt Co. contacted the Mayor regarding the annexation of the Northstar Apartments so that area can be annexed in time for them to be able to vote.   City Clerk Mahlum reported that the paperwork will be filed with the county.  Mayor Dschaak also noted that he extended an invitation to the FP Tribes to have a representative attend the meeting tonight.  
Mayor Dschaak also noted that a free Brownsfield Workshop will be held in Poplar on September 18, 2019.  Registration is required by September 13th.  Mayor Dschaak has been asked to do the welcome and introductions.  
MT League of Cities & Towns Conference

Council was again reminded that the MT League of Cities & Towns conference will be held Oct. 2-4, 2019 in Billings this year at the Billings Hotel & Convention Center.  Pre-registration is due by September 25th.  Let City Clerk Mahlum know if you are planning to attend.  Councilwoman Bets His Medicine indicated she’s interested in going and Councilman Mahlum will be attending as well.  
JP Clerical Agreement

Presented to the Council for approval was the agreement between Roosevelt County and the City of Wolf Point for the JP/clerical position for fiscal year 2019-20.  The compensation for this agreement increased to $14,990.10, which is a $644.46 increase from the previous year.  
Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilman Plestina approving the JP Clerical Agreement between the City of Wolf Point and Roosevelt Co. for fiscal year ending June 30, 2020 in the amount of $14,990.10.  MOTION CARRIED. 
Resignation – Eldon Porras

Mayor Dschaak informed the Council that he received the following letter from Ward 2 Councilman Eldon Porras, which reads as follows:

It is with regret that I tender my resignation from the City Council, effective immediately.  I am grateful for having the opportunity to serve on the City Council, and I offer my best wishes for its continued success.  

Mayor Dschaak asked if the Council knows of anyone interested in serving on the Council in Ward 2 to let him know.  

MDOT – Aeronautics Loan

According to City Clerk Mahlum, it is the Airport Committee’s recommendation to not accept the $2,500 loan from the MT Aeronautics Division for the runway rehab.  She has not yet given them a call turning down the loan.  

Airport – Hanger Lease Agreement
City Clerk/Treasurer Mahlum stated she would be meeting with City Attorney Sullivan after tonight’s meeting to review the lease.  

RFQ – Airport Engineering

The RFQ was placed in the newspaper before she left on vacation, stated City Clerk Mahlum but when she returned from vacation, she was informed the RFQ should have been for just engineering and not engineering and planning.   A revised RFQ was placed in the newspaper and the deadline for receiving proposals is Wednesday, September 4th.  

Essential Air Service

No word has been received to-date regarding the contract award.  

Federal Express

Federal Express left the airport as of July 15, 2019.  They re-located to Glasgow.  

Lease Agreement

Teague Allen Baily is wanting to rent the building vacated by Federal Express.  He will be providing aircraft engine maintenance, which has been approved by the FAA to be located on the airport premises.  The rent will be $350 per month, plus he will be responsible for utilities.  City Attorney Sullivan had drafted an agreement for him to sign, which he picked up today.  It will be a month-by-month lease agreement.  
PAPI Light Damage
Les Toavs, who removes hay from the Airport property, damaged the PAPI light on the airport runway.  He has contacted his insurance company who will pay for the repairs to the light.  
G.O. Bond (Swim Pool)

Great West has been working with Public Works Director Smith and Kenneth Luckow, Water/Wastewater Supervisor on the pool renovations in preparation of bidding the project.  City Clerk Mahlum reported she spoke with Bob Murdo and he will contact Western Bank to see if they are interested in re-financing the 2005 GO Bond at a lower rate and buy the new G.O. bond.  For the Council’s information, City Clerk Mahlum informed them that Western Bank, etal will be merging with Eagle Bancorp Montana, aka Opportunity Bank sometime during the 4th quarter of 2019.  So this might dictate whether or not they will be interested.  Mr. Murdo was also going to contact First Community to see if they would be interested as well.   City Clerk Mahlum stated the bond resolution would be submitted to the Council for approval at the Wed., August 28, 2019 giving Mr. Murdo more time to get things wrapped up.   Discussion.  

Cemetery Expansion
Need to develop a plan for expansion.  

