REGULAR MEETING – April 15, 2019

1

A Regular Meeting of the Wolf Point City Council was held on Monday, April 15, 2019 in the City Council Chambers with Mayor Chris M. Dschaak presiding.

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Mayor Chris M. Dschaak, followed by a moment of silence and the reciting of the Pledge of Allegiance.  (NOTE:  On this date, a fire raged through Notre-Dame, the 12th century Cathedral for more than 12 hours, ultimately destroying its spire and roof but sparing its twin medieval bell towers.  As the blaze roared, there as a frantic effort to rescue the monument’s “most precious treasures”, including the Crown of Thorns said to have been worn by Jesus.  Remarkably, no one was killed in the blaze.  Cause of the fire likely by electrical short-circuit, according to investigators.  
Bid Opening – Park & Cemetery Maintenance Contract
Two (2) bids for a 2-year Park & Cemetery Maintenance contract were received according to City Clerk Mahlum.  She opened them and read the bids aloud, which were the following:

Mayor Dschaak referred the bids to the Park & Cemetery Committee and legal for review and consideration.  He noted that the Special Meeting will be held on Thursday, April 18th and he stated the bid could be awarded at that meeting.  
Special Meeting – Thursday, April 18th, 2019

Mayor Dschaak noted earlier that there will be a Special Meeting held Thursday, April 18th, 2019 beginning at 6:00 PM.  The purpose of the meeting is for the presentation of the “draft” Water, Sewer, and Solid Waste Rate Study prepared by Great West Engineering.  Rather than doing separate meetings for the Water & Sewer Committee and the Solid Waste Committee, City Clerk Mahlum requested the Mayor to call a Special Meeting to have the entire Council present for the discussion regarding the study.   Greg Lukasik, Great West will be present to explain the study and answer any questions during that time.  City Clerk Mahlum provided a copy of the report to the Council at this time so they would have the opportunity to review it prior to the meeting on Thursday.  Also provided to the Council was an e-mail showing what rates other communities are currently paying.  Basically, there is only one other community that pays less than Wolf Point.  In the report, the target rate for both water & sewer is $78.24 and the city is only charging $59.90, a shortage of $18.34.  (see Table 3.9, Page 11).  The target rate needs to be met to be eligible for grant funding from several funding agencies.  More details will be discussed at the Thursday, April 18th beginning at 6:00 PM.  
PUBLIC COMMENT

City Clerk Mahlum stated that she received a letter of protest from Dave Parsley, regarding the garbage charge that is being assessed on property owned by Mr. Parsley.  Mr. Parsley was not present to discuss this further with the Council.  

Minutes

Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilman Porras approving of the minutes of the Regular Meeting of Monday, March 18, 2019.  MOTION CARRIED. 

Great No. Dev. Corporation

Mayor Dschaak reported that he talked with Tori Matejovsky & Brianna at GNDC.  They are interested is assisting the city in doing a windshield study of residences in Wolf 

Great No. Dev. Corporation

Point that are requiring some attention, i.e. burned out structures, etc. listing them according to ownership, etc.  Wilfred Lambert with the Tribes is also going to assist in this matter as well.  

Northstar Apartment Annexation
Mayor Dschaak also spoke with Tori regarding the annexation issue of Northstar Apartments.   There is an issue with a water line that needs to be found.  Public Works Director Smith commented on this.  

Skakespeare in the Park

City Clerk Mahlum reported that she received a request to hold Shakespeare in the Park in Faith Home Park on Thursday, June 27th beginning at 6:30 PM.  She noted that she received their $500 bond and proof of insurance.  

Motion by Councilman Mahlum, seconded by Councilwoman Evans approving of the request to hold Shakespeare in the Park at Faith Home Park on Thursday, June 27th, 2019 beginning at 6:30 PM.  MOTION CARRIED.  

MT Aeronautics Loan

City Clerk Mahlum requested a meeting with the Airport Committee to review the terms of this loan from MT Aeronautics.  This loan is for the rehabilitation of the taxiway, apron and runway at L.M. Clayton Airport.  In order to obtain the loan, the necessary documents need to be completed.  MT Aeronautics Division need to receive the necessary documents by June 30, 2020.  

Hangar Lease Agreements

City Clerk Mahlum noted that she is waiting for documents from legal to move forward on this.  An Airport Committee meeting was held on February 26th with Terry Toavs, and she still hasn’t received a letter or revised lease agreements.  City Attorney Anna Sullivan noted that she would work on getting this completed.  

