REGULAR MEETING – December 17, 2018

1

A Regular Meeting of the Wolf Point City Council was held Monday, December 17, 2018 in the City Council Chambers with Mayor Chris M. Dschaak presiding.  

COUNCIL PRESENT:  Craig Rodenberg, Dean Mahlum, Laurie Evans, John Plestina, Tina Bets His Medicine, Eldon Porras   ABSENT:  Judy Page, Vacancy (Ward 3)

OTHERS PRESENT:  Marlene R. Mahlum, City Clerk/Treasurer; Jhona Peterson, Asst. City Clerk/Treasurer; Jeff Harada, Police Chief; Terry Toavs, City Attorney.  ABSENT:  Ward Smith, Public Works Director  

OTHERS PRESENT:   James Walling, Herald News; Greg Lukasik, Great West Engineering

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Mayor Chris M. Dschaak, followed by a moment of silence and the reciting of the Pledge of Allegiance.  He asked the Council to keep former Councilwoman Victoria Matejovsky in their prayers during the holidays due to the tragic loss of her dad (Bootie Moran) just before Thanksgiving.   Also, Skip Downs, father of Darla Downs (/Herald News) passed away last night.      
PUBLIC COMMENT

James Walling introduced himself as the new editor for the Herald News and provided the Council with his background and reporting philosophy.  Mayor Dschaak asked the Council and staff to go around the table and introduce themselves.  
Also, Greg Lukasik, Great West Engineering was present and addressed the Council noting that he has been in communication with Ward Smith, Public Works Director regarding various different projects and once Ward gets back to work begin to work on those projects.  If there are any questions, he invited the Council to send them his way.   

AMENDMENTS TO THE AGENDA

City Clerk Mahlum advised the Council that the agenda previously mailed to them has been replaced with the one she provided the Council this evening.  She reviewed the changes made to the agenda at this time. 

Minutes

Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilman Porras approving the minutes of the Regular Meeting of November 19, 2018.  MOTION CARRIED.  
MT Dept. of Commerce

City Clerk Mahlum provided the Council with a copy of a letter from the MT Dept. of Commerce, dated Nov. 2, 2018 providing the official summary of on-site period of affordability (POA) monitoring compliance for the MT Dept. of Commerce Home Investment Partnerships Program (HOME) Contract M13-SG3001-11-B for the North Star Apartments project, a multi-family rental property owned and operated by Great Northern Development Corporation, located in Wolf Point.  The letter stated the following:  

This on-site monitoring visit satisfies the HOME requirement to monitor the assisted property every year for the twenty-year period of affordability which is set to expire November 30, 2027.  In conclusion, all requested documentation for review, units were available for inspection, and no issues or concerns were identified.  All HOME-related records must be retained for five (5) years past the end of the POA at the grantee’s offices.  
Council Meeting - Date Change for January & February
City Clerk Mahlum requested the Council to approve the date change for the January and February City Council meetings, which both fall on legal holidays observed by the city.  Discussion.  Council has authorized this the last couple of years.  Notification will be provided to the public via the radio station (KVCK) and the Herald News.  

Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Plestina authorizing the date change of the January City Council meeting to Tuesday, January 22, 2019 and the February City Council meeting to Tuesday, February 19th, 2019.  MOTION CARRIED.  
Christmas Eve

Mayor Dschaak informed the Council that the city employees will be allowed to leave at 12 Noon on Christmas Eve.  

Re-Appointment of City Judge

A letter was submitted to the Mayor & Council by City Judge Traci Harada asking to re-appoint her to the City Judge position, which will expire on December 31, 2018.  Traci was re-elected to the Justice of the Peace position for Roosevelt County, and has served as the city’s City Judge for the past four (4) years.  Discussion. 
Motion by Councilman Plestina, seconded by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine re-appointing Traci Harada as City Judge for the City of Wolf Point for a 4-year term, effective 1/1/2019, which coincides with her position as Justice of the Peace for Roosevelt Co.  MOTION CARRIED.  

