REGULAR MEETING – October 15, 2018

The Regular Meeting of the Wolf Point City Council was held Monday, October 15, 2018 immediately following the Public Hearing, which began at 7:00 PM in the City Council Chambers with Mayor Chris M. Dschaak presiding.

Mayor Dschaak continued the meeting at approximately 7:25 PM, followed by a moment of silence and the reciting of the Pledge of Allegiance.  

PUBLIC COMMENT
Greg Lukasik of Great West Engineering introduced himself to the Council.  His firm along with Interstate Engineering have submitted proposals to the Council for engineering services.  He was present to be available if the Council had any questions regarding his proposal.  
Amendments

City Clerk Mahlum noted that a revised agenda has been prepared.  A request was made to add under Streets & Alleys (Main Street Revitalization) and under Airport (MT Aeronautics Loan/Grant Application for the crack/sealing project.   
Minutes

Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilman Porras approving the minutes of the Regular Meeting of July 16, 2018.  MOTION CARRIED.  The remaining minutes will be completed and submitted to the Council at a later date.  

Northstar Apartments
It was noted that the Northstar Apartments will be celebrating its 1st year anniversary.  There are still some apartments that are available.  
GNDC

Mayor Dschaak stated he will be attending GNDC’s Quarterly Board meeting that will be held Thursday, October 25th at 11:30 AM.  All Council members are invited.  
FAA – Crack Sealing/Remarking (Final Inspection & Acceptance)
John Bach, Interstate Engineering reported that the striping was the last item remaining on this project and it was completed approximately 2 weeks ago.  A final inspection and walk-through was conducted on Wednesday, October 10th with Tom Romo and Ward Smith, PWD.  
Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Plestina authorizing the Mayor to sign the Final Inspection & Acceptance for the Crack Sealing/Remarking project completed by Roadway Services, Inc.  MOTION CARRIED. 

Pay Estimate #1 - FINAL – Crack Sealing/Pavement Remarking

Presented for the approval was Pay Estimate #1 – FINAL for Roadway Services, Inc. in the amount of $65,614.15 less the GTR (1%) in the amount of $656.14 for a total payment of $64,958.01.  

Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilwoman Page approving and authorizing the Mayor to sign Pay Est. #1 – FINAL for Roadway Services for the crack sealing/pavement remarking project in the amount of $65,614.15 less GTR (1%) in the amount of $656.14 for a total payment amount of $64,958.01.  MOTION CARRIED. 

MT Aeronautics – Grant Application
Veronica Meyer, Interstate Engineering submitted a draft of the grant application for the DBE update and crack sealing project.  The application is requesting 100% grant for the sponsor’s share of the project for both projects.  The amount of the grant requested is $5,400.00, which each entities share would be $2,700.00.  Mayor Dschaak stated the city would not be attending the meeting this year in Helena.  
Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilman Plestina authorizing Mayor Dschaak to sign and submit the application to the MT Aeronautics Division for grant funds in the amount of $5,700 for the DBE update and crack sealing projects.  MOTION CARRIED. 

Ed Bach

It was noted that Ed Bach would be returning to his position at the airport.   Tom Romo has been filling in temporarily while Ed was out during harvest.  

G.O. Bond  - Swimming Pool

City Clerk Mahlum reminded the Council of the General Obligation Bond issue for the swimming pool will be on the ballot at the General Election to be held on November 6th, 2018.  As required the following notice was placed in the Herald News:

NOTICE OF BOND ELECTION

CITY OF WOLF POINT, MONTANA

November 6, 2018


NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN by the City Council of the City of Wolf Point, Montana that pursuant to a certain resolution duly adopted at a Regular Meeting of the City Council on August 20, 2018, in conjunction with the General Election, for the purpose of voting on the following question:


Shall the Wolf Point City Council be authorized to issue and sell general obligation bonds of the City, in the amount of up to $250,000, for the purpose of paying a portion of the costs of updating and rehabilitating the City’s existing swimming pool; which bonds shall bear interest at a rate to be determined by the City Council, payable semi-annually during a term of not to exceed twenty (20) years?  If this ballot issue is passed, it is estimated that, using current assessed values of taxable property in the City for a $250,000 bond with a 20-year term and an estimated interest rate of 3.75%, property taxes on a home valued at $100,000 would increase approximately $14.45 per year and on a home valued at $200,000 would increase approximately $28.89 per year.  


