A Regular Meeting of the Wolf Point City Council was held Monday, May 21, 2018 beginning at 7:00 PM in the City Council Chambers with Mayor Chris M. Dschaak presiding.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Dschaak, followed by a moment of silence and the reciting of the Pledge of Allegiance.  Mayor Dschaak asked the Council to keep Councilwoman Matejovsky’s family in their prayers due to the recent loss of her grandmother – Susan Moran.  
PUBLIC COMMENT

No public comment was received at this time. 

Amendments to the Agenda

There were no additions or amendments to the agenda. 

Minutes

Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilman Plestina approving the minutes of the Special Meeting of Monday, March 12, 2018 and the Regular Meeting of Monday, April 16, 2018.  MOTION CARRIED.  Minutes for the March 27th, 2018 meeting have not yet been completed.  

GNDC – Northstar Apts
City Clerk Mahlum reported that Bill Haynes, Architect on the project delivered the water & sewer as-builts and John will see that Teaguean Knudson gets them for his review.  
Airport – Hangar/REILs/PAPI’s

John Bach, Interstate Engineering advised the Council that they are waiting for the electrician contractor to correct the lighting problem with the PAPI’s are they staying on throughout the day.  A simple fix has been implemented until they can be repaired.  Steve Aldinger has also corresponded with the electrician in an effort to close out the project. 

MT Aeronautics Loan – Resolution No. 918-2018
City Clerk Mahlum advised the Council that back in January, the Mayor along with Interstate Engineering attended a meeting in Helena.  Significantly more funds were requested, but as a result of that meeting, the City of Wolf Point was granted a loan in the amount of $1,731.00 for the Runway Rehab/Lighting project. According to Mayor Dschaak, they complimented the city on the hangar project which will be generating revenue, but their focus is more on “safety issues”.   Presented to the Council for approval was Resolution No. 918-2018 and also a Certificate of Sponsor’s Attorney (Airport Development Aid Application & Acceptance) which will need legal counsel’s signature.  

Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine approving Resolution No. 918-2018, pending the approval of Certificate by the city’s legal counsel.  The Resolution reads as follows:

John Bach, Interstate Engineering is recommending awarding the bid to Roadway Services for the amount of $66,740.  The low bid was 22% below the Engineer’s estimate.  The other bid (Z & Z Seal Coating, Inc.) was 36% above the Engineer’s estimate.  Roadway Service’s bid was carefully reviewed for irregularities and each bid item was compared side by side with other bid.  No signification irregularities or concerns were found.  Roadway Services is an established contractor and has the ability to complete the project.  

Motion by Councilman Porras, seconded by Councilman Plestina to Issue the Notice of Award for the Crack Sealing & Pavement Remarking to Roadway Services, Inc. in the amount of $66,740.00 & authorize the Mayor to sign the FAA application for funding, pending FAA funding.   MOTION CARRIED. 
CapeAir – Terminal Bldg Lease

City  Clerk Mahlum reported that the Terminal Bldg Lease with CapeAir will be on a month to month basis until their Essential Air Contract is renewed as only a short time remains.  A new agreement will be negotiated at that time.  

Swimming Pool

It was reported that the pool is being pumped out.  Pool staff recently attended training in Williston.  A tentative opening date of the pool is scheduled for June 11th.  Ken Luckow, Water/Wastewater Supervisor attended a Certified Pool Operator training in Minot and has received his certification.  

LWCF Grant Application

No word has been received as of this date. 

Shakespeare in the Park

Mike MacDonald has requested permission to use the Faith Home park to stage the Montana Shakespeare in the Park “Othello” scheduled for June 30th beginning at 6:30 PM.  City Clerk Mahlum reported that he has provided his $500 as a security deposit and will be required to provide proof of insurance as well.  

Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilwoman Page approving the request of Mike MacDonald to stage his Shakespeare in the Park “Othello” on June 30th, 2018, provided proof of insurance is obtained.   MOTION CARRIED. 

Baseball Sponsorships

City Clerk Mahlum asked the Mayor if she needs to bill for the baseball sponsorships.  Mayor Dschaak stated he will let her know as soon as he knows how many teams there will be.  
Farmers Union Lumber

A letter was sent to Farmers Union Lumber, dated April 30, 2018, informing them of the negotiations they have had with the City regarding their proposed construction outside of the city’s limits.  The original letter requested that they submit a petition for annexation within 30 days of receipt of this letter but was amended to 60 days.  An application for annexation was provided to Farmers Union Lumber.  
Gospel Fellowship Church
Work is progressing at this site.  

