REGULAR MEETING – January 16, 2018

1

A Regular Meeting of the Wolf Point City Council was held on Tuesday, January 16, 2018 beginning at 7:00 PM in the City Council Chambers with Mayor Chris M. Dschaak presiding.  NOTE:  The meeting was moved from Monday, January 15, 2018 to Tuesday, January 16, 2018 due to Martin Luther King Jr. Day observed as a holiday.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Dschaak.  City Clerk Mahlum reported that the new Council members had all received their “oaths of office” prior to the meeting tonight.  Mayor Dschaak welcomed them to the Council and then asked for a moment of silence followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 

PUBLIC COMMENT

MDU – Municipal Street Lighting Agreement
Ken Callahan, Wolf Point District Manager MDU for the entire region was before the Council and provided the Council with a brief history of the street lights in Wolf Point, noting they started with mercury vapor lights in 1920’s, then replaced those with sodium because mercury vapor lights were not good for the atmosphere and the environment.  Now we’re replacing them with LED’s because they can no longer get the sodium heads and the lights.  Starting on January 11, 2018, MDU will begin replacing every single light in the State of Montana with LED lights.  The Wolf Point City Council is the first Council they have met with.  Referencing to a power point he provided the Council, he noted that the city would be saving approximately $5,286.36 per year based on the information they have as of today.  He further noted that the rental amount will be more but the energy usage will be less.  The conversion project should start in February, 2018 and by either May or June they should have all the lights converted in Montana.  Then they will move onto North Dakota, etc.  
Initially the conversion will be at no cost to the City, but it does require an amendment to the Municipal Street Lighting and Equipment Rental Agreement, dated October 1, 1993, which is being presented to the Council for approval.  The amendment reads as follows:

Montana-Dakota Utilities Co, a division of MDU Resources Group, Inc., a Delaware corporation (“Company”) and the City of Wolf Point, Montana, municipal corporation (“Municipality”), (collectively, the “Parties”) are parties to that certain Municipal Street Lighting And Equipment Rental Agreement dated October 1, 1993 (the “Agreement”).
Company desires to replace light fixtures in the various street lights owned by Company in Municipality with LED fixtures (the “Replacement Project”) and anticipates filing a proposed tariff with the Montana Public Service Commission (“PSC”) to establish appropriate street light rental rates for street lights owned by Company in Montana (the “Tariff Rates”).  Due to the Replacement Project and anticipated Tariff Rates the Parties desire to amend the Agreement as described in this letter agreement (the “Amendment”).

In consideration of the above recitals and for other good and valuable consideration, the receipt of which is hereby acknowledged, the Parties hereby agree as follows:

Capitalized terms used in this Amendment and not otherwise defined herein shall have the meanings assigned to such terms in the Agreement.

The Municipality agrees to pay Company the following monthly rental rate for each street lighting facility owned by Company in the Municipality:

MDU – Municipal Street Lighting – Continued………

This Amendment shall be effective upon Company’s completion of the Replacement Project and Company shall notify Municipality upon the completion thereof.  

4.
Upon PSC’s approval of the Tariff Rates the Agreement, as modified by this Amendment, shall automatically terminate and the Parties’ respective obligation regarding the various street lights owned by the Company in the Municipality shall be governed exclusively by the Company’s applicable tariff’s then in effect and as may be amended by the Company and approved by the PSC from time to time thereafter.  


Except as specifically modified by this Amendment, all other terms and conditions of the Agreement remain unchanged.  To acknowledge your agreement to the foregoing, please sign in the space provided below and return a fully executed copy of this Amendment to the undersigned.

Motion by Councilman Plestina, seconded by Councilman Porras approving of the Amendment of Municipal Street Lighting and Equipment Rental Agreement as presented and authorize Mayor Dschaak to sign the amendment.  MOTION CARRIED.
After receiving the Mayor’s signature on the Amendment, Jenny and Mr. Callahan left the Council Chambers at this time.  

