REGULAR MEETING – November 20, 2017
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A Regular Meeting of the Wolf Point City Council was held on Monday, November 20, 2017 beginning at 7:00 PM in the City Council Chambers with Mayor Chris M. Dschaak presiding.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Dschaak followed by a moment of silence and the reciting of the Pledge of Allegiance.  

PUBLIC COMMENT

No public comment was received at this time. 

Amendments to the Agenda

City Clerk Mahlum provided the Council with an updated agenda.  
Minutes

City Clerk Mahlum presented the following minutes for the Regular Meetings held on June 19, 2017, July 17, 2017 and October 16, 2017 to the Council for approval.  These had been previously mailed to the council.  The remaining minutes will be completed and to the  Council for adoption at the December meeting.    

Motion by Councilman Block, seconded by Councilman Plestina approving the minutes of the Regular Meetings of June 19, 2017, July 17, 2017 and October 16, 2017.  MOTION CARRIED.

GNDC – HOME Grant Update

Tori Matejovsky of GNDC was present to provide an update to the Council regarding the Northstar Apts.  Brianna Vine is out on maternity leave.  She informed the Council that an Open House will be held at the Northstar Apartments on Wednesday, November 29, 2017 between 1-3:00 PM at the apartments, followed by a tour of the facility.  She noted that there has been a lot of interest and numerous applications have been submitted.  Cindy Hanks is a temporary leasing agent for the Property Management Company to help with screening the applicants.  A permanent on sight manager has not been hired as yet.   Those that have been approved should be able to move in next week, pending completion of all the background checks.   No occupancy letters have been sent out to-date.  City Clerk Mahlum asked what is the date the units need to be filled.  Tori indicated they are shooting for December 31, 2017.  

Shop Small Saturday

Tori encouraged those present to be sure to shop small businesses this Saturday.  There are approximately 20 or more businesses participating.  In order to be eligible for a drawing, you must complete a punch card from each business.  

Property  Sale

Preparation for the sale of the former Gysler property will be forthcoming.  

Capital Improvement Plan
Mayor indicated that the committees should be start working on this after the 1st of the year.  City Clerk Mahlum indicated that she has provided Ward Smith with a copy of the program she received from MT Rural Water.

Introduction

Councilwoman Evans introduced Ward Smith as the city’s new Public Works Director.  Ward has been with the city for approximately 23 years and is very familiar with the water & sewer departments.  The remaining public works areas will be something new for him to learn.  

Airport – Hangar/REILS Update

John Bach of Interstate Engineering updated the Council on the hangar project at the airport.  The REILs are to be installed any day but most likely they will wait until the PAPI’s are delivered sometime early to mid-December.  Ward Smith also updated the Council on the hangar status.  
Flight Check 

According to John Bach, any time new navigation aids are installed, a flight check is performed by the FAA. The City of Wolf Point (sponsor) must prepay the entire estimated cost of the flight check, estimated at $16,889.95 along with a signed Non-Federal Reimbursable Agreement to the FAA.  The payment will be held in a non-interest-bearing deposit.  Upon completion of this agreement, the final costs will be netted against the advance payment, and as appropriate, a refund or final bill will be sent to the sponsor.  Example:  If the flight check would only cost $10,000, the excess submitted to the FAA would be returned to the City.  Then the $10,000 would be submitted to the FAA for a 95% reimbursement back to the City.   The flight check is scheduled sometime after the 1st of the year.   Discussion. 

Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine approving of the Non-Federal Reimbursable Agreement between the Department of Transportation Federal Aviation Administration (FAA), pending legal review, to provide a commissioning flight inspection of the PAPI’s on Runways 11 and 29 and the REIL on Runway 11 at the LM Clayton Airport (KOLF) Wolf Point MT at an estimated cost of $16,889.95, which is to be prepaid.  MOTION CARRIED.  
Pay Estimate #2

Presented to the Council for approval was Pay Est. #2 for Fisher Construction in the  amount of $235,230.93, less the 1% MT Gross Receipts Tax in the amount of $2,352.31.  

Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Plestina approving of Pay Est. #2 for the Airport Hangar/REILs and PAPI’s project in the amount of $235,230.93 due to Fisher Construction and $2,352.31 due to the Dept. of Revenue (GRT) for a total of $232,878.62.  MOTION CARRIED.

FAA Grant Pre-Application
As part of the regular on-going maintenance at the airport. John Bach presented to the Council an Airport Grant Pre-Application for a crack sealing and pavement marking project scheduled for next year.   Total project is estimated at $118,000, with federal reimbursement (95%) in the amount of $112,100.  Local share is estimated at $5,900.00, which is shared equally between the city and Roosevelt Co.  Discussion.

Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilman Rodenberg authorizing the Mayor to sign the FAA Grant Pre-Application for the crack sealing and remarking of all airfield pavements at the LM Clayton Airport for a total project cost of $118,000, with 95% reimbursement coming from the FAA.  MOTION CARRIED. 

John also indicated that Interstate Engineering will have a Task Order for the plans and specifications of this grant application at the December meeting.  

CapeAir – Hangar Lease Agreement
City Clerk Mahlum reported that the agreement was sent to CapeAir and it was discovered that some of their changes were missed.  City Attorney Anna Rose Sullivan revised it and sent it directly to Peter Farrell at CapeAir.  City Clerk Mahlum received an e-mail stating that he would be signing it and returning it to the city.  The hangar should be completed by January 10th, 2018.  
Airport – Property Leases

The Airport Committee, which included Tom Romo met last week, stated City Clerk Mahlum and discussed the property leases at the airport where leases have their individual hangars.  Currently there are three (3) leases in effect, i.e. Nemont Weedbusters, Jim Rodenberg, and Mike Ames (transferred from Dallas O’Connor) and as of July 1st, we are charging $2.50 per front foot.  After reviewing the information, the committee is considering a per square footage rate instead to coincide with other 
Airport – Property Leases
airports are doing.  Also, the current lease agreements were reviewed and the committee is considering some additional insurance requirements.   The recommendation from the committee is to continue with the current rate structure of per front foot and then over the winter consider changing the method of assessment for the leases as well as suggested changes to the lease agreements.  City Clerk Mahlum will get together with legal and consult MMIA as well.  Discussion.  
Airport Tool Replacement
With Tom Romo leaving his employment at the end of December 2017, all of the tools currently at the airport were his personal tools.  Ward Smith, Public Works Director stated that the tools have been replaced, including a tool box in which to store them.  Mayor Dschaak stated over the next year as the budget allows additional tools will be purchased to replace those that belonged to Tom.  

Park/Recreation – Pool Improvements

According to John Bach they are waiting for the grant applications to be released.  Tom Erskine with Interstate Engineering spoke with them last week checking on the status of the applications.  
Gospel Fellowship Church

Ward Smith, Public Works Director reported that Gospel Fellowship Church will be connecting to the city’s water main next week.  Dennis Dowse Construction is doing the underground utility work.  

NEMHS – 12 plex
City Clerk Mahlum reported that a lot of dirt work is happening at the site.  The water connection has been stubbed from the NorthStar Apts. 
Roosevelt Co. Detention Center

City Clerk Mahlum reported that she received the last payment from the county for the engineering services, and noted that the temporary occupancy permit could be replaced with a permanent one.  

BNSF

A building permit has been issued to BNSF for a storage facility for their vehicles.  According to John Bach, a cement foundation has been poured.  
Town Pump

Approval has been given for the signs at Town Pump.  A check was received payable to Interstate Engineering for the Interstate invoice.  The check was given to John Bach.
Steve Bushman – Pending Bldg Permit
A building permit application was submitted for 529 Garfield.  Some additional information was requested and hasn’t been provided yet.  Ward Smith, PWD checked to make sure nothing has been constructed as of this date.  
Youth Dynamics Bldg

Youth Dynamics is planning to replace the existing structure, which sustained fire damage some time ago, with a modular type building.  They have been working with Interstate Engineering and Brent Moore.  As a result, the city has been billed a considerable amount for these engineering fees.  City Clerk billed Youth Dynamics for these charges and it was not well received.  She is requesting a meeting with the Planning Board to address her concerns with matters of like this.  Discussion.

Farmers Union Lumber

Councilman Mahlum reported that Farmers Union Lumber is moving dirt at the proposed location of their new building, which according to City Clerk Mahlum is outside of the city’s limits.  Mayor Dschaak stated that everyone (Interstate Engineering & Ward Smith) is aware that they can’t build on top of the city’s sewer main.  They will stay on top of this.  Discussion. 

Growth Policy
City Clerk Mahlum noted that during the Special Legislative session held to address the State of Montana’s deficit, she wasn’t aware of any CDBG money being redirected.  Although they did cut back 7.5 million dollars of TSEP funding.  Discussion. 

