REGULAR MEETING – October 16, 2017
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A meeting of the Wolf Point City Council was held on Monday, October 16, 2017 beginning at 7:00 PM in the City Council Chambers with Mayor Chris M. Dschaak presiding.

CITIZENS PRESENT:   John Bach, Interstate Engineering; Darla Downs, Herald News

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Dschaak, followed by a moment of silence and the reciting of the Pledge of Allegiance.  Mayor Dschaak asked the Council to keep the family of former Public Works Director Richard L. Isle in their prayers.  Richard passed away on September 30, 2017 in Bozeman while attending his son’s wedding.  
PUBLIC COMMENT

There was no one present other than those already noted above.  

Amendments to the Agenda

There were no amendments to the agenda.  

Minutes

Mayor Dschaak reported that no minutes were completed for approval.

GNDC – HOME Grant Update

Brianna Vine was not present to give a report as she had gone into early labor.  Mayor Dschaak reported that last week GNDC was taking applications for the apartments and have processed 12 potential applicants on the first day.  
He also spoke the Gene Leuer, they should have their first apartment occupied by December 1st. The original date was around November 15th, but due to several delays, that date has been moved forward.  Mayor Dschaak urged the Council to take a tour of the facility.  Just contact someone with Fisher Construction and they will be glad to show you around.  City Clerk Mahlum noted that the GRAND OPENING is scheduled for November 15th.  No time has been announced.  

Property Sale
Preparation for the sale of the former Gysler property will be forthcoming.  

Capital Improvement Plan

Mayor Dschaak noted that the committee needs to meet, but is suggesting they meet after the first of the year due to the various family activities coming up within the next few months.  

Succession Planning

Interviews will be conducted by the Personnel, Policy & Wage Committee (Evans, Plestina, and Councilwoman Page), Mayor Dschaak and Tom Romo tomorrow afternoon (Tuesday, October 17, 2017) at 5:30 PM for the Airport Manager position as the city has received a couple of applications for that position.  Current Airport Manager Tom Romo is planning to tender his resignation as of the end of December, 2017.  
Airport – Hangar/REILS Update

John Bach with Interstate Engineering reported that construction has started on the hangar with the foundation poured.  They will be pouring the floor tomorrow (Tuesday) morning.  Electrical work for the new PAPI’s was started, noting that one of them needs to be moved approximately 5 feet.  

Change Order #1

Council was presented with Change Order #1, which is a no monetary change order.  Basically, it is a time change of the completion date due to the lead time required for the building.  If approved, the completion date will move from December 1st to January 10th, 2018.

Change Order #1 – Continued…..
Motion by Councilman Plestina, seconded by Councilwoman Evans approving of Change Order #1 allowing for the completion date of the hangar to move from 12/1/2017 to 1/10/2018.  MOTION CARRIED.  
Pay Estimate #1
Presented for the Council’s approval was Pay Estimate #1 for Fisher Construction in the amount of $35,199.72, which is for the excavation work, foundation, etc.  

Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Plestina approving of Pay Est. #1 for the Airport Hangar/REILs & PAPI’s project in the amount of $34,847.72 due to Fisher Construction and $352.00 due to the Dept. of Revenue (GRT)  for a total of $35,199.72.   MOTION CARRIED. 

FAA Reimbursement Request

Approval of the reimbursement request is no longer required as it is submitted electronically and does not require a signature. 

FAA – Five (5) Year Capital Improvement Plan
Interstate Engineering prepared for on behalf of the City the five (5) year Capital Improvement Plan required by the FAA.  The plan was due by October 15th to the Montana Aeronautics Division and is waiting for Council approval of the same.  

Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilman Mahlum approving of the five-year (5) Capital Improvement Plan for the LM Clayton Airport fore 2018-2023.  MOTION CARRIED. 

LED Lights
A quote was received to upgrade the PAPI’s at the airport to LED lights.  The upgrade would be split between the County and the City in the amount of $13,028.00.  The upgrade to the LED PAPI’s will save money on electricity in the long run and they are much easier to check the aiming on.  After further review, it was determined that it would take 30 years to pay back the upgrade in electrical savings.  Therefore, the upgrade is not being recommended and the contractor was informed of the city’s decision.  

