A Regular Meeting of the Wolf Point City Council was held Monday, September 18, 2017 beginning at 7:00 PM in the City Council Chambers with Mayor Chris M. Dschaak presiding.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Dschaak followed by a moment of silence and the reciting of the Pledge of Allegiance.  
PUBLIC COMMENT

Vandalism in Wolf Point

Mayor Dschaak stated he was contacted by a group of individuals whom are frustrated with the various activities that is occurring in Wolf Point.  Several members of the Wolf Point community filled the Council Chambers.  Mayor Dschaak stated that each of them will be allowed to speak but asked that they keep their comments to two (2) minutes or under in order to facilitate everyone and move the meeting forward. He asked each individual to stand at the end of the Council’s table and address the Council at this time.   City Clerk Mahlum asked each individual to speak up as the meeting was being recorded. The topic of discussion was the on-going vagrant issues and the crime that has been occurring around Wolf Point in recent months.  The following is a brief synopsis of each individual’s comments:

	Kim Herzog
	Read a statement addressing her experiences and frustration with the crime, panhandling and public intoxication over the past several months and the loss of businesses in the downtown area.  She is the owner of Ribbitkaws in Wolf Point.  

	Lance Morris
	Lived here and left and has recently returned.  Concerned about the alcohol abuse and how it is affecting the people of this community.  

	Heather Granbois
	Read a statement which states as a parent is she concerned for the members of her family in this community.  She grew up here and feels there has been a huge shadow cast over this community.  

	Nancy Sietsema
	Agland employee.  Shared her experiences at the west end convenience store with vandalism, panhandling and her encounter with meth addicted individuals.  Also questioned curfew laws and the court system.  Recent vandalism to her church has been disheartening.  Something needs to be done.    

	John Nesbit
	Has made Wolf Point his home for several years.  Feels they should look at the basic laws, i.e.  curfew, etc.  

	Eric Johnannessen
	Voiced his concern regarding panhandling and needing to change the mentality of doing nothing and we need to quit being an enabler and lack of personal involvement.   

	Kelly Cranford
	He loves Wolf Point, but he feels there are too many kids walking the streets at night.  He sees law enforcement parked in various locations not getting anything done with their windows rolled up.  

	Rebecca Houg
	As a parent/teacher in this community with family from here, she agrees with everything that has been said.  She won’t let her children walk alone.

	Gary Herzog
	He works at Farmers Union Lumber and he feels the community needs some direction from the city to help with this situation.  Thanked the Council for their service.  He also noted that he fears retaliation if people take matters into their own hands.    

	Tiffany Irizarry
	She described an event at Ribbitkaws with no law enforcement response.   She has prepared a petition to the Tribes asking them to address the laws (public intoxication, aggravated dc, loitering) and enforce them.  She will present it to the new Tribal Executive Board and encouraged others to join in as she feels it is a community problem not just tribal.  She also stated that Wolf Point needs a homeless shelter.

	Jeff Presser
	Representing the Wolf Point Chamber of Commerce and thanked the Councilmembers for their service.  He noted that everyone agrees that it is a problem and he is willing to become a part of the solution and wants to start a process to try and get something done.    

	Mike Matthews
	For the number of the complaints heard tonight, he asked why Chief Summers or Sheriff Frederick were not invited to the meeting.  He also suggested that after the tribal election, everyone here should show up to the Law & Justice Committee meeting next Thursday and bring these matters to their attention.  

	Nigel Blaestone
	Born here but has lived in Seattle.  And feels the problems on the reservation are much worse than in Seattle.  His niece was kidnapped and the individual had several complaints on him prior to the incident.  


Mayor Dschaak noted that the lack of law enforcement present at this meeting was his decision.  Approximately 6 months ago, a meeting was held in April regarding this similar topic which resulted in a packed Council room.  Unfortunately, he noted that everything stopped there and no further action was taken at this time.  In the past four (4) years, Mayor Dschaak had hoped for a full house at each of the Council’s meetings and no one ever shows up.  No one showed up for the hearing on the city’s budget.  To him it was a huge disappointment that the city lacks the funding in the General Fund to hire additional officers.    Furthermore, he defended his officers, noting that they are overworked and under paid.  
He asked the community’s help to fix the problem and asked for ideas and solutions as the City Council doesn’t have the answers.  Due to the lack of funding, the city can’t fund a homeless shelter, a food bank or a drug rehabilitation center.   He noted that we need to look at other resources for funding.  

