REGULAR MEETING – June 19, 2017
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A Regular Meeting of the Wolf Point City Council was held Monday, June 19, 2017 beginning at 7:00 PM in the City Council Chambers with Mayor Chris M. Dschaak presiding.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Dschaak, followed by a moment of silence and the reciting of the Pledge of Allegiance.  

PUBLIC COMMENT

As he was attending the Wolf Point City Council meeting for the first time, Evan Bartel reporter for the Fort Peck Journal, asked everyone to introduce themselves.  

City Clerk Mahlum introduced Carly Tattoo, who is the new Utility Billing Clerk.   She started on June 12th and Jhona left on vacation June 14th.  So far, she’s doing a great job and we’re both looking forward to Jhona returning from vacation.  

Tom Sievers

A Wolf Point resident who resides at 107 Dawson was before the City Council voicing his concern regarding the construction of the curb and gutter on Dawson Street which is part of Roosevelt Co. Detention Center remodeling project.   Mayor Dschaak stated that he spoke with the project engineer and in checking the Master Plans, it shows angle parking in this area on Dawson Street.  The engineer also inquired whether or not the city granted any variances regarding this matter and it was determined that none were requested.  As previously determined, the City has no power to deny the proposed use when the applicant is a governmental agency.  (7-6-402, MCA).    Mr. Sievers strongly objected to their plan stating they are encroaching into the city street.   Discussion.   

Mr. Sievers asked the Council to stand up and tell them they can’t do it.  Mayor Dschaak stated that it has already been approved.  By who, stated Mr. Sievers?  He feels no one has looked at the plans over the past year or so.  Mayor Dschaak stated he has made several phone calls and has yet to have a returned call.  The Roosevelt Co. Commissioners are out of their office until next week.  Again, Mayor Dschaak stated it doesn’t matter if the city tells them they can’t do it or not. 
Councilman Plestina asked if a letter could be drafted voicing the city’s concern regarding the placement of the angle parking along the 100 Block of Dawson.  Mayor Dschaak stated that they are not deviating from the plans, which were approved from day one.  Mr. Sievers asked if the Mayor has heard of Change Orders.  They happen in construction all the time, stated Mr. Sievers.  Mayor Dschaak stated that it is up to the Council to decide what they want to do.  

Mr. Sievers then stated that if the Council allows this, then he feels he doesn’t need to stick around this town any longer.  He’s tired of it.  You won’t know until you do something, stated Mr. Sievers.  Mayor Dschaak stated he will put it before the Council later this evening under Street & Alleys.  
Council Appointment – Ward 2

Mayor Dschaak informed the Council that he received a letter of interest from Dean Mahlum, who resides in Ward 2 and expressing his interest in serving on the City Council for the remainder of this year. The position has been vacant since the resignation of Rollin Paulson in June, 2016.  Mr. Mahlum has also officially filed for the remainder of Mr. Paulson’s term or 2 years.    
Motion by Councilman Plestina, seconded by Councilman Rodenberg approving the appointment of Dean Mahlum to Ward 2, effective July 15, 2017.  MOTION CARRIED.   He will need to take an Oath of Office before officially taking this position.  
Minutes
No minutes were presented for approval.  

Amendments to the Agenda

City Clerk Mahlum noted an amended agenda was provided to the Council.  A letter requesting permission to hold Shakespeare in the Park did not appear on the agenda and will be listed under Parks/Recreation.

Great No. Development Corporation

Brianna Vine with Great No. Development Corporation was present and provided the Council with a brief update on the Northstar Apartment project.  
Presented for Council approval was the 7th drawdown of the HOME grant funds in the amount of $50,000.   Brianna noted that the drawdowns were going to be fairly even so as to stretch out the HOME funds throughout the duration of the project until the end.   Once all the funds are drawn, then they will issue a certificate of substantial completion and the clocks starts ticking at that time to have it occupied.  After this draw, the remaining balance is $395,370.95.  Discussion.   Brianna also noted that they will be calling for bids for all of the appliances and will go out to all dealers within a 6 county area.  
Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilman Block approving Drawdown #7 of the HOME Grant in the amount of $50,000.00.  MOTION CARRIED. 


Property Sale – Former Gysler Property

Preparation for the sale of the former Gysler property will be forthcoming.  
GNDC – Board of Directors

Mayor Dschaak is currently representing the City of Wolf Point on the GNDC Board of Directors and has agreed to continue to serve on the Board of Directors for 2018.  

Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Plestina approving of the appointment of Mayor Dschaak to the GNDC Board of Directors for 2018.  MOTION CARRIED.  
Capital Improvement Plan

Committee will need to review this plan for potential updates. 

