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A Regular Meeting of the Wolf Point City Council was held Monday, March 20, 2017 beginning at 7:00 PM in the City Council Chambers with Mayor Chris M. Dschaak presiding.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Dschaak, followed by a moment of silence and reciting of the Pledge of Allegiance.  
PUBLIC COMMENT

Brian Miller of the Gospel Fellowship Church stated that he was present to address the name of the street in the subdivision that is being considered for annexation.  He submitted his suggestion in writing to the Mayor, which requested the street be named: Sundown Avenue, because the area used to be the home of the Sundown Drive-In.  Mayor Dschaak stated he would accept his suggestion and ask the Street & Alley Committee for their recommendation.    
Amendments to the Agenda

There were no amendments submitted.  
Minutes

Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Block approving of the minutes of the Regular Meeting held Monday, February 21, 2017.  MOTION CARRIED. 
City Clerk Mahlum noted that the minutes of the Public Hearing held Monday, March 13th were not yet completed.  They will be presented to the Council for approval at the April meeting.  
GNDC – HOME Grant Update

Brianna Vine, GNDC presented the 4th drawdown of the HOME Grant Funds in the amount of $89,974.50 to the Council for approval.  The amount requested is for permits, on-site supervision, sitework/utilities, concrete and rough framing work completed in February by Fisher Construction.  After this draw there is a balance of $656,936.50 left on the HOME grant funds.  According to Brianne…..”Fisher was able to pour the first slab today in Area 1.  The next slab will be poured in Area 2 tomorrow.  They need to finish rough in and plumbing of the third slab before pouring next week.  They will do fire grade and vapor barrier this week.  The trusses are on site and they will start trucking in wall panels next Wednesday, so we should start to see vertical construction the end of the week.”  Refer to the map provided in the February minutes.  
Motion by Councilwoman Page, seconded by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine approving of Drawdown #4 of the HOME Grant Funds in the amount of $89,974.50.  MOTION CARRIED.  
Councilwoman Bets His Medicine asked if GNDC was able to find any funding for the dog pound.  Brianna stated that she would check with Tori Matejovsky and get back with her.  

Capital Improvement Plan

Mayor Dschaak requested the committee, which consists of Councilman Rodenberg, Porras and Evans) meet to discuss the CIP and come up with some realistic figures. He also noted that there were some outstanding bills on this project that he would like to discuss with the committee.  
Former Gyler Property

Will be put up for sale this spring/summer. 

Legislative Update
Mayor Dschaak provided the Council with an update on the Montana Infrastructure bills (HB 473 & others).  City Clerk Mahlum, while commenting on a legislative issue, gained some information regarding the handling of delinquent water & sewer bills.  She will share that Information with City Attorney Sullivan to see if it will assist in lowering the delinquencies on some properties.  
Succession Planning

Mayor Dschaak reported that a meeting was held on Tuesday, March 14, 2017 and has scheduled another meeting for Thursday, May 11th.  The process is moving forward, but there was nothing to update the Council on at this time.  
Airport – PART 139 Certification

