REGULAR MEETING – December 19, 2016
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A Regular Meeting of the Wolf Point City Council was held Monday, December 19, 2016 beginning at 7:00 PM in the City Council Chambers with Mayor Chris M. Dschaak presiding.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Dschaak, followed by a moment of silent prayer and the reciting of the Pledge of Allegiance.   Mayor Dschaak reminded the Council to keep Public Works Director Isle in their thoughts and prayers as he deals with his medical issues.  

PUBLIC COMMENT

Kali Lien was present and stated she had previously talked with the Mayor regarding the panhandling that is occurring at Albertsons here in Wolf Point.   One of her suggestions was to approach Town Pump and Albertsons and see if they would hire a security guard that would take care of matters of this nature.  This would eliminate the City Police responding to all the calls of panhandling.  Mayor Dschaak added that Town Pump currently has a security guard in their store.  Discussion.
Mayor Dschaak agrees that there is a problem and suggests a dialogue with Albertson and Town Pump should take place as well as other groups in town and it is his intention to schedule one sometime after the 1st of the year.  They could realize a significant savings by having a person on board. Discussion.
Councilman Plestina doesn’t understand why the City Council doesn’t enact a panhandling ordinance.  According to City Attorney Sullivan there is a state law that already addresses that.  City Clerk Mahlum noted that this problem is happening on private property, not city property.  Because this is occurring, several individuals have indicated that they would prefer to shop out of town and not deal with this.   Discussion.  

In conclusion, Mayor Dschaak stated he would try to organize a meeting sometime after the 1st of the year.   Kali asked to be informed of the meeting.  

Amendments to the Agenda

There were no amendments to the agenda. 

Minutes

Clerk Mahlum stated the minutes of the Regular Meeting of Monday, November 21, 2016 have not been completed.  They will be presented for approval at the January meeting.   
HOME Project – Northstar Apartments
Presented for the Council’s approval is the first HOME drawdown request in the amount of $131,839.10.  The amount requested is for General Conditions, site work and concrete work completed in October by Fisher Construction.  Tori Matejovsky informed the Council that they are trying to get as much as they can completed this winter and have had multiple suggestions.  A groundbreaking ceremony will be held sometime in the spring.  Discussion.   City Clerk Mahlum also noted that the funds from HOME must flow through the city and not go directly to Great No. Development Corporation.  It was the City of Wolf Point who was awarded the grant; and therefore, is responsible for the funds.  
Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilman Plestina approving of Draw #1 of the HOME loan funds in the amount of $131,839.10, authorizing the Mayor and City Clerk to sign the draw request.   MOTION CARRIED.

Roosevelt Villas
The Montana Board of Housing (MBOH) administers the Low Income Housing Tax Credit Program in the State of Montana.  Congress established the Low Income Housing Tax Credit with the provisions of the Tax Reform Act of 1986 to provide for retention, rehabilitation, and construction of rental housing for low income individuals and families.  

In a letter, dated December 6, 2016, informing the Council that the Montana Board of Housing has received an application for Roosevelt Villas (a.k.a. Yellowstone Villas) in our area.  They are writing because they are extremely interested in any comments that the Council may have regarding the project(s).  The letter also states that the city may have expressed support for this project previously; however they are required to request comments independently each round. 
The input from the local community is critical to their review process.  Any comments the Council or the staff may have could be extremely helpful.  Other sources within in community are also being asked to comment.
Mayor Dschaak encouraged each Council member to take a few moments and jot down a few words on a piece of paper. This project will bring considerable dollars ($1 million)  to our town.   All comments need to be submitted by January 1, 2017.  If you would like, Mayor Dschaak told the Council to bring them to the City office and we’ll mail them all in one envelope.   A meeting will be held in Helena sometime in January when the project awards will be announced.  
Former Gysler Property

This property will be advertised for sale in the near future.  

