REGULAR MEETING – August 15, 2016
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A Regular Meeting of the Wolf Point City Council was held Monday, August 15, 2016 beginning at 7:00 PM in the City Council Chambers with Mayor Chris M. Dschaak presiding.
COUNCIL PRESENT:  Craig Rodenberg, Judy Page, Laurie Evans, John Plestina, David Block, Tina Bets His Medicine (Called & will be arriving late), and Ashley Porras; One (1) Vacancy in Ward 2
OTHERS PRESENT:  Laura A. Wall, Asst. City Clerk/Treasurer; Richard L. Isle, Public Works Director; Jeff Harada, Police Chief;  Anna Rose Sullivan, City Attorney  ABSENT:  Marlene R. Mahlum, City Clerk/Treasurer
CITIZENS PRESENT:  Clayton Vine; Kendall Johnson; Jed Kirkland, Interstate Engineering, Lonni Fleck, Interstate Engineering; Darla Downs, Herald News

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Dschaak, followed by a moment of silent prayer and the reciting of the Pledge of Allegiance.  
PUBLIC COMMENT
Airport Issues
Kendall Johnson asked to speak before the Council regarding some airport issues.  He had called this morning to get on the agenda, but it may have been too late.  Mayor Dschaak asked him to address the Council at this time.  His individual issues are listed below:  

Item #1 – He was told that there couldn’t be any structures located south 
of the 
hangars at the airport because of FAA restrictions, i.e. big tanks, structures, 
etc.  He wasn’t aware that it had changed.  But it must have.  


Item #2 – Kendall stated he had always wanted to load fuel out of this been 
told for years that he couldn’t do that.  He also noted that it is also 
stated in his 
lease agreement.  But noted recently that Wilbur Ellis has been fueling out of a 
truck, and he thought that wasn’t allowed.  

Item #3 - Kendall questioned the reasoning behind why some people are 
allowed onto the airport property and some aren’t.  Clayton Vine, also a pilot 
has an airplane and his dad also has planes at the airport.  Clayton Vine also 
leases an airplane from Kendall Johnson, he can keep his certificate.  But he 
can’t get a number (code) to gain access onto the airport.  
He is licensed 
to train 
people to fly but yet can’t get access to the Wolf Point Airport.    

Mayor Dschaak responded that according to the FAA unless you operate a business (whether you are a pilot and licensed to teach) out of the airport, i.e. rent space, then technically you are not allowed to be on that airport.   Mayor Dschaak also stated that if he is leasing a spray plane and has reason to be out there, then he should be allowed access.  Also according to the FAA, if the operator can provide a chemical/fuel spill liability policy, then access should be allowed.    Discussion.   

Mayor Dschaak asked about the structures.  Kendall stated there is a 5,000 gallon water tank and a fueling system parked at the end of the taxiway.  Councilman Rodenberg stated that the whole setup for Wilbur Ellis’ is set up permanently at the end of the taxiway.   According to Public Works Director Isle, it is not considered a structure, but an apparatus.  Councilman Rodenberg also commented that he didn’t think it was allowed either.  Mayor Dschaak asked if that was allowed.  Public Works Director Isle stated that was what he understood, but Tom Romo, Asst. Airport Manager is checking into it.   
City Attorney Anna Sullivan asked for clarification and asked Clayton Vine if he has been denied access to the airport.  Clayton Vine responded saying that he has a letter, dated June 14, 2006 from Public Works Director Richard Isle, which states he has been denied access to the parking ramp at the LM Clayton Airport.  Mr. Vine further stated that he must receive prior authorization from the dogcatcher, Public Works Director Isle, Tom Romo, Fire Chief or the sheriff in order to access the airport and be accompanied by these individuals at all times.   Public Works Director Isle stated that they weren’t aware of any agreement he had with Kendall Johnson.  
Airport Issues – Continued…….

