Regular Meeting – July 18, 2016
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A Regular Meeting of the Wolf Point City Council was held on Monday, July 18, 2016 beginning at 7:00 PM in the City Council Chambers with Mayor Chris M. Dschaak presiding.

OTHERS PRESENT:  Marlene R. Mahlum, City Clerk/Treasurer; Richard L. Isle, Public Works Director; Brian Erwin, Police Lt.  EXCUSED ABSENCE:  Anna Rose Sullivan, City Attorney; Laura Wall, Asst. City Clerk/Treasurer
CITIZENS PRESENT:  Darla Downs, Herald News; Jed Kirkland, Interstate Engineering

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Dschaak, followed by a moment of silent prayer and the reciting of the Pledge of Allegiance.  Mayor Dschaak asked the Council to keep Police Chief Jeff Harada’s family in their prayers.  His father, Ben Harada passed away on Monday, July 11th.  Ben served as a City Councilman as well as the city’s Mayor from August, 1981 thru December 1981, due to the resignation of Mayor Riley Ostby.  Mayor Dschaak noted that he authorized the closure of the office for employees to attend the funeral at the Stevenson Chapel with a reception following at the First Presbyterian Church.  
PUBLIC COMMENT
City Clerk Mahlum advised that Jeffrey Eggamo had requested to be on the Council’s agenda to discuss with the Council the city’s sidewalk ordinance and other water matters.  Mr. Eggamo was not present.  Mayor Dschaak stated the Council would hear his concerns if he showed up. (Note:  Mr. Eggamo did not appear before the City Council.)

AMENDMENTS TO THE AGENDA

There were no amendments.  City Clerk Mahlum did note that a revised agenda was placed before the Council, dated 7/18/2016, replacing the one that was mailed to them earlier.  

Minutes

Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilwoman Evans approving of the minutes of the Regular Meeting held Monday, May 16th, 2016, the minutes of the Regular Meeting held Monday, June 20, 2016, and the minutes of the Special Meeting held on Thursday, June 30, 2016.  MOTION CARRIED.

HOME

Mayor Dschaak informed the Council that the bid opening for the Northstar Apartments will be held Tuesday, July 19th, 2016 3:00 PM at the Great Northern Development Center office.

Budget  Authority Resolution No. 895-2016

City Clerk Mahlum presented for the Council’s approval Resolution No. 895-2016, which is approving the Budgetary Authority for the HOME project, due to the additional funds in the amount of $330,000 that were granted to the project.  It was noted there was an error in the sample Resolution provided to the Council.  The amount was missing a zero (0).  City Clerk Mahlum stated she would correct it.  
Motion by Councilman Block, seconded by Councilman Plestina approving  Resolution No. 895-2016, which reads as follows and authorizing Mayor Dschaak to sign.

MOTION CARRIED.

Designation of Depository/Signature Designation Form

City Clerk Mahlum requested the Council to authorize Mayor Dschaak to sign the Designation of Depository for the HOME Contract No. [2] – M13-SG3001-11 for deposit of the funds to a non-interest bearing account.  She also requested the Council to further authorize Mayor Dschaak, City Clerk/Treasurer Mahlum, and the Council President as the authorized officials to sign requests for payment of the HOME funds.  
Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Block authorizing Mayor Dschaak to sign the Designation of Depository for Direct Deposit of the HOME Funds to a non-interest bearing account and authorize Mayor Dschaak, City Clerk Mahlum and the Council President to sign requests for payment of the HOME funds on behalf of the City of Wolf Point for the HOME grant awarded on January 4, 2014 and the supplemental funds awarded on June 3, 2016.  MOTION CARRIED.  
Brownfields – Nielsen Bldg
City Clerk Mahlum advised the Council that Safetech started the asbestos remediation at the Nielsen Building today.  They should be done by Wednesday, and an air sample will be taken on Thursday.  Once that is complete, the crew and begin to demolish the building by the end of the week.   
Former Gysler Property

Mayor Dschaak noted the property would be available for sale soon.  City Clerk Mahlum noted that she received an inquiry regarding the property and when it will be put up for sale.  
TSEP – Contract Amendment
City Clerk Mahlum presented to the Council a contract amendment to the Treasure State Endowment Program Grant in the amount of $15,000, originally awarded to the City of Wolf Point on October 29, 2015 for the Capital Improvement Program was to be completed by June, 2016. The amendment extends the project completion date to October 2016.  Discussion.  Jed Kirkland, Interstate Engineering noted that a draft of the CIP has been submitted to TSEP for their review.  
Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilwoman Evans authorizing the Mayor to sign the TSEP Contract Amendment #MT-TSEP-PL-17-894A, extending the completion date to October, 2016.  MOTION CARRIED.  
MT League of Cities & Towns Conference
A tentative agenda was received today for the 85th annual MT League of Cities & Towns Conference which will be held in Missoula, October 5-7th, 2016.  City Clerk Mahlum reported that she has reserved rooms in Missoula, although noting that they were not at the conference site, but were close by.  The Hilton Garden Inn was all booked up.  Mayor Dschaak asked if any Councilman were interested in attending to let the City Clerk know.  If you register prior to September 16th, attendees will receive the early bird pricing.  

