The apparent low bidder appears to be Safetech.  Ed Hennessey asked to speak and noted that his bid also includes a ZIA Trust reimbursement in the amount of $4,125.00, which he felt should be applied to his bid, making his bid the lower bid.  City Clerk Mahlum acknowledged that this credit appeared on his bid and that information would be reviewed by Newfields.  Reuben Vincent, previously an employee with the Brownfields program, noted that the amounts in the specifications were not necessarily correct and that there were no attempts to correct the amounts.   Mayor Dschaak thanked them for their comments and assured them this information will be passed along to Newfields.   Newfields will be reviewing the bids on the city’s behalf for accuracy and will also be providing a recommendation to the Equipment Replacement Committee.
Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilman Plestina referring the bids to Newfields for review and recommendation of award to the Equipment Replacement Committee, which will have the authorization to award the bid.  MOTION CARRIED. 
PUBLIC COMMENT
There was no public comment at this time.

Minutes

City Clerk Mahlum advised the Council that the minutes for the May 16, 2016 meeting were not yet completed.  
HOME Grant - Update
Bid opening for the Northstar Apartments is scheduled for Tuesday, July 12th at Great No. Development Corporation.  (NOTE:  Date was changed to Tuesday, July 19th at 3:00 PM at GNDC)
HOME Grant – Additional Funding/Contract Amendment
A letter, dated June 3, 2016 from the MT Dept. of Commerce has granted the city’s request for additional funding in the amount of $330,000 from the HOME Investment Partnerships Program for the Northstar Apartment project increasing the total grant amount to $1,080,000.  A contract amendment has been provided and requires the Mayor’s signature.  The contract has been reviewed by the City Attorney Sullivan.  
Motion by Councilwoman Page, seconded by Councilman Paulson authorizing Mayor Dschaak to sign the Contract Amendment #M13-SGC3001-11-A amending the total amount of funding to $1,080,000 from the HOME Investment Partnership Program for the proposed Northstar Apartment project.  MOTION CARRIED.
Gysler Property Sale

The property can be sold at anytime.  
Capital Improvement Plan

Jed Kirkland of Interstate Engineering reported that a “draft” of the CIP should be ready within the next week or so.  He still needs the information from the Fire Department.  Mayor Dschaak stated he would get that information to him this week.  To-date he hasn’t received any input from the City Council regarding the priority listing.   He will provide the Council with a draft and see what comments are received.  

CapeAir Hangar

According to Public Works Director Isle the project is on-going.  They are looking at some soil alternatives.  The geotechnical was completed but they ended up going deeper due to the poor soil conditions; therefore, a change order is needed in the amount of $520.00.

Motion by Councilman Paulson, seconded by Councilwoman Evans approving of Change Order #1 in the amount of $520 for the additional boring footage completed by Braun Intertec for a total project cost of $5,345.00.  MOTION CARRIED.


FAA Reimbursement

City Clerk Mahlum reported that she has requested reimbursement from the FAA for approximately $34,159.50 (90%) for costs incurred this fiscal year.  Interstate Engineering submitted the reimbursement request and the reimbursement has already been received prior to the end of the fiscal year.  She also noted that she has billed Roosevelt Co. for their share (5%) of these expenses.
Sherman Park – Power Issues

Councilwoman Evans reported that the Park & Recreation Committee met with Jeff Presser (Chamber of Commerce) and he was going to put together a proposal showing where he wants the additional power.  Then it will be provided to Rick Harmon to see what it will cost.  To-date, nothing has been received.  Public Works Director Isle did ask Harmon to get the existing power working for Stampede.  
Gazebo – Additional Landscaping

Mayor Dschaak stated that he spoke with Chuck Worley and Jeff Neubauer and authorized some additional landscaping around the Gazebo ramp.   A new flag pole will be installed by the city crew behind the monument in front of the Gazebo.  The light will be moved to highlight the flag.  

Shakespeare in the Park

 A request has been received to use Faith Home Park for Shakespeare in the Park on Saturday, July 2nd.  

Motion by Councilman Block, seconded by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine allowing the use of Faith Home Park on Friday, July 1st for Shakespeare in the Park, provided the $500 bond and proof of insurance are provided.  MOTION CARRIED.  
Board of Adjustment
Roosevelt Co. has submitted a variance request regarding the Detention Center requesting a variance to allow them to build on city right-of-way.  A meeting has been scheduled for Thursday, June 23, 2016 to begin at 6:00 PM.  Mayor Dschaak requested to meet with the Committee members after the City Council meeting tonight to visit with them regarding the meeting on Wednesday morning, June 22 with the Roosevelt Co. Commissioners.  
Water Line @ Firehall
Repairs are need to the waterline at the firehall.  Mayor Dschaak stated they are having problems finding a plumber.  Public Works Director Isle stated Bill Braaten will be here tomorrow to work on the boiler at the swimming pool and he will ask him about making the repairs.  

Police/Animal Control
Police Chief Harada provided the Council with a copy of his monthly report.   His report contained new reports that can be generated from the Zuercher system.  The Animal Control statistics for the month of May are as follows:

Sanitation  - Alt. Landfill Cover
Still no word from the DEQ.  

