Motion by Councilwoman Page, seconded by Councilman Plestina to amend the agenda to add the intersection at Anaconda & 1st Avenue South under Streets & Alleys for discussion only.  MOTION CARRIED.

Minutes
Councilman Rodenberg brought to the City Clerk’s attention that he was not present at the April 18, 2016 meeting.  Also, a correction is needed to the motion on page 5 under the Landfill Consulting Contract – motion was made by Councilman Block, seconded by Councilwoman Evans.  
Motion by Councilwoman Page, seconded by Councilman Paulson approving the minutes of the April 18, 2016 City Council meeting with the corrections as so noted.  MOTION CARRIED.  
HOME Grant
Mayor Dschaak reported that due to unforeseen extreme health problems with the architect, the call for bids will be going out this week with an early June bid opening.  They are trying to move it along on a fast-track because the deadline is fast approaching.   
Brownsfield RLF

The Eastern Montana Brownfields Coalition met on May 4, 2016 and approved the City’s Environmental Protection Agency Revolving Loan Fund Application.  The following summarizes the terms and conditions as they relate to the loan:

In a letter dated, May 4, 2016, Kelcie Bates, Loan Officer of Great No. Development Corporation asked if the terms and conditions were acceptable, they requested the Mayor’s signature.  
Motion by Councilman Paulson, seconded by Councilwoman Evans accepting the Terms & Conditions as stated in the letter dated, May 4, 2016 and authorizing Mayor Dschaak to sign the Brownfields Revolving Loan Application for the asbestos removal from the Nielsen Bldg.    MOTION CARRIED.  
Sale of Gysler Property

Mayor Dschaak reported that the property can be sold at any time.  City Clerk Mahlum reported that the second half of the property taxes are due noting that a claim has been prepared for Council approval for the second half.  Because a Warranty Deed with the ownership change was not done, the tax statement was mailed to Gysler’s.  They paid the first half of the taxes and City Clerk Mahlum stated the City would pay the second half.  The Warranty Deed has been prepared and has been filed at the courthouse.  
Capital Improvement Plan

Jed Kirkland, Interstate Engineering asked if the Council had a chance to review the list he provided to the Council at the March meeting.  He requested the Council’s assistance in the overall priority ranking of the projects listed.  Vehicle and equipment information has been provided but mileage and hours are needed.  Jed noted that he will meet with Marlene/Rick to rank them.
Wolf Point Street Dance

An application has been received from Robert Stracener (WP Liquor) and the downtown bars requesting authorization to have a street dance both Thursday & Friday nights during the Wolf Point Stampede (July 7th & 8th) from 9:00 PM to 1:30 AM.  His application noted that the bar owners will be responsible for the cleanup after the dance.  Discussion was held as to the area to be cleaned.  City Clerk Mahlum noted that he has provided the $500 bond and proof of insurance.  Discussion. 
Motion by Councilman Plestina, seconded by Councilman Paulson approving the request submitted by Bob Stracener (WP Liquor Market) and the downtown bar owners to have a street dance, to be located on Main Street east of the stoplight both Thursday (July 7th) and Friday (July 8th) during the Wolf Point Stampede from 9:00 PM to 1:30 AM, with cleanup to be from 3rd Avenue South to 1st Avenue South. MOTION CARRIED. 
Mark Armstrong
A Board of Adjustment meeting is scheduled for Thursday, May 26th at 7:00 PM to address the Conditional Use/Variance Request of Mark Armstrong for the proposed Trailer Court/Park.  Mr. Armstrong stated that it was not a trailer court.  Mayor Dschaak advised that according to the current zoning ordinances and the plans submitted it falls under that definition.  Discussion.  
Mr. Armstrong was asking if he could utilize the two (2) existing water/sewer lines for his trailers rather than have to pay “opportunity costs” for all three (3) hookups as it would be a considerable savings to him. Finding those service lines would be at his (Armstrong’s expense.)   Discussion.   Any decision would be made after the meeting of the Board of Adjustment.  
No Council action took place at this time.  

