Regular Meeting – December 21, 2015
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A Regular Meeting of the Wolf Point City Council was held on Monday, December 21, 2015 beginning at 7:00 PM in the City Council Chambers with Mayor Chris M. Dschaak presiding.

CITIZENS PRESENT:  Darla Downs, Herald News; John Bach, Interstate Engineering
The meeting was called to order by Mayor Dschaak, followed by a moment of silent prayer and the reciting of the Pledge of Allegiance.  Mayor Dschaak asked the Council to keep the Marvin W. Presser family in their thoughts.  Marvin passed away on Friday, December 18th from complications of a stroke after hip surgery.  
NOTE:  Marvin had a passion for history and loved Wolf Point more than most.  He was asked to write a weekly newspaper column for the Wolf Point Herald News about past happenings in and around Wolf Point.   He did not consider himself a professional writer nor a professional historian.  He had always had a keen interest in Montana and in area history.  Vintage photographs were also a fascination. Response to his column was overwhelming.  When the article stopped, local residents urged him to put the stories in some sort of order and publish them.  As a result, the book “Wolf Point – City of Destiny” became a reality.  It is illustrated with more than five hundred beautifully restored photographs that put you right in the heart of this American story.  Comprehensive lists of business people, graduating seniors, and athletic teams make this book, which is indexed by residents’ names, invaluable for historical or genealogical searches.  
Introductions

Mayor Dschaak took this opportunity to introduce to the City Council, Anna Rose Sullivan, who will be serving as the city’s attorney.  She was recently appointed as the Deputy County Attorney for Roosevelt Co. replacing Jordan Knudsen, who also served as the city’s legal counsel.  The Council introduced themselves and welcomed her.  Mayor Dschaak stated he looked forward to continuing with the agreement between the City of Wolf Point and Roosevelt County in providing legal counsel for the City of Wolf Point.  
PUBLIC COMMENT

There were no public comments presented at this time. 

Amendments to the Agenda

City Clerk Mahlum noted there were no amendments to the Council’s agenda. 

Minutes

City Clerk Mahlum noted that all of the minutes have now been completed and have been mailed to the Council.  She requested approval.

Motion by Councilman Paulson, seconded by Councilwoman Evans approving of the minutes of the Public Hearing of August 26, 2015, the Special Meeting of August 31, 2015 and the Regular Meeting of November 16, 2015.  MOTION CARRIED.  
HOME
Mayor Dschaak provided the Council with an update on the HOME grant.  He noted that several letters had been sent to the MT Board of Housing in support of this project.  The next meeting of the MBOH is scheduled for Tuesday, January 19th in Helena at which time the award of the LITCH funds will be announced.  He has asked Council President Paulson to preside over the Council’s meeting on Monday, January 18th during his absence.  City Clerk Mahlum noted that it is a legal holiday (Martin Luther King, Jr. Day), but the City Council will still meet.  
GNDC
Sometime during the week of January 18th, the MT Dept. of Commerce will be providing annexation training at Great No. Development Corporation.  Mayor Dschaak urged Council to attend if possible.   City Clerk Mahlum explained the purpose of the training due to several pending annexation projects.   City Attorney Sullivan also asked to be informed of the meeting date and time.  
Brownsfield – Nielsen Bldg
This project is on-hold till spring.   Mayor Dschaak noted that we have been getting a preliminary quote on a building replacement, which he noted was much less than he expected.  
Warranty Deeds

City Clerk Mahlum advised the Council that Gysler’s received a tax bill from the county for the property that was transferred to the city.   Looking into this further, City Clerk Mahlum discovered that the Warranty Deeds had not been prepared transferring ownership of this property from the Gysler’s to the city.  As a result, they received the 2015 tax statement.  She was referred to former City Attorney Schuster by the Roosevelt Co. Abstract office, to prepare the Warranty Deeds and have asked the Roosevelt Co. Abstract to do Title Insurance, and will need a receipt for $1.00 as stipulated in the Warranty Deeds.  Gysler’s paid the 1st half of the taxes and the City will take responsibility of the 2nd half of the taxes.

Bill Juve was the highest vote getter in Ward 2.  City Clerk Mahlum stated the Election Administrator sent him a letter to see if he would accept the position.  She hasn’t heard if he had accepted the position or not.  