Skateboard Park
Mayor Dschaak informed the Council that there will be a GRAND OPENING of the new skateboard park on Saturday, September 21st at noon.  This project was accomplished with the efforts of the city and tribes.  
Gospel Fellowship Church

There was considerable discussion regarding the Temporary Occupancy Certificate that was issued for the church.  A new 90-day certificate was issued in July.  City Clerk Mahlum will contact Teaguean regarding this matter.  

Growth Policy

City Clerk Mahlum read an e-mail from Greg regarding the Growth Policy.  His e-mail states….”CDBG has started a comment period for their planning grant guideline.  Nice to see this moving.  Once they release the actual guidelines, we will get an application done for you.  I would anticipate this being late September or early October. “
Fire Dept.

Fire Chief Bushman was present and asked about the new fire siren and what the status of this was.  Mayor Dschaak informed him that Lindsay McNabb, DES has a grant that will place an emergency siren in every town in Roosevelt Co.  She wants to know where the city would like it located.  Mayor Dschaak asked Clint to discuss it with the Fire Dept.  Discussion was held to remove the old siren and suggested MDU be contacted to remove it.  Councilman Wozniak asked if he had provided dispatch with his new contact information.  Clint noted he thought so, but would check into it.  
Police/Animal Control

Police Chief Harada provided the Council with a copy of the monthly Activity Report and it was reviewed at this time.  Mayor Dschaak stated that he did provide Tribal Chairman Azure & the Tribal Council with the last three (3) pages of the Chief’s report aka “the blotter report” for their information. They are also now receiving a digital copy as well.   Councilwoman Bets His Medicine noted that several dog bites have occurred recently.  Dogs from are coming in from Frazer and Culbertson.  They recently held a spay and neuter clinic and spayed 124 cats.  The Animal Control Statistics for the month of July, 2019 are as follows:

Cross-Deputization Agreement
City Attorney Sullivan asked if the city had made any decisions regarding the cross-deputization agreement.   Mayor Dschaak suggested the Police & Animal Control Committee to meet with City Attorney Sullivan and discuss it and provide a recommendation to the Council at the September meeting.  

Alt. Landfill Cover
City Clerk Mahlum advised the Council that Barry Damschen authorized her to release the $5,000 that was being held for Wolf Creek Construction as they have completed their work.  Public Works Director Smith reported that Interstate Engineering was hired by Barry to do the survey work at the landfill.  Once all this information is compiled, he will be submitting his report to the DEQ.  
Recycling
Mayor Dschaak suggested having a public meeting to gather comments regarding the recycling program.  Councilwoman Page thought they had already met and discussed this.  City Clerk Mahlum stated the Sanitation Committee met, but the Mayor is suggesting a public meeting to get their input regarding the situation.  Mayor Dschaak suggested a public meeting be scheduled sometime in September.  Discussion.  At the present time, Public Works Director Smith informed the Council that he has discontinued picking up cardboard at locations outside of the city limits.  
Lot Cleanup

This in ongoing.  

Streets & Alleys
City Clerk Mahlum advised the Council that she recently made the payment for the principal and interest on the loan from the Board of Investment for the street improvements in the amount of $59,682.04.  
Councilman Rodenberg asked if Public Works Director Smith had a chance to talk to Adams Asphalt, an outside contractor from Malta regarding him patching some of the city’s streets.   Public Works Director Smith advised that he should be coming into town next week.  He’s done work for Malta & Glasgow and comes highly recommended.    The city plans to make the asphalt to make the project go farther.  The estimated work amounts to $53,000.  City Attorney Sullivan will review the agreement.  He will be asked to provide proof of insurance as well.  Discussion.  

Abatements

There were no abatements.  

Water Tank Repairs

City Clerk Mahlum informed the Council that the city has received the Memorandum of Agreement from the Indian Health Service & Fort Peck Tribes, dated 8/9/19 for approval of I.H.S. funds in the amount of $173,000 for the repairs to the city’s 500,000-gallon water tank.  Therefore, an invitation to bid has been prepared by Great West Engineering.  The project consists of two schedules.  Schedule One consists of epoxy coating the interior and polyurethane coating of the exterior of the 500,000-gallon water storage tank, and installing cathodic protection and making improvements to the tank’s hatch and standpipe.  Schedule Two consists of epoxy coating the interior of the 1.0 million-gallon water storage tank and installing cathodic protection and improvements to the standpipe.  The bids are to be received by Monday, September 16, 2019 at 7:00 PM.  Discussion.  

Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilman Plestina authorizing the Call for Bids for the Water Tank Repairs, with the bid opening to be Monday, September 16, 2019 at 7:00 PM.  MOTION CARRIED. 

Water/Sewer & Solid Waste Rate Study

City Clerk Mahlum noted that the utility bills will be reflecting the increase in the sewer rates with this month’s billing.  She asked what the Council wanted to do with the “snowbird” accounts.  Discussion.  

Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Mahlum to end the administrative policy of classifying accounts as a “snowbird” account, effective with the September billing cycle.  MOTION CARRIED.  

Water – PER (Task Order #4)
City Clerk Mahlum reported that Greg Lukasik of Great West Engineering has requested some additional information from her for the Preliminary Engineering Review (PER) that he is putting together for the DLA Grant application.  He will be here Wednesday and will be meeting with her and Ward to wrap things up.  

TSEP

The city received notification from the Office of the Governor, dated July 31, 2019 that the City of Wolf Point has been selected for a Treasure State Endowment Program (TSEP) Planning Grant in the amount of $15,000 to complete a water system PER.    
USDA – Rural Development Application

City Clerk Mahlum stated before she left on vacation she worked on the financials for this application.  John Bach, Interstate Engineering was going to do some additional work and the application that was to be filed by August 9th.   If it wasn’t filed in time, then we will have to go to the next funding cycle.  But John Bach seems to feel confident we made it in time.  Discussion.  

Water Treatment Plant – Time to Mothball? 
Jed Kirkland, of Interstate Engineering prepared a report, dated February 12, 2015 regarding mothballing the Wolf Point Water Treatment Plant.  Public Works Director Smith stated he wants to get with Greg Lukasik with Great West Engineering and review the report and see what all needs to be done to begin the shutdown of the water treatment plant.  Discussion.  City Clerk Mahlum stated she was concerned over loosing the city’s water rights.  City Attorney Sullivan stated the water rights are protected.  Discussion.  
Police Officer Position – Dustin Darby
Councilwoman Evans presented the recommendation to hire Dustin Darby to the Police Officer position, effective 8/9/2019.  It is a fulltime position, as Grade 7, with a starting wage of $16.86 per hour.  There will be a 12-month probationary period.  Dustin will be responsible for attending and successfully completing the Montana Law Enforcement Academy within 12 to 18 months.  Police Commission was also notified.  Discussion.  
Motion by Councilman Wozniak, seconded by Councilman Plestina to accept the recommendation to hire Dustin Darby to fill the fulltime position of Police Officer, Grade 7 with an hourly wage of $16.86 per hour, and a 12-month probationary period and successful completion of the MLEA Academy within 12-18 months.   MOTION CARRIED.  

City Clerk Mahlum also noted the request by Police Chief Harada to pay Dustin Darby out of the Public Safety Levy fund and move Tyler Osborne to the General Fund for funding distribution.  
Resignation – Carly Tattoo, Utility Billing Clerk
City Clerk Mahlum with much regret submitted the resignation of Carly Tattoo from the Utility Billing Clerk’s position.  Her letter, dated August 19, 2019 reads as follows:


Please accept this letter as formal notification that I am resigning my position of Utility Billing Clerk with the City of Wolf Point.  My last day will be Friday, September 6th.  I will be relocating to be closer to family. 


I want to thank the Council for the opportunity to work here for the past two (2) years.  I’ve enjoyed my time working with fellow City employees and developing my professional skills.


For the remainder of my time with the City, I will do everything I can to finish my duties and any other additional ways I can help the transition. 

I wish the City all the best and again am grateful I had this experience.  
Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilman Rodenberg authorizing the advertising of the Utility Billing position.  MOTION CARRIED.  
Resignation – Angela Cole, W/WW Op. II

Angela Cole, Water/Wastewater Op. Ii resigned on August 9, 2019.  Public Works Director Smith requested authorization to advertise this position.  No two-week notice was submitted.  
Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Plestina authorizing the advertisement of the Water/Wastewater Op. II position.  MOTION CARRIED. 

Landfill Compactor

City Clerk Mahlum advised the Council that the Call for Bids was approved in April, 2019 but at that time the specifications had not been completed.  She asked if she wanted the Council to authorize the Call for Bids again or accept the authorization that was approved in April.  Barry Damschen has completed the specs for the compactor.  Discussion. 

Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine authorizing the Call for Bids for a landfill compactor. Discussion.   MOTION CARRIED.  Bid opening is scheduled for Monday, September 16, 2019.  
Capital Improvement Projects

Councilman Rodenberg had nothing to discuss. 

Budget Meetings

City Clerk Mahlum reminded the Council of the two (2) budget meetings coming up.   The Public Hearing will be held on Wednesday, August 21st at 7:00 PM and the Special Meeting to adopt the budget will be held on Wednesday, August 21th at 7:00 PM.  There were a few committees that she wasn’t able to meet with prior to leaving on vacation but will provide the information as soon as possible to those that are interested or at the Public Hearing on August 21, 2019.  
Firefighter Workers’ Compensation Presumption

Contained in the correspondence file is an article prepared by Alan Hulse, MMIA CEO regarding the passage of SB 160.  SB 160, sometimes referred to as the Firefighter Health and Safety bill, is a newly passed state law.  Starting July 1, 2019, it mandates workers’ compensation coverage presume certain diseases, including several cancers, heart attacks, and lung disorders, are caused by the job for firefighters.  The illnesses listed are presumed to be from the job, and therefore covered by workers’ compensation.  The way the law is written, there is limited ability to dispute the coverage.    She did add that the new law only mandates coverage for paid firefighters, and lets both the carrier and the employer choose whether or not to offer this coverage to volunteer firefighters.  The City of Wolf Point does not currently choose to provide this coverage for its volunteer firefighters. For additional information, City Clerk directed the Council to read the article.   
City Clerk’s Activity Report

A copy of the City Clerk’s Activity Report was provided to the Council and was reviewed at this time.  City Clerk Mahlum noted that she had a wonderful time on her motorcycle earlier in August, but she is now playing catchup.  She will try to get the minutes caught up as soon as she can and has been working hard on the budget.  The website development is moving forward.    
Financial Reports/Treasurer’s Cash Report
Since the new budget hasn’t been approved, City Clerk Mahlum stated she does not have the Revenue & Expenditure Reports for the month of July for Council approval.  She will present July & August reports at the September meeting.  Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Plestina approving of the Treasurer’s Cash Report for the month of July, 2019.  MOTION CARRIED.  
Budget Transfers – FY 18/19

Motion by Councilman Wozniak, seconded by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine approving of the FY 18/19 Budget Transfers.  MOTION CARRIED.

Budget Transfers

Cash Deficits  - FY 18/19

City Clerk Mahlum requested Council approval to transfer funds from Oil Severance to cover the cash deficits in the following funds:  HOME (2949) & Airport Improvements (4020) for fiscal year ending June 30, 2019. 

Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Rodenberg approving of the transfer of funds from Oil Severance (2390) to the HOME (2949) in the amount of $5,382.22 and to Airport Improvements (4020) in the amount of $13,112.05.   She noted that the amount in the Airport Improvement fund may be the city’s share of those projects as she has collected all the FAA funds and county contributions.  Same thing in the HOME budget.  MOTION CARRIED.  

NLC – Service Line Warranty Program
City Celrk Mahlum requested the Water & Sewer Committee to meet and review this program.  City Attorney Sullivan has reviewed the resolution and marketing agreement but City Clerk Mahlum suggests the committee should review it as well before the Council approves.
Airport – Lot Leases
City Attorney Sullivan and City Clerk Mahlum will be meeting after the City Council meeting tonight to review the current agreements and the revised agreement provided by former City Attorney Terry Toavs.  

Malt Liquor

Due the public endangerment and for the public’s health and welfare, according to City Attorney Anna Rose Sullivan, the city could band the sale of malt liquor within the city’s limits due to its high sugar content.  According to Mayor Dschaak, the Tribes have been discussing this for months.  Councilman Mahlum asked what is it they hope to accomplish by doing this?  A very lengthy discussion took place.  No action was taken by the City Council at this time.  City Attorney Sullivan will provide the Council with a legal opinion regarding malt liquor.  

PW Activity Report

Public Works Director Smith provided the Council with a copy of his monthly report and it was reviewed at this time.  There were no utility requests.  

Council Appointment – Ward 2

Mayor Dschaak is requesting a suggestion for an appointment to Ward 2.  He noted that Tuesday, Sept., 3, 2019 is the last day to register as a write-in candidate for City Council.