DEQ – Warning Letter

According to Public Works Director Smith, Tom Romo is working on getting a permit for the necessary repairs.   Once the permit is obtained, an extension would be granted to provide the city time to get the repairs completed by a certified individual.   

Solicitation of Qualifications (SOQ) – Airport

City Clerk Mahlum informed the Council that she spoke with Joe Nye, FAA just today and Jason Garwood is no longer at the FAA in Helena.  He introduced her to Mathew Wilder, who will be handling the L.M. Clayton Airport.  He provided City Clerk Mahlum with the requirements for the SOQ and she will be working with him to get this prepared for publication.  There currently are no projects pending for the LM Clayton Airport.  Deadline for completing this is no later than August 27, 2019.
Self-Serve Fueling Terminal

As reported last month, QTpod is offering a discount of $1,995.00 towards the purchase of the new system (M4000) to replace the current system, which they will not be able to provide replacement parts for.  The discount was good only through April 30, 2019.  She contacted Mike Duncan and explained the city’s financial dates and he replied he would be willing to work with the city to take advantage of the discount.  

Airport Maintenance

It was noted that Ed Bach has gone farming and Tom Romo is filling in for him while he is gone.  Tom advised that this will be the last year he is willing to do this.  Something may have to be done next year to make sure the position is filled fulltime.  Discussion. 

Pool Rehabilitation

City Clerk Mahlum reported that she met with Great West (Greg Lukasik), Ken Luckow, and Ward Smith to discuss the pool rehabilitation.  It was noted that nothing would take place until after the season ends this year.   Bond counsel was not involved at this point.  City Clerk Mahlum also noted that the LWCF money was approved at the Federal level, but we haven’t received the funds as yet.  Mayor Dschaak noted that he spoke with Tribal Council Kaci Wallette regarding potential funding from Tribes for the pool rehabilitation.  She requested a project estimate.  They are looking in their current budget for funding and possible grants that may be available.   The tentative date for the pool opening is June 10th.  
Bid Award – Park & Cemetery Maintenance Contract

It was noted that the bid award would be scheduled during the Special Meeting to be held on Thursday, April 18th, 2019.  

Soccer Field – Fencing Damage

In February, a vehicle was found to be driving through the soccer fields resulting in damaged to the soccer field fence.  City Clerk Mahlum stated she received the police report and has filed a claim with MMIA. The individual responsible did not have any insurance.   She doesn’t have any idea what the repairs would cost at this time.  An estimate will need to be determined and submitted to MMIA.

Building Permits/Annexation – Updates

No substantial updates to the building permit for the Gospel Fellowship Church.  Annexation for Northstar was mentioned earlier and no news on the Farmers Union Lumber annexation.  McDonalds is also looking at making some additional improvements.  
Growth Policy – Update

According to Greg Lukasik, Greg West via an e-mail, the Montana Dept. of Commerce has not released guidelines yet for the CDBG planning grants.  This planning grant will likely pay for up to 75% of the growth policy, so according to him it is in the best interest of the City to wait on the Growth Policy update until they release the application guidelines.  Additional information will be provided at the meeting on Thursday.  
Fire Department
Councilman Porras reported that the Fire Dept. will be hose testing.  There is also some ISO training scheduled with a review later on in May.  There are three (3) new applicants for the Fire Department.  Mayor Dschaak noted that they will be accepting nominations next month (May) with elections in June.  The new officers will take office as of July 1st to coincide with the city’s fiscal year.  

Police/Animal Control

Police Chief Harada presented his monthly Activity Report and was discussed at this time.   City Clerk Mahlum also noted that a letter has been received from Ron Kemp who is requesting a meeting with the Police Committee (Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, Plestina & Evans) to discuss a police issue.  Councilwoman Bets His Medicine and Ron Kemp are currently gone, but a meeting will be scheduled upon their return.  Chief Harada introduced the newly promoted Sgt. Alisha (Corpron) Morales to the Council.  The Council offered their congratulations to both Sgt. Morales and Officer Osborne, who just recently completed MLEA.  

Sanitation – Alt. Landfill Cover

City Clerk Mahlum informed the Council that there is still work to be completed at the landfill.  Soon as the weather allows, they will return and complete the project.   Funds are being withheld until the project is completed.  

Lot Clean Up
Mayor Dschaak again mentioned the windshield study that Great No. Development will be doing as well as the information that Wilfred Lambert will be providing on behalf of the Tribes. 

Clean Sweep

In discussions with the Beautification Committee, two (2) separate dates are being provided for Clean Sweep this year, which are April 26-28 and May 2-4. Individuals will be allowed to dump without proof of a landfill card, provided it isn’t construction waste.   According to Mayor Dschaak, they are asking individuals to place the trash at the curb and not in the alley. The city will be out picking up the trash on Sunday April 28th and Monday, May 6th.  Several individuals have volunteered to participate during this event.  The Fire Dept is also putting together a crew.  