Airport

Councilman Mahlum noted that he has nothing to report.  Mayor Dschaak noted that the airport was closed due to icy conditions.  CapeAir has been having issues with their planes and are planning to replace them soon.   All of the vehicles at the airport have been serviced.  
City Clerk Mahlum stated she received a letter from the Dept of Environmental Quality regarding an inspection on the underground fuel storage tanks.  She also noted that she has received the final FAA drawdown for the hangar and the final drawdown on the crack sealing is still pending.   Mayor Dschaak also noted that he would not be attending the MT Aeronautics meeting in January at Helena.  He was hoping to receive some funding, but noted it would be very limited.  
G.O. Bond – Swimming Pool

City Clerk Mahlum reported that she spoke with Bob Murdo, bond counsel regarding the passage of the General Obligation Bond for the swimming pool.  It was his suggestion that after the 1st of the year to schedule a meeting with him and include the public works department, the engineering firm and herself to discuss the project and to determine a timeline to move forward with this renovation project.  
Sale of Triangle Park
City Clerk Mahlum noted that she needs to provide the Grant of Servitude to legal for their review to determine what the restrictions with regards to selling this property.  Discussion.  

Park & Cemetery Maintenance Contract

It was noted that the Park & Cemetery Maintenance Contract needs to be bid this year.  Jory Erickson has exhausted all the requests for extension.  It was suggested to have a meeting after the 1st of the year with the Park/Cemetery & Recreation Committee to discuss the contract and any changes that need to be made to the contract.   Discussion.  

Cemetery Expansion (Pre-Planning)

Mayor Dschaak stated that the city needs to look at what needs to be done to start planning for an extension of the cemetery property.  Discussion.  

Cemetery Flags
Discussion occurred regarding the flags at the Veteran’s Circle at the cemetery.  Mayor Dschaak stated he would talk to Lucas about obtaining a lighting system for the poles.  

CDBG – Growth Policy

No information has been received from Interstate Engineering regarding the status of the funding from CDBG for the development of the growth policy.  

Fire Department

Councilman Porras reported the two (2) individuals have resigned from the Fire Dept. (Vince Laroche & David Toavs), three (3) were appointed (Anthony Benton. Patrick Szymanski & Camrillo Burshia).  One more will be appointed next month (Enrique Morales).  According to Councilman Porras the new program for the paging system seems to be working well.  This system provides text messages to the individual cell phones.  Discussion.  Mayor Dschaak recognized Councilwoman Bets His Medicine for her assistance in trying to set up the paging system through Zuercher but noted that it did not work.  

Police/Animal Control

Chief Harada provided the Council with a copy of his monthly activity report.   He noted that Officer Osborne will be attending the 12-week MT Law Enforcement Academy beginning January 7, 2019.    City Attorney Toavs asked if he signed a contract to reimburse the city the expense to attend the academy.  Chief Harada stated yes, he did.

Sanitation – Landfill Cover

City Clerk Mahlum noted that a final pay estimate (#2) has been presented for the landfill cover.  She further stated that there is work yet to be done, but due to the weather they are unable to finish.  Barry Damschen reached an agreement with Wolf Creek Construction (Dennis Dowse) whereby he deposits a check with the city in the amount of $5,000 to be retained until the work is completed in the spring.  

Lot Cleanup

Mayor Dschaak reported that he hasn’t been able to attend a full meeting of the Tribal Council to discuss this issue with them.  He will attempt to complete this sometime after the 1st of January.  He is hoping to have an update to the Council at the January meeting.  

Garbage Assessments

Mayor Dschaak noted that a few individuals are protesting the assessment of the garbage charges on their taxes.  He prefers not to discuss them here, but is requesting a meeting with the Sanitation Committee (Plestina/Page & Porras) to review these protests for their input and guidance in resolving these matters.  Discussion.  
Streets & Alleys

Streets are very icy, but not as bad as Glasgow, stated Mayor Dschaak.  

Abatements

There were no accounts submitted for abatement.  