On Election Day, November 6, 2018, the polls shall be open between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 8:00 p.m.  in Precincts 24 and 26 at the normal polling places for City residents during a General Election.  Beginning October 9, 2018, absentee ballots may be obtained at the office of the Roosevelt County Election Administrator at the Roosevelt County Courthouse, 400 2nd Avenue South, Wolf Point, Montana, until 12:00 Noon, November 5, 2018.
The Herald News was going to prepare a news article regarding the bond issue and the city’s request for approval of the General Obligation Bond for the pool.  Discussion.  
Sale of Triangle Park

City Clerk Mahlum provided to the Council a copy of an e-mail received from a former Wolf Point resident, Denise Taylor, who is asking the Council to consider carefully the proposed plan to sell Triangle Park and convert it into a parking lot.  
The Park/Cemetery & Recreation Committee met to discuss the proposed sale and it was the consensus of the Committee to offer the property for sale to Town Pump for an amount determined by the Committee.  Mayor Dschaak interjected at this time that the city may be required to advertise this property for sale and request bids with a minimum bid requirement.  He has asked legal to research this matter to determine if that is the case.   Councilman Rodenberg wondered if perhaps there might be a law that if it is adjoining property, the city is not obligated to call for bids.  

City Clerk Mahlum again reminded the Council of the Grant of Servitude on this property and the need to transfer this designation to another piece of property, provided the Bureau of Land Reclamation approves, which she doesn’t think it will be a problem.  

Again, Mayor Dschaak stated that any funds received from the sale of the property would be directed to improvements to the city’s other parks.  It was further noted that the vagrancy issue doesn’t have anything to do with selling the property.
CDBG Application – Growth Policy

John Bach, Interstate Engineering stated that he spoke with Maria Jackson, CDBG and because the system was so screwed up last year, they will take applications again, noting that they don’t have to submit a new application.  They are requesting a revised schedule, a revised budget (if needed), and have the Mayor sign a new cover page.  Discussion. 

Firemen’s Ball

Councilman Porras noted that it was a very low turnout.  According to Mayor Dschaak those who did attend had a very good time.  City Clerk Mahlum asked why they moved it from February to the fall.  Mayor Dschaak stated that it was in competition with the basketball tournaments and the Walleye Banquet.  Raffle sales were good and donations were excellent.  

Police/Animal Control

Chief Harada provided the Council with his monthly Activity Report and it was reviewed at this time.  City Clerk Mahlum noted that only $79.00 in fines was collected in September.    The Animal Control statistics for the month of September is as follows:

Old Landfill Cover

City Clerk Mahlum reported that the project hasn’t started yet.  It has been held up by the EPA and a storm water permit, according to Ward Smith’s monthly Activity Report.  The project should be able to begin sometime from the mid to end of October if everything is in place.  It was noted that the contractor has 60 days in which to complete the project. 

Lot Cleanup

Mayor Dschaak reported that he talked about it on the radio last Tuesday and has received a couple of calls and they were interested and wanted to know what they needed to do.  Also, the city’s legal counsel is working on some issues as well.  

City Clerk Mahlum also asked if anyone knew what was happening at the Whitmus house next to the Fort Peck College.  They started to tear it down, but nothing has happened there for the last couple of weeks, stated Clerk Mahlum.   It wasn’t fenced for a while but now has fencing around the property.  Mayor Dschaak stated he would make a phone call to find out what was going on.
Albertson’s Property

Councilwoman Page reported that she heard Albertsons wasn’t going through with their plans to improve or build a new store in Wolf Point due to some other issue taking precedence at this time in their organization.  It was reported that some trees have been removed.  Discussion. 

Main Street Revitalization

Councilman Plestina and Mayor Dschaak while at the MT League of Cities & Towns Conference and attended a session on Main Street Revitalization using the City of Roundup as an example of what their efforts have accomplished.  Discussion.  Greg Lukasik, Great West commented that they have done a lot but have a long-ways to go.  Councilman Plestina spoke with the Mayor of Roundup also.  He asked the Mayor to appoint a committee to look into this further.  He suggested asking Tori Matejovsky to serve on this committee along with a Chamber member.  Discussion.   Mayor Dschaak stated he wanted to visit with Ms. Matejovsky first and see what her thoughts are.  
Abatements

City Clerk Mahlum reported that she planned on putting some of these accounts on the taxes, but informed the Council that she neglected to send out a letter/notice to these individuals in July informing them if payment was not received, the bills would be placed on their taxes.  She further noted that of those on the list, there were only two that were eligible to be placed on the tax rolls.  Council asked legal if this list could be published.  Legal stated they would check into it.   Discussion.  
Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilman Plestina approving the abatement of the following delinquent accounts:

MOTION CARRIED. 