Annexation

Both Northstar Apartments and Gospel Fellowship are working on their annexation issues.  

MDU – Sewer Main Expansion

Nothing new to report.  Ward Smith, Public Works Director noted that the cost was provided to them and they will look at putting it in their budget.  

Growth Policy – City vs. County

The City Council adopted a Growth Policy (January 2010) at their regular meeting held April 19, 2010.  Subsequently in 2014, the City also adopted (Resolution No. 886-2014) a new Future Land Use Map as an update to that Growth Policy.   In the January 2010 Growth Policy, the City of Wolf Point was briefly highlighted along with the other communities in Roosevelt County and the information provided was limited.   When the matter was discussed with the Roosevelt County Commissioners at a meeting held June 6th, 2017, with Brent Moore & John Bach of Interstate Engineering, it has been seven (7) years since that policy was developed and it should be updated every five (5) years according to 76-1-601 (2) (f)(iii), MCA.  The suggestion was made that perhaps the city should consider a separate Growth Policy to be developed just for the City of Wolf Point addressing the specific growth needs of the City of Wolf Point. 

Applications are now being accepted by CDBG.  An application would be submitted to CDBG for a Planning Grant in the amount of $50,000 to offset the expense of preparing the policy.  The Council approved the proposal from Interstate Engineering to prepare the CDBG grant application in the amount of $1,800.00.  It would require a 3:1 match from the city, depending on the final cost of the development of the growth policy, which would not exceed $50,000.  
A lengthy discussion was held regarding this matter. With no motion to submit an application to CDBG, Mayor Dschaak asked the Planning Board Committee to meet and discuss the matter and provide the Council with a recommendation at the Council’s next meeting in June.  

Fire Department

The Fire Department received a $5,000 grant from the MDU Grant Foundation.  The funds will be used to purchase a gas meter.  

Police/Public Safety Levy
Council received the Chief’s monthly activity report and it was reviewed at this time.  It was noted that there had been several visits with local groups to discuss the upcoming Primary Election on Tuesday, June 5, 2018 where support for a Public Safety Levy was on the ballot.  Overall there seemed to be positive feedback from people concerning the levy.  A copy of a brochure used to promote the levy was attached to this report.  
Animal Control

Animal Control Officer Joe Reinhart recently attended a vaccination clinic and issued 33 licenses.  The clinic vaccinated 132 dogs and 34 cats.  Animal Control statistics for the month of April were as follows:

Sanitation

Nothing has been received from Barry Damschen yet regarding the bidding process for the old landfill cover.  A survey of the area has been completed which included drilling some test holes.  A Call for Bids should occur sometime this summer with the work being completed by this fall. 

Garbage Ordinance

City Clerk Mahlum presented to the Council an updated and revised Garbage Ordinance for the City.  She noted that there were several items added to the ordinance, which were highlighted in yellow.  Those included the following:   accessibility of containers, freon removal, a section addressing the Rural Garbage Route, and Recycling.  City Clerk Mahlum also noted that the city was in violation of its own ordinance.  Several years ago, the garbage charge was placed on the resident’s monthly utility bill, but the ordinance was not changed.  This has resulted in some problems when residents terminate services for either non-payment or move.  The current ordinance requires it to be assessed against the real property.  This would eliminate the disruption of revenue as well as eliminate the current practice of billing for garbage one year after the residence becomes vacant.  There are some cases where the garbage assessment will have to remain on the utility bills due to the property not being listed on the tax rolls.  These accounts would be billed on their utility bills and the proposed ordinance addresses that situation.  Being the Council just received copies of the proposed ordinance, City Clerk Mahlum requested that the ordinance be submitted for 1st reading at the June City Council meeting.  Mayor Dschaak thanked Jhona for her efforts is revising this ordinance.  
Street Dance

Bob Stracener requested a copy of the application form for a street dance during Stampede.  He was advised that he would need to submit the application to the Council by this meeting.  City Clerk Mahlum reported that she had not received back the form for tonight’s meeting.  Therefore, no action was taken regarding a street dance.  
Hot Plant Vandalized

Public Works Director Ward Smith informed the Council that just as they had the asphalt plant up a running, it was vandalized.  Damages were minimal but it has set them back a bit.   City Clerk Mahlum asked if a police report was made and requested information regarding the damages to see if she should submit it to the city’s insurance.