Neighborhood Watch Program

Ken Landsrud reported that he just picked up some information from the Police Dept. regarding a Neighborhood Watch Program and reported that Roosevelt Co. Sheriff’s Department is looking at starting a Reserve program.  

Ken left the meeting at this time.  

Amendments to the Agenda

Clerk Mahlum asked the Council to the discard the agendas that were mailed as she has provided them with a revised agenda, which included the notice of MDU’s presentation.  

Minutes

Motion by Councilman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilman Plestina approving of the minutes of the Regular Meeting held Monday, December 18, 2017.  MOTION CARRIED. 

GNDC – Northstar Apts

Tori Matejovsky reported that there was an issue at the apartment complex with the furnaces due to the cold snap, but noted they are all still under warranty.  She added that there were no busted pipes or flooding of apartments.  The apartment complex has been issued a Temporary Certificate of Occupancy.  Currently there are 11 tenants, with 15 apartments leased.  She also noted that they have a waiting list of over 50 people.  Great No. Development Corporation has assumed the position of the Property Management Company and will hiring a part-time person for this position as well as a part-time maintenance worker as well.  She hopes to have all of the apartments leased by the end of January.   Discussion.  According to the HOME Agreement, only eight (8) units are required to be in compliance. 

Property Sale

Preparation for the sale of the former Gysler property will be forthcoming.  
Capital Improvement Plan
Mayor Dschaak noted that he was waiting for the new Council members to arrive and has asked the Planning Committee (Rodenberg/Bets His Medicine/Matejovsky) to begin to review this with Interstate Engineering.  Knowing the city was not satisfied with the plan that was presented, Interstate Engineering is willing to work with the city at “no additional cost” to improve the final product.  

February City Council Meeting

At the January meeting the City Council authorized to move the City Council’s meeting from Monday, February 19th to Tuesday, February 20th due to the President’s Day on Monday, which is an observed holiday.  

Airport – Hangar/REILS

John Bach with Interstate Engineering reported they had the final inspection on Monday, January 16th at the airport and noted there were a few small punch list items that need to be fixed.  He further noted that the inspection was for both the hangar and the REILs & PAPIs, rather than two separate inspections as previously thought.   Presented to the Council for the Mayor’s signature was the Final Inspection and Acceptance. 

Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilman Porass authorizing the Mayor to sign the Final Inspection and Acceptance of the Aviation Hangar/REILs/PAPIs constructed accordance to plans under the contract with Fisher Construction.  MOTION CARRIED.  
Pay Estimate #4

Presented to the Council for approval was Pay Estimate #4 for Fisher Construction in the amount of $49,394.58 less the Gross Receipts Tax of $498.94.  

Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilman Mahlum approving of Pay Est. #4 for the Airport Hangar/REILs and PAPIs project in the amount of $49,394.58 due to Fisher Construction and $498.94 to the MT Dept. of Revenue for the Gross Receipts Tax for a total of $49,893.52.  MOTION CARRIED. 

Flight Check

City Clerk Mahlum noted that she has provided the check to the FAA for the flight check which should occur soon.  John Bach, Interstate Engineering noted that it will happen as soon as the FAA can get it on their schedule.  These lights are not active until after the flight check.  
Hangar – Property Insurance
Public Works Director Smith asked if the new hangar was insured before CapeAir took possession.  City Clerk Mahlum stated she would check on that.  John Bach of Interstate Engineering was advised by the county that is was taken care of.  City Clerk Mahlum noted that the county provides liability insurance, but the city takes care of the property insurance and bills the county for their share.  She will check on this further.

Supplemental Engineering Agreement
John Bach of Interstate Engineering informed the Council that a supplement engineering agreement will be presented to the Council at the February meeting for the inspection of the REILs and PAPIs.  These were added after the contracts were signed and there was nothing included for the inspection time.   He noted that the FAA grant will pay for this (95%) and the grant does not need to be amended as it was included in the grant amount.   