Fire Department

Mayor Dschaak noted that it had been the busiest fire season in the past 10 years due to the extreme drought conditions.  He also noted that the city experienced numerous fires during the night of Halloween, which resulted in the Police Chief calling out all of his officers as well as the Fire Dept requesting assistance from the Long Run Fire Department to help rehab the fire trucks.  There were two (2) abandoned structure fires, cardboard bales on fire, and a grass fire at the lagoon.   Mayor Dschaak added that additional people are needed on the fire department.  Discussion.  

Police/Animal Control

Police Chief Jeff Harada submitted his Activity Report to the Council for their review.  The monthly Animal Control for the month of October, 2017 was provided as follows:

Councilman Mahlum asked what the status was of the School Resource Officer.  Chief Harada reported that he has been moved from the school temporarily due to the continued high volume of calls.  He will return once a replacement officer can be hired. 
Alarm at the Animal Pound
Councilwoman Bets His Medicine informed the Council that someone cut the fence at the pound and removed a dog being held for a dog bite, which is concerning to her.  When a dog is involved in a bite situation, it is impounded for 10 days in lieu of removing the dog’s head and sending it off to a lab to be tested for rabies as most people want their dogs back.  This quarantine is essential to the individual who was ultimately bitten or they will need to begin a series of shots.  Additional break-ins have caused numerous other problems.  She felt something needs to be done.  Suggestions were discussed at this time.  Mayor Dschaak requested the Equipment Replacement /Building Improvement Committee to meet and discuss possible options for a security system for all city property, i.e. landfill and city shop.  

Extra Overtime Shifts

Councilman Mahlum asked if Chief Harada has found the additional overtime shifts to be helpful.  He noted that they have been worthwhile and definitely a benefit to the officers on the various shifts.  Discussion.  
Police Commission

According to Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, the Police Commission will be meeting quarterly to review the applications for the vacant Police Officer position.  Chief Harada noted that he has received a few applications.  

Sanitation

Bids for the alternative cover at the landfill will be prepared and it will be bid this spring.  Barry Damschen will be preparing the bid specifications, etc. 

DEQ Landfill Inspection

Ward Smith, Public Works Director reported that the DEQ recently inspected the city’s landfill and it went pretty well. A copy of the report has not yet been received.   He was also informed that a burn permit will be required from the Tribes as well as the DEQ when it comes time to burn the burn pit.  
Freon Removal

In order for the landfill to accept refrigerators, air conditioners, etc., the Freon must be removed by someone who is certified.  City Foreman Lucas Hall is looking into what is involved with being certified.  It may be something the city may want to consider in order to accept these items to assist in disposal of these properly instead of them being disposed elsewhere.  Discussion. 

Street/Alleys
The Street/Alley Committee has been requesting a meeting with Interstate Engineering to discuss the overrun on the 2016 Street Improvement project is past summer.  City Clerk Mahlum asked Interstate to pick a date to have this discussion.  John Bach stated he would relay the information to Lonni Fleck.  

Abatement

No accounts were submitted to the Council for abatement.  

Water Tank improvements/Water Breaks
Public Works Director Smith informed the Council that the repairs to the valves & piping at the water tanks has been completed.  He noted that there is some cleaning up that needs to be done and the fence needs to be repaired.  
The Water Department worked on a big break on 1st Avenue South & Main, which required some parts.  Mayor Dschaak noted that the Sherman was without water for approximately 36 hours.   Efforts were made to try to hook them up but the Sherman didn’t have anything on their end to receive the water.   Mayor Dschaak thanked everyone for their efforts during this break.   Discussion.

BNSF Water Break/Repairs
Mayor Dschaak brought to the Council’s attention the water main break that took place at the underpass recently.  He noted that part of it was fixed last year and another section was found to be leaking as well.  Along with another section at 6th Avenue South, these lines are the ones that provides water to the southside of town.    Mayor Dschaak noted that it goes without saying how old our infrastructure is becoming and how we need to get it fixed before something drastic happens.  Pictures of the break on 3rd Avenue South were provided to the Council.  Ward stated they were able to isolate the breaks.  Considering all the possibilities, Mayor Dschaak noted that this situation is a “ticking time bomb” and we don’t know when it is going to happen or how extensive the damage could be.  John Bach has been in contact with BN’s engineer to determine just where the line runs and to discuss the permit process.  He noted that the permit was only good for one (1) year, but could be resubmitted for an extension if the work was not completed.  Discussion.  