Airport Hangar Lease Agreement
Received from the city’s legal counsel was a revised Airport Hangar Lease Agreement between the City of Wolf Point and CapeAir.  The only change to the agreement was the term, which coincides with CapeAir Essential Air Service contract.  The rent will be $1,600 per month.  Discussion.  

Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilman Plestina approving of the Airport Hangar Lease Agreement between the City of Wolf Point and CapeAir at the LM Clayton Airport for a term coinciding with their EAS Contract and for $1,600 per month rent.    MOTION CARRIED.  
Airport Property Leases
A meeting with the Airport Committee is requested to discuss the rate charged for lot leases at the airport.  City Clerk Mahlum advised that there are currently three (3) leases at this time and Roosevelt County is not interested in participating in the setting of this rate.   

MT Airport Management Association (MAMA)

Mayor Dschaak informed the Council that he will be attending the MT Airport Manager’s Association Meeting (MAMA) along with Steve Aldinger & Veronica Meyer of Interstate Engineering in Helena on November 6-8, 2017.   Former Public Works Director Isle attended this in the past and Interstate Engineering felt the City of Wolf Point should be represented.  

Swimming Pool Improvements – Task Order #5

Presented to the Council for approval was Task Order #5, for professional engineering services to be performed by Interstate Engineering in preparation and submittal of the Land & Water Conservation Fund grant application through the National Park Service, Department of the Interior for a grant in the amount of $150,000 (max), with a $150,000

local match for swimming pool improvements.  The lump sum to prepare this application amounts to $10,000, of which $5,000 will be due upon completion and submittal of the application to the LWCF Grant administrator and $5,000 due upon award of the grant funds to the City.  In the event, the grant is not awarded, the remaining $5,000 will not be billed.  Discussion.  According to City Clerk Mahlum, the city’s match will come from a General Obligation Bond to be submitted to the voters for approval and the refinancing of the remaining balance of the current General Obligation Bond the city currently holds.  The ultimate goal is to not increase the amount levied, but extend the time of the General Obligation Bond to include the additional improvements.  Discussion.  
Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilman Rodenberg approving of Task Order #5 between the City of Wolf Point and Interstate Engineering to provide professional engineering services to prepare and submit a grant application to the Land & Water Conservation Fund for funds for proposed Swimming Pool improvements.   MOTION CARRIED.

Growth Policy

John Bach with Interstate Engineering reported that funding still hasn’t been released as yet.  

Amended Plat

An amended plat of Lots 14, 15 & East 5’ of Lot 13, Block 29, Original Wolf Point was submitted to the City for approval by Troy Jensen, Uintah Engineering & Land Surveying out of Sidney, MT.  The plat has been reviewed by Brent Moore, AICP, Contract Planner for the City of Wolf Point.  In a letter prepared by Brent, dated October 12, 2017, he states the following:


 Interstate Engineering, Inc. has reviewed the exempt boundary relocation for the above described lots and finds it conforms with the City of Wolf Point Zoning and Subdivision Regulations.  


As an exempt survey, this letter is intended to represent on behalf of the City of Wolf Point the support of recording said surveyed at the Roosevelt Co. Clerk and Recorder’s Office.  If you have any questions, feel free to contact me at 406-690-7510.  

Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilwoman Evans authorizing Mayor Dschaak to sign the Amended Plat of Lots 14, 15 and East 5’ of Lot 13, Block 29, Orignial Wolf Point.  MOTION CARRIED.  


Firemen’s Ball

According to Mayor Dschaak, due to the struggling economy brought on by the extreme drought conditions experienced in Eastern MT this summer, it has been a decision of the Fire Department to suspend the Firemen’s Ball this year.  This would have been the 106th event.  He further noted that the Fire Department will be doing something more lowkey later giving back to the community.  Councilman Mahlum, considered a dinosaur of the Fire Department, asked that it not die.  Discussion.  
Fire Prevention Week was held last week with visits by the Department to the various schools.  The Fire Department will also be handing out glow sticks on Johnson Street during the evening of Halloween.  

Police

Police Chief Harada provided the Council with his monthly report.  It was reviewed by the Council at this time and noted that there was a 70% increase in citations issued from the previous year.  