Comments were exchanged back and forth from the members in attendance as well as the City Council members.   Police Chief Harada provided the audience with some statistics over the past 3-4 months.  Some suggestions included asking the public to approve a public safety levy for additional funds to fund another officer.  Another Councilmember encouraged everyone to talk about the various ideas, i.e. Neighborhood Water program, noting that it takes a community to say “we have had enough” and get everyone involved in the solution.  Another Council member noted that as Council members they are not immune and have had individual incidents as well.  
Mayor Dschaak asked everyone to be diligent and if necessary call dispatch or the Police Dept.  He asked the Police Committee consisting of Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, David Block, & Police Chief Harada to schedule a meeting and discuss some various options that would be available to pursue in the near future.  The meeting date will be posted. Mayor Dschaak thanked everyone for attending.  In return, everyone in attendance thanked the Mayor and Council for hearing them out.  
Mayor Dschaak called for a 15-minute recess at 8:05 PM.   Several Individuals left the Council room at this time.  

Mayor Dschaak called the meeting back to order at 8:15 P.M. 
Amendments to the Agenda

City Clerk Mahlum noted that a revised agenda was provided to the Council for tonight’s meeting, noting the items on the agenda that were added.   
Minutes

Mayor Dschaak reported that the minutes as listed on the agenda have not yet been completed.  City Clerk Mahlum assured the Council she will complete them as soon as possible.  
GNDC – Northstar Apts

Brianna presented Drawdown #10 (the final drawdown) in the amount of $245,370.95 of the HOME Grant funds.  She further noted she was requesting approval of the drawdown but it would not be submitted to the State until mid-October.  Once the city receives this drawdown from the State of Montana, according to Brianna, we will have 90-days to have seven (7) tenants placed in the apartments according to the grant.  All construction should be completed by the end of October.  A “Grand Opening” has been tentatively scheduled for November 15th for the Northstar Apartments.  The property management firm (HRDC 9 out of Bozeman) will be here October 11-12th.  Discussion.  
Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, Councilwoman Evans approving the final Drawdown #10 in the amount of $245,370.95.  MOTION CARRIED.

Brianna thanked the Council for their support of this project and they have gotten their name across the state and have received a lot of references to developers, etc. and have had some positive feedback regarding this project which is opening them up to several projects in the area.  
Yellowstone Villas

Brianna provided the Council with a brief update of the status on the Yellowstone Villa project, noting that they are still waiting on the funding from the State of Montana on their rehabilitation application.    
Property Sale

Preparation for the sale of the former Gysler property will be forthcoming.  City Clerk Mahlum noted that something needs to be done on this soon as time is running out.  
Capital Improvement Plan

Mayor Dschaak reported that he met with Interstate Engineering (Lonni Fleck, John Bach & Josh Johnson) to discuss the Capital Improvement Plan.  He noted that they understand the city was not pleased with the results of the project and are willing to meet with the city on their own dime to remedy that.   John Bach of Interstate Engineering stated they wanted the city to be happy with the final product.   Mayor Dschaak noted that the city intends on doing that fairly soon. NOTE: The Equipment Replacement Committee (Rodenberg/Porass & Evans) were assigned the review process in January, 2017.
Succession Planning
The committee has revised the job description of the Public Works Director adding the Water/Wastewater Certification as a requirement or the ability to obtain such licensing within a period of time.  This revised job description will be posted.  Mayor Dschaak noted that he potentially has a candidate for the Airport Manager’s position and would like to meet with the Succession Planning Committee to discuss.  Committee members are:  Page, Plestina & Evans.
MT League of Cities & Towns Conference

Mayor Dschaak reported that he, along with City Clerk Mahlum, Councilman Mahlum, and Councilwoman Bets His Medicine will be attending the MT League of Cities & Towns conference in Great Falls, Sept. 26-27th.  If any other Council member is interested in attending, please contact City Clerk Mahlum.