Succession Planning

Due to the cost involved, Mayor Dschaak stated that Interstate Engineering will no longer be involved in the succession planning phase.  We will be doing it in house.  
Tax Deed Notice

City Clerk Mahlum informed the Council that she received a Notice that a Tax Deed May be issued on Lot 4, Block 25, Original Wolf Point (215 Custer).  Total amount due for taxes, penalties, interest and additional costs if paid by July 17, 2017 amounts to $2,398.98.

Trees @ Underpass Park

Barb Olsen with the Jr. Optimist Club has requested to plant some trees on the southside of the Underpass Park.  Mayor Dschaak stated they will purchase the trees and have talked with Jory Erickson to find out what type of tree they should plant in this area.    They will be responsible to maintain them as well.  

Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilman Plestina approving of the Jr. Optimist Club request to plant trees in the Underpass Park. MOTION CARRIED. 

FAA – Hangar/REILs & PAPI’s
Bids for the hangar are good for only 60 days and the bids were opened on May 12th.  Additional Entitlement funds have been secured for the hangar project and it is the engineer’s recommendation to award the bid in the amount of $710,854.74 to Fisher Construction for Schedule 1 & 2, Alt 2 & 3, contingent upon FAA funding and including the heating system in the amount of $36,543.14, which CapeAir has agreed to pay, provided they sign the Hangar Construction Agreement.  The City and County will be responsible for 5% of the hangar construction, etc. or $35,542.74 of this cost, with the FAA paying 95% or $675,312.00.   
Motion by Councilman Plestina, seconded by Councilwoman Page awarding the bid to Fisher Construction in the amount of $710,854,74 for the construction of an aviation hangar, replacement of existing VASI’s with PAPI’s and replacement of the existing REIL’s, plus $36,543.14 for the heating & insulation, contingent upon FAA funding & CapeAir signing the Airport Hangar Construction Agreement for the reimbursement of the heating/insulation expense.  MOTION CARRIED.  
CapeAir – Airport Hangar Construction Agreement
A letter has been drafted to CapeAir, to establish a written agreement for the reimbursement to the City from CapeAir for the costs associated with the non-federally eligible bid items on the 2017 Hangar Construction Project, i.e. the heating & insulation of the hangar in the amount of $36,543.14.  As soon as the type of heating and insulation is selected, the letter will be sent to CapeAir for their signature.  

Motion by Councilman Plestina, seconded by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine authorizing the Mayor to sign this Airport Hangar Construction Agreement between CapeAir and the City of Wolf Point regarding the reimbursement of the heating and insulation costs in the amount of $36,543.14  of the new Airport Hangar at the LM Clayton Airport.  Discussion.  This letter was prepared earlier but the amount was not known until CapeAir indicated which type of heating/insulation they were going with.   MOTION CARRIED.  

CapeAir – Hangar Lease Agreement

In conversations with CapeAir, Mayor Dschaak was asked if the city would consider a reduction in the rent to allow CapeAir the ability to repay the cost of the heating/insulation of the hangar.  The proposed rent would be $1,265, less $400 to be applied towards the heating/insulation over the next 4 years.   It was noted that the Billings airport charges $1800 for a hangar with no heat.    If at the end of the 4 years, CapeAir was no longer considered the Essential Air Service provider, the city would not be required to repay them for the balance owing at that time.  Mayor Dschaak stated he hasn’t heard back from Peter Farrell of CapeAir.   Rent is also charged to FedExpress and TSA for other sites on the airport.  Discussion.

Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilman Block authorizing the Mayor to negotiate with CapeAir up to a $400 credit towards their rent for reimbursement of the heat/insulation in the new hangar building.  MOTION CARRIED.  

AIP Grant ApplicationaHanhhanHan
A FAA grant application has been prepared for and submitted for the construction engineering services for the construction of a revenue producing hangar as well as replacing and relocating existing REILs at the end of Runway11, replacing the existing VASI’s with PAPI’s.  Council is requested to authorize the Mayor to sign the application.  
AIP Grant Application – Continued……..aHanhhanHan
Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilman Block authorizing the Mayor Dschaak to sign the FAA AIP Grant Agreement for funds to construct a revenue producing hangar, etc. if the funding is awarded.   MOTION CARRIED.  

Mayor Dschaak noted that Asst. Airport Manager Tom Romo will be flying down to Billings to attend an Essential Air Service meeting on June 22, 2017.  City Clerk Mahlum advised the Council that she saw a newspaper article whereby the program was not cut by President Trump.  

Power Problems    (Sherman Park)

This is something the Wolf Point Chamber wants and still hasn’t been corrected yet.  