Mayor Dschaak noted that the PART 139 Certification is required by the FAA for commercial airlines with more than 10 passengers.  Currently of the Essential Air airports, only Sidney and Wolf Point have maintained the PART 139 Certification at this time, noting that the current plane only has seating for 9 passengers and it is not likely to increase any time soon.  
Mayor Dschaak continued by informing the Council that due to the number of hours involved with this certification and due to the absence of Public Works Director Isle;  Tom Romo, the Assistant Airport Manager has advised him that he will do it only for two (2) more weeks.   Mark Gable, with the FAA in Washington helped Wolf Point obtain the PART 139 Certification and according to him Wolf Point doesn’t need to keep this certification.  The only thing this will eliminate is funding for a fire fighting truck and training.  Currently there is a fire truck at the airport that has never been used.  As for regulations, the airport will no longer be regulated by the FAA, but the State of Montana.  Mr. Gable also noted that he will assist the city is developing a strategy plan moving forward whereby the City doesn’t lose anything just in case the city would be required to once again have the PART 139 Certification, then it would be a fairly easy transition to obtain it having these procedures in our operations manual requiring inspections, reporting, etc.   Mayor Dschaak noted that there would also be a cost savings in hiring  a replacement for Tom as well due to the reduction of the additional responsibility associated with the FAA requirements.  He further noted that Public Works Director Isle was proud of the PART 139 Certification and Wolf Point was used several times as an example of how it could be done for smaller airports. Also with the retirement of Tom Romo in December 2017 and the uncertainty regarding Mr. Isle’s return, they both know a lot about it and we will be losing that source of information.  He also spoke with Commissioner Gary MacDonald and informed him of the city’s plan to drop the PART 139 Certification and he had no problem with that.  Discussion.  Mayor Dschaak stated that he had also talked with Steve Aldinger of Interstate Engineering and dropping the PART 139 Certification will have no affect on the current flight schedule and also won’t affect the new hangar for CapeAir.  Tom also feared that if the Council doesn’t take action tonight, he is fearful the airport may be inspected and/or audited by the FAA within the next 30 days and they may find some discrepancies that may have occurred over the past five (5) months.   
Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilman Block to proceed with dropping the FAA PART 139 Certification for the LM Clayton Airport, effective April 1, 2017.  
MOTION CARRIED.
Power In Sherman Park

City Clerk Mahlum noted that she had talked with Rick Harmon and asked him to contact Jeff Presser with the Chamber of Commerce.  She will follow-up with Jeff to see if he actually contacted him.  
Aggressive Solicitcation
Mayor Dschaak informed the Council that he is scheduling a Public Hearing on April 11, 2017 at 7:00 PM to be held in the City Council chambers to discuss the problems of aggressive solicitation that is occurring at various locations within the City of Wolf Point.  
Cal Ripken Baseball Program
Councilwoman Page noted that she talked with Lawrence Hamilton and he hasn’t been able to get a hold of anyone regarding this.  She also spoke with Greg Page and he thought the city should pursue it, but noted that they may require a larger field for the 11-12 year old players.  Discussion.  No recommendation was presented at this time.  Mayor Dschaak stated we need more information.  
Swimming Pool – Update
City Clerk Mahlum reported that she sent Bob Murdo, a bond counsel an e-mail and asked him questions regarding the current General Obligation Bond for the swimming pool and whether or not it can be refinanced, or if additional funds were needed, if a vote was required, etc.  He wasn’t able to provide her with any information, but will get back with her later.   Mayor Dschaak noted that the total estimated budget for repairs to the pool amount to $325,000.00.  The last major renovations made to the pool were 12 years ago.  City Clerk Mahlum also noted that there is potential funding through the Land, Water & Conservation Fund (LWCF) for as 50/50 grant/match but noted there is legislation to change it to 80/20, which hasn’t been approved yet.  Discussion. 

Cemetery/Park & Public Reserve Maintenance Agreement
Jory Erickson has provided in writing that he accepts the 2nd extension of his contract for the same amount ($51,900) this year.  He also has provided all the necessary documentation and his bid deposit.  
Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Block awarding the 2nd Extension of the Cemetery/Park & Public Reserve Maintenance Agreement to Jory Erickson for January 1, 2017 through December 31, 2017 for the same amount of $51,900.00.  MOTION CARRIED. 