Capital Improvement Plan 
Mayor Dschaak informed the Council that he has the “FINAL” draft of the Capital Improvement Plan.  Jed Kirkland, Interstate Engineering state they will be preparing their final invoice on the project.  Mayor Dschaak suggested holding a committee meeting sometime after the 1st of the year to make necessary adjustments to make it more “budget friendly”.  Discussion.  
FAA – Final Closeout Report (Design Portion/CapeAir Hangar/REILS)
City Clerk Mahlum received an e-mail from Jason Garwood @ the FAA informing the City and Steve Aldinger, of Interstate Engineering, that they cannot move forward with this closeout, which Council authorized the Mayor to sign last month, until they receive authorization to execute the amendment request (the financial transaction) due to the budget overrun in the amount of $468.00.  (Note letter dated November 21, 2016 to Jason Garwood, FAA)   It further stated that it is probably unlikely that the funding needed won’t be received until after the 1st of the year.  
CapeAir – Hangar/REILS
Lonni Fleck of Interstate Engineering informed the Council of a DBE meeting that was scheduled for Friday, December 2, 2016.  This is a requirement of the FAA and it was poorly attended.  Letters were sent out as well.
Power Problems/Sherman Park
This matter is on hold til spring. 

Picnic Tables/Triangle Park

This matter will be included in the discussion of the pan-handling in Wolf Point when the Committee meets after the first of the year.  
Farmers Union Lumber – Annexation

This issue is on hold until additional information is provided.  
Police/Animal Control
Chief Harada provided the Council with a copy of his monthly Activity Report.  He also reported that Officer Kahlil Wehbe would be attending the MT Law Enforcement Academy in Helena beginning January 8th for 12 weeks.

Old Landfill Alt. Final Cover Determination
City Clerk Mahlum had hoped to bring the Council news that this matter had been resolved, but unfortunately that’s not the case.  She had called Mike Roach, EPA/Region 8 in Denver and he informed her that the request has been submitted to a tribal consultation for their review.  He further added that if it is not completed prior to January 1st it might be delayed further due to the Presidential change and he wasn’t sure what affect that would have on the issue either.  This issue has been outstanding for approximately 2 years.  
DEQ Landfill Inspection – License #453
On September 15, 2016 the landfill was inspected by the MT Dept of Environmental Quality for compliance with State of Montana laws and rules for solid waste management.  According to the report, dated November 15, 2016, the landfill was in satisfactory compliance at the time of the inspection.  The letter also states that the Compliance Inspection training that Roberto Aguilar attended in March was very beneficial.  There were no issues noted with windblown litter during the inspection.
New Loader Repairs
City Clerk Mahlum reported that the city’s new loader, which was purchased in February, 2016 is not working.  Fortunately it is under warranty.  RDO in Williston has provided the city with a loaner at no cost while ours is being repaired, stated Mahlum. 
Abatements
No accounts were submitted to the Council for abatement.  

ASRWS
Jed Kirkland updated the Council on the construction of the vault for the water system.  City Attorney Sullivan noted that they had assured her it was going to be done this fall.  She questioned them as to how they were going to accomplish this because the ground was going to be frozen.  Jed noted that they have poured the vault walls but no water lines have been laid.   Unfortunately, they had difficulty finding a suitable location for the vault.  City Clerk Mahlum added that the site had been moved at least 2 times due to problems they encountered, i.e. one being an abandoned water line and another being a gas line.  Basically the project is on hold until spring. 
Storm Drain Outfall Repair
The city submitted an application for a Department of the Army Permit to make repairs on the city’s storm drain outfall at the Missouri River.  The requested authorization for the following work in water of the U.S. is as follows:

Addition and replacement of riprap to protect an existing 60” RCP storm drain outlet on the Missouri River.  Concrete from a recent demolition project that is free of reinforced steel rebar will be used to backfill and replace original riprap and bank material lost to erosion.  The material will also be used to extend the riverbank concrete erosion protection fifty feet upstream and downstream from the storm drain outlet.  The work will be done as described in the permit application dated August 26, 2016 and a supplemental email dated October 27th, 2016 provided by Mr. John Bach of Interstate Engineering
Storm Drain Outfall Repair – Continued….
In a letter, dated November 28, 2016 from the Dept. of the Army, Corps of Engineers, Omaha District, they have determined that the proposed work is authorized by Nationwide Permit No. 3 (NWP 3) for Maintenance, found in the February 21, 2012, Federal Register (76 FR 9174), Reissuance for Nationwide Permits.  As a part of the review, the Corps consulted with the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service (USFWS) Ecological Services Office in Helena, about potential impacts to Threatened and Endangered Species.  In a letter, dated December 1, 2016, the USFWS recommended several conditions (conservation measures) to protect federally listed species in the project area, which is being incorporated as Special Conditions, which are as follows:

	Description

	1.
	All work shall be completed above the high-water mark, and during fall or early winter 2016.

	2.
	The extent to which equipment is used on the stream bank shall be minimized to the greatest extent possible.

	3.
	If threatened or endangered species are sighted at or near the project site, particularly during construction, work must cease and the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service contacted immediately.


Aeration Blowers Research & Maintenance
In a memo, dated November 23, 2016, from Teaguean Knudsen and Lonni Fleck provided Public Works Director Isle and Water/Wastewater Supervisor Ward Smith with an update on the research they have completed to date with respect to the blowers used for aeration of the two wastewater treatment cells.   Lonni Fleck of Interstate Engineering noted that they are working with a third party APE (Advanced Pump & Equipment) who is putting together a service agreement to provide maintenance for the blowers and lift stations.  Stephen Dale (Dale Plumbing & Heating) will prepare an estimate for improving the building ventilation and a rough estimate from Prairie Engineering to design the upgrades of the ventilation system.  
Lift Station Grinders/Repairs
Mayor Dschaak reminded the Council that last month they were informed that the grinders at the lift station need to be replaced at an estimated cost of $10,000.  An updated price is in the range of $19,000-$20,000.  He stated in his opinion both grinders should be replaced at the same time.   In addition to the grinders, there are some valves that are leaking.  These were installed in 1983.  City Clerk Mahlum provided the Council with a picture of the valves, and noted that the environment is very corrosive.  Replacement parts are in the range of $20,000, with an estimated labor cost of $10,000.  Between the two projects, it will amount to approximately $70,000 for the repairs.  City Clerk Mahlum stated there are funds available as of 6/30/2016 in set aside accounts for the grinders in the amount of $77,000 and set aside funds for lift station improvements in the amount of $98,000.00.  
Motion by Councilwoman, seconded by Councilman Block authorizing the purchase of two (2) grinders for the lift station and the needed valve repairs at the lift station.  MOTION CARRIED. 


Personnel, Policy & Wage
The city continues to advertise the Maintenance Worker II position.  No qualified applicants have been received. 
Nielsen Bldg

City Mahlum provided an update on the Nielsen Bldg.  The electrician, Rick Harmon, has been dealing with some medical issues as well, and has assured her that he will be able to complete the project soon.  She will check with him after the 1st of the year.  There is heat in the building, stated City Clerk Mahlum, but the garage doors are being operated manually.  
ZIA Trust Reimbursement
An application for a ZIA (Zonolite Attic Insulation) Trust Reimbursement was completed and submitted for reimbursement.  The city was advised at the time of the application that the reimbursement amount would be up to $4,000.  City Clerk Mahlum stated she hadn’t heard whether the claim was approved or not and  made a phone call and found out the city’s ZIA claim had been approved and that we were eligible for 55% of the allowed value of our claim.  The maximum allowed value is $7,500, and the city was 
ZIA Trust Reimbursement