Clayton Vine then asked to address the Council providing them with his background and a brief history of what activities he is licensed for and what activities he has been involved with.  He named several individuals he has instructed over the years, noting he has more licenses than anyone in Roosevelt Co. that is still current and keeps them up.  He has a letter in his possession that he can’t come on the Wolf Point Airport without prior authorization.  He noted that his 84 year old father currently leases space for two (2) airplanes, and Clayton stated he cannot go onto the airport property to access those planes without prior authorization or having his father with him.  Discussion.  
Mayor Dschaak stated that these are not the rules of Roosevelt County or the City of Wolf Point, but the airport is governed by the FAA and their rules.  Clayton stated that the city had Interstate Engineering prepare the “Security Policy” for the airport.  He also noted that the city is being procedurally correct in doing what they are doing.  But some of these policies are so strict, that there is no common sense for Wolf Point, Montana.   Mr. Vine continued to provide the Council with his history and generational background.
Mayor Dschaak stated he wasn’t going to disagree with Clayton’s ability or credentials.  But noted this information is being passed onto the City by the FAA to follow the policy.  It is unfortunate but that is the way it is now, stated Mayor Dschaak.  Mayor Dschaak stated that he is willing to write a letter to the FAA explaining this situation, but stated his hands might be tied.  Clayton stated he is considered a “freelance flight instructor”, because he’s not tied to any one airport.  According to him, those days are gone due to the current events of the last 15 plus years, which doesn’t allow him to make a secondary income doing this.  Therefore, this is the reason for his request and to assist his father as well.  Lease frontage and other taxi-way matters were discussed briefly. 
City Attorney Anna Sullivan stated that if it is a matter of liability, then she would like to discuss the matter further with the FAA.   Kendall also asked what Wilbur Ellis pays for renting space at the airport.   Asst. City Clerk Laura stated she didn’t know if Wilbur Ellis pays rent but would look it up.  He asked for a current copy of his Lease Agreement.       
Councilwoman Bets His Medicine arrived at this time.  
Other Issues
Kendall also asked about the status of the sidewalks on Main Street, specifically in front of the Elks and when they would be finished.  Mayor Dschaak stated they would be finished this fall.  Public Works Director Isle also commented that the cement people would be back around the 28th of August.  
Since he (Kendall Johnson) doesn’t live in the city, he asked how he could get on the Airport Board so he can have a say on the airport matters.  He was told to contact the Roosevelt Co. Commissioners.   Public Works Director Isle didn’t know if there was a position available or not.  
Amendments to the Agenda

There were no amendments to the agenda.  

Minutes

The Mayor stated that it was a very good bid, approximately $2 million dollars less than the previous bids received.   The apparent low bidder was Fisher Construction, Inc. from Billings Montana, and they were awarded the bid.  

Northstar Apartments
Mayor Dschaak reported that the investors for this project are asking for some assurance that city services will be available for this project.  He noted that we are still in the process of preparing the Annexation Policy & Extension of Services Plan, but in the meantime, a letter from the city guaranteeing city services would be provided, would suffice. A letter was presented for Council approval.  Discussion.   Clayton Vine asked what subdivision this was.  This is the property north of the hospital for the new apartment complex.  
Motion by Councilman Plestina, seconded by Councilwoman Page authorizing the Mayor to send a letter to Gene Leuwer of GL Development assuring him of the  availability of city services (water/sewer & fire protection) for the Northstar Apartment project.  MOTION CARRIED.

Nielsen Bldg
Mayor Dschaak reported that the asbestos has been removed from the building at a cost of $13,407.50.  The old Nielsen building has been demolished and the concrete removed.   The ground is being leveled in anticipation of the new structure, which will begin construction around the 22nd of the month.  Les Scanlan will be doing the water & sewer line and will work on it after the building is up.  The project is on schedule.
Former Gysler Property
Mayor Dschaak stated it will be put up for sale soon.  