CapeAir Hangar
Public Works Director Isle reported that they are still working on it.  
Airport Fueling Station

It was noted that the computer was lost at the city’s airport fueling station due to an electrical storm.  Public Works Director Isle stated they are working on the repairs.  

Sherman Park – Electrical Problems
Councilwoman Evans reported that the committee has met.  Public Works Director Isle reported that he is waiting to hear from Rick Harmon as to what type of power supply would work in the Sherman Park..
Board of Adjustment

Councilman Plestina reported that the Board of Adjustment held a Public Hearing on June 23, 2016 to allow a public forum for comments from the public regarding the county’s intent to develop on the city’s right-of-way utilizing this land to construct a correctional facility.  He noted that there was a lot of discussion regarding the architect (Stevenson Design) and the fact that this should have been brought to the attention of the City as far back as March or April.  Councilman Plestina reported that he made a motion to recommend to the City Council to send a letter to the State Board of Architects (a regulatory agency) regarding Stevenson’s Design and their failure to note the encroachment in a more timely manner and request an investigation into the matter.   His motion was approved by the members of the Board of Adjustment that were present at that meeting.  Mayor Dschaak also noted that this matter could have been handled in a much more timely manner.  He noted that the outcome will not change.  
Motion by Councilman Plestina, seconded by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine accepting the recommendation from the Board of Adjustment and send a letter to the State Board of Architects requesting an investigation into the failure of the architecture firm -  Stevenson Design to notify the City of Wolf Point in a timely manner of their intention to encroach upon the city’s right-of-way due to the construction of the Roosevelt Co. Detention Center in Wolf Point, MT.  MOTION CARRIED. 
Fire Hall - Waterline Replacement 
Mayor Dschaak noted that a pipe burst at the fire hall sometime ago and needs to be replaced.  The line also provides water to the sprinkling system in Fire Hall Park.  An estimate just under $10,000 was obtained from Bill Braaten.  Discussion.  Now, stated Mayor Dschaak, we just need to figure out where the funding will come to pay for it.  
Also discussed was the siren on the northside.  Mayor Dschaak stated he has been talking with DES Lindsay McNabb and she is trying to get it so that it is radio controlled. 
Police – Activity Report

Councilwoman Bets His Medicine reported on the Police Activity Report.   According to Lt. Erwin Stampede was fairly uneventful.  She also reported on the efforts of the Multidisciplinary Team and their efforts to get a Child Advocacy Center here.  She noted it a great undertaking that would be very beneficial.

Sanitation  - Alt. Landfill Cover
Nothing has been received to-date from the EPA.

Intercapp Loan – Street Improvements
Councilman Rodenberg reported on the terms of the funding being provided by the Board of Investments thru the Intercapp Loan program. It was noted that the interest rate may be figured at 2.60 percent, as the rate is re-evaluated every February, and this would be an average.  An application was also submitted to Rural Development for funding, but the city hasn’t received anything definite from them.  City Clerk Mahlum noted that Bob Murdo, Bond Counsel will be putting together the bond documents for the city for the $1.3 million dollars.  

Notice of Award/Notice to Proceed – Century Contract
A Pre-Construction meeting was held on Thursday, July 14th with Century Construction.  At that time, they provided the city with their contract documents.  These have been reviewed by the city’s attorney and have approved them for the city’s signature.  The contract amount will be $1,774,792.50.  Councilwoman Evans asked in what order the work will be done. Jed Kirkland, Interstate Engineering provided the Council with this information.  
Motion by Rodenberg, seconded by Councilman Block authorizing Mayor Dschaak to sign the contract between the City of Wolf Point and Century Construction for the 2016 Wolf Point Street Improvements in the amount of $1,774,792.50 and also issuing the Notice to Proceed as of July 18, 2016.  MOTION CARRIED. 
Amendment #1 to Task Order #3

Presented for Council approval, is the Amendment #1 to Task Order #3 for the 2016 Street Improvements.  The Scope of Work is the Construction Administration and Observation of the 2016 Street Improvements. 
Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilwoman Evans approving Amendment #1 to Task Order #3 between the City of Wolf Point and Interstate Engineering to provide engineering services, i.e.  construction administration and observation during the 2016 Street Improvements, for an amount not to exceed $125,000.  MOTION CARRIED. 

Streets & Alleys
Mayor Dschaak reported that Steve Lilley is unhappy regarding the condition of his street.  According to Public Works Director Isle, his sewer was dug up and it is the Tribes responsibility to fix the street, not the city.  
Abatements

There were no accounts submitted for abatement. 