Street Improvements
City Clerk Mahlum reported that she has been working with both the Board of Investments/Intercapp and Rural Development.  Both agencies want to provide the city with the additional funding for the street improvement project.  Century Construction who was the low bidder on the project has allowed an extension of the Notice of Award for the project until July 1st.  It looks like a Special Meeting will be needed next week once more information is known regarding the potential funding, in order to award the bid to Century.  Discussion.  She noted that alot of her time lately has been spent along with Jed from Interstate Engineering providing them with the necessary information to figure it all out.  We’re still hoping to do all of the projects, stated Mayor Dschaak.  
Mayor Dschaak called for a Special Meeting to be held Thursday, June 30th at 6:00 PM.   
Off-Street Parking

The Street & Alley Committee met and their recommendation was 10’ and the State  decided they weren’t going to do anything about it.  
Abatements

There were no delinquent accounts presented for abatement.  Mayor Dschaak reported that he has a call into the Fort Peck Housing Authority regarding the number of shut off & delinquent accounts amounting to approximately $30,000.  Discussion.
Watermain Replacement – Top of Underpass
Public Works Director Isle reported that LSC should start the repairs beginning June 15, 2016.  
Sewer Cleaning Contract

The 3-year sewer cleaning contract bid was awarded to NASH Enterprises, for a total 3-year contract in the amount of $62,668.70.  
Disaster Emergency Services
Due to the recent severe storms, the emergency siren testing will be done every Monday at noon.  Lindsay McNabb, DES Coordinator wants to address the lack of a siren on the northside of town.  Perhaps they can find some funding to help the city replace it.   It was noted that the siren on the water towers requires manual activation.  Discussion. 

EPLI Endorsement

City Clerk Mahlum reported that MMIA has approved the revised Employee Policy Manual and the Drug & Alcohol Policy Manual, which the city was also required to have.  These manuals were worked on extensively by the City Clerk Mahlum, City Attorney Sullivan with assistance from Angela Simonson, MMIA.  City Clerk Mahlum requested Council approval of the manuals.  City Clerk Mahlum thanked Anna for her assistance in the revision/development of the manuals.  It was truly a team effort.  
Motion by Councilwoman Page, seconded by Councilwoman Evans authorizing Mayor Dschaak to submit a 2016 Renewal Application for the Endorsement for Employment Practices Coverages under the Memorandum of Liability Coverage for the City of Wolf Point and approve of the revised Employee Policy Manual and the new Drug & Alcohol Policy Manual.  MOTION CARRIED.   
Police Officer Vacancy
This position still remains vacant.  Police Chief Harada stated that he has received a few applications.  

Salaries & Benefits – FY 16/17
City Clerk Mahlum requested a meeting with the Personnel, Policy & Wage Committee to discuss salaries & benefits for the upcoming fiscal year.  Committee Chairman Paulson indicated that this would be his last City Council meeting as he will be moving out of town.  A tentative meeting date is Tuesday, June 21st at 5:00 PM in the City Council Chambers.  
Equipment Replacement

Councilman Rodenberg presented the committee’s choice to award the construction contract for the Nielsen Building to Cleary Construction.  Projected start will be sometime in September.  
City Clerk Mahlum noted that the Nielsen Building was purchased from Lars Nielson in 1971 and the Taylor Building was purchased from Mirian Taylor in 1972, hence the names of the buildings.  

Insurance

City Clerk Mahlum reported that a sewer backup occurred on the south side over the weekend resulting in several claims.  Reports have been submitted to MMIA for liability determination. 
Budget/Audit

City Clerk Mahlum received budgets from all Dept Heads with the exception of the Fire Department.  The preliminary budget is due to the City Council at the July City Council meeting.  
City Clerk’s Activity Report

City Clerk Mahlum provided the Council with her monthly Activity Report.  As she noted earlier, she had been working extensively with Intercapp and Rural Development to determine funding for the street improvement project.  She also did a lot of work on the policy manuals and their revision and development, work on the budgets, the asbestos removal at the Nielsen building, and several other matters.  
Financial Reports

Motion by Councilman Paulson, seconded by Councilwoman Evans approving the Treasurer’s Cash Report for the month of May, 2016 and the Revenue & Expenditure Reports for the month of May, 2016.  MOTION CARRIED.  
City Attorney
City Attorney Sullivan stated that she is looking forward to the meeting with CTA, which  has been scheduled for Tuesday, June 21st at 10:00 AM to begin developing a scope of work and timeline for the completion of the annexation policy and extension of services plan.  
She was also very busy working on the city’s policy manuals.

Public Works Director Isle provided the Council with a copy of his monthly Activity Report.  
Landfill Inspection
On May 10, 2016, the city’s landfill was inspected by the DEQ for compliance with State of Montana laws and rules for solid waste management.  A letter, dated June 14, 2016, stated that the landfill was in satisfactory compliance at the time of inspection.  A minor amount of windblown litter was observed on the perimeter fence near the Class II disposal unit, but it was noted that the facility operators were working on removing it.