FAA – CapeAir Hangar

The city has received a Grant Agreement from the FAA for a project for the LM Clayton Airport consisting of the following:  Construct Building (Hangar) Phase I – Design; Install Runway Vertical/Visual Guidance System (REILs) Phase I – Design.   The FAA is agreeing to pay ninety (90) percent of the allowable costs incurred accomplishing the project.  Roosevelt County and the City of Wolf Point would be responsible for the remaining ten (10) percent.  

Motion by Councilman Block, seconded by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine authorizing Mayor Dschaak to sign the Grant Agreement (AIP Grant Number 3-30-0086-012-2016) between Roosevelt Co. and the City of Wolf Point and the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) for the approved project for the LM Clayton Airport consisting of the following:

Construct Building (Hangar) Phase I – Design; Install Runway Vertical/Visual Guidance System (REILs) Phase I – Design

providing funds In the amount of $80,752.00 (Federal Share) or ninety (90) percent of the allowable costs.  MOTION CARRIED.

Underground Storage Tank( UST) Inspection

A WARNING letter, dated April 28, 2016 was received from the MT DEQ re: Late Compliance Inspection for the LM Clayton Airport. Public Works Director Isle reported that the inspection had been completed prior to receiving the WARNING letter and the DEQ has been informed that the inspection was completed.  

CapeAir Pilots

Mayor Dschaak asked how the pilot situation has been.  Public Works Director Isle noted that a few flights have been missed but not as bad as it had been.  
Sherman Park – Power Problems
Councilwoman Evans noted that the Park/Recreation Committee needs to meet with the Chamber (Jeff Presser) regarding the power problems in Sherman Park.  Mayor Dschaak noted that there is power to the sprinkler system.  
Shrubs @ Gazebo

City Clerk Mahlum noted that there is $750 in a DNRC fund (2865) that can be used to replace the shrubs at the Gazebo that were destroyed during construction.  Chuck Worley has been wanting to get this taken care of.  Discussion.

Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilman Block authorizing Chuck Worley to spend up to $750 in fund 2865 to replace the shrubs at the Gazebo.  MOTION CARRIED.
Flag Pole
There is no flag pole on the top of the Gazebo due to a safety issues.  City Foreman Hall is looking at coming up with a replacement pole for a flag at the Gazebo.  Councilwoman Bets His Medicine reported that there was some graffiti at the Gazebo and some broken glass.  
Wolf Point Community Organization
Mayor Dschaak reported that WPCO donated $8,000 to be used for baseball/softball uniforms and equipment.  He thanked them for their donation.  But in order to spend the funds, a budget amendment is needed. 

Motion by Councilman Plestina, seconded by Councilwoman Evans increasing the General Fund expenditures by $8,000 with an offset in the General Fund revenues of the same amount received from Wolf Point Community Organization for the purchase of baseball/softball uniforms and equipment.  MOTION CARRIED.  Mayor Dschaak noted that they may have over 400 kids in the baseball/softball program this year.  
Pool/Pool House Vandalism
Mayor Dschaak reported that the front door of the pool house was vandalized recently requiring some repairs as well as painting.  Public Works Director Isle reported that Brian Milne was here to look at the pool/bathroom areas.  He noted that there are no handicap provisions and the city may need to address that in the future.  The pool is scheduled to open on Monday, June 13th.     The lifeguards will be getting training during the 1st week in June in Glasgow.  

Planning Board

It was noted earlier that there is a Board of Adjustment Meeting scheduled for Thursday, May 26, 2016 at which time the Board will address the Conditional Use and Variance request submitted by Mark Armstrong.  Mayor Dschaak also noted that one (1) additional member is needed for the Board of Adjustment.   
Fire Truck – Bid Award

Bids for the 1974 Ford fire truck were opened on May 3rd, 2016 at 7:00 PM.  Shawn Eggar was the sole bidder in the amount of $1001.01.  The Fire Department awarded the bid to Mr. Eggar.  

Broken Waterline @ Firehall

Mayor Dschaak reported that there was a 2” water line that broke in the firehall that provides water to fill several trucks.  No damage was reported.  A valve has been installed to prevent this from happening in the future and is shut off.  By doing this, no water is being supplied to the Firehall Park for the sprinkling system.  Additional repairs are needed, but the Fire Department doesn’t feel they should pay for the entire repair.  Discussion.  

Police/Animal Control

Chief Harada provided the Council with a copy of his monthly report and reviewed it with the Council.  Also provided was the Animal Statistics for the month of April.