It was noted that this was Ashley Porras’ last meeting, unless she accepts the Council appointment after the 1st of the year.   
Airport – CapeAir Hangar (FAA)
Public Works Director Isle reported that they are working on the project.  The actual construction won’t take place until 2017.  The design will be done this year and they just completed the cultural resource inventory.  
City Clerk Mahlum noted that their Lease Agreement expires as of 12/31/2015 and she has not seen a new one.  Public Works Director Isle stated he has contacted them regarding the agreement.  
Federal Express – Lease Agreement
The Fifth Amendment to the Federal Express Lease was presented for approval.  This is a five (5) year lease, expiring as of December 31, 2020.  The rent increased from $450 to $500 per month.  City Clerk Mahlum asked the City Council to approve the Lease Agreement, pending review of City Attorney Sullivan.  

Motion by Councilman Paulson, seconded by Councilman Block approving and authorizing the Mayor to sign the Fifth Amendment of the Lease Agreement between the City of Wolf Point and Federal Express for a period of five (5) years, with a monthly rent of $500, pending review of City Attorney Sullivan. MOTION CARRIED. 
Kendall Johnson – Lease
It was also noted that Kendall Johnson’s lease is due to expire as of 12/31/2015.  City Clerk Mahlum noted that it is automatically renewed for another 3 years.  There will be no increase. 
Zoning Ordinance – 2nd Reading

The City Council was requested to approve the 2nd Reading of the revised Zoning Ordinances.  City Clerk Mahlum commented that during the process, Title 11 was initially revised.  When the new ordinance book was adopted in 2006, Title 13 was reserved for the Zoning Ordinances.  Unfortunately, this was not discovered until she was getting ready to insert it in the new book.  After speaking with Brent Moore, CTA who prepared the new ordinance, it was decided to wait to change the Title # when the city’s entire ordinance book is re-codified, which should occur sometime soon.  
Motion by Councilman Paulson, seconded by Councilwoman Page approving of the 2nd Reading of the revised Chapter 11 – Entitled “Zoning Ordinances”.  MOTION CARRIED.  This ordinance will be effective within 30 days of the 2nd reading.  
As a result of this final adoption, there are a couple of separate ordinances in the current book that should be repealed, as they are included in the new Zoning Ordinances.  These are in Title 10 – Entitled “Building Regulations”, specifically Chapter 3 – Trailer Homes, Trailer Courts and Chapter 4 – Signs and Awnings.  
Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilman Block repealing the following ordinances contained in Title 10 – Entitled “Building Regulations”, specifically Chapter 3 – Trailer Homes, Trailer Courts and Chapter 4 – Signs and Awnings to be effective within 30 days.  MOTION CARRIED.
Fire Department
A list of the current membership (as of November 5, 2015) of the City and Roosevelt Co. Fire Department was presented to the Council.  It was noted that there are currently only 15 members.  The department has been approved for 25.  Mayor Dschaak noted that they are very short and need new recruits to serve on the department.  Anyone interested should contact Chief Eggar or Mayor Dschaak.  
Mayor Dschaak also noted that they had a 2” water line break in the fire hall.  Damage was kept to a minimum.  City Clerk Mahlum noted as a result they ended up replacing the curb stop to the fire hall.  
Police Activity Report

Police Chief Harada presented to the Council his monthly Activity Report and reviewed it at this time.   Following is the monthly Animal Control statistics for November, 2015.

Office Security
Councilman Paulson reported that the committee met to discuss the building and office security issues at the City Office.  Various options were discussed including whether or not the bathroom needs to be accessed by the public.  City Attorney Sullivan stated she would research that issue.  Councilman Paulson checked into a 16 channel DVR with 8 1080p security cameras system estimated at $1,000-1,200.  This would provide a dual-viewing both in the Police Department and the City Office.  Main unit would be installed in the Police Department.   Installation would be around the same amount, unless it can be done with some volunteers.   He also provided some information regarding a buzzer system at a cost between $300-$3,000.  Discussion.   A camera system was also suggested for the shop area, but Councilman Paulson recommended a separate system for there.  City Clerk Mahlum added that she spoke with the county and how they controlled access to their bathrooms relating an on-going problem with individuals using the bathrooms as their shower facility.  This is a maintenance issue and a health concern issue as well.  They have posted a sign stated the bathrooms are for employees and paying customers only with a keyed access.  Discussion.  
Mayor Dschaak felt the city should figure out what is needed and move forward on this as soon as possible.  City Clerk Mahlum felt the funding would be available somewhere within the budget for the purchase of the cameras.  She suggested using the funds set-aside for the computer maintenance contract for the installation of the cameras.  Council agreed with the Mayor to move forward on this project.  
Sanitation
EPA is still progressing on the landfill cover.  