Mayor Dschaak took the opportunity to recognize and thank all of the individual groups that have been out cleaning up specific areas around town.  He appreciates all of the community’s efforts to help keep our community clean,  

Streets & Alleys

Public Works Director Smith reported that the hot plant is up and running and they are heating up the oil and will getting crushed fines from Fisher’s pit, located on the Lustre Road.  He is also planning to send a couple of guys to Sidney (April 24-25) to learn how to lay asphalt.  The used asphalt laydown machine is up and running.   Councilman Mahlum suggested to PWD Smith to contact Prince or Century to see if they have any type of roller available.  Mayor Dschaak once again reminded everyone to notify the City Office of any areas that require attention.  Discussion.  
Abatements

There were no accounts submitted for abatement at this time. 

Water Tank Repairs

City Clerk Mahlum provided the Council with an update on the water tank improvements, via an e-mail from Greg Lukaski, Great West Engineering.  The specifications are ready to go out for bid.  However, Indian Health Service has stated they have not seen the funds yet from EPA.  They are hoping the funds will arrive in a month but they stated we should not bid the project until the funds are in place.  They will still fund the project; it is just being held up at the EPA for reasons above their control.  
BNSF – Waterline

City Clerk Mahlum stated there was nothing to report at this time.  Public Works Director Smith stated he would check with John Bach, Interstate Engineering for an update.  Discussion.  
TSEP - Final Closeout

A letter, dated April 3, 2019 was received from the MT Dept. of Commerce as documentation of final closeout approval for the MT Dept of Commerce Treasure State Endowment Program (TSEP) Contract MT-TSEP-PL-19-153 with the City of Wolf Point for a planning grant to prepare a Preliminary Engineering Report for the sewer system to conform with TSEP requirements.  The original TSEP grant award under this contract was $15,000 and a total of $15,000 was expended on project activities.  The information provided complies with the state TSEP closeout reporting requirements.  

Water/Sewer & Solid Waste Rate Study

A Special Meeting has been scheduled for Thursday, April 18th at which time Greg Lukaski of Great West Engineering will present the “draft” copy of the Water/Sewer & Solid Waste Rate Study.  Once they receive comments from the city staff and Council on how to proceed further, they will be able to complete the document.  

FY 19/20 Salaries & Benefits
City Clerk Mahlum requested a meeting with the Personnel, Policy & Wage Committee to discuss the FY 19/20 Salaries & Benefits.  A tentative meeting was scheduled for Wednesday, April 24th, 2019 at 6:00 PM.  

Position Vacancies
It was noted that applications are still being obtained for the various job openings, such as a police officer position, SW maintenance/Recycling position, and a part time Recreation Director.

Jarod Weyrauch – Wage Increase

Public Works Director Ward Smith is recommending a salary increase for Jarod Weyrauch, who is a SW Maintenance Worker. He was hired at $11.50 per hour on 1/8/2019.  He is currently taking the freon removal course and has also taken the initiative of running equipment when needed at the landfill.  PWD Smith would like to raise him to $14.00, with an additional .50 at the end of his probationary period.  He noted that he would like to see him continue to work for the City of Wolf Point.  Salary range for that Grade 3 position is currently $10.35 - $18.75.  Discussion.  
Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Plestina approving the hourly wage increase for Jarod Weyrauch from $11.50 per hour to $14.00 per hour, pending completion of the freon removal course, with an additional .50 per hour increase after completion of his 6-month probationary period.  MOTION CARRIED.  

Capital Improvement Plan
Referring to an e-mail from Greg Lukasik, Great West Engineering the updated CIP did not include any actual construction related to the sewer main upgrade, but only mentioned making a plan to complete it.   It is his recommendation the actual replacement of sewer mains be included in the CIP if the city is going to go for grant funding from any agency.  An update to the existing plan can be done at a minimal cost.  He will discuss this more with the Council at the Special Meeting on Thursday, April 18, 2019.  Discussion. 
Compactor Replacement

According to Public Works Director Smith, it is time to start looking at replacing the compactor at the landfill.  In talking with Tractor & Equipment, the potential trade-in value is approximately $100,000 with 6,000 hours.  There was discussion regarding the funding available within the Solid Waste fund to purchase a compactor.  Discussion.  

Motion by Councilman Porras, seconded by Councilman Plestina authorizing a Call for Bids for a landfill compactor.  MOTION CARRIED. 