Water Tank Repairs

City Clerk Mahlum stated that there are two (2) companies that may be interested in the project; therefore, a call for bids most likely will occur.  As for funding from Indian Health Service, Mayor Dschaak explained the city’s situation that involves more than just the repairs to the water tank.  Discussion.   

BNSF Permits

City Clerk Mahlum reported that all the documentation has been submitted along with the payment for the permits.   Once approved, the city has one (1) year to perform the work.  If not completed within that one (1) year, an extension may be requested.   Discussion.  
Interstate Engineering – Letter re: Engineering Services

A letter, dated December 12, 2018, was received from Interstate Engineering regarding the city’s decision to select another engineering firm and they are asking to facilitate the transition.  It further stated that other communities have retained more than one firm for professional services.  If the City is open to having more than one consultant, Interstate Engineering would provide a Master Service Agreement for approval.  They requested a meeting with Mayor and/or Council to discussion this matter further.  Discussion.  

Interstate Engineering – Letter re: Engineering Services – Continued……

Councilman Mahlum asked Greg Lukasik, of Great West to comment on when an engineering firm is required.  Greg stated that the state requires an engineering firm selection when the fee exceeds $50,000.  Anything less, the city can do what they want with whomever they want, stated Greg.   Having a Master Service Agreement, then you don’t have to bid the projects over $50,000.   According to City Clerk Mahlum, the city currently has several Task Orders with Interstate Engineering.  Once the items covered by the Task Order is completed, the city would have the option of going with a different firm or choosing Great West, which was awarded the Master Service Agreement for the next five (5) years.  Discussion.  
Sewer Inventory

At the last meeting with Interstate Engineering, specifically John Bach, was asked to break up the town in sections to determine the amount and type of repairs needed in each section.  In order to get the funds from TSEP ($15,000), City Clerk Mahlum stated that a Preliminary Engineering Review (PER) needs to be completed by Interstate Engineering.  Discussion.  Mayor Dschaak also directed Great West to get with Public Works Director Smith to review this as well.  

Birch Street Repairs

Several improvements were made to the Birch Street lift station.  Public Works Director Smith was not present to report on this.

Personnel, Policy & Wage
The city currently has two (2) vacancies….one in the Water Dept. and the Gatekeeper position at the landfill.  City Clerk Mahlum stated there haven’t been very many applications received so far.   Discussion.  

Capital Improvement Plan (CIP)

Councilman Rodenberg reported that the Equipment Replacement Committee met with Interstate Engineering (Lonni Fleck & John Bach) to review the CIP and to address some of the issues related to this report.  Several changes were requested including an overall list of projects and a more realistic timeline for replacing items.   City Clerk Mahlum also had requested a list to be inline with the accounting codes.  Mayor Dschaak noted that Interstate Engineering has agreed to make these adjustments at their expense.  Discussion.  

FY 17/18 Audit

City Clerk Mahlum informed the Council that the auditors were here on December 10th, 2018 to conduct their audit of the city’s financial documents for FY 17/18.  A report of the findings as a result of the 17/18 fiscal year audit were provided to the Council and are as follows:

City Clerk Mahlum stated that they did provide her with some adjustments but overall, she was pleased with the outcome of the audit.  She further noted that the total federal revenues exceeded $750,000 during this fiscal year thus requiring a Single Audit, which increased the audit cost by $1,750.  An amendment was submitted to the Dept. of Administration for approval.  Some of the findings were discussed at this time.   City Attorney Toavs stated that he was the City Attorney for Poplar for four (4) years and this is the cleanest audit he has ever seen.     