It was also noted that $846.74 had been collected from delinquent accounts from February 20, 2018 to September 26, 2018.  City Clerk Mahlum stated that she also has several accounts that are delinquent due to repairs made to their service lines by the city and the owners have no intention of paying.   Some of the individuals have filed bankruptcy and she doesn’t know what to do with these delinquent accounts.  Discussion.  City Clerk Mahlum also noted that those accounts in a snowbird status or on vacation aren’t paying their portion of the debt service payment in either water or sewer and should be.  Discussion.   
Water Tank Repairs

Mayor Dschaak reported that Ward Smith, PWD had been contacted by Quentin Allen, of I.H.S. via e-mail, dated October 12, 2018, which Mayor Dschaak read as follows:
The Indian Health Service (I.H.S.) Division of Sanitation Facilities Construction (DSFC) meets with Tribal Utility Organizations annually to discuss the deficiencies of the Water and Wastewater systems on Tribal Lands.  Earlier this year I met with Ward Smith to discuss some of the projects that are needed in Wolf Point.  One of the projects that scored very high this year was the Renovation of the 500,000-gallon Water Storage Tank.
I.H.S. funds are used to fund Indian homes only.  Because this project impacts the entire community of Wolf Point it is necessary to seek funding from other resources in order for I.H.S. to be able to make a contribution to this project.  The current Engineer Estimate for this project is $346,000.  I.H.S. is estimated to contribute 50% of this amount in the form of a Grant.  However, the Project will not be eligible for funding without a commitment from the Town for the other $176,000.  

Many times USDA-RD or other State funding entities will step up and help make a contribution or provide a low interest loan.  If the Town is serious about the need for this project, I need a letter of commitment for funding by Monday, October 29, 2018.  

Mayor Dschaak stated he hated to lose out on the contribution from I.H.S. but in light of the other matters that the City is facing, i.e. other water tank improvements and the more crucial matter of replacing the waterlines under BNSF at the underpass and 6th Avenue, he is finding it difficult to commit the funding at this time.   Mayor Dschaak added that he would like to talk with Quentin and Ward to discuss this matter in more detail.   City Clerk Mahlum also requested to talk with the Mayor & Ward regarding this matter.  Discussion.  (Note:  10/24/2018 - Mayor Dschaak did reach out to Mr. Allen and explained the City’s situation.  Mr. Allen noted he thinks they will be able to keep the city’s project as “Ready to Fund” even without a letter.)  
BNSF – Water Permits

John Bach, IE reported that he has received the Pipeline License agreements from BNSF for both the underpass and 6th Avenue waterlines.  In addition, he also received a Letter of Termination for the same two locations, noting that the pipeline at the underpass was dated November 22, 1918, and the pipeline at 6th Avenue South was dated July 10th, 1956, that the Mayor will need to accept and sign. They are also requesting an approved insurance certificate.  City Clerk Mahlum stated she has provided them with the appropriate insurance certificates.  All of the agreements have been reviewed by our legal counsel.   A check in the amount of $4,298.00 for each permit will need to be submitted as well.  If the city goes beyond the 60 days to submit, the fee will increase to $1,600.00.  The city will have one (1) year from the date BNSF officially approves the permits to replace the lines.  Discussion. 

Motion by Councilman Plestina, seconded by Councilman Rodenberg authorizing Mayor Dschaak to accept and sign the BNSF Pipeline License Agreements #18-60480 & #18-60481, acknowledge and accept the Letter of Termination for license #GN-48582 & #GN-63289 and issue a check in the amount of $9,964.00 to be issued to BNSF Railway Company for the contract and processing fees of the permits.  MOTION CARRIED.  

Master Service Agreement
Councilwoman Evans advised the Council that the Water & Sewer Committee reviewed the proposals submitted by Interstate Engineering and Great West Engineering for the Master Service Agreement and also met with both companies individually.  Both individuals were given an opportunity to address the Council at this time.  Following their presentations, Councilwoman Evans reported that it was the Committee’s recommendation to accept the proposal submitted by Great West Engineering.   

Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Plestina accepting the recommendation of the Water & Sewer Committee to accept the proposal submitted by Great West Engineering for the Master Service Agreement to provide engineering and planning services to the City of Wolf Pointy for the next five (5) years.  MOTION CARRIED.  City Clerk Mahlum noted that there are several on-going agreements with Interstate Engineering, i.e. airport, sewer inventory, water issues.  
Sewer Inventory
John Bach, Interstate Engineering presented the results of the survey during the Public Hearing which was held at the beginning of the City Council meeting tonight.  