Abatements

There were no delinquents submitted to the Council for abatement.  
Water Tank Repairs
John Bach, Interstate Engineering informed the Council that he was contacted by Quentin Allen, I.H.S. regarding the repairs to the city’s water tank that leaked in December 2016.  He asked John to resubmit his report on the water tank and suggested that perhaps I.H.S. funding would be available.  Discussion.  
BNSF Permit Application & Fees

John Bach, Interstate Engineering presented to the Council the applications for the BNSF permit for the waterline repair on 6th Avenue South & 3rd Avenue South (Underpass).  The applications will each require a check in the amount of $775, which will be submitted with the applications.  Discussion.  

BNSF Permit Application Fees – Continued…..
Motion by Councilman Mahlum, seconded by Councilwoman Evans approving of the submission of the two (2) applications to BNSF for pipeline permit for potable water for both 6th Avenue South and 3rd Avenue South (Underpass) along with two (2) checks in the amount of $775 each.  MOTION CARRIED. 

Engineering Services Agreement – Request for Qualifications

City Clerk Mahlum presented to the Council the Request for Qualifications for Engineering Services.  The Master Agreement to furnish professional services to the City of Wolf Point is currently with Interstate Engineering and will end in June.   In order to stay in compliance with several funding agencies, a qualified engineering firm is needed to assist the city in those projects where funding from these agencies is involved.  City Clerk Mahlum briefly read the request, noting what the proposals should include and how the respondents will be evaluated according to a point system.  Payment terms will be negotiated on a project basis.  This notice will be published in the Herald News, Billings Gazette &/or Great Falls Tribune.  Discussion. 

Motion by Councilwoman Page, seconded by Councilman Plestina authorizing the publication of the RFQ for Engineering Services, with proposals due by the June 16, 2018 City Council meeting.   MOTION CARRIED. 

Water Value Replacement

Public Works Director Ward Smith stated that Les Scanlan will be around replacing some water valves for the City.  Mayor Dschaak added that during a recent water break, 18 valves had to be shut off to isolate the leak.  As a result, there are several valves that are going to need to be replaced in the future.  The Water Department will also be flushing hydrants this week.  Mayor Dschaak asked if there was any notable difference in the water since we are on the ASRW system.  Ward Smith, PWD stated there is a lot less iron & manganese.  
Sewer Inventory

Pace Construction began the sewer inventory around the middle of May and will be working on it for the next three (3) weeks, according to John Bach, Interstate Engineering.  They planned on having an additional truck here, but they had an emergency elsewhere, so that other truck will be here later.  Copies of the first videos were provided to the City to make sure it contains all the information requested by the City, stated John Bach.   Quam will be in at a later date to inventory the manholes.  

Board of Investment

City Clerk Mahlum reported that she in working on the loan application for funds for the sewer inventory project.  

Board of Health & Safety
Councilwoman Page asked when they would start spraying for mosquitos noting they were really bad.  It was noted that this service is provided for by Roosevelt Co.  Councilman Plestina commented that he currently sits on the Board, and they are looking to hire another individual.  
Resignation

A letter of resignation was submitted by Lawrence Hamilton, effective April 27, 2018.  He held a Maintenance Worker II position. The vacancy has been posted at Job Service and Chris Noser, who previously worked for the city, has indicated an interest in returning and would be able to start sometime in June.  

Personnel, Policy & Wage Committee

City Clerk Mahlum requested a meeting with the committee to discuss salaries for FY 18/19.  June 6th was suggested as a tentative date.  

Equipment Replacement

The committee was requested to meet and review the Capital Improvement Plan, which would include John Bach of Interstate Engineering.  Interstate Engineering has agreed to help revise the schedule which was included in the Capital Improvement Plan report they provided in October 2016.  
Titan Sweeper – Replacement (?)
City Clerk Mahlum informed the Council that City Foreman Lucas Hall asked what they could do with the Titan sweeper, is a vacuum sweeper and isn’t something the city can use.  Could they sell it, trade it? According to City Forman Hall the sweeper doesn’t work for us.   The sweeper was purchased from the State of MT under the 2011 MACI (Montana Air and Congestion Initiative) Program.  City Clerk Mahlum reported that she contacted the State to find out what the city’s options are.  A Memorandum of Agreement, dated 1/12/2012, was executed between the MT Department of Transportation (MDT) and the City of Wolf Point at the time of purchase and there may be some restrictions or requirements that may need to be satisfied.  The individual she spoke with was going to check with their legal department to determine what can be done.  Discussion. 
Quarterly Ins. Reports

Councilwoman Page noted that the committee will review the quarterly reports at the July meeting.  