Ceiling Fans 
Ward Smith, Public Works Director informed the Council that Tom Romo & Ed Bach had suggested putting ceiling fans in the hangar as the ceiling is quite high.  Since it would not be a FAA reimbursable expense, the city and county would be responsible for paying for them.  Under the Lease Agreement, CapeAir is responsible for the utility costs.  Discussion.  No action was taken at this time. 
Property Lot Leases

Mayor Dschaak stated with the appointment of the new Councilmembers to the various committees, he suggested an Airport Committee meeting be held to discuss the airport property leases for the hangars at the airport.  City Clerk Mahlum will submit the Lease Agreement to MMIA for insurance suggestions and then provide a copy to the city attorney for preparation of the lease agreement for the lot holders.  
Retirement – Tom Romo

A letter of resignation was submitted by Tom Romo, Asst. Airport Manager.  His last day was December 31, 2017.  Ed Bach will be taking his place at the Airport.  

Swimming Pool Improvements

John Bach of Interstate Engineering reported that Tom Erskine with their office is in the process of filling out the grant application to the Land, Water & Conservation Fund (LWCF) for funding for the pool improvements.  The application will be requesting a $150,000 grant for those improvements, to be hopefully supplemented with voter approved funds to be submitted at a Special election to refinance the remaining balance of that general obligation, add some additional dollars and extend the issue to make the necessary improvements.   

Planning Board
A review of the status of various building permits or building issues was done at this time and summarized below:

	Farmers Union Lumber
	Mayor Dschaak & Councilman Mahlum attended a Farmers Union Lumber Board meeting to discuss the placement of their building.  No hookups are needed at this time.  The city has requested that they deadhead the sewer main in that area and use that as their service line.  If and when they decide to have services, they would have to comply with the annexation issues.  Looking at April as a possible date for constructing the building.  It was suggested to have something in writing from Farmers Union Lumber requesting the abandonment of that sewer main.  Discussion.

Public Safety Mill Levy
Police Chief Harada stated that both Councilman Mahlum and Plestina have brought this to his attention.  He has also visited with the City Clerk.  He feels this maybe tough if the request for additional funds for the pool is done at the same time.  City Clerk Mahlum stated that the pool shouldn’t cause an increase in the levy, just an extension of the time to collect additional funding.    The Law Enforcement Committee needs to meet and review what is involved with getting this request to the voters.  Councilman Mahlum stated the time to take action on this is now and added that a time frame needs to be established.  Police Chief  Harada was asked to take the lead on this matter.  City Clerk Mahlum stated that Cheryl Hansen at the county was a great resource and she was also willing to assist.    Discussion. 
Tyler Osborne – New Police Officer

Police Chief Jeff Harada introduced Tyler Osborne as the newest Police Officer to the Police Dept.  He started on January 8th, 2018 and he comes from Billings and the Bozeman area.  

Old Landfill Cover
Barry Damschen will be providing bid specifications for the alternative cover of the old landfill sometime this spring.  City Clerk Mahlum provided additional information regarding this for the benefit of the new Council members.   
Freon Removal Course
Ward Smith, Public Works Director informed the Council that Darrell Christian is interested in taking the on-line course sometime in February to become certified to remove freon.  He further noted that the necessary equipment will cost approximately $700.00.  

Garbage Assessment

Mayor Dschaak requested the Sanitation Committee to meet and discuss the current practice of assessing garbage assessments for a year after water service has been discontinued.  Discussion.  City Clerk Mahlum stated that the committee should also review the city’s ordinances and update them if necessary.  

Petition – Round-about (Poplar)

At the Mayor’s request, this was listed on the Council’s agenda.  Apparently, construction will begin sometime this spring in Poplar which will include two (2) round-about in Poplar according to a MDT proposal.  Robert Sivertson (Highway 2 Association) is against this and it was reported that there was a petition going around to stop the construction.  Mayor Dschaak stated that it was for information purposes only and it did not involve Wolf Point at all.  

Abatements

City Clerk Mahlum stated there were no delinquent accounts submitted to the Council for abatement.  

Water Tank Repairs

Still waiting to hear from I.H.S. and their funding resource for assistance in getting this repaired.  