Along with applying to BN for the permit to do some work, a plan profile along with corresponding drawings, etc. are required.  John provided the Council with a Task Order estimate to do both sites in the amount of $11,000.  The Council was hesitant to authorize this without seeing the written Task Order.  Councilman Plestina asked what the advantage was approving it tonight vs. next month.   John stated that one of the advantages of doing it as soon as possible is the fact there is no snow on the ground at this time.  Discussion.  An e-mail, dated November 15, 2017 sent to Mayor Dschaak and PWD Smith provided the amounts anticipated to accomplish this project, which are listed as follows:

Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilman Plestina authorizing the Water & Sewer Committee to review & approve the Interstate Engineering  Task Order # 6 to do the engineering work for 3rd Avenue South &  6th Avenue South to prepare the information for the BN permit in the amount of $11,000.  Discussion.  MOTION CARRIED.  

Water Infrastructure Inventory
Due to the numerous water breaks we have been experiencing lately, Mayor Dschaak noted that the Council needs to start working on preparing the Water Infrastructure Inventory as soon as possible.  Discussion.  

Sewer Infrastructure Inventory

City Clerk Mahlum was directed to find the necessary funds to do the proposed Sewer Infrastructure Inventory which was estimated by Interstate Engineering in the amount of $307,250.00.  She provided the Council with a breakdown of the potential funding sources, which are outlined below:

City Clerk Mahlum during the review of the potential funding sources, noted that she didn’t want to eliminate all the funds in these items and encouraged Council’s input on the suggestions she provided.  The NASH Contract is being reviewed by legal.  One of the questions asked by legal was did the city ever notify them of any deficiencies and given them an opportunity to correct them.  City Clerk Mahlum was sure nothing had been provided to them in writing.   Ward Smith, PWD provided further explanation of some of the problems he has been experiencing but overall was satisfied with their work, with the exception of the DVD’s they provide.  NASH could still bid this project as well, provided they adhere to the specifications and quality of reports required.  Discussion.    
Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilman Block approving of Interstate Engineering Task Order # 7 to provide engineering services to prepare funding applications, bid document preparation, construction administration, and Report Preparation for the City of Wolf Point Wastewater Collection System Cleaning and Video Inspection for an estimated $133,000.  Discussion.   John Bach reminded the Council that there was additional money through TSEP and RRGL that is available through an application process that will help to reduce the overall cost.   MOTION CARRIED.  
Storm Water Outfall
PWD Ward Smith reported that Scanlan completed the installation of the remaining pipe at the storm water outfall next to the lagoon and removing the rip rap.

Public Works Director  - Ward Smith

The Personnel, Policy & Wage Committee is recommending the promotion of Ward Smith to the Public Works Director position, effective November 1, 2017.  

Motion by Councilman Block, seconded by Councilman Plestina approving the recommendation to hire Ward Smith as the Public Works Director, effective 11/1/2017 at a Grade 13 with an hourly wage of $27.00, with a 50 cent increase to  be determined on job performance at the end of a 6-month trial period.   MOTION CARRIED. 

Airport Maintenance Worker

The Personnel, Policy & Wage Committee is recommending the hiring of Ed Bach as the Airport Maintenance Worker position (formerly the Asst. Airport Manager position), effective October 23, 2017.  

Airport Maintenance Worker – Continued……
Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Plestina approving the recommendation to hire Ed Bach as the Airport Maintenance Worker, effective October 23, 2017 at a Grade 7 with an hourly wage of $17.00, with a 50 cent increase after successful completion of  a 6-month probationary period.  MOTION CARRIED. 

Police Officer Position

Chief Harada stated this position is still vacant.  Councilman Mahlum asked if the school district was going to continue to pay the city for the SRO position.  Chief Harada stated no, not until we get another officer hired and move Mehsin back to the school as the SRO Officer.  
Maintenance Worker III - Vacant
A letter was received today from J.T. Szymanski expressing an interest in the Maintenance Worker III position.  City Clerk Mahlum informed the Council that there are two (2) Maintenance Worker III positions currently available.  One at the shop and one at the landfill. Those positions are currently filled with employees hired as a Maintenance Worker II, until it could be determined who was to move up or fill those positions.    Mayor Dschaak stated the Public Works Director has the authority to manage this position.  He will bring his recommendation back to the City Council for affirmation.  
Water/Wastewater Supervisor Position