Animal Control

Councilwoman Bets His Medicine commented on the efforts of the newly hired Animal Control Officer and the improvements that have been made to the dog pound.  Assistance has been provided by the city crew as well.  Animal Control statistics for August 22 – September 30, 2017 are as follows:

Police Commission Meeting

A Police Commission (Matthews/Stennes/Weinberger) meeting was held on Thursday, September 28 and it was reported that they will be meeting quarterly.  Chief Harada noted that they all received a copy of the Department’s Policy & Procedures Manual and Police Commission Handbooks.  
Police Committee Meeting
Councilwoman Bets His Medicine reported on the Law Enforcement Committee Meeting held in response to the concerns presented to the City at the September City Council meeting.  There were approximately 12-15 individuals present.  Several plans and ideas were discussed and their role in providing some assistance to handle the various problems, i.e. panhandling, homelessness, etc.  Discussion.  Mayor Dschaak complimented Councilwoman Bets His Medicine on her individual efforts to get things moving in the right direction.  It was noted that the Homeless Shelter was open as of Friday.   Basically, it is a multi-faceted approach to the problem, whereby no particular entity is being held responsible.  If anyone is interested in participating, please get ahold of Mayor Dschaak.  Discussion.  
Councilman Mahlum asked the Police Chief if he could see if the use of the extra overtime shifts was having an effect.   Police Chief Harada noted they have been using it the past two weekends and they are seeing good results.  Councilman Plestina also asked about the possibility of a public safety levy.  Mayor Dschaak stated the city will be looking into this as well as the Permissive Medical Levy.  
Sanitation
Bids for the alternative cover at the landfill will be prepared and it will be bid in the spring.   Barry Damschen will be putting this together.  

WP 2016 Street Improvements

A meeting with Interstate Engineering will be scheduled to discuss the project overrun on the street improvement project.  Mayor Dschaak stated that he met with them and understands the situation, but feels the Council should be informed as well.  He will setup this meeting.
BN Property

Cenex has some property along the railroad that they have been leasing from BN.  They are no longer utilitizing it and offered it to the city.  The annual lease is in excess of $13,000.  Mayor Dschaak stated it was too expensive and the city was not interested.  

Speeding on East Johnson
Police Chief Harada noted that they have been providing extra patrol in this area.  They are also installing some additional radar units in the patrol cars.  They have also utilized the “speed minder” in that area as well.  He feels the neighbors response have been positive.  
Alley Condition

Mayor Dschaak noted that he has had several calls regarding the rough alleys.  He explained that due to the lack of moisture this summer it makes it difficult to blade the alleys as they are too dry.  If we get some moisture, they will consider working on them.  

Abatements

No accounts were presented for abatement.  

Water Tank Improvements

Mayor Dschaak informed the Council that he has heard rumors that the Indian Health Service will be providing some financial assistance to the City of Wolf Point to repair the 500,000-gallon water tank. This project was ranked as #2 on their priority list.   Interstate Engineering prepared an “Abbreviated Engineering Report” for Quentin Allen, I.H.S. regarding the water tank improvements as requested by them.    
Les Scanlon will be completing the valve and piping located at the water tank location.

Water Infrastructure Inventory
The city will be looking at preparing an inventory of the water system infrastructure to help in determining future projects.   

Water Restrictions

Councilwoman Evans reported that she heard the Mayor on the radio and water restrictions are still in place until next spring.  Mayor Dschaak responded that most individuals have stopped watering their lawns due to the weather, but it will be re-evaluated next spring.  

Water Problem

City Clerk Mahlum reported there was an issue with the water earlier today whereby individuals on the northside of town had no water.  Apparently, there was a battery failure in the backup system, and it shut everything down.  The problem has been corrected.  

Sewer Infrastructure Inventory

The Council was provided with a Sewer Main Video Inspection cost estimate prepared by Interstate Engineering in the amount of $307,250.00, which includes requesting grant funds, preparing the bid specs and construction administration.    Once this inventory is completed, a map will be developed prioritizing the main and manhole renovations or replacements with cost estimates.  This planning tool will serve the City for several years as a guide to prevent premature street surfacing work by recognizing the condition of the underlying sewer.  A meeting was held to review this information.  In attendance was Mayor Dschaak, Ward Smith, Water/Wastewater Supervisor, Interstate Engineering (Lonni Fleck & John Bach), and City Clerk Mahlum. 
Mayor Dschaak reported that no Task Order has been prepared for this as yet; therefore, no Council action is requested at this time.    City Clerk Mahlum has been tasked with finding the funds to do this work within the current available funding.    There may be some grant funding available through TSEP and RRGL to assist with this 
Sewer Infrastruction Inventory – Continued…….
project.  Application will be made as soon as those funds have been released.  City Clerk Mahlum informed the Council that the funding will come from current set aside accounts, noting that an accurate CIP will assist in redirecting the funds in those accounts to other areas where they are needed.   One of the concerns is not depleting the city’s available funding for other areas.   Discussion.  
Currently, the city has a 3-year contract to provide cleaning & televising of certain areas of the city’s sewer system every year on a rotation basis.  Information provided under that contract has not been adequate and some of the data is no longer available.   This contract has been provided to the city’s attorney for review.  