City Municipal Election

Mayor Dschaak reported that there was only one (1) write-in candidate for Ward 3.  Therefore, as per Resolution No. 912-2017 approved by the Council at the August meeting, there will be no municipal election held November 7, 2017.  City Clerk Mahlum stated she also confirmed that with Election Administrator Cheryl Hanson.  
Airport – Hangar/REILs
John Bach of Interstate Engineering provided the Council with an update on the hangar construction, noting that it started on September 12th as there were some delays due to the weather.  The status of the REILS/PAPIs is waiting on a decision from the Council whether or not to use LED’s.  LED lights are not eligible for FAA reimbursement and would be an additional cost to the city/county.  Discussion regarding the cost savings occurred.  John Bach thought it could wait until the October meeting.  Additional information was requested.  

Hangar Lease Agreement

City Clerk Mahlum reported that she finally got something back from CapeAir today.  Unfortunately, they have been dealing with some issues in Texas as a result of the most recent hurricane, which she was not aware of.  An amended agreement has been provided and it has been passed along to Steve Aldinger and the FAA.  A copy of the agreement was also provided to Terry Toavs, City Attorney.  

Airport – Capital Improvement Plan

According to John Bach, Interstate Engineering is in the process of updating the CIP which is sent to the FAA/MT Aeronautics every year. 

Property Lease Rates

Mayor Dschaak reported that City Clerk Mahlum spoke with the Roosevelt Co. Commissioners regarding the property lease rates at the airport and they  feel the responsibility for setting the rates falls to the City Council.  Review of these rates will be done at a later date.  

Task Order #5 – Pool Improvements
Task Order #5 (Pool) was put together by Interstate Engineering to prepare a grant application thru the Fish, Wildlife & Parks for Land, Water & Conservation Funds (LWCF) with a 100% match up to $150,000 for eligible improvements.  The fee to do this is $10,000 with $5,000 due when the application is submitted and another $5,000  due when the application is awarded.  This Task Order doesn’t have to be approved at this time, because the application has not been released as yet.   The Council needs to keep this in front of them if anything is to be done before next spring.   City Clerk Mahlum reported that according to Bob Murdo, Bond Counsel, the Bond Resolution provides that the Bond could be pre-paid or refinanced on, or after July 1, 2015, without penalty.  The current bonding capacity amounts to $633,947, which is sufficient for the anticipated improvements.  An estimate given in February, 2017 came to approximately $325,000 but more may be needed.  Water/Wastewater Supervisor Ward Smith may have some additional items to be added.  Discussion.  
Motion by Councilwoman Page, seconded by Councilman Plestina to approving of Task Order #5 (Pool Improvements) between the City of Wolf Point and Interstate Engineering to preparation and submittal of a the grant application to LWCF for funds for pool improvements.  Discussion.  City Attorney Toavs recommends not approving this Task Order. In his opinion,  allocating the expenditure of city funds until an clear project or amount is known is not advised.   Additional discussion occurred. FOR - (3) Mahlum, Evans, Bets His Medicine; AGAINST- (3) Page, Porass, Plestina;  ABSENT – (2) Block, Rodenberg.  TIE VOTE – Mayor voted AGAINST based on the recommendation of his legal counsel.   MOTION FAILED.  
Gospel Fellowship Church

There have been regular inspections at the property as things are progressing, according to John Bach, Interstate Engineering.  City Clerk Mahlum also informed the Council that the Gospel Fellowship Church has not been annexed yet into the city.  Discussion. 
Sundown Minor Subdivision

A Public Hearing that was scheduled to take place last week was postponed until some additional paperwork has been completed.   The Public Hearing has been rescheduled to take place on Monday, October 16th at 6:00 PM.  

Farmers Union Lumber

Mayor Dschaak stated that he and Councilman Mahlum plan on attending one of their Board meetings to see what some of their concerns are and if the city can help this process along. 

Bldg Code Violation @ 248 Eureka

City Clerk Mahlum reported that a letter had been received from the Tribes in April, 2017 asking the city to address the building code violation at 248 Eureka (former Feda Apartments).  Discussion.  A meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, September 20 with the Building Inspector – Teaquean Knudsen (Interstate Engineering), Rose Neumiller-Green and Craig Azure to review the violation to see what needs to be fixed.  
NEMHS – 12 plex

Mayor Dschaak stated he has been in contact with Brent Moore, Interstate Engineering and a Conditional Use permit is being requested.  A Public Hearing with the Board of Adjustment will be advertised to address their request.  
Growth Policy

Funds are still being withheld.  