Pool Opening

It was noted that the pool opening had been delayed due to a chlorine pump that was not working.  A new pump was ordered but the wrong one was sent.  They tried to get a new pump/motor but it was going to take 6 weeks.  A new motor/pump was found and installed.  Also due to a MDU power outage, it shut everything off and a reset button was needed to be pushed to reset the system.   The  pool finally opened today at 1:00 PM.
Memorial @ Borge Park

Mayor Dschaak and Chief Harada stated that no one has contacted them regarding the placement of a memorial in Borge Park for Jayden Joe.  
Shakespeare in the Park
A request has been received from Mike MacDonald requesting to hold the Shakespeare in the Park on June 30th in the Faith Home Park.  City Clerk Mahlum informed him the request should have been submitted sooner.  He did provide the $500 bond payment and is working on obtaining an Insurance Certificate.  Due to recent events in the national news regarding performances of Shakespeare in the Park and them making it a political statement, Councilman Plestina is hesitant to allow them to perform if they choose to make it a political platform for their performers.  Mayor Dschaak stated that he didn’t know how he would go about that due to their right of freedom of speech. A lengthy discussion occurred.  

Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilwoman Evans to approve of the request to hold Shakespeare in the Park at the Faith Home Park on Friday, June 30th, pending proof of insurance.  FOR – (5) Rodenberg, Page, Evans, Bets His Medicine, Block; AGAINST – (1) Plestina   ABSENT – (1) Porras; VACANCY – (1) – Ward 2  MOTION CARRIED.  
Gospel Fellowship - Update
City Clerk Mahlum informed the Council that Jeff Heidner, their architect/engineer has been working with Teaguean Knudsen, the city’s building inspector.  Their building permit was only good for 180 days and that has been extended.  

Farmers Union Lumber - Update
City Clerk Mahlum spoke with David Fyfe and he informed her that his Board of Directors intends to withdraw their request for annexation.  They have let both Ken Elliot and Joe Simons go who were working on the project with them.  Being a small-town business, he feels all the requirements (curb, gutter, street improvements. water & sewer) is making it prohibitive for them to proceed due the expense of all these items.  He stated he didn’t want to see Farmers Union Lumber go broke in their efforts to build this building.  Discussion.  Mayor Dschaak stated he would visit with Mr. Fyfe.

Growth Policy

Mayor Dschaak, City Clerk Mahlum and Interstate Engineering (John Bach & Brent Moore) attended a meeting, held on Tuesday, June 6, with the Roosevelt Co. Commissioners to discuss an update to the county and cities growth policies, which is to be updated every 5 years.  Currently Wolf Point’s growth policy is a part of Roosevelt County’s policy and hasn’t been updated for 7 years.  As a result, the policy is somewhat limited in the information that is provided.  An application to CDBG

requesting funds to offset the expense of updating the growth policy was suggested.  The amount of the request can be up to $50,000.  

Mayor Dschaak expressed his concern over asking for that much money, but he was assured by Brent Moore in a later meeting, that you don’t know how much they will be willing to provide.  It could be much less in their award.  If we were awarded $50,000 and the cost to prepare the Growth Policy is much less, then we are not obligated to spend the entire amount, stated Mayor Dschaak.   A proposal was submitted to the City by Interstate Engineering to prepare an application to CDBG for a planning grant to update the City’s growth policy for a lump sum fee of $1,800.00.  The application for funding is due July 1st and the grants will be awarded in August.  It will also require a 3:1 match from the city.   Discussion.
Motion by Councilman Plestina, seconded by Councilman Block approving of the proposal submitted by Interstate Engineering to prepare a CDBG planning grant requesting up to $50,000 for a City Growth Policy, for a lump sum of $1,800.00.  MOTION CARRIED. 

Fire Department

Mayor Dschaak stated that it is “extremely dry” and he has been discussing whether or not fireworks should be allowed.   Unfortunately, he doesn’t have the authority over tribal land but did note that the tribes did address it but nothing has been cancelled.   Urged everyone to be extremely careful.
Police/Animal Control

Police Chief Harada provided the Council with a copy of his monthly report.  Chief Harada stated that he has received additional information from City Clerk Mahlum with regards to the reimbursement amount for the SRO Officer.  He noted he will try to re-negotiate the contract reimbursement amount.  
Colgate Country Showdown

It was noted that the Colgate Country Showdown will be held this year at the American Legion field on Wednesday, July 5th followed by DJ music.  Mayor Dschaak was called by the sponsor KVCK to see if the Mayor had an issue with that.  He did not, but didn’t want to receive calls from individuals living in the area due to the loud music late at night.  Discussion was held regarding the time it would be shut down and parking issues.  Since it is out of the city’s limits, no Council action was taken at this time.  
Public Intoxication