Annexation Policy – Resolution No. 907-2017
City Clerk Mahlum provided the Council with a copy of the final draft of Resolution No. 902-2017.  Teaguean Knudsen, IE noted that the resolution contains the revisions made as a result of the Planning Committee meeting held on March 1, 2017, including an application fee and reimbursement of the consultant fees paid by the city.  This policy provides the city with an annexation process as required under Montana Codes Annotated 7-2-4201 through 7-2-476 and is recommending Council approval of this resolution.  City Clerk Mahlum added that this policy will replace the Conditional Annexation process the city has been operating under.  In addition, she provided the Council with an updated fee schedule for all applications pertaining to land use issues.  Discussion.  Brian Miller, Gospel Fellowship Church asked if this had a retroactive affect on those applications that are already in the works.  Mayor Dschaak stated…”No.”   
Motion by Councilwoman Page, seconded by Councilman Plestina approving of Resolution No. 907-2017, which reads (in part) as follows:
RESOLUTION NO. 907-2017

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WOLF POINT, MONTANA ESTABLISHING AN ANNEXATION POLICY AND SERVICE PLAN FOR FUTURE ANNEXATIONS AS REQUIRED UNDER MONTANA CODES ANNOTATED TITLE 7, CHAPTER 2, PART 46 “ANNEXATION BY PETITION” AND 7-2-4610 MCA “PROVISION OF SERVICES”.

MOTION CARRIED.  (Complete copy of Resolution available in the City Clerk’s Office.)
Land Use Fee Schedule
City Clerk Mahlum provided the Council with an updated “fee schedule” for the various land use issues, which also includes reimbursement of the review fees or consultant fees charged on behalf of the applicant for the specific application.  Discussion.

Motion by Councilwoman Page, seconded by Councilwoman Evans approving of the Fee Schedule for various land use issues.  MOTION CARRIED. 

Lonni  Fleck, Interstate Engineering arrived at this time. 

Farmers Union Lumber

Teaguean Knudsen, IE noted that Farmers Union Lumber still has not provided their legal description, but he was told they would be providing it soon.  Councilwoman Evans asked if they would be required to follow the Annexation policy the Council just adopted.  According to the Mayor they will be required to follow the new policy.  Discussion.  
5th Ave No. Abandonment – Resolution No. 908-2017
A Public Hearing regarding the  abandoning, discontinuing, and vacating of a one-block segment of 5th Avenue North between Blaine Street and Alder Street was held on Monday, March 13th, 2017.  Of those in attendance at the meeting, there was no one that objected to the request to abandon, discontinue or the vacating of this section of the street.  Mayor Dschaak added that he spoke with the two Council people that are not in attendance this evening and they also had no objection to this request.  
Motion by Councilman Plestina, seconded by Councilwoman Evans approving of Resolution No. 908-2017, which reads as follows:
RESOLUTION NO. 908-2017
A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WOLF POINT, ROOSEVELT COUNTY, MONTANA, ABANDONING, DISCONTINUING AND VACATING A ONE-BLOCK SEGMENT OF 5TH AVENUE NORTH BETWEEN BLAINE STREET AND ALDER STREET.  

WHEREAS, the owners of certain property located in a one-block segment of 5th of Avenue North between Blaine Street and Alder Street, Wolf Point, Roosevelt County, Montana have presented to the Wolf Point City Council a Petition to Abandon Street (“Petition”), said street being a portion of 5th Avenue North in Wolf Point, Montana, more particularly described as follows:
A one-block segment of 5th Avenue North which is bounded on the north by the southern right-off-way of Blaine Street and bounded on the south by the northern right-of-way of Alder Street and bounded on the east by the western boundary of Lot 16, Block 14, Morrissey’s Addition to Wolf Point, Montana and bounded on the west by the eastern boundary of Lot 1, Block 15, Morrrisey’s Addition to Wolf Point, Montana as shown on Exhibit “A 1-3” attached hereto and by this reference made a part hereof; (collectively, “STREET”)

WHEREAS, the City has received a petition in writing of more than fifty percent (50%) of the owners of the lots adjacent to or on the subject STREET;

WHEREAS, on February 21, 2017, the City accepted said Petition and agreed to act thereon;


WHEREAS, the proposed action of the Council was duly advertising according to M.C.A. § 7-1-4127, for a hearing to be held thereon at March 13, 2017;