eligible for 55% of that amount.  Therefore, the city received a check in the amount of $4,125.00.  This will be used to help pay down the city’s loan from the Brownsfield program, which amounts to $13,407.50, leaving a balance of $9,282.50 to be paid by the city.  
Sand & Salt Spreader
Councilman Rodenberg advised the Council that the city’s salt & sand spreader is broken down and the city is looking to find a replacement.  Mayor Dschaak stated that he had talked with City Foreman Lucas Hall, and he informed him that it takes them more time to get it running than it actually works.    Lucas has located one, but it is in Canada.  It is a used 2014 FORD F450 extended cab flatbed truck with 4 wheel drive and a salt/sander attached to the flatbed and a plow on the front.  So it could be used for multiple purposes.  According to the Mayor, the City Clerk has found some funds that could be used to purchase a replacement, noting that this is not a budgeted item.  She also suggested using a portion of the funding from the Oil Severance account, with the General Fund repaying that portion back.  Discussion.   Due to a staffing issue, the city currently doesn’t have enough people and on top of it, the equipment doesn’t work.  
Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Rodenberg authorizing the purchase of a salt/sand spreader or a vehicle with a salt/sand spreader attached with funding to come from the General Fund, Oil Severance Fund (with payback from the General Fund), Gas Tax Fund, and the Street Maintenance District fund in an amount not to exceed $44,000.  MOTION CARRIED.  
Property Insurance Renewal
City Clerk Mahlum stated the renewal is due by the end of year.  City Clerk Mahlum stated property rates are pretty inexpensive, but as the Total Insurance Value (TIV) increases so does your premium.  
FY 15/16 Audit Report
City Clerk Mahlum updated the Council on the findings as a result of the audit of the FY 15/16 financial statements.  There were three (3) findings, two (2) of which due to the city’s size will always be there.  The third finding was a cash reconciliation issue.  She reported that she was able to find $15,316.27 of the $17,911difference.  This was an airport fuel charge that was deducted from the bank but not the city’s books.  Therefore, there still remains a $2,600 difference.  Clerk Mahlum noted that she will continue to pursue this, but feel some of the issue may be due to some NSF payments that were not recorded properly.  Some other changes are going to take place to help eliminate credits received by the bank and not in the city’s books until the following month.  This is due to the early cutoff date for the utility billing.  Even thought she was able to find the biggest portion, the auditors stated the comment would remain in their report.  City Clerk Mahlum apologized for the errors, but noted that it was a very difficult year due to the limited and inexperienced staff for part of the year.  
This was the last year for the audit contract with Olness, which was a three (3) year proposal.  She is very satisfied with them and would like to ask them to submit another proposal for the next three (3) years.  But she warned the Council their proposal is going to considerably higher due to GASB changes and the additional funding the city will be receiving during this fiscal year.  
Investment
A CD at the Investment Center matured today.  City Clerk Mahlum noted that she received several calls from Mike Hurst at the Investment Center as he was looking for certificates to invest for the city.  With the additional funds received from the county for the 1st half of the tax payment, she had him looking for two CDs.  He was able to find two (2) in the amount of $250,000, which will mature in three (3) years at a rate of 1.60%, noting that the issue that matured was only 1.00%.  The balance of the tax payment was placed in the Money Market account at 1st Community.  She noted that the 2nd quarter payment of the Entitlement money was also received in December.  
Clerk’s Activity Report

A Clerk’s Activity Report was provided to the Council for their review.  City Clerk Mahlum highlighted a few areas. 

Treasurer’s Cash Reports
City Clerk Mahlum stated that she doesn’t have the Cash Reports for the Council as she wants to update them with the corrections found.  She will present the reports to the Council in January, 2017.