Capital Improvement Project (CIP)

Jed Kirkland of Interstate Engineering left four (4) “DRAFT” copies of the CIP with Public Works Director Isle and noted that they are on schedule as per the TSEP & CDBG grant.    A public hearing will be held next month to allow the public to comment on the CIP.  It will then be submitted to the Council for adoption at the October meeting.  
Regional Training
The MMIA/MLCT & the MSU Local Government Center will be hosting a  free Regional Training & District meetings in Glasgow, Tuesday, August 23 from 9:00 am – 4pm at the VFW Hall. CapeAir Hangar
Project is still in the works.  

Transfer of Entitlements
A request for FAA approval of Agreement for Transfer of Entitlements was presented to the Council for approval.  According to Public Works Director Isle, if these entitlements aren’t transferred, the City of Wolf Point will lose them.  The request is to transfer Non-primary funds in the amount of $74,184 to Rosebud County, Montana, specifically Tillitt Field.
Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilwoman Evans approving of the request for FAA approval of Agreement for Transfer of Entitlements in the amount of $74,184 to Tillitt Field, Rosebud County, Montana.  MOTION CARRIED.

Power @ Sherman Park

Public Works Director Isle stated he hasn’t heard anything.  Asst. City Clerk Wall indicated that Jeff Presser is waiting to hear from Rick Harmon. 
Soccer Program

Mayor Dschaak stated the city will be taking over the soccer program from James Johnson, who ran the program as a volunteer.  He asked if anyone would like to volunteer to help with the program to let him know.  Discussion.  
Board of Adjustment

Councilman Plestina stated that the Council had authorized a letter to be sent to the State Board of Architects requesting an investigation into the failure of the architecture firm to notify the City of Wolf Point in a timely manner of their intention to encroach upon the city’s right-of-way due to the construction of the Roosevelt Co. Detention Center.  Within a day or so of preparing the letter, City Clerk Mahlum received a response from Stevenson Design, Inc., dated July 28, 2016 with regards to this issue.  Councilman Plestina stated that the content of the letter explains everything that the architecture firm was suppose to do.  City Clerk Mahlum presented the letter Mayor Dschaak, who felt their response was sufficient and that a letter to the Board was not necessary.  

Waterline Replacement @ Fire hall
Mayor Dschaak reported that a bid was received from Bill Braaten Plumbing to replace & repair the waterline in the fire hall.  The cost amounted to $9,665.00 will be shared between the fire department, parks and water department.  
Northside Siren

Nothing to report.  Mayor Dschaak stated the he spoke with Lindsay McNabb, the DES Director at the County to see where we are at.  
Police/Animal Control
Police Chief Harada provided the Council with a copy of his monthly report for Council to review.   He provided the Council with information regarding the additional time (overtime) for the officers to cover the Wolf Point Stampede event, which amounted to $2,940. Old Landfill Alt. Final Cover
According to Public Works Director Isle, Barry Damschen received a phone call that the EPA has approved our request.  A letter will be sent to the Fort Peck Tribes informing them of their approval.  Then the city will receive a letter as well.  
Public Works Director Isle informed the Council that the regular garbage truck driver was out on vacation and his replacement was missing a lot of cans on the route.  He asked the Council to let him know if there were any problem areas that needed to be addressed.  
Street Improvements – Bond Resolution
A Bond Resolution will be prepared for Council by Bob Murdo, the bond counsel for approval at the September 19th meeting.  This will be for the $1.3 million dollar loan from the Board of Investment.  Jed Kirkland provided the Council with an update on the street project.  The pay estimate #1 for Century Companies, Inc. was submitted to the Council for approval.  
Motion by Councilwoman Page, seconded by Councilman Rodenberg authorizing the Mayor to sign the Pay Est. #1 for Century Companies, Inc. in the amount of $123,201.70, less the 1% due to the MT Dept. of Revenue in the amount of $1,232.02.    MOTION CARRIED. 
Abatements
There were no accounts submitted to the Council for abatement.  
ASRWS – Update

No information has been received to-date regarding this water project.  City Attorney Sullivan stated she saw that the bid was out.  Jed Kirkland, Interstate Engineering stated if the bids were out; then the city should be able to review the plans.  