Watermain Replacement (Underpass)
Public Works Director Isle reported that it has been completed.  He has contacted Jory Erickson and he will see what needs to be done to fix the sprinkling system for the grass in this area.  Jed Kirkland, Interstate Engineering stated that the plans and specs will be submitted to the DEQ for their review due to the length of pipe that was replaced in this area.  
ASRWS – Update
Mayor Dschaak reported that he hasn’t received an update on this project.  City Clerk Mahlum added neither has City Attorney Anna Rose Sullivan.

Sewer Lagoon
Public Works Director Isle reported that the storm water discharge at the lagoon has washed out approximately another 40’-50’ of the river bank.  The pipes fell into the river but they were able to retrieve them.  He noted that this needs to be fixed or it may endanger the lagoon again.  DNRC fixed it the last time.  Public Works Director Isle stated he notified the Corp of Engineers and they aren’t willing to help. He estimated the repairs to be at least $50,000, which he has put into the budget. In the meantime, they are placing the concrete from the sidewalks there to prevent further erosion.  Mayor Dschaak stated he would write a letter to the Corp asking for their assistance.  Discussion.  
Police Officer Vacancy
The police officer position is still vacant.  Lt. Erwin noted that the Chief has accepted a few more applications.  

Nielsen Bldg Replacement – Change Order #1
City Clerk Mahlum reported that the plans for the new building were received and it was noted that the door height was only 13’.  They plan on storing the garbage truck in this building and it measures 12’6”, leaving a clearance of only 6”.  Change order #1 is raising the door height to 14’, which results in an increase building cost of $5,235.00.  Discussion.  Better to do it now, than regret it later.  
Motion by Councilwoman Page, seconded by Councilman Block accepting Contract Change Order #1 to the Cleary Building Corporation Contract for a total project amount of $79,978.00.  MOTION CARRIED.  
Quarterly Ins. Reports

City Clerk Mahlum noted that she hasn’t received these reports from MMIA yet.  As soon as she gets them, she will share this information with the Committee.  
FY 16/17 Preliminary Budget
Mayor Dschaak informed the Council that the preliminary budgets were due to be provided to the Council at this meeting.  He noted that they would be presented at a later date.  City Clerk Mahlum stated she has been working on them but it has been crazy lately.  A lot of her time has been spent working on the Intercapp loan application, talking with the bond counsel for the street improvement project.  She basically stated that she’s only one person, and can do only so much in so many hours of the day.  
Investment

It was noted that a CD at Western Bank will mature on Saturday, July 23, 2016.  City Clerk will get in touch with the Mayor to see what the interest rate will be for renewal.  She also pointed out that a CD has been set aside for the Brownfields loan for the asbestos removal in the amount of $13,500.00.  
Regional Training/District Meetings
The MMIA, MT League of Cities & Towns (MLCT) and the Local Government Center (LCG) are partnering to bring FREE municipal training to our region, which will provide a greater insight in to municipal management and governance.  The meeting will be held in Glasgow on August 23rd at the VFW Hall or in Glendive on August 24th at the City Hall Training Room.  Hours of training are 9:00 AM-4:00 PM and lunch will be provided.  Please let City Clerk Mahlum know if you are interested in attending.  
City Clerk’s Activity Report

City Clerk Mahlum reviewed her monthly Activity Report with the Council, noting that the minutes are up-to-date and the new policy books have been distributed.   She noted that in addition to the year-end items, there were two (2) workers’ compensation claims, five (5) liability claims, and one (1) property claim filed this past month.

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Wolf Point has adopted Ordinance No. 3.08 for the maintenance of streets, avenues and alleys within the City of Wolf Point; and


WHEREAS, the City Council has estimated as near or as practical the maintenance cost within the district for the 2016-17 year.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Wolf Point, Montana that the City Council intends to levy and assess property within the Street Maintenance District for the 2016-17 fiscal year as follows:


Each 140’ x 50’ paved frontage lots to be assessed an additional $79.20 over the usual “sprinkling” or maintenance assessment previously established.  Gravel frontage lots of same dimension to be assessed an additional $39.60.

City Clerk Mahlum informed the Council that the City of Wolf Point has been served some papers regarding a legal matter and it has been turned over to City Attorney Sullivan and the MT Municipal Interlocal Authority (MMIA) for review and investigation.  Lt. Erwin requested some type of statement be provided to the city when questioned about the matter.  Mayor Dschaak stated he would be contacting MMIA.
Public Works Activity Report

Public Works Director Isle provided the Council with his monthly Activity Report.  

Mayor’s Miscellaneous
Mayor Dschaak expressed his dissatisfaction over the clean-up after the street dance during Stampede.  This was discussed at length and basically something will have to change next year.