Office Security
Three (3) cameras have been installed with three (3) remaining. Camera quality is impressive.    Security doors/locks have yet to be installed.  
Zuercher System

Chief Harada reported that they had training here last Tuesday and they have been on the system since then and it seems to be working good.  Discussion. 
Sanitation – Alt. Landfill Cover
Still nothing from the DEQ.  

City Clerk Mahlum reported that Barry Damschen, who prepares the landfill reports, is approximately $100 over his not to exceed amount of $30,000.

Clean Sweep Results

Public Works Director Isle reported that only 26 tons of garbage was collected during Clean Sweep.  It was noted that the weather was not very cooperative during that week.  Mayor Dschaak noted that “every day is Clean Sweep in Wolf Point”.  He also recognized several people for their on-going efforts to keep Wolf Point looking good – Shane & Diane Gibson, who clean the underpass; Aaron Kurokawa, who cleans up Town Pump park; and Barb Olsen and her junior Optimist group.  Mayor Dschaak urged the Council to tell them thanks the next time you see them.    

Street Improvements

City Clerk Mahlum updated the Council on the possible funding sources for the street improvement project.  Western Bank (Duane Kurokawa) had contacted Bob Murdo, who is a bond counsel to determine if Western Bank could provide the entire funding of $1.5 million dollars.  According to the 7-7-4104, MCA, Western Bank can only provide up to $200,000 because the General Obligation was not voted on.   City Clerk Mahlum explained it in more detail.  
After visiting with Intercapp, it looked like $250,000 was available through an SID, then the remaining $750,000 would be a General Fund Note.  The internal committee at the Board of Investments is only able to award $1 million dollars.  If $1.5 million is requested, then it would have to go before their Board of Directors and they don’t meet until late August, which would be too late for this project, stated City Clerk Mahlum.  
City Clerk Mahlum also spoke with Bob Murdo and provided him with a lot of information as to how & when the Street Maintenance District #1 was formed and what it’s purpose was for.  City Attorney Jerry Schuster established the fund back in 1988 and after his

review, Mr. Murdo felt a Revenue Bond, which under the ordinance is allowed and would be more appropriate than a SID.  He has discussed this with the Board of Investment and they are not familiar with this but they are willing to work with us on this matter.   City Clerk Mahlum further noted that we are on a very tight timeline, as the deadline to award the bid is no later than June 12th, which is a Sunday, so by June 10th.  There may be a need for a Special City Council meeting.  City Clerk Mahlum indicated she will complete the application for Intercapp and submit the information requested.  In addition to what funds the city has on hand, the most that can be obtained is approximately $1.2 million, noting that funding would be short to fund the entire project.  Discussion.   Mayor Dschaak reminded the Council of the commitment made by the Tribal Chairman Azure to assist the city with the street improvements.  He plans to make a telephone call to see what could be available.  Bottomline, Mayor Dschaak stated he feels we could award 4 of the 5 projects with the funding available.
Intersection Issue
Mayor Dschaak requested the Street & Alley Committee meet to discuss a parking issue on 1st Avenue South & Anaconda Street.  The state has proposed to eliminate approximately 7 parking spaces along Anaconda Street.  A representative of the MT DOT stated that no action regarding this will be taken until the City of Wolf Point and local residents have had a chance to discuss and make comments.   Discussion.  

Mike Fox is not in agreement with their recommendation and would like to meet with the committee and voice his concern and discuss his proposal, noting that it would be much cheaper than conducting a traffic study in the area, stated Mayor Dschaak.  Discussion.
Abatements

There were no accounts submitted for abatement.  
Water Salesman – Price Update

City Clerk Mahlum reported that there was a misunderstanding in the price quoted for the water salesman from Johlin Measurement Ltd.   The price has increased from $10,500 to $12,260.00.  The salesman will be ordered but not installed until the new building is built.  Funding will be apportioned from various funds.  
Motion by Councilwoman Page, seconded by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine authorizing up to $13,000 for the water salesman.  MOTION CARRIED.


Sewer Line/Interceptor – Nielsen Bldg
LSC has provided a quote to install the sewer line and interceptor at the Nielsen Bldg in the amount of $8,500.  
Motion by Councilman Paulson, seconded by Councilwoman Page approving the installation of a sewer line & interceptor at the Nielsen Bldg in the amount of $8,500.  MOTION CARRIED.  Funding will be apportioned from various funds.  