Landfill Loader
Public Works Director Isle informed the Council that the transmission went out in the loader at the landfill and it is not worth fixing.  Because we needed one as soon as possible, Public Works Director Isle stated that we are leasing one from RDO (John Deere).  He noted that the monthly lease payment (est. at approximately $9,000) would be applied to the purchase price if RDO is the successful bidder.  Mr. Isle stated he is working on putting together the bid specifications.  
Mayor Dschaak added that if the city had a working Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) things like this should never happen.  It is his hope that this will be corrected in the future once the CIP is developed and implemented. City Clerk Mahlum added that funds are being set aside but there was no estimated date for replacement.  Discussion.  
Landfill Inspection (DEQ)
In a letter, dated November 30, 2015 from the DEQ the results of an inspection of License #453 conducted on October 14, 2015 were provided to the Council.  The letter contained the following information.

On October 14, 2015, I inspected your landfill for compliance with State of Montana laws and rules for solid waste management.  Only one minor violation for litter was noted during this inspection.  However, the area had experienced a significant wind event on October 11, 2015 and facility operators were in the process of cleaning litter during the inspection.  
Overall, the facility is well-organized and maintained.  Please tell Lucas that I appreciate his taking the time to perform the inspection with me.

Solid Waste & Septic Tank Pumper Program – Technical Lead

Streets & Alleys
City Clerk Mahlum reported that she has received the first half of the taxes and she noted there were some protested real estate taxes. Most likely due to the reappraisal process done by the MT Dept. of Revenue.   Mayor Dschaak stated that he plans to sit down after the 1st of the year with the Street & Alley Committee to start planning for a street project.  Discussion.

Abatements

There were no accounts submitted to the Council for abatement.

ASRWSU – Status Update
Mayor Dschaak voiced his frustration over a recent article published in the Fort Peck Journal and the Fort Peck Tribal Executive Board giving the City of Wolf Point 30 day deadline to connect to the ASRWS system.  He noted that he or no one else at the City, has had any direct contact from anyone at the tribes and that is the main reason for his frustration. “The City of Wolf Point has received no such deadline from the Fort Peck Tribal Executive Board at all,” stated Mayor Dschaak.  He is not quite sure what their issues are other than the city is not moving forward fast enough for them, but there are issues that have to be overcome.  One of them is the potential loss of the city’s water rights.  If the city does hookup to this water system, we need to find a way to maintain those water rights and not lose them, stated Mayor Dschaak.  Secondly, is the need for a water vault, which will include the necessary connections to this water system. Estimates for this vault are $65,000 - $70,000, which is not included in this fiscal year’s budget.  
Mayor Dschaak noted during the time he has held the office of the Mayor, he has called the Fort Peck Tribal Council several times, specifically the Chairman and most recently to congratulate the new Chairman on his election, and he has never received a returned call from them.  He doesn’t think they are ignoring him, but he would appreciate at least a return call as a courtesy.  Mayor Dschaak noted that he has made calls to Tom Escarsega regarding the water issues and he will return his calls but Mayor Dschaak is not sure of what his direct connection is with the Tribal council.  
Again, he expressed his frustration with the recent ultimatum issued and the Tribes not officially addressing the City of Wolf Point in his words is “highly unacceptable”.  Mayor Dschaak stated the City of Wolf Point has nothing to hide and it is not as easy as hooking up a waterline.  “We are responsible for providing safe, reliable drinking water to the citizens of Wolf Point and everyone we serve,” stated Mayor Dschaak.   “If they want our cooperation, we should expect their cooperation too.”   
The article in the Fort Peck Journal also stated that the water was supposed to be “free”.  Currently, the City of Wolf Point does not charge for the water.  The water bill is for the treatment of that water, delivery of that water, and maintenance of the infrastructure and the reduction of the debt incurred by the City of Wolf Point.   The billing also contains a charge for hydrant & irrigation maintenance, fire (if appropriate), sewer and solid waste services.  These charges would remain the same if connected to the ASRWS system.  In conclusion, Mayor Dschaak stated, “if the Tribal Council wants to talk to him, then they need to talk to him.”  City Clerk Mahlum noted for information purposes only that copies of the minutes of every City Council meeting are mailed to the Fort Peck Tribal Chairman.  
Mayor Dschaak noted that the last contact was approximately 60 days ago when the city finally received back the agreement with the termination clause added.  He wasn’t sure if the Tribes had actually approved this agreement or not.  He doesn’t want the City Council to make any rash decisions regarding this matter.  
Fully Certified – Grant Zimmerman