Quarterly Insurance Reports

City Clerk Mahlum requested a meeting with the Insurance Committee to review the quarterly insurance reports for the property, liability, and workers’ compensation claims.  
Budgets - FY 2019/2020

City Clerk Mahlum reported that FY 18/19 expenditures will be distributed to the Department Heads for them to review.  She will be providing them with copies of the budget sheets to be used to determine their preliminary budgets for fiscal year ending June 30, 2020.  

Fixed Assets – Resolution No. 2019-923

Presented to the Council for approval was Resolution No. 2019-923, establishing an updated policy for capitalization of fixed assets for the City of Wolf Point.  The previous threshold for capitalization was $1.00 for land and $1,000 for everything else.  The proposed Resolution recommends capitalizing all land and increase class of assets to the following:

A sample resolution was provided to the City of Wolf Point by Olness & Associates and provides capital asset definitions and guidelines, capital asset classification, thresholds as shown above, acquisition cost, capital asset donation, leased equipment, and depreciating capital assets.  It also provides a description of each capital asset category.   Discussion.  
Motion by Councilman Plestina, seconded by Councilwoman Evans approving of Resolution No. 2019-923, entitled as follows:

Quarterly Investment Report
City Clerk Mahlum reviewed the city’s Investment Report as of March 31, 2019 with the Council at this time.   Discussion.

Former Gysler Property
Questions were asked about the sale of the former Gysler property and what the status of that was with Great No. Development Corporation.  City Clerk Mahlum stated she would check with them on the status.  
Clerk’s Activity Report
A copy of the City Clerk’s Activity Report was provided to the Council and was reviewed at this time.  City Clerk Mahlum noted that Asst. City Clerk/Treasurer Jhona Peterson will be attending the Clerk’s Institute in Bozeman, May 6-10th.  
Financial Reports

City Clerk/Treasurer Mahlum provided the Council with copies of the Treasurer’s Cash Report and the monthly revenue and expenditure reports for the month of March, 2019.  She reviewed the reports with the Council at this time.  

Motion by Councilwoman Page, seconded by Councilman Rodenberg approving the Revenue & Expenditure Reports and the Treasurer’s Cash Report for the month of March, 2019.  MOTION CARRIED. 

Quarterly Securities

Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilwoman Evans approving of the Securites Pledged to the Credit of the Wolf Point Treasurer for the quarter ending March 31, 2019.  MOTION CARRIED.  

Water/Sewer & Solid Waste Revenues

City Clerk/Treasurer Mahlum provided the Council with a quarterly report of the revenues received in the Water, Sewer & Solid Waste funds as of the 3rd quarter of the year, which should amount to approximately 75% of the total revenues.  Water has received 74% of the anticipated revenues, Sewer has received 73% of the anticipated revenues, and Solid Waste has received 50% of the computer billed revenues.  City Clerk Mahlum reminded the Council that a portion of the solid waste charges are being assessed on the property taxes.  The first half of the property taxes was collected in December, and the second half of the property taxes is due in June.  
City Attorney

City Attorney Anna Rose Sullivan informed the Council that she was just hired as the City Attorney for the City of Glasgow; therefore, she will be leaving the Law Office of Terrance Toavs, effective May 1st.  She indicated that she has been the City Attorney for quite some time and is willing to continue providing legal services to the City of Wolf Point and has presented a contract for that service. She currently is handling the civil matters but would be interested in the criminal portion as well.  Discussion.  After discussing the matter, City Attorney Sullivan stated she would submit a revised contract.    Mayor Dschaak referred her contract to the Personnel, Policy & Wage Committee for review and discussion at their meeting scheduled for Wednesday, April 24th.  
Other matters discussed included the airport hangar lease contracts, the grant of servitude for Triangle Park, the National League of Cities & Towns service Line warranty program and the service of legal notices regarding nuisance complaints.  
Public Works Director

Public Works Director Smith provided the Council with a copy of the monthly Activity Report and it was reviewed at this time.  He further noted that they are gearing up to get some patching done.  Mayor Dschaak again emphasized to call if you see something that needs to be fixed.  
Mayor’s Miscellaneous

Mayor Dschaak provided the Council with an update on several legislative bills that specifically a concern for the city, such as the Oil & Gas funding and the Entitlement Share funds.  Discussion.  He also noted that he hasn’t been able to get in touch with the Rural Partners Initiative.  Mayor Dschaak who is on the board for the MT Coalition will be attending Infrastructure Week in Bozeman, May 13-17th.  
Requests for Absence

There were no requests for absence submitted at this time.