Investment Report

City Clerk Mahlum reported that she received the 1st half of the taxes, which amounted to $548,796.92 in addition to a $96,726.26 payment for the 2nd qtr. payment of the Entitlement funds.  She invested $500,000 into STIP, which is paying over 2% at this time as she is unsure of the funding needs in the near future and it is easily accessible.  
City Clerk’s Activity Report

City Clerk Mahlum provided the Council with her monthly Activity Report and reviewed it at this time.  A lot of time was spent this past month, stated City Clerk Mahlum, working on the MT Coalition (Bakken Grant) which spanned over a 3+ year period.  Due to the way the claims were handled and reported, it was difficult to provide nice neat reports from the accounting system, which was what they were requesting.  All the funds have been accounted for and the expenses determined.  The quarterly reports were not generated by her office, which made it difficult to reconcile.  
Website & Ordinance Update 

City Clerk Mahlum informed the Council that she is looking at a website proposal.  It seems the city’s website, which had been hosted by the State of Montana is no longer on the web.  She will be bringing the proposal to the Council to consider at the City Council meeting in either January or February.  

Financial Reports
Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilman Plestina approving of the Revenue & Expenditure Reports for the month of November, 2018 and the Treasurer’s Cash Report for the month of November, 2018.  MOTION CARRIED.  

City Attorney

City Attorney Toavs noted that according to M.C.A. 7-5-4307 - Sale or trade-in of old supplies or equipment may be sold by the city or town to the highest responsible bidder after calling for bid purchasers as herein set forth for bid sellers, and such city or town may trade in supplies or old equipment on new supplies or equipment at such bid price as well result in the lowest net price.  A notice will be placed in the newspaper offering the city’s old sewer jet machine for sale.  
Sewer Inventory

City Attorney Toavs was asked when the sewer inventory (Interstate Engineering - Task Order #7) was complete, if any future work could be performed by Great West. He sent Lonni Fleck, Interstate Engineering an e-mail and her response was yes.  Once the final PER is completed, any future work will likely be over the $50,000 limit for fees, so the City would either have to solicit for Engineers to perform this work, or work with their selected Engineer through the RFQ process.   

Public Works Activity Report

Public Works Director Smith was not present at the meeting tonight due to a medical condition.  Mayor Dschaak apologized for not having City Foreman Lucas Hall prepare a report in his absence.  It was noted that work on the Taylor building is still not yet completed due to weather issues.   It should be done sometime this week.  

Police Commission Appointment

Mayor Dschaak submitted the name of Pat Stennes to replace John Carlbom on the Police Commission for a 3-year term.  

Motion by Councilman Plestina, seconded by Councilman Porras approving of the appointment of Pat Stennes to the Police Commission, effective immediately to serve a three (3) year term.  MOTION CARRIED.  

Rural Partners Initiative

Mayor Dschaak noted that he plans to visit with the Governor’s Office to see how their project may be able to assist Wolf Point.  He plans on visiting with them after the 1st of the year.  Discussion.  
MT Infrastructure Coalition Meeting

Mayor Dschaak informed the Council that he recently attended a MT Infrastructure Coalition meeting in Helena of which he is a Board member.  He noted they elected a new Chairman of the Board – Shane Gorder from Richland County, which is good for Eastern MT.  
Mayor Dschaak added that a copy of the meeting summary is available in the City Clerk’s office.   He summarized the Legislative Agenda the Coalition will be supporting during the 2019 Legislature, which are as follows:

Oil & Gas Funds

City Clerk Mahlum informed the Council of a conference call that is scheduled for Wednesday, December 19th at 11:00 AM with Tim Burton, CEO of the MT League of Cities & Towns and several other individuals from Eastern MT to discuss and support of the return of the oil & gas funds to those municipalities in Eastern MT.  Funding for cities & towns in Eastern MT was abruptly stopped back in FY 15/16, but the counties and schools are still receiving funding.  Efforts will be made to allow the cities & towns to receive some of that funding.  
NLC Service Line Warranty Program
Mayor Dschaak stated he is going to participate in a conference call tomorrow to hear how the National League of Cities Service Line Warranty Program will work.  MLCT General Counsel Kelly Lynch has drafted a “resolution” for those communities wishing to participate.  Mayor Dschaak stated he will know more about the program for the January meeting after the conference call.    There is also a prescription drug plan through the NLC that he wants to obtain more information on.  

Requests for Absence

Several Council members were going to be out of town during the holidays, but none of them were longer than 10 days.  Mayor Dschaak asked them to provide the City Clerk with the dates.