Vacancies – Recycling & Water Dept
The Council was informed that city employee Margaret Kemp has given her two-week notice to terminate her employment with the city and Ron Kemp will be reducing his hours considerably.  Duane Goodtrack, Water/Wastewater Op. I also submitted his letter of resignation in the Water Dept, effective October 12, 2018.  Public Works Director Ward Smith is requesting authorization to advertise these vacant positions.   

Motion by Councilman Plestina, seconded by Councilman Porras authorizing the advertising of a Maintenance Worker I position for the Recycling program and a Water/Wastewater Op. I position in the Water Dept.   MOTION CARRIED. 

Capital Improvement Plan

Councilman Rodenberg informed the Council that the committee will be meeting Tuesday, October 16, 2018 at 5:30 PM to review and discuss the CIP.  John Bach stated he would not be available.  
Taylor Bldg

Mayor Dschaak noted that the tin for the Taylor Building has been ordered and they are anticipating completing the project by this fall.  He also noted that the tin was bought locally.  

Quarterly Ins. Reports

City Clerk Mahlum requested a short meeting with the Insurance Committee to review the quarterly reports for the Liability, Property, and Workers’ Compensation claims that have been reported for the quarter ending 9/30/2018.    

Investments

City Clerk Mahlum advised the Council that two (2) investments at the LPL Financial will be coming due on October 22, 2018.  She added that these CD’s will not be renewed as she will be needing the money for several projects and plans to invest the money in STIP and the money market at First Community Bank.  She noted that STIP is currently paying 2.00% and the investments were only at 1.60%.  
City Clerk’s Activity Report

City Clerk Mahlum provided the Council with a copy of her monthly Activity Report and it was reviewed at this time.  She will be working on her closing statements as the auditors will be in her office on December 10th to do the FY 17/18 audit and also she will be working on the Annual Financial Statement that is due on December 31, 2018.  The Budget Document for FY 18/19 was completed and submitted to the MT Dept. of Administration by September 30th.  

Financial Reports 

Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilwoman Evans approving of the monthly Revenue & Expense Reports & Treasurer’s Cash Report for the month of September, 2018, the Securities Pledged to the Credit of the Treasurer for the quarter ending 9/30/2018 as follows:  

Securities

Water/Sewer & Solid Waste Revenues – Quarterly Report
City Clerk Mahlum provided the Council with a report showing the revenues collected as of the end of the quarter (9/30/2018) for the water, sewer & solid waste funds, which should be at least 25% at this time.   Water revenues are at 28%, Sewer revenues are at 25% and Solid Waste revenues are at 25%. 

Clerk Mahlum also reported that as of November 1st, the garbage assessment for deeded property will appear on their taxes.  Those accounts will receive their final utility billing for garbage on their utility bills in the November billing, which they will receive on December 1st.  Mayor Dschaak asked that something be put in the newspaper regarding this as he is anticipating several calls.  Discussion.  
City Attorney

City Attorney Anna Rose Sullivan stated she has been requested to provide three (3) legal opinions which she will prepare by next month.  Those items are as follows:  sale of Triangle Park, lot cleanup and publishing a list of delinquent accounts.  She also noted she would talk with Terry Toavs to see what he can find out about Albertsons.  Discussion.  
Public Works Director

Public Works Director Ward Smith was absent tonight, but did provide the Council with a copy of his monthly Activity Report and it was reviewed at this time.   

Mayor’s Miscellaneous

Mayor Dschaak stated he will work on the Police Commission appointment.  He noted there is a meeting of the MT Infrastructure Coalition Meeting in Helena on October 23rd and a all member meeting on November 15th in Helena, noting he plans on attending at least one of these meetings.  
Council was reminded of an important date upcoming – Election Day, November 6th, 2018.  

National League of Cities & Towns

Brittany D. Kohler, Program Director, Transportation & Infrastructure of the National League of Cities & Towns was a presenter at the MT League of Cities & Towns conference in Butte.  Mayor Dschaak, Councilman Plestina & Mahlum, City Clerk Mahlum and Public Works Director Smith all attended.  He further noted that they are interested in particular the problems that small town America are experiencing with infrastructure needs.  Mayor Dschaak contacted her and is going to be working with PWD Smith to obtain some video segments to send to her emphasizing our problems and become a part of their national campaign with the hope of obtaining some Federal funds.  

MLCT – Legislative Issues

City Clerk Mahlum provided the Council with a list of the legislative issues approved by the membership at the MT League of Cities & Towns.  A copy of the resolutions are available in the City Clerk’s office.  The next league conference will be held in Billings on October 2-4, 2019.