Budget Calendar (Timeline) & Meeting Schedule
City Clerk Mahlum provided the Council with a Budget Calendar, which provides the Council with the timeline related to the preparation of the budgets up to their final adoption.  She noted that some of the dates are arbitrary, but the final adoption of the budget needs to be within 30 days of receipt of the taxable valuation received from the Dept. of Revenue or before the end of August.  

She also provided the Council with tentative meeting dates so the various committees could meet and discuss the budgets.  In her efforts to combine some of the meeting dates, City Clerk Mahlum noted that no more than 4 Council members could meet at the same time, otherwise it would result in a quorum and an official meeting would need to be held.  During the discussion, some of the dates provided were already in conflict with some of the Council members.  Alternative dates would be selected and provided at a later date.  

Clerk’s Monthly Activity Report 
City Clerk Mahlum provided the Council with a copy of her monthly Activity Report and noted the numerous meetings that she attended since last City Council meeting and upcoming meetings to be held in Wolf Point.  Two (2) workers’ compensation claims were filed this month.  Both of them were for the Animal Control Officer.  She encouraged Police Chief Harada to provide some additional safety equipment.  Asst. City Clerk/Treasurer Jhona Peterson attended the Clerk’s Institute in Billings, May 6-10. Also, Councilman Plestina attended the Elected Officials Workshop in Billings.  

Financial Reports
Presented for Council approval were the Revenue & Expenditure Reports for the month of April, 2018 and the Treasurer’s Cash Report.  City Clerk Mahlum requested approval of the reports. 

Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilman Plestina approving of the Revenue & Expenditure Reports for the month April. 2018 and the Treasurer’s Cash Report for the month of April, 2018.  MOTION CARRIED. 

City Attorney

An invitation to bid for the former Gysler property a/k/a Lots 7 & 8, Block 14, Original Wolf Point was placed in the following newspapers: Herald News, Billings Gazette and Great Falls Tribune.  Bids will be received no later than 5:00 PM, Monday, June 18th and will be opened at 7:00 PM during the Wolf Point City Council meeting held that evening.  

Marijuana Ordinance

City Attorney Toavs reported that he attended a meeting with the Planning/Board of Adjustment Committee to discuss the marijuana issue.  Discussion occurred whether or not the dispensary is licensed with the State or not. Lt. Erwin stated they were not able to determine that today, but they are still looking into it.  Mayor Dschaak, who had also attended the committee meeting and addressed the issue by stating the city currently doesn’t have anything on the books and until we do, there is nothing the city can be done at this time.  Discussion ensued.  In conclusion, City Attorney Toavs noted that he will have an ordinance within 2 weeks for the Council to consider at the next City Council meeting once the fees are resolved.
Public  Works Activity Report

Ward Smith, Public Works Director provided the Council with a copy of his monthly Activity Report and was reviewed at this time.  Mr. Smith also thanked the Council and others who participated in Clean Sweep.  

Mayor’s Miscellaneous

Mayor Dschaak reported that he was in error thinking the funds provided for under HB 473, the BaRSAA funds could be used for all infrastructure projects when in fact the funds are limited to roads & bridges only hence the name -  Bridge and Road Safety and Accountability Act).  He apologized for his misunderstanding.  The funds can be reserved up to five (5) years and require a minimum of 5% match.  A request to reserve the funds must be made by November 1st.  
MT Infrastruction Coalition
Mayor Dschaak reported that on May 14th, Darrell James with the MT Infrastructure Coalition was present along with a member of the Montana Chamber of Commerce to view the infrastructure needs of the City of Wolf Point, i.e. the empty water tank which is too costly for the City of Wolf Point to repair.  Wolf Point showed good representation, even though some of the individuals he invited did not attend.  He further noted that funding for infrastructure improvements will once again be a battle at the next legislature and they are already working on their plan of attack.    
Unity Through Elders

Councilman Mahlum informed the Mayor & Council that he was requested to attend a meeting to discuss some concerns expressed by the above group.  Elders Through Unity are a group from Wolf Point, Poplar and Brockton that believe crime in communities has significant impacts on the well-being of individuals and families and they are trying to raise awareness to the Tribal Council and other civic leaders in those communities.  He further noted they are putting together a survey to gather information from as many individuals as they can to further support of their cause.  Councilman Mahlum read the following:  

Elders Through Unity believe that crime in communities has significant impacts on the well-being of individuals and families. Adults and children, who live in unsafe neighborhoods, whether this sense is perceived or actual, have decreased social activities, lower economic status, and psychological consequences.  A healthy and resilient community is an important factor in securing the well-being of the overall community and its members.