BNSF Waterline Repairs – Task Order #6

John Bach reported that the survey has been completed and it is to their drafters in Billings.  They plan on presenting it to BNSF as not casing the entire right-of-way only that under the railroad tracks.    The permit process will take approximately 3-6 weeks.  
Water Main Break

It was noted that there was a water main break over the weekend on Fallon Street between 4th & 3rd Avenue North by the Northside School.  After almost 48 hours, the city crew was able to isolate the leak and resume water service.  Leak Detection was called and they found the source of the leak today, reported Public Works Director Ward Smith.  

Sewer Video & Inspection – Task Order #7
The plans and specs have been completed according to John Bach with Interstate Engineering and were sent to Williston for comments, which John just received within the last few hours.  He hopes to review the plans with Ward at the end of the month to discuss a proposed schedule.  Then get approval from the Council in February to Call for Bids.  He is looking at having the bid opening by March 14th with an award recommendation to the Council in March.  Then they can begin televising by mid-April to have it completed by mid-June.  After review of the reports, a plan should be completed by October so they city can pursue a funding package to begin work on the needed repairs  of the city’s sewer mains, etc.    
Funding Sources (SRF/TSEP & RRGL)
John advised the Council that SRF funding is an open cycle.  An application was submitted to TSEP for planning funds and is currently under review.  John presented a grant application to MT DNRC - RRGL for additional planning grant funds in the amount of $15,000 and requested Council authorization to submit the application.  
Funding Sources (SRF/TSEP & RRGL) – Continued…….

Motion by Councilwoman Page, seconded by Councilman Mahlum authorizing the Mayor to sign the grant application to the MT DNRC for RRGL funds to be used for planning in the amount of $15,000.   MOTION CARRIED. 

MT Board of Investment
City Clerk Mahlum reported that she spoke with Julie Flynn with the MT Board of Investment regarding funding (approximately $250,000) for the television & inspection of the sewer mains.  She was told that this is something they do fund and if the request for funding is less than $1 million her staff could approve and it would take approximately 3-4 weeks.  An application would need to be submitted along with several other documents for their review.  Since there is currently an outstanding loan in the Sewer fund, Clerk Mahlum advised the Council that a bond counsel would need to be involved and she has contacted Bob Murdo, whom we have used in the past.  

NASH Contract
City Attorney Anna Rose spoke regarding this matter and she would prefer to communicate her findings in a letter since this may involve a litigation issue.  She has been in communication with Ward Smith, Public Works Director regarding this matter.  

Potential Water & Sewer Rate Increase

Mayor Dschaak requested the Water & Sewer Committee to meet and discuss a potential increase in rates.  Suggested looking at getting a progressive-type rate increase approved over the next 5 years.   With all the projects the city is facing, stated Mayor Dschaak, we need to replace those funds for future improvements.  Discussion.   

Resignation – Ronnie Kemp

A resignation, effective December 19, 2017 was received from Ronnie Kemp, who was a SW Maintenance Worker I in the Recycling Department.  Public Works Director Ward Smith noted that the remaining employees are keeping up and wasn’t sure they needed to replace him at this time, but perhaps he should have the Council’s permission if he feels he needs to replace him at a later date.   Discussion.

SW Maintenance Worker I/Recycling

Motion by Councilman Plestina, seconded by Councilman Porass authorizing the request to advertise the SW Maintenance Worker I/Recycling position.  MOTION CARRIED. 

Equipment Replacement

Councilman Rodenberg informed the Council that the new water truck (2018 Dodge 3500) has been delivered and is in the process of getting a bed liner and a headache rack installed.  The new Sand/Salt Spreader truck arrived in December and is in service.  

Security Lighting (Shop Area)

Public Works Director Smith noted that he spoke with Bill Zahradka at MDU regarding the security lighting at the shop.  He suggested installing a couple of lights – one by the animal shelter and another one in the southwest corner of the shop lot.  Cost is considered to be minimal.  Discussion. 

Quarterly Ins. Reports

City Clerk Mahlum requested to meet with the Insurance Committee following the City Council meeting to review the quarterly insurance reports which contain the list of claims submitted to MMIA for property, liability, and workers’ compensation claims for the quarter.  