With the promotion of Ward Smith to the Public Works Director position, he will continue to act in this capacity until a replacement is hired.  City Clerk Mahlum stated she would place an advertisement in the newspaper for this position.  Ward Smith noted that he had someone interested in the position.  
Health Insurance – Resolution No.  915-2017
According to 2-18-702, MCA it authorizes cities and towns to enter into group hospitalization, medical health, including long-term disability, accident or group life insurance contracts or plans for the benefit of their officers and employees and their dependents.  Presented to the Council for consideration is Resolution No. 915-2017 which is required if elected officials, etc. are to participate.  City Attorney Sullivan also reviewed the resolution.   They have 31 days from the time the resolution is passed to enroll.  Mayor Dschaak stated he was interested in joining and Councilman Plestina stated he was no longer interested.  No other elected official indicated their interest in participating at this time.   Discussion.  
Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilman Plestina approving Resolution No. 915-2017, which reads as follows:

RESOLUTION NO.  915-2017 
A RESOLUTION BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WOLF POINT, MONTANA APPROVING ELECTED OFFICIALS

INTO THE EMPLOYEE BENEFITS PROGRAM.

WHEREAS, Montana Code Annotated Title 2, § 2-18-702, authorizes cities and towns to enter into group hospitalization, medical health, including long-term disability, accident or group life insurance contracts or plans for the benefit of their officers and employees and their dependents; and


WHEREAS, the City of Wolf Point participates in the Employee Benefits Program as provided by Montana Municipal Interlocal Authority; and 


WHEREAS, during their term in office, City Council Members and the Mayor may opt to participate in the employee benefits program (at their own expense), provided to individual city employees, and


WHEREAS, the City Council Member(s) and Mayor may choose the type of coverage plan they wish to participate in of those offered by MMIA, and


NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of Wolf Point, Montana the following: 

THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WOLF POINT AUTHORIZES THE CITY COUNCIL, MAYOR TO PARTICIPATE IN THE CITY’S BENEFITS THROUGH THE MMIA EMPLOYEE BENEFITS PROGRAM.

MOTION CARRIED.   

Salt & Sand Spreader

Ward reported that the truck is currently at Eddie Bauer’s getting the box put on the truck.  Then it has to go to Great Falls to get the sander installed.  Hopefully this can get completed before the snow flies. 
Quarterly Insurance Reports

City Clerk Mahlum stated that she has the Quarterly Insurance Reports for the quarter ending September 30, 2017 and she would like to review these reports with the committee at the end of tonight’s meeting.  This report provides a listing of the property claims, workers’ compensation claims and liability claims filed against the city.  

Mayor Dschaak temporarily left the Council chambers at this time.  Council President Rodenberg assumed the duties until he returned.  

Budget/Audit

City Clerk Mahlum advised that the audit for FY ending June 30, 2017 will begin Monday, November 27th.  Olness & Associates will be doing the audit and there will be three (3) of them coming.  She noted that this is the 1st year of their new 3-year contract with the city.  John Bach of Interstate Engineering asked if the city had an audit done every year.  City Clerk Mahlum stated that it is required to have an audit every year.  

Investments

The Investment Center will be transferring the accounts to LPL Financial LLC, effective 12/2/2017.  Wade Hurst will continue to be our broker.  A CD at Western Bank came due on 11/6/2017.  After discussing it with the Mayor, the funds were reinvested in STIP and in the Money Market at First Community in light of pending anticipated expenses as there wasn’t going to be anything come due until March.  

City Clerk’s Activity Report
City Clerk Mahlum provided the Council with a copy of her monthly Activity Report.  She noted that she was busy getting ready for the auditors, completed 3 months worth of minutes, as well as everything else.  

Financial Reports

Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Rodenberg approving of the Revenue & Expenditures for the month of October, 2017.  MOTION CARREID.

Treasurer’s Cash Report

City Clerk Mahlum stated she will present the Treasurer’s Cash Reports to the Council after the auditor’s have been here so if there are any adjustments they can be included in those reports. 

Mayor Dschaak returned to the Council Chambers.  

STIP – Resolution No. 916-2017

City Clerk Mahlum presented Resolution No. 916-2017 to the Council for approval.  In July 2017, the Council approved of Resolution No. 911-2017 updating the individuals authorized to manage the city’s financial documents, removing Laura Wall and adding Jhona Peterson.   A revised Exhibit A was submitted to STIP as required but City Clerk was informed that a [BOX] in the Resolution approved by the Council in March, 2016 was not checked allowing her to delete or appoint someone on behalf of the City.  Therefore, STIP has requested a new resolution correcting that oversight; if that is the Council’s wishes.  
Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Block approving Resolution No. 916 -2017, as follows:


RESOLTUION AUTHORIZING PARTICIPATION IN THE BOARD OF INVESTMENTS OF THE STATE OF MONTANA SHORT TERM INVESTMENT POOL (STIP) AND AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION AND DELIVERY OF DOCUMENTS RELATED THERETO:

Securities