TSEP Application
Listed on the Council agenda is authorization to request the TSEP funding.  John Bach with Interstate Engineering as he stated earlier was included in the cost estimate and will be a part of Task Order #6 when it is presented to the Council for approval.  No action is being requested at this time.  

Storm Drain Outfall
John Bach of Interstate Engineering reported that Les Scanlan will be in Wolf Point for approximately a month working on other items, and he will complete this project at that time.  

Personnel, Policy & Wage

It was noted that the committee will be meeting tomorrow (Tuesday, October 16) to interview for the Airport Manager position as they have a couple of applicants.  Additional interviews will follow for the Public Works Director position.   The Maintenance Worker III position may be filled as well.  Lucas Hall, City Foreman may be moving one of the Maintenance Worker II employees up to fill that position.

Police Officer Vacancy

Due to the recent termination of a Police Officer, Chief Harada is requesting authorization to advertise to fill that position.  This position is fully funded by the City.  Discussion.  
Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilwoman Evans authorizing the advertising of a Police Officer position.  MOTION CARRIED.  

Equipment Replacement

Councilman Rodenberg reported that a truck has been purchased to be used as a salt/sand spreader and additional parts are on order. 
Quarterly Insurance Reports
City Clerk Mahlum stated that she wasn’t able to find them on-line today.  As soon as she finds them, she will print them out and get with the committee to review.  

FYE June 30, 2017 Audit

City Clerk Mahlum reported that the city’s audit for FY 16/17 will begin on November 27th, 2017.  Olness & Associates will be conducting the audit.  
Investments

Two (2) investments are coming due.  The CD at the Investment Center matures tomorrow and has been reinvested for 4 years at 2.10%.  The other is a Certificate of Deposit at Western Bank and it matures on November 6th.  A report of all the investments as of September 30, 2017 was provided to the Council for review.  
City Clerk’s Activity Report
A copy of the Clerk’s Activity Report was provided to the Council and it was reviewed at this time.  She further noted that having been gone for the MT League of Cities & Towns Conference, the holiday and the Council meeting being 4 days earlier, it has been difficult to get everything done that she promised.  Clerk Mahlum also noted that she has started training Jhona to do payroll, which will help tremendously.  
Financial Reports
Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilman Rodenberg approving of the Revenue & Expenditures for the month of September, 2017.  MOTION CARRIED.  

Treasurer’s Cash Report

City Clerk Mahlum provided the Council with the Treasurer’s Cash Report for the months of October – June, 2017.  She noted that she is still working on the reports for July thru September, 2017.  
 Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilman Rodenberg approving of the Treasurer’s Cash Reports for the months of October thru June, 2017.  MOTION CARRIED. 

Water/Sewer & Solid Waste Revenues
City Clerk Mahlum provided the Council with the quarterly report on the Water/Sewer & Solid Waste revenues.  Revenue collections should be at 25% for September and all revenues are at or above that amount.  
Delinquent Account Collection
Councilwoman Evans asked how the collections were going as far as the Fort Peck Housing Authority accounts.  Jhona Peterson reported that the Utility Billing Clerk has been in communication with the Housing Authority.  But it is a process that needs to be completed on their end as well.  Clerk Mahlum informed the Council of a verbal confrontation that recently occurred in the office during shutoffs.

Rate Structure
Mayor Dschaak reported that he obtained some information through Great West Engineering regarding the target levels of the water, sewer & solid waste rates to qualify for grant funding.  He was disputing some of the information and will be checking into it further.   

Quarterly Security Reports

City Clerk Mahlum reported that she forgot to print off the quarterly security reports.  Will provide copies to the Council and will ask for approval at the next meeting.  

City Attorney

Anna Sullivan was present and nothing to report.