Police/Animal Control

Chief Harada provided the Council with his monthly Activity Report.  There was no Animal Control report as the Department has been without an Animal Control Officer since January, 2017 due to the transfer of JT Szymanski to the street crew.  
Police Commission

Mayor Dschaak presented to the Council for approval a list of names for appointment to the city’s Police Commission, which is a required as per 7-32-4132, MCA.  The appointees to the Police Commission shall hold office for 3 years, and one member must be appointed annuallyl at the first regular meeting of the City Council or Commission in May of each year.

Police Overtime

Mayor Dschaak stated that at the suggestion of Councilman Mahlum perhaps the City Council could offer the Police Department as much as they can but still within the confines of the budget to assist the officers in patrolling, etc.   They have come up with approximately $5,000 in funds to provide the officers some overtime for approximately the next 3 months to see if they can provide better coverage during those peak hours.  It was proposed to the Chief and his officers are willing to work those extra hours during this time frame.  He will then provide a report back to the Council to see how it goes.  Perhaps this will help offset some of the issues in the short term without hiring an extra officer.  Discussion.  

Councilwoman Bets His Medicine will get together with Councilman Block to meet regarding the police matter.  Mayor Dschaak stated they would post the meeting date as soon as it is determined. 
Alt. Landfill Cover

Barry Damschen will be putting together the bid specs for the project to be bid sometime this spring.   Mike Roach with the DEQ also called and has requested a copy of the bid specs when they become available.  

Street Improvement – Project Overrun

Mayor Dschaak stated he had previously met with Interstate Engineering to discuss the project overrun, but feels a meeting with the Street & Alley Committee needs to be scheduled with Interstate Engineering to review the Street Improvement project to discuss the project overrun as well.  And if they feel it needs to come back to the full Council, then it will be determined at that time.  
Native Am. Parade /Wolf Point Homecoming Parade
A request was received from the Wolf Point Indian Education Committee to have a parade during Native American Week, September 18-22, 2017.  They are requesting a parade on Friday, September 22, 2017 at 1:00 PM.  Also, a request was received from the Wolf Point High School Homecoming Committee to have a parade on Friday, September 29, 2017 beginning at 11:30 AM.  A $500 bond has been provided and proof of insurance.  Police Chief Harada doesn’t have an issue with either one.  Discussion.  
Motion by Councilman Plestina, seconded by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine approving the request to hold a Native Am. Parade on Friday, September 22, 2017 at 1:00 PM and approve the request to hold a WPHS Homecoming Parade on Friday, September 29, 2017 at 11:30 AM.    MOTION CARRIED.  
Cenex Property

Mayor Dschaak reported that City Foreman Lucas Hall heard that Cenex was willing to forego their BN lease on some property just south of the city’s current property if the city was interested in taking over the lease with BN.  Currently the buildings are sitting empty and the city has a lot of equipment that is sitting outside.  Mayor Dschaak told him to look into further and provide him with further information.  Discussion.  

Speeding on East Johnson

Mayor Dschaak has received several complaints regarding cars speeding on East Johnson.  He was under the impression that it was a pretty extensive process installing speed bumps but has recently received some new information that sounds like a fairly easy process.  Mike Matthews, who lives on East Johnson stated that it is a problem because of all the little kids running around in the areas.  Councilwoman Porras asked if other streets could get speed bumps as they have problems as well.  Discussion.  Councilman Mahlum felt that it was a traffic enforcement issue.  He suggested the Police Dept. radar the area and issue some tickets.  This may get better results than installing a speed bump.  Discussion.  

Abatements

There were no delinquent accounts submitted for abatement.  

Water Tank Repairs

Several months ago, City Clerk Mahlum met with an I.H.S. representative regarding water & sewer improvements needed in the area.  She also recently met with John Bach & Tom Erskine with Interstate Engineering and learned that Wolf Point’s water tank was listed #2 on I.H.S.’s priority list.  To-date, nothing official has been received from I.H.S. regarding this financial assistance.  According to Interstate Engineering, they are in the process of preparing a statement for I.H.S. (Quentin Allen) regarding the condition of the water tank. It is possible this might be included in next year’s Federal (18/19) budget.  Discussion.   