Councilwoman Page addressed a question to Police Chief Harada regarding the individuals that are found to be sleeping all along Main Street.  It looks bad for the city.   Can they be removed?  Police Chief Harada stated they try to get them up moving, but in some cases, they need to receive medical treatment due to the amount in intoxication.  Police Chief Harada states under the current statute, public intoxication is not a chargeable offense.   Mayor Dschaak stated he will try to draft a letter to the Tribes regarding this matter.  Members of the Tribal Council who attended a Public meeting here a couple of months ago, had invited us to attend their Council meetings, stated Councilman Plestina.  Discussion.  
Landfill Use

An e-mail, dated June 5, 2017, was sent to Anna Sullivan from Deb Madison regarding solid waste disposal in Roosevelt Co.  It was then later forwarded to City Clerk Mahlum.  According to the e-mail, the county used to provide pit digging services to the landfills located in Poplar and Wolf Point.  The county may have performed this task for other communities, but she was only familiar with reservation activities.  These pit excavations cost around $20,000 according to a previous county foreman.  After the new rules for landfills, Subtitle D RCRA Regs passed, the county notified all landfills that they would not be providing excavation services.  Poplar closed their landfill and Wolf Point maintained their landfill and installed the necessary upgrades to comply with the federal regulations.   To summarize, Deb Madison would like to have a discussion with the Roosevelt & Valley County commissioners, Valley County Refuse District officials, Wolf Point officials, the Tribes O & M Department and I.H.S. sanitary services regarding a Solid Waste District.  This matter will be addressed at a later date.
Alt. Final Cover Determination

City Clerk Mahlum reported that she has been promised by Mike Roach, EPA that the City will receive a letter on the landfill cover determination no later than August 2nd.  Approval has been given to publish it in the Federal Register for 60 days and 30 days after that, which is August 1-2, they will issue their determination.  

Streets & Alleys
A Certificate of Substantial Completion for the 2016 Wolf Point Street Improvements was presented to the Council for approval.  A walk-through was completed on May 31, 2017, as a result there were some punch list items, most of which have been corrected, that need to be completed.   The chip sealing with be done the 2nd week in July after Stampede.  Councilwoman Page asked if the concrete was going to be striped.  Mayor Dschaak and City Clerk Mahlum have both mentioned it to them.  Discussion.  
Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilman Block authorizing the Mayor to sign the Certificate of Substantial Completion for the 2016 Wolf Point Street Improvements, which applies to the following schedules:

Wolf Point Stampede
A request to have a parade during the Wild Horse Stampede was provided to City Clerk Mahlum on April 18th, but was not listed on the Council’s agenda in May.  They desire to have the parade on Friday, July 7th and Saturday, July 8th beginning at 1:00 PM both days.  They spoke with Police Chief Harada regarding the parade route and have received approval from him and will have their assistance with the parade.  The bond and insurance will need to be provided.  
Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilman Plestina to grant the Wolf Point Stampede Parade Committee permission to hold a parade on Friday & Saturday (July 7-8) during the Wolf Point Stampede to begin at 1:00 PM both days, pending receipt of the Bond and proof of insurance.  MOTION CARRIED.  

Dawson Street Concerns

Mayor Dschaak had asked Teaguean earlier about that street and he received an e-mail, dated June 19, 2017 5:12 PM from him which he didn’t read before he left work today.  City Clerk Mahlum was copied on the e-mail and provided it to him at the meeting.  The e-mail states the following:

“The documentation from our office files shows that the building permit was approved with angled parking on Dawson Street.  I have sent an e-mail to Jed to verify that this was the case, although he and his wife had their fourth baby yesterday so it may be a few days from when I hear from him.  In the meantime, if you could send any of the files the City has on record concerning the request for variance in June, 2016, we can better assess the situation and give our recommendation on how we can proceed.  

In June, 2016, a hearing was scheduled to address the retaining wall that was being built on the city’s right-of-way.  Mayor Dschaak was informed that the city had no power to deny the proposed use because of 7-6-402, MCA, which allows them to build as they see fit on public land.  A public hearing was held, as required, but no action of the Board was necessary.  It was a recommendation of the city’s legal counsel that the City could not deny the construction.
Mayor Dschaak also noted that at the July, 2016 the Council authorized a letter to be sent to the MT Board of Architects and Landscape Architects requesting that the licensing and regulatory agency investigate concerns about the encroachment by the new Detention Center into the city’s right-of-way on the 100 Block of Dawson.   The letter was never sent as we immediately received a response from the architect, Stevenson Design, dated July 28, 2016, basically saying this information was brought to