WHEREAS,  the City conducted a public hearing on the Petition, on March 13, 2017, with all objections or objectors, either in person or in writing, having been duly considered; and


WHEREAS, at the completion of said hearing, the duly elected and qualified members of the City Council have considered the Petition and have found that granting the Petition can be done without detriment to the public interest.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WOLF POINT, MONTANA AS FOLLOWS:


Section One.  The above-referenced STREET is hereby abandoned, discontinued and vacated, conditioned upon ABS MT-O LLC’s ( “ABS”) acquisition of Lot 16, Block 14, Morrissey’s Addition to Wolf Point, Montana and Lot 1, Block 15, Morrissey’s Addition to Wolf Point, Montana, according to the official map or plat thereof on file and of record in the office of the Clerk and Recorder, Wolf Point, Roosevelt County, Montana;


Section Two.  Reversion of the STREET as described hereby is necessary to accomplish the purpose of the Petition;
5th Ave No. Abandonment – Resolution No. 908-2017 – Continued…….

Section Three.  Upon ABS’s acquisition of Lot 16, Block 14, Morrissey’s Addition to Wolf Point, Montana and Lot 1, Block 15, Morrissey’s Addition to Wolf Point, Montana, fee title to the STREET shall revert to and become part of the adjacent properties laying to the east and west of the STREET such that the eastern one-half of the STREET shall revert to and become a part of and owned by the owner of Lot 16, Block 14, Morrissey’s Addition to Wolf Point, Montana and the western one half of the STREET shall revert to and become a part of and owned by the owner of Lot 1, Block 15, Morrissey’s Addition to Wolf Point, Montana;

Section Four.  The abandonment, discontinuance and vacation of said STREET shall not affect the right of any public or private utilities which may be contained therein or thereon.  The City of Wolf Point expressly reserves any and all easements it may have or require over or under said public way. 


Section Five.  That upon the date this Resolution becomes fully effective, as provided  in Section One, the abandoned STREET shall cease to be the property of the City of Wolf Point as a public right of way and said abandoned STREET shall be placed upon the tax rolls, with the property attached to Lot 16, Block 14, Morrissey’s Addition to Wolf Point, Roosevelt County, Montana and Lot 1, Block 15, Morrissey’s Addition to Wolf Point, Roosevelt County, Montana.  
FOR – (5) Page, Evans, Plestina, Block, Bets His Medicine; AGAINST – 0; ABSENT – (2) Rodenberg, Porras; VACANCY – (1) in Ward 2  
MOTION CARRIED.  

Terry Toavs, Legal counsel for Albertsons and Gene Pronto, Albertsons Store Manager left at this time. 

Gospel Fellowship Church

Brian Miller was in attendance and noted that they will be meeting tomorrow with Teaguean Knudsen, IE to get their building permit extended.  He also was curious to see if the new annexation policy was going to affect them as well and it will not, according to the Mayor and Interstate Engineering.  
Fire Department

Mayor Dschaak noted that there will be Fire Department elections at their next meeting.  Shawn Eggar is not running for re-election as the Chief.  Nominees are: Dave Parsley for Fire Chief; Clint Bushman as Asst. Fire Chief; Captains - Chris Dschaak and David Toavs; Sec-Treasurer – Boysun & Reinhart; Training Officer – Justin Parker; and Safety Officer – Kahlil Wehbe.   Both Dave & Shawn will be present at the budget meeting for the Fire Department.  Mayor Dschaak also noted that Lindsey McNabb, DES had made inquiries regarding the model of the fire siren on the northside as she is working on getting some federal funds for a replacement.
Police Activity Report
Police Chief Harada presented to the Council his monthly police report.  He remarked on the accreditation Councilwoman Bets His Medicine received in Helena for the New Child Advocacy Center.  Officer Kahlil Wehbe will complete his law enforcement basic training on March 31, 2017.  City Attorney Sullivan inquired when the mock trial will be scheduled.  Chief Harada noted that it has been a scheduling problem. 
Animal Control