Financial Reports

Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine approving of the Revenue & Expenditure Reports for the month of November, 2016.  MOTION CARRIED.
City Attorney
City Attorney Anna Rose Sullivan provided the Council with information regarding the change of the Council meeting dates in January & February.  Notice must be published twice with a 6-day separation giving the public notice of the change in Council meeting dates.  She also provided the Council with information regarding a supplemental notice by radio or television and the information that must be contained in the broadcast.  Discussion. 
Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Block approving the move of the Monday, January 16th, 2017 City Council meeting to Tuesday, January 17th, 2017 and the move of  the February 20th, 2017 City Council meeting to Tuesday, February 21, 2017 due to the holidays observed in both of those months, i.e. Martin Luther King’s Birthday (January) and All President’s Day (February).  MOTION CARRIED.  
Public Works Activity Report
Due to Public Works Director Isle’s extended absence, Mayor Dschaak asked City Foreman Lucas Hall to prepare a report of their activities during the month of November.  
Council Vacancy –Ward 2
No names have been submitted to fill the Council vacancy in Ward 2.  Mayor Dschaak solicited the Council’s assistance in filling this position.  
MT Infrastructure Coalition

Mayor Dschaak reported that he attended the meeting in Helena as the Council approved the city becoming a voting member of the Coalition.  He provided the Council with a copy of an e-mail he received from Daryl James, the Executive Director.  One of the possible solutions is to raise the state’s 27-cent-per-gallon tax on gasoline and diesel by 10 cents.  This tax provides the state funds for highways and partially funds the Montana Highway Patrol. This tax hasn’t been raised in many years and now falls short of maintaining the road and patrol services at levels budgeted in 2015.  The Montana Highway Patrol is in jeopardy of losing 27 positions if it’s not increased.  
Mayor Dschaak also added that for every dollar of state money spent on highway-related projects leverages several federal dollars.  Montana has been getting only 87 percent of its highway funding from the federal government.  But in order to get the federal money, there must be state money to partially match the U.S. grants.  

The increase in the fuel tax will generate about $80 million in additional revenue, according to Darryl James, Coalition Executive Direct in Helena.  The coalition is promoting a plan to split that new revenue with cities and counties whose share of the state fuel tax has been capped at about $16 million for decades.  According to present state law, which directs only $16.7 million annually to be divided among cities & counties all across of great, big state.  
A map of the state was also provided and shows the revenue allocation increases by county in percent.  The figures are based on tax increase plus change in county/city and new weighting factors.  Roosevelt Co. will see a 260.34% increase in fuel tax.  Mayor Dschaak while appreciative of the increase, is objecting to the amount, which he feels our area should be much bigger due to our economic struggles.  Although, he did note that it is a work in progress and it was also noted that the figures on the map hadn’t been updated with the lastest allocations, as per Darryl James e-mail.   In closing, Mr. James stated that they will not right the past 50 years of inequity in one or two bills, but we can make a significant progress in getting monies into rural Montana.  Discussion.   
Succession Planning

Several key employees are within the age of retirement, i.e. Public Works Director Isle, Asst. Airport Manager Tom Romo; and City Clerk/Treasurer Marlene Mahlum.  Therefore, Mayor Dschaak stated that he wants to be proactive and start the transition process for their replacements in the future.  He asked the Council members if there were any that were interested in serving on a committee to be involved in this process.  Councilwoman Page, Councilman Plestina and Councilwoman Evans volunteered to serve on this committee.  

Dates to Remember

Mayor Dschaak noted that the City Offices will be closed on Monday, December 26 in observance of Christmas, and will also be closed on Monday, January 2, 2017 in observance of New Year’s Day since both of these holidays are on Sunday this year.  The office will not be closing early on Friday, December 23, 2016.

Mayor Dschaak informed the Council that they will be handing out turkeys on Tuesday, December 20, 2016 and asked that they pick them up tomorrow.    
Requests for Absence
Motion by Councilwoman  Evans, seconded by Councilman Plestina approve the Request of Absence from Councilman Craig Rodenberg for his leave out of the state for more than 10 days.  MOTION CARRIED  Councilman Rodenberg was asked to give City Clerk the dates of his leave.