Storm Water Discharge @ Lagoon 
Public Works Director Isle updated the Council on the status of the storm water discharge at the lagoon.  He noted that another 8 feet of pipe was lost this week.  Les Scanlan has been down there putting concrete in the huge hole.  Discussion.  
Garfield Street

Repairs have been completed on Garfield Street to the sewer main that had collapsed.  Approximately 210 feet were replaced on the 100 Block of Garfield.  
Police Officer – Enrique Morales
A letter was submitted by Police Chief Harada to the Personnel, Policy & Wage Committee with a recommendation to hire Enrique Morales.  He previously worked for the Fort Peck Tribal Police for the past 3.5 years and has successfully completed the basic law enforcement course at MLEA in Helena on March, 2013.  Motion by Councilman Block, seconded by Councilman Plestina approving the hiring of Enrique Morales, at a Grade 7, with a starting salary range of $14.65 to $22.65, with a specific percentage as per personnel directives.  MOTION CARRIED.  
Maintenance Worker III – Chris Noser
A letter was submitted to the Personnel, Policy & Wage Committee from City Foreman Lucas Hall recommending the promotion of Chris Noser to the Maintenance Worker III position.  The position was posted in house and he was the only one who responded. 

Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Block approving the promotion of Chris Noser to a Maintenance Worker III position, effective 8/1/2016, a Grade 6 (salary range of $13.55 to $21.55) to receive $16.00 per hour until he successfully completes a 6-month trial period at this position, at which time he will receive an additional .50 per hour.  MOTION CARRIED.  
Maintenance Worker II -  Resignation Brett Damon & Wade Bowman
Council was advised that Brett Damon & Wade Bowman, both in Maintenance Worker II positions have resigned their positions due to the withdrawal of the Bakken Relief pay.  Mayor Dschaak stated he was afraid of this, but there was nothing they could do.  He encouraged the employees to voice their opinions during the budgetary process regarding salaries.  Discussion.   
Authorization to Advertise – Maintenance Worker II positions (2)
Motion by Councilman Plestina, seconded by Councilwoman Evans authorizing the advertising of two (2) Maintenance Worker II positions.  MOTION CARRIED. 

Personnel, Policy & Wage Meeting
Mayor Dschaak asked when the next PP & W meeting will be held.  Chairman Laurie Evans stated she didn’t know, but also informed the Council that an employee did attend their last meeting and did offer some suggestions.  Mayor Dschaak stated that City Clerk Mahlum is working on some numbers and will probably want another meeting prior to the budget adoption on the Monday, August 29th.    
Equipment Replacement
See earlier comments regarding the Nielsen Building.  

Insurance Committee

Due to some computer programming changes at MMIA, the June reports which are reviewed by the Council in July had not been received by the July meeting.  City Clerk Mahlum will review the quarterly reports with the Committee at the next City Council meeting.  
Budget Meetings
Mayor Dschaak reviewed the budget meeting dates with the Council, noting that a Public Hearing will be held on Wednesday, August 24th at 7:00 PM and the budget adoption is scheduled for Monday, August 29th, 2016 at 7:00 PM.  A quorum is necessary for the August 29th meeting date.  
Investment
Mayor Dschaak informed the Council that a CD matured on July 23, 2016 at Western Bank.  It was going to be re-invested, but the money was going to be needed for the street improvement projects, the Nielsen Bldg and other projects.  The money was then invested in STIP ($700,000) and ($110,000) in the money market account at 1st Community Bank for easy access.  

Clerk’s Monthly Activity Report
Asst. City Clerk/Treasurer provided the Council with a copy of City Clerk/Treasurer Mahlum’s activity report.  

Treasurer’s Cash Report

Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilman Block approving of the Treasurer’s Cash Report for the month of July, 2016.  MOTION CARRIED.

Budget Transfers – FY 15/16

City Attorney
City Attorney Anna Rose stated she had nothing to report.  She did ask if everyone had been contacted by their appointed legal counsel regarding the pending case.  Limited discussion occurred.  A firm out of Missoula will be contacting you, stated Mayor Dschaak, and he encouraged them to speak with them.