Water Main Replacement – Underpass

Public Works Director Isle reported that LSC will be down in a couple of days to repair the water main on the west side of the underpass.  He will do the main first, then the service lines.  It will affect Town Pump, Albertsons and Burlington Northern.  Also the park will be without water until repairs are made.  
ASRWS
Mayor Dschaak stated he hasn’t heard anything from them in the last couple of months.  Councilman Paulson stated he spoke with Tom Escarsega and they are getting a bid to bring the water to town up to the city’s vault.  Mayor Dschaak stated he thought they were also going to pay for the vault as it was in the agreement.  Discussion.   City Clerk Mahlum noted that she has received a signed copy back of the Water Agreement.  
Sewer Cleaning Bids

The Water & Sewer Committee will be reviewing the bids for accuracy and have been given the authority to award the bid.

EPLI Renewal

City Clerk Mahlum stated that the revised policy book has been submitted to MMIA for their review.   City Attorney Sullivan provided City Clerk Mahlum will a copy of the final revision.  As of today, she hasn’t heard from MMIA regarding the policy book.  Approval will be requested from the Council by next month.  
Police Officer Position
This position still remains vacant at this time. 

Salaries & Benefits – FY 16/17

City Clerk Mahlum is requesting a meeting with the Personnel, Policy & Wage Committee to review the salaries and benefits for FY 2016-17.  No date was determined at the meeting. 
Nielsen Bldg

The construction of the new Nielsen Bldg has not been awarded yet.  The quotes are close in price but not in specifications.  Discussion.  How did the Nielsen Bldg get its name?  City Clerk Mahlum stated she would research that and report back to the Council.  
Budget/Audit

City Clerk Mahlum reported that she had provided the Dept. Heads with current expense reports and copies of the budgets for fiscal year 2016/17 and has asked them to return them to her by June 15th.  She also prepared a FY 2016/17 Budget Calendar and reviewed it with the Council at this time asking for more involvement from the various committees.  She asked for some advanced notice of meeting dates.  She further noted that there are some meeting dates that require a quorum of the Council to be present, noting that the Council has 30 days from the receipt of the taxable valuation to approve the budget.  Due to her medical condition last year, the budgets were adopted much later in the month but were within the guidelines.   

Investments
A Certificate of Deposit will be maturing at Western Bank on July 23rd.  
City Clerk’s Activity Report
City Clerk Mahlum provided the Council with a copy of her monthly Activity Report.  She noted that she provided orientation to 19 individuals hired for the summer recreation program.  The report was reviewed with the Council at this time.  
Financial Reports

Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilman Paulson approving of the Treasurer’s Cash Report for the month of April, 2016 and the Revenue & Expenditure Reports for the month of April, 2016.  MOTION CARRIED.

City Attorney
City Attorney Sullivan noted that she has been working on the employee policy manual with MMIA, noting that they are sticklers, which is a good thing.   She added that she included a brief history of Wolf Point in the manual, which she is quite proud of.  
Anna also reported that she attended the Jim Tillotson Service Program presented by MMIA last week in Billings.  She felt the topics were very applicable to what the city has been doing.  
Annexation Assistance
City Clerk Mahlum reported that Tori Matejovsky had requested assistance from the Community Technical Assistance Program (CTAP) with the development and adoption of an annexation policy and extension of services plan for the City of Wolf Point.  As a result, Allison Mouch, the Community Planning Bureau Chief informed the City that CTA Architects and Engineers have committed to providing their professional planning services at “no cost” to the city to develop these policies, etc.  They will be in contact with the city to begin developing a scope of work and timeline for the completion of the annexation policy and extension of services plan.   City Clerk Mahlum noted that CTA was also the same firm that updated the city’s Zoning Ordinances.  Councilwoman Evans asked if the city is holding back the various developers during this process.  Mayor Dschaak stated they shouldn’t be affected.  

Public Works Activity Report

Public Works Director Isle provided the Council with a copy of his monthly report.   Council reviewed the report at this time.  
Mayor’s Miscellaneous

Nothing to report at this time.