Mayor Dschaak shared some good news.  Grant Zimmerman passed his recent water/wastewater test and is now a fully certified water/wastewater operator.  All three (3) employees in the Water/Sewer Dept. are now fully certified.  His wage will reflect the passage as per his employment agreement.  
Lagoon Leak  
Public Works Director Isle reported that they have been working on the leak at the lagoon and have installed the first liner.  He noted that due to the holidays, no work will be done now until after Christmas.  
Police Officer Position – Kahlil Wehbe

Councilman Paulson presented the recommendation to hire Kahlil Wehbe as a city Police Officer.  Chief Harada noted that Kahlil currently is an EMT, Volunteer fireman, and has had experience as a reserve officer for the City of Wolf Point during Stampede.  
Police Officer Position – Kahlil Wehbe – Continued…….

Motion by Councilman Paulson, seconded by Councilman Plestina to accept the recommendation to hire Kahlil Wehbe as a fulltime Police Officer, effective January 4, 2016 as a Grade 7, with a starting wage of $16.65 an hour, one year probationary period.  He will be required to attend and successfully complete the MT Law Enforcement Academy basic officer’s course within 18 months.  MOTION CARRIED.
Equipment Replacement 
City Clerk Mahlum requested a meeting with the Equipment Replacement Committee to discuss the quotes she received to replace the office copier.  The current copier is 12 years old and Will’s Office World will no longer offer a maintenance agreement on that particular machine.  She noted that funds have been set aside for office equipment.

Insurance Claims

City Clerk Mahlum informed the Council that a couple of workers’ compensation claims have been filed recently as well as the property damage claim due to the vandalism of the city police cars.    

Budget/Audit

The audit of fiscal year 14/15 is scheduled during the week of February 15, 2016.

Correspondence

A folder containing a variety of correspondence was circulated.

Clerk’s Activity Report

A copy of the Clerk’s Activity Report was provided to the Council and reviewed at this time.  Clerk Mahlum noted that she is working on the year-end closing entries and the Annual Financial Report.  She noted that she now able to concentrate solely on her own work, but noted Laura is still training Jhona and that is going good.  

Treasurer’s Cash & Financial Reports

City Clerk Mahlum stated she did not have the monthly reports completed as she took last week off to travel with her husband to Arizona, where his office headquarters are, noting she has never met any of his co-workers since he joined RMIN.  She noted that the individual reports have been completed but needs to be balance to the computer.   She will present November reports along with the December and the quarterly reports which will be due next month.  She further noted that all of the minutes have been completed and approved by the Council.  

City Attorney

Legal counsel Anna Sullivan noted that she has been talking with Ryan Rusche regarding the water issue.  Most importantly is the water rights issue.  She is looking at the various options that are available.  That is the most important issue at the moment but she is also getting updated on the issue itself and will wait before she makes any recommendation.  Mayor Dschaak informed the Council that after speaking with Anna regarding the water issue, there is no need to retain Jordan regarding this issue.  
Public Works Activity Report

Public Works Director presented his Monthly Activity Report.  

Mayor’s Miscellaneous

Mayor Dschaak presented each Council member with a turkey and wished them “Merry Christmas”.  The employees were also given a choice of a ham or turkey.  He noted that the office will be closed at noon on the 24th.    City Clerk Mahlum noted that she was one short, but will get another one tomorrow.  John Bach of Interstate Engineering also provided the Mayor, Council and staff with a bag of pistachios as thanks for the city’s business over the past year.  

Request of Absence

Motion by Councilwoman Page, seconded by Councilman Block approving Craig Rodenberg request for absence.  MOTION CARRIED.  He will notify City Clerk Mahlum of the dates he will be absent.

Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Paulson approving of the claims and payroll, as audited with no exceptions.  MOTION CARRIED.