Investment Report
City Clerk Mahlum provided the Council with a copy of the Investment Report for the quarter ending 12/31/2017 and reviewed it with the Council at this time and requested approval of the report.  

Motion by Councilwoman Page, seconded by Councilman Rodenberg approving of the Quarterly Investment Report for the quarter ending December 31, 2017.  MOTION CARRIED. 

Property Ins. Renewal

City Clerk Mahlum informed the Council that she will be reviewing the city’s property schedule for renewal effective July 1, 2018.  She will be working with PWD Smith to review the city’s property, etc.   The review is to be completed by March 31, 2018 and the updated schedule submitted to MMIA. 

FY 16/17 Audit

Mayor Dschaak noted that the audit was completed by the end of November, 2017.  One of the items listed on the audit report was a Pension Liability that was not recorded for the Wolf Point Volunteer Fire Dept. as required by GASB Statement No. 73.  Mayor Dschaak stated the Department will be working to complete this.  Even though the Fire Department employees are volunteers, they are still considered employees of the city, hence the comment on the city’s audit report.  Discussion.

Clerk’s Activity Report

City Clerk Mahlum provided the Council with a copy of her monthly Activity Report and reviewed it with the Council at this time.  
Financial Reports

City Clerk Mahlum reviewed the financial reports with the Council at this time.  

Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilwoman Matejovsky approving the Revenue and Expenditures Reports for the month of December, 2017.  MOTION CARRIED.

Treasurer’s Cash Report

Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilman Mahlum approving the Treasurer’s Cash Report for the month of December, 2017.  MOTION CARRIED. 

Securities
City Clerk Mahlum noted that she is under-secured at First Community Bank as of the end of December, noted that she received a lot of money at the very end of December but that same money was distributed in January, 2018.   

Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilman Porras the Securities Pledged to the Credit of the Wolf Point City Treasurer for the quarter ending December 31, 2017.  MOTION CARRIED.

Securities – Continued…….
Water/Sewer & Solid Waste Revenues

City Clerk Mahlum presented the Council with a revenue report for the Water/Sewer & Solid Waste funds for the quarter ending December, 2017.  She noted that we are 6 months into the budget year; therefore, the percentage of revenues collected should be at 50% or higher.  With the exception of the Sewer Fund at 48% and the Garbage Fund at 49%, the Water Fund was at 51%.    

City Attorney

The Town of Brockton in Roosevelt County is looking at dis-incorporation, which will result in the county becoming responsible for the community services, etc.   City Attorney Anna Rose asked City Clerk Mahlum if she would consider taking on the Clerk’s responsibilities at the Town of Brockton.  She further noted that she was serious.  City Clerk Mahlum thanked her for the offer but stated no, she was not interested as she is considering retirement from her current position by the end of 2018.  

Public Works Director

A copy of the Public Works Director’s activity report was provided to the Council for review.  No utility requests were submitted this month.  

Mayor’s Miscellaneous

Mayor Dschaak provided the Council with the revised Council assignments for 2018.  If there is a committee a Council member is really interested in and not assigned to that committee, he asked the Council to let him know.  Likewise, if there is a committee they are on that they wish to be removed, let him know and he will consider it.  City Clerk Mahlum asked that the Committee Chairman provide her with meeting dates so she can post it and prepare handouts for the meeting, etc. 
Dates to Remember
Mayor indicated he would be attending a MT Aeronautics meeting in Helena later this week to provide support on the city’s behalf for any loans/grants, etc. granted through the MT Aeronautics.  City Clerk Mahlum will also be traveling to Helena next week for a MMIA Employee Benefits and MMIA Board of Director’s meeting.  Clerk Mahlum has been on this Board for 20+ years.  
Requests for Absence

Councilman Rodenberg requested a permission to be out-of-state for approximately 14 days.  He will provide the City Clerk with the dates of his absence.  

Motion by Councilman Mahlum, seconded by Councilman Plestina approving Councilman Rodenberg’s request for absence.  MOTION CARRIED.