Water Infrastructure Inventory

Mayor Dschaak informed the City Council that it is becoming critical that the city consider inventorying the water system infrastructure to determine exactly what our needs are for future repairs, etc.   The Council will need to consider raising water rates to help fund some of the improvements.  John Bach with Interstate Engineering also commented that the city should look at updating the city’s water & sewer maps.  Discussion.  
Water Rate Increase

Mayor Dschaak noted that he has no specific rate increase in mind, as additional information is needed.  City Clerk Mahlum noted that there was a meeting on September 6th with Dan Kramer from MT Rural Water who provided the Council with some tools to help in determining if the current rates are adequate or what they should be.   Review of the Capital Improvement Plan is also necessary to further identify some of the city’s needs.  Discussion.   
Water Restrictions

Mayor Dschaak noted that the water restrictions are still in place until we hear from ASRWS that they are maintaining adequate water flow.  Some warnings have been issued, but no citations have been issued.  Discussion.  

Sewer Infrastructure Inventory – Task Order #6
Interstate Engineering has been working with Water/Wastewater Op. Ward Smith and City Clerk Mahlum trying to put together an estimate to do a project to do a full inventory the city’s sewer system.  Currently, the city has a plan to clean & inspect a portion of the city’s sewer system on a rotating basis every 5 years (NASH).    According to John Bach, not all of those areas that are being cleaned are being televised currently.  They are putting together a plan that says that within the next year, all of the clay mains will be televised, cleaned and flushed.  An estimate to do just the cleaning and televising amounts to $215,000.  As part of that proposal, they would prepare a bid package to all contractors and submit applications to TSEP and RRGL for some funding for the planning portion.  After reviewing all of the videos, they would prepare a report prioritizing the areas needing improvements.  John further noted that he is not asking the Council to approve Task Order #6 tonight as he wanted to give the Council an opportunity to think about it.  The information obtained from this inventory will help with future budgeting along with identifying the condition of the city’s mains.  Discussion was held regarding the current inspection/cleaning contract (NASH), noting that there was one (1) year left on the current agreement and see if the city could terminate that contract.   They could then be allowed to bid under the new project being proposed.  Legal counsel will review the contract to see if that would be possible.  Further discussion occurred regarding the inventory time line.  
TSEP/RRGL – Planning Grant Applications
Interstate Engineering will prepare applications to the Treasure State Endowment Program and the MT DNRC for RRGL funding for planning grants in the amount of $15,000 each to help offset some of the cost of the engineering portion of the sewer inventory.  The applications can be submitted at any time, according to John Bach, but they don’t know when the funding will be released.    
Storm Drain Outfall

It was noted that Les Scanlan will finish this project when he gets back to town, noting that there are some items that need to be removed that were dumped there and are not allowed.      

Budget Book  - FY 17/18

City Clerk Mahlum provided the Council with the new budget books for fiscal year ending June 30, 2018.  She noted that she chose to complete the budget book ahead of her financial reports as she has Department Heads asking for the new budget book and another similar report due to the State by the end of September.

MT League of Cities & Towns

Clerk Mahlum stated she has received an agenda for the MT League of Cities & Towns and will be providing this information to the Council. 

Treasurer’s Cash Reports
City Clerk Mahlum noted that the Financial Reports have not yet been completed as she chose to do the budget books first.  She will present these reports to the Council at a later date.  
Financial Reports

City Clerk Mahlum reported that using Black Mountain’s Budget Preparation Program she was able to update the Revenue & Expenditure Reports with the new budgets for the months of July & August, 2017.  Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine approving of the Revenue & Expenditure Reports for the months of July & August, 2017.  MOTION CARRIED. 


Cash Deficits

City Clerk Mahlum requested approval to transfer funds to cover cash deficits in a couple of funds as of June 30, 2017.  She noted the funds would be repaid as soon as reimbursements are received.  

Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilwoman Page authorizing the transfer of funds from the Oil Severance Fund (2890) to cover the cash deficit in the HOME Grant (2949) in the amount of $6,311.41 and in the Airport Improvement Fund (4020) in the amount of $3,568.88.  MOTION CARRIED.  

City Attorney

City Attorney Toavs had nothing to report.   

Public Works Activity Report

No public works report was prepared.

Mayor Dschaak reminded the Council of the MT League of Cities & Town conference to be held in Great Falls, September 27-29.  Monday, October 9th is an observed holiday – Columbus Day, and the agenda meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, October 10th at 8:00 AM.