the attention of the commissioners and they were told that a variance could be easily obtained for the purpose of enhanced public safety.  They were given the go ahead to proceed.  Discussion continued regarding the issue of the parking.  Mr. Sievers was adamant that their plans will have an adverse effect on the parking and the location of the curb and felt the city should tell them not to do it, until they tell the city otherwise.    Mayor Dschaak basically stated he will do whatever the Council wishes him to do.  
Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilman Plestina that due to the public complaints with regards to the construction of the curb & gutter along Dawson Street and the angle parking that is planned along that same street, the City of Wolf Point is requesting Sletten Construction delay pouring the concrete at this site until further investigation into this issue can be done.  Discussion.

A letter with the above information will be hand delivered first thing Tuesday morning, June 20, 2017 by the Wolf Point City Police Department to Sletten Construction.  A copy of the letter will also be provided to Tom Sievers.  City Clerk Mahlum will contact MMIA in the morning as the information they provided back in June 2016 may also pertain to this issue, but she wants to check with them first.   Mr. Sievers was not pleased with the engineering firm not making the City of Wolf Point aware of what was going on with this project.  City Clerk Mahlum stated the Public Works Department should have been aware of this and provided the City Council with this information early on in the project.  But is wasn’t the city’s project to begin with.  Mayor Dschaak also agreed.   Mr. Sievers thanked the Council for their efforts and left the Council room at this time. 
Abatements

There were no delinquent accounts to be abated.  

Water Tank Repairs

Improvements to the 500,000-gallon water tank is on hold at this time.  
Water Valves & Piping

City Clerk Mahlum informed the Council that Les Scanlon has completed Phase I on the valves and piping at the water tanks.  The remaining items will be completed when the new service line has been installed for the rural water.

Vault Status

Macon Construction is doing the boring and they may be completed in a couple of weeks or two months.  
Bulk Water Sales

City Clerk Mahlum reported that since this new salesman has been in service, the city has received $4,618.98, Obviously, the revenues may drop off during the winter months, but its ease of use and accessibility have greatly increased its utilization and does not require constant maintenance.  New system allows the use of credit cards, pre-paid cards, and billed accounts.  
Water Rate Increase
MT Rural Water will be here on July 7th (Dan Kramer) to assist the city in determining if the current rate structure is adequate.  Mayor Dschaak feels the rates definitely need to be raised because of all the infrastructure needs that we need to take care of.  

Lift Station
Mayor Dschaak informed the Council of a proposal presented to the City from Dale Plumbing and Heating to provide ventilation, pipe insulation and a few other items to the lift station.  Their proposal amounted to $52,416.69.  Mayor Dschaak informed the Council that Ward Smith has been working with Rick Harmon and have installed a huge fan that is currently blowing air into the building and removed some of the metal ceiling tiles for considerably less.  According to Ward Smith, it has been a dramatic change to the left station.  

Main Lift Station

One grinder has been installed and another grinder has been purchased as a backup.

Sewer Main

According to Ward Smith, there are three (3) service lines that are being directed into one manhole, which is an illegal connection and it needs to be fixed.  The repairs are estimated at $28,500 and will be included in the next fiscal year’s budget.  
Sewer Rate Increase
As stated earlier, Dan Kramer with MT Rural Water will be here on July 7th to review the city’s current rate structure to determine if it is adequate to our needs.  
Board of Health

Mayor Dschaak thought perhaps we should contact Dr. Zilkoski to see if he is still interested in serving on the Board of Health.   Mayor Dschaak stated he heard he was retiring due to his health.   Others said no, he is still working.  
Utility Billing Clerk

Councilwoman Evans informed the Council that several applicants were interviewed by the Personnel, Policy & Wage Committee for the position of Utility Billing Clerk.  It is their recommendation to hire Carly Tattoo for this position.  She started on June 12th.  
Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Plestina recommending the hiring of Carly Tattoo to fill the position of Utility Billing Clerk, a Grade 5 position, at $15.00 per hour with a 50 cents increase after successful completion of a 6-month probationary period.   MOTION CARRIED. 


Animal Control position

Chief Harada reported that they are still accepting applications for this position.  

Resignation – Ken Luckow, Jr.

A letter, dated June 6, 2017 was received from Ken Luckow, Jr. resigning his position as a Water/Wastewater Op.  He has been offered a position at the City of Glasgow and has accepted that position.  City Clerk Mahlum noted that she visited with him regarding his moving and it wasn’t because of the wages.  He has more certification than is required here and he feels it is a career advancement for him.  His last day of work will be June 26, 2017.