No replacement has been hired for the Animal Control Officer.  It was noted that lots of dogs are at large.  Mayor Dschaak asked Councilwoman Bets His Medicine how many dogs through the Wolf Point Pound Puppies have been transported out of Wolf Point.    She noted that approximately 1600 over the past couple of years and 800 cats.  No animal control report was submitted.  An extra spay-neuter may need to be held.  
Eng/Consulting Services & Alt. Cover  – Barry Damschen Consulting, LLC

Mr. Damschen introduced himself to the Council and stated that due to the Public Works Director’s illness, he thought he should come, introduce himself to the Council so they know who they are dealing with.  There are 25 landfills in Montana and he provides engineering services to 17 of those sites.
In 1993, the EPA came out with some new rules for landfills requiring them to do ground water monitoring and to line them which was going to cost a lot of money.  At that time, there were approximately 150 landfills in Montana, but because of the new rules, a lot of them consolidated.  As a result, the city had to put in ground water monitoring and line the new landfill cell that was opened in 2001 or 2002.   Due to the expense involved 
Eng/Consulting Services & Alt. Cover – Continued…….
with the liners, etc. Mayor Matt Golik wanted the city to find a site that didn’t require a liner; a site with a good clay base.  Fortunately, the city was able to find such a location just north of the city’s landfill.   If they had to dig a 10-acre pit and line it, it would have cost $2 million dollars, stated Mr. Damschen, so it was well worth the time & expense to find another location.  
When the old landfill was closed, the rules say if you have a bottom liner, then you are also required to put a top liner.  To line that landfill site, it was going to costs $400,0000, stated Mr. Damschen.  Because of our location, the EPA gets involved being that the landfill is located on the reservation.  So there was a process to go through that allows the city to use an evapotranspiration (ET) cover, which consists of 4-5 feet of good soil and grass that would do the same thing as a liner would do.  It cost approximately $30,000 to do all the modeling, etc. in order for the EPA to accept this alternative cover.  The proposal was submitted to the EPA in February 2015, and a revision submitted in February 2016.  Apparently, for whatever reason, the EPA dropped the ball, and the city’s request was sidelined.  Barry stated that he calls them on a regular basis and so does City Clerk Mahlum, asking for the status of their request in an attempt to get final approval.   The cost of the earth cap is between $50,000 to $100,000 vs. a liner at $400,000.  As a result, the DEQ in Helena is allowing the city to buy some time until we hear from the EPA.  If we only had to deal with the DEQ, this would have been done a long time ago, noting that this landfill was closed approximately 8 years ago.  
He provided the Council with a brief rundown of the services he provides to the City under his contract, which he has been doing for the City since the late 1980’s.  His professional engineering services provide the following:  

· Twice a year he comes to Wolf Point to do the groundwater monitoring.  Takes samples from the 5-ground water monitoring wells in the old landfill site and sends the samples to the lab and a firm (Hydrometrics) provides a report to the City and the DEQ for approval.    This has to be done over the next 30 years (Post Closure Period).  
· Four times a year, he also comes to Wolf Point to do the methane monitoring at both the new and old landfill sites.  He then prepares a report for the DEQ for each landfill.
· On this fourth trip to the landfill, the DEQ requires a third party (an engineer) to prepare a report on the landfill that states the city is following the engineered plan on how that landfill is going to be filled for the next 90 years.   
· He also prepares a cost estimate for both the old and the new landfill site on what it would cost to close the landfill if the city walked away from it.  It’s called the Closure/Post Closure Report.  This information is provided to the City Clerk.  A trust has been set up for the Closure/Post Closure and it determines the amount of money that needs to be placed in that trust on an annual basis, which is done by April 1st each year.  
· He also meets with the landfill operators looking at their daily operation to determine if they need to make some changes or improvements to their daily process, which he noted has been a struggle since the passing of long time landfill employee – Larry Leddige.

All in all, he noted that with all the trials and tribulations of new employees and Rick’s absence, the landfill still looks pretty good, stated Mr. Damschen.    He noted that his contract is from year to year and he provided the Council with another amendment to his original contract agreement in 2003.  Contract Amendment #19 increased the lump sum fee from $10,400 to $10,600 for another year, which is paid quarterly.  

Motion by Councilman Block, seconded by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine approving the Contract Amendment #19 between the City of Wolf Point and Barry Damschen Consulting to provide professional general consulting services for the city’s landfill during the period of January 1, 2017 through December 31, 2017 in the amount of $10,600.  MOTION CARRIED.   

City Clerk Mahlum noted that Mr. Damschen helped her complete the renewal process for the two (2) licenses required at the landfill and informed the Council that the payments to the trust account have also been completed.  Mr. Damschen also stated that the DEQ will be holding a landfill school sometime soon (May in Helena) and encouraged the city to send someone from the landfill.  He noted that he was going to be a trainer at the school as well.  

Streets/Alleys
Lonni Fleck with Interstate Engineering advised the Council that if the weather holds, Century wants to resume work on the street project as of May 1st, beginning with work on Blaine Street until the weather is warmer for better chip retention on the chip sealing of the streets.  A construction “kick-off” meeting with the various businesses and utilities is scheduled for Monday, April, 24th at the City Council Chambers at 1:30 PM.   Mayor Dschaak noted there were several areas that may need to be reviewed and some corrections made.  Lonni noted that there are several “punchlist” items that will be completed.   Mayor Dschaak noted that the crew is trying to get the asphalt plant up and running and will be doing regular asphalt patches vs. the chips.  He further noted he asked the City Foreman give him a list of equipment that he might need to help them in this process, noting we don’t have a lot of money, but at least see what we can do.
MT Board of Investment

City Clerk Mahlum noted that as of February 15th, 2017, the interest rate at the MT Board of Investment increased from 1.55% to 2.50%. It is a variable rate established each February.  This rate will be applied to the $1.3 million dollars borrowed for the street improvement project.  She noted that the Council may need to increase the annual St. Maintenance District #1 assessment rate to keep in line with the interest rate increase.  Discussion. 
 Abatement of Delinquent Accounts
There were no accounts submitted for abatement.  

Booster Station Improvements
Lonni Fleck, Interstate Engineering provided the Council with an update on the troubleshooting at the Booster Station.  She noted that public works has replaced Pump #1 & #2 impellers.   It was determined that replacing the impellers every 5 years was less expensive than purchasing a smaller pump, which will allow room for increased capacity.  

Water Tank Repairs
Provided for the Council, as a Preliminary Opinion of Probable Project Cost of water tank repairs and recoating of Tank 1 (1 Million Gallon) and Tank 2 (500,000) – Tank 2 is currently out of service due to leaking.   The estimated repairs were as follows:

Water Tank Repairs – Continued…..

The 3rd tank at that location is a glass fused to steel tank or a no or low maintenance tank, which was constructed in 2007 or 2008, which doesn’t require painting.    
Mayor Dschaak noted that City Clerk Mahlum and Water/Wastewater Supervisor Ward Smith recently met with Quentin Allen, Field Engineer with I.H.S. and Reese Reddoor, Construction Control Representative with I.H.S. during a recent trip to update the inventory of sanitation deficiencies of the water, sewer and solid waste system serving the Fort Peck Tribe.  They have provided funding for several projects in Poplar and Interstate Engineering has been involved as well.   There were several projects on their current schedule for Poplar and only one was listed for Wolf Point, which didn’t rank high enough to be funded.  They were informed of the recent problems with the water tank, as well as the Birch Street Lift Station, the Main Lift station, etc. and they took a lot of notes. Ward also took them around to see things for themselves.  Their funding is mainly for water, sewer & solid waste health issues.  Another point that was mentioned during the discussion was if the city could provide monetary contributions, this has a positive effect on the rating factors as well.  They will be evaluating their projects in June and will be able to tell the City of Wolf Point sometime later where the city’s projects are on the rating scale.   Lonni Fleck indicated that their office will be attending a Rural Development meeting this week and will visit with them regarding this project.  Basically, there is no quick fix, stated Ms. Fleck.  She asked the Council for direction regarding the water tank repairs.   City Clerk Mahlum stated she hasn’t been able to look at the possible funding from the Water funding.  Discussion. 
Mayor Dschaak also mentioned all the repairs that are needed to be done to the valves, etc. at the water tank location to improve the operation up there.  Lonni also mentioned that Tom Erskine looked into the possibility of getting some emergency funds, which amounts to $200,000.  Another community had tank issues as well, and their request was denied due to the fact that the failure was due to deferred maintenance and the community had failed to raise their rates over the last several years to provide a cushion for repairs.  Discussion. 
Lonni asked if the Council wanted to proceed with a Task Order for the design portion of the tanks, which would cost approximately $25,000, just so the project is shelf ready, if and when the Council decides to move forward.   Mayor Dschaak suggested that we wait and let the matter be reviewed by the Water & Sewer Committee to be discussed during their budget meetings during the next month or so.  Lonni was agreeable to wait. 
Exterior Plumbing at the Water Tanks
Lonni Fleck advised the Council that Interstate Engineering will survey all area valves and continue to work with LSC on scoping and outage plan to be done this spring.  This will be done at the same time as the ASRWS ties in at the vault.  Vault status is still on-going.  Mayor Dschaak also informed the Council that their main water operator – Louis Beauchamp is no longer working for them, which may be a concern.  
Wastewater - Aeration Bldg
A quote was requested from Dale Plumbing & Heating for HVAC and other minor improvements to address high temperatures in the building.   Quotes have been received from two manufacturers for blower/motor replacement.  Temperature data logging of aeration building is on-going.  A grinder has been replaced as well as the valves.  Another grinder is being ordered.  
Maintenance Agreement

An equipment maintenance quote from Advanced Pump & Equipment (APE) was delivered to the Public Works Department.  Public works is to select and schedule maintenance items with APE.  

Personnel, Policy & Wage
There have been no qualified applicants for the Animal Control position.  City Clerk Mahlum has requested a meeting with the Personnel, Policy & Wage Committee to review the city’s benefits.  A Group Election form is due back to MMIA sometime in April or early May.  She will be attending a MMIA Employee Benefit Program Board Meeting this week and will have the preliminary rates for the health insurance, vision, life, etc. programs after that meeting.  Mayor Dschaak informed the Council that a Council 
Personnel, Policy & Wage  - Continued…..
resolution would allow members of the Council and the Mayor to be able to participate in the MMIA Employee Benefit program, which would be paid by the individual, not the city.  He noted that it is something he may be considering as his personal insurance is awful.  City Clerk Mahlum stated that open enrollment is May 15th through June 15th and the first preliminary rate increase was 6-9% and with the new information, they are looking at a 3.9% increase.  Mayor Dschaak noted that his personal insurance increased 20%.  Discussion.  
Equipment Replacement
City Clerk Mahlum provided the Council with an update on the Nielsen Bldg, noting that the building has been completed.  There was an issue with one of the garage doors, but is under warranty.  The bulk water salesman is functional using a debit or credit card.  Local cards haven’t been activated yet.   
Sand & Salt Spreader
Mayor Dschaak informed the Council that City Forman Hall and himself have called the Normont representative several times and the truck is still nowhere to be found.  A letter will be sent terminating the order, followed by a phone call, stated City Attorney Sullivan.   City Foreman Hall will continue to look for a truck as we still need one, stated Mayor Dschaak.   

Silent Auction

The city has several pieces of equipment that are no longer needed.  A silent auction was suggested to get rid of this stuff to make room in the yard.  City Foreman Hall will be making a list of the items.  
Essential Air Service

Mayor Dschaak heard that President Trump may be eliminating the Essential Air Program and he became concerned.   He spoke with Steve Aldinger, of Interstate Engineering who deals with airport issues, and he told him not to be concerned.  That every President has threatened to eliminate it for many years and nothing has happened.  
FAA – CapeAir Hangar
According to Lonni, all the necessary paperwork has been submitted to the FAA and now we just sit and wait.  

Budget Meeting Calendar

City Clerk Mahlum provided the Council with a preliminary budget meeting calendar, noting the dates weren’t etched in stone, but she wanted to get a start on it.  The committees were combined so as not to have more than 4 Council members meeting at the same time as it would then be considered an official meeting and require notification and minutes.  She reviewed the schedule with the Council.  
City Clerk’s Monthly Activity Report

City Clerk Mahlum provided the Council with her monthly activity report and reviewed it with the Council at this time.  She noted that she will be attending the MMIA Employee Benefit Program Board Meeting and the MMIA Board Meeting in Helena March 23-24.  She also noted that her computer quit working and had to be replaced and the transfer of data didn’t go well, but any issues have been corrected.  Asst. City Clerk/Treasure Laura will be out of the office for a couple of weeks for medical reasons, so she will be short staffed until she returns.  The computer at the airport also quit and will be replaced.  
Cash Report
City Clerk Mahlum informed the Council that she still does not have a Cash Report for the Council, noting that she has turned the matter over to Black Mountain Software for some assistance as she explained to them that the Bank Reconciliation is not working properly, but noted that she is balancing her bank statement every month.  The amount that she is off isn’t a large amount, which makes it difficult to find.   She will diligently work towards getting that report to the Council but couldn’t say when that would happen.
Investments

City Clerk Mahlum noted that there are some investments coming due in April.  

Financial Reports
Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilwoman Evans approving of the Revenue and Expenditure Reports for the month of February, 2017.  MOTION CARRIED. 

Telephone Replacement
New telephones were included in the FY 16/17 budget.   City Clerk Mahlum stated she asked to have the quote updated, as the original was only good for a short time.   The good news is the quote came back approximately $2,000 less than the original quote.  A partial payment is included in the claims tonight.  Installation is scheduled for the end of April.  

City Attorney
City Attorney Anna Rose Sullivan had provided the Council once again with her letter regarding the “aggressive solicitation” aka panhandling.  She is also going to talk with Kelly Lynch, Legal Counsel with the MMIA regarding the issue as well.  City Clerk Mahlum asked to meet with her to discuss the changes she suggested in the city’s weed ordinance.  
Public Works Activity Report

Mayor Dschaak had asked City Foreman Lucas Hall to provide the Council with a list of their activities that occurred during the month.  Lucas also noted that they will try to start patching streets soon.  
Reducing # of Wards

Mayor Dschaak has asked City Attorney Sullivan to check into whether or not the city can reduce the number of wards to 2 vs. the current 4, making a ward on the north side of town and one on the south.   She will provide the Council with her opinion.  A vacancy still exists in Ward 2.  
Facebook Page for City

Mayor Dschaak informed the Council that they are going to look at having a Facebook page for the City of Wolf Point.  Other than the radio or newspaper, this would help facilitate public notification much quicker.  Discussion.  

MT Coalition Update
Mayor Dschaak was not pleased how the status of the infrastructure bill (HB 473) and other are progressing and provided the Council with an update.  
Municipal Clerk’s Week
Mayor Dschaak stated he would be signing a Proclamation for Municipal Clerk’s Week, May 7th -13th, 2017, noting that it has never been done and he felt it should be done.  
List of Street Lights Not Working

City Clerk Mahlum reported that the Police Department provided her a list of 23 lights that were not working throughout the city.  She reported them to MDU.  There were several that belonged to the MDOT and a few belonged to private individuals.  Mayor Dschaak thanked the Police Dept. for getting the list put together so quickly.
