Regular Meeting – November 16, 2015
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A Regular Meeting of the Wolf Point City Council was held on Monday, November 16, 2015 beginning at 7:00 PM in the City Council Chambers with Mayor Christopher M. Dschaak presiding.  

COUNCIL PRESENT:  Craig Rodenberg, Judy Page, Laurie Evans, John Plestina, Tina Bets His Medicine, David Block, Ashley Porras (Moran)  ABSENT:  Rollin Paulson

OTHERS PRESENT:  Marlene R. Mahlum, City Clerk/Treasurer; Laura Wall, Asst. City Clerk Treasurer; Jhona Peterson, Utility Billing Clerk; Jeff Harada, Police Chief
CITIZENS PRESENT:  Jed Kirkland, Interstate Engineering

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Dschaak, followed by a moment of silent prayer and the reciting of the Pledge of Allegiance.  Mayor Dschaak asked the Council to keep Paris, France in their prayers due to the recent terrorist attack.
NOTE:  On the evening of November 13, 2015, a series of coordinated terrorist attacks, consisting of mass shootings, suicide bombings, and hostage –taking, occurred in Paris, the capital of France, and its northern suburb, Saint-Denis.  Beginning at 21:20 CET, there were three suicide bombings outside the Stade de France in Saint-Denis, along with another suicide bombing and a series of mass shootings at four locations in Paris.  The attackers killed 130 people, including 89 at the Bataclan theatre, where they took hostages before engaging in a three-hour stand-off with police, 368 people were injured, 80-99 seriously.  Seven of the attackers also died, while authorities continued the search for any accomplices.  The attacks were the deadliest on France since World War II, and the deadliest in the European Union since the Madrid train bombing in 2004.  The Islamic State of Iraq and the Levant (ISIL) claimed responsibility for the attacks, and French President Francois Hollande said the attack was “an act of war” by ISIL, planned in Syria, organized in Belgium, perpetrated on our soil with French complicity. PUBLIC COMMENTS
There were no public comments at this time.

Amendments to the Agenda

City Clerk Mahlum noted that the Council had been provided with a revised agenda.  There were some items added to the agenda that require Council action. 

Minutes

City Clerk Mahlum noted that the minutes of the Public Hearing of August 26, 2015 have been completed but copies were just provided to the Council for their review.  The minutes of the Public Hearing of August 31, 2015 are not yet completed and will be mailed to the Council when completed.   Minutes of the Regular Meetings of September 21, 2015 and October 19, 2015 have been completed and Council was mailed copies of these minutes.  Approval was requested of the September & October minutes.
Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilman Block approving of the Regular Meeting minutes of Monday, September 21, 2015 and October 19, 2015.  MOTION CARRIED.

HOME Grant
Tori Matejovksy, CEO of Great Northern Development Corporation was unable to attend tonight’s meeting.  Mayor Dschaak reported that he along with Marvin Presser, Roosevelt Co. Commissioner Gary MacDonald, Duane Kurokawa, Western Bank; and the new developer Gene Leuwer, attended a meeting in Helena before the Montana Board of Housing regarding the LIHTC application for the Northstar Apartment project.  He stated he felt they had the best presentation by far, as far as it was organized and the show of support.  Mayor Dschaak & Council also received a letter, dated November 10, 2015, requesting comments regarding the project from the local community.  The responses are due by December 1st, 2015.  City Clerk Mahlum stated she would mail all the letters together if she received them as soon as possible.  The funding decision will be reached by the MBOH by January 19, 2016 in Helena.  
Annexation Training

Mayor Dschaak noted that he participated in a telephone conference call with Gene Leuwer, the developer.  Also in attendance were Tori Matejovsky, Brianna Vine, and City Clerk Mahlum.  Discussion was annexation of the property where the Northstar Complex will be constructed as well as another potential annexation.  Tori was going to 
check to see if a training session could be scheduled to address the annexation process specific to our needs.   City Clerk Mahlum, noted that due to the lack of a Planning Board, the responsibility of the annexation process falls to the responsibility of the City Council; therefore the training would be beneficial to the Council.   

Brownsfield – Nielsen Bldg

Mayor Dschaak reported that this project is on hold due to the weather.  He noted that there are a few issues that need to be addressed right away and he will visit with Public Works Director Isle after the meeting to address them.  City Clerk Mahlum & City Foreman Lucas Hall met with a potential builder to discuss the construction of a new building at this location to be constructed next summer once the existing structure is removed.  They will be e-mailing the demographics once the drawing has been completed.  Moving the bulk water salesman needs to be discussed at a later date.  Discussion.  
Rural Water Easement
An easement for the Assiniboine & Sioux Rural Water Supply System was presented to the Council for approval.  The location of the easement is out at the city’s landfill/hot plant site lying fifteen feet (15’) on each side of location described in the easement.  This has been reviewed by Interstate Engineering and Public Works Director Richard Isle sometime ago.  Discussion. 
Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilman Block approving of the Grant of Easement for Right-of-Way for the Assiniboine & Sioux Rural Water Supply System on, over, under or across the following described property owned by the City of Wolf Point, as per the attached exhibit, dated November 5th, 2015:  
Township 27 North, Range 47 East of the MPM

Section 16:  N1/2NW1/4, less a 5.55 acre tract in the NW1/4NW1/4 more particularly described in the deed recorded on April 12, 1990, in Book 531, Page 531, Records of Roosevelt County.  

MOTION CARRIED.

Capital Improvements Plan
City Clerk Mahlum explained that she was contacted by the MT Dept. of Commerce (Maria Jackson) regarding the CDBG Contract between them and the City of Wolf Point for the $30,000 CDBG Planning Grant.   She was informed of the guidelines regarding the procurement of professional services, Section 3
 requirements and the DBE requirements.  City Clerk Mahlum explained to her that the city already had signed a contract with Interstate Engineering for this project.  According to her, the city is still required to meet these guidelines as required by HUD.  Therefore, City Clerk Mahlum requested Council authorization to advertise the Request for Proposals  (RFP) for Planning Consultant Services as well as notification to DBE (Disadvantaged Business Enterprise) firms.  Discussion.  
Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilwoman Page authorizing City Clerk Mahlum to advertise for professional services and notification to DBE firms for the CDBG – Planning Grant for the development of a Capital Improvement Plan.  MOTION CARRIED.
Election Results – Unofficial

Councilman Plestina noted that Cheryl Hansen, the Election Administrator, has sent a letter to Bill Juve, who received the highest write-in votes (2) for the Council position in Ward 2, to see if he will accept the position.  No word has been received whether or not he has accepted the position.  He had previously turned it down.  Discussion.  Mayor Dschaak congratulated those elected.  
Airport – CapeAir Hangar
Jed Kirkland, of Interstate Engineering presented the contract between the City of Wolf Point and Interstate Engineering for the design of a new heated hangar  for CapeAir and installation of new runway end identification lights (REIL) on Runway 11 at the L.M. Clayton Airport.  The FAA is paying 95% of the project.  He also noted that they are working to get a MT Aeronautics grant to cover the city/county (5%) portion of the project.  The Basic Service Preliminary Phase is to be completed by March 15, 2016 and the Basic Service Design Phase by March 1, 2017.   
Motion by Councilman Plestina, seconded by Councilman Block authorizing Mayor Dschaak to sign the engineering contract in the amount of $83,000 between Interstate Engineering & the City of Wolf Point for the design services for the construction of a new heated hangar for CapeAir and installation of new runway end identification lights (REIL) on Runway 11 at the L.M. Clayton Airport.  Funding will be 95% from the FAA with the remaining 5% to be paid by the City of Wolf Point and Roosevelt Co.   MOTION CARRIED.   

The FAA is also requiring a Class III Cultural Resource Inventory to be completed to assure there are no artifacts in the proposed hangar area.  This must be completed and submitted to the FAA no later than January 15, 2016.  It is their intent to get it completed before it snows.  The FAA will pay for (95%) and the remaining (5%) will be paid by the city and county.   A Request for Proposal (RFP) for this project was distributed and three (3) responses were received.  They were the following:

Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Plestina to award the contract to Beaver Creek Archaeology in the amount of $2,300.00  to do a Class III Cultural Resource Inventory as per their proposal dated November 10, 2015 at the L.M. Clayton Airport at the proposed hangar site.  MOTION CARRIED. 
Airport – Five (5) Year Capital Improvement Plan
Jed Kirkland, of Interstate Engineering explained that the FAA is requiring a 5-year Capital Improvement Plan for the airport.  There are no expenditures at this time but it is a evolving plan for the airport.  This is separate from the Capital Improvement Plan that the city is working on for other areas of the city.   Council approval of the plan is requested.  
Motion by Councilwoman Page, seconded by Councilman Plestina approving of the Five (5) Year Capital Improvement Plan for the L.M. Clayton Airport as required by the FAA which is as follows:

City Clerk Mahlum reported that during a recent structure fire, the Fire Chief was injured and was taken to the hospital via ambulance.  A workers’ compensation will be prepared and submitted to MMIA.  Fortunately his injury was just a twisted ankle.

City Office Security
City Clerk Mahlum requested the Mayor to appoint a Chairman to organize a meeting to discuss this as she is currently too busy to do this.  Mayor Dschaak appointed Councilwoman Bets His Medicine to arrange a meeting to discuss this matter prior to the December City Council meeting.

Alt. Landfill Cover
Public Works Director Isle reported that they are finally moving forward on this matter.  He noted that a conference call will be held between the EPA and the Tribes.  Barry Damschen will be here tomorrow to do the ground water sampling and he will discuss it further with him.  
Streets & Alleys
According to Public Works Director Isle the city crew has been preparing the equipment for winter.  The sander has been mounted on the truck and they have the sand ready.  The plow will be mounted when needed.  He further noted that he has three (3) employees with no CDL’s.  (Josh, Jacob, & Joe)  They have passed the written test but need to go to Sidney and take the driving test.  
The cross walk signs are being mounted on both sides of 4th Avenue North by the Northside School.  Public Works Director asked if an additional street light could be installed by the Northside School.   He will contact MDU to see if one can be placed there.  
City Clerk Mahlum also asked if the Police Dept. could provide a list of street lights that are out.  Once the list is received, she will notify MDU and they will get them fixed.  

Abatement
There were no accounts to be abated.  

ASRWS

Mayor Dschaak noted that he has a contract and it was to be reviewed by the Tribal Council, but doesn’t know if it has been since their recent October 31st election.  There are still some issues to be addressed.  Mayor Dschaak also informed the City Council that former City Attorney Knudsen has agreed to review this contract for the city as we move forward because of his knowledge regarding the nature of the contract.  This would be out of the scope of our current contract with the County.  Discussion occurred regarding the legal service being provided by the county.  Mayor Dschaak will talk to County Attorney Patch regarding the matter.  
DEQ Sanitary Survey
A routine sanitary survey inspection was conducted on November 3, 2015 of the City of Wolf Point Public Water Supply System.  This survey is required in the Administrative Rules of MT to ensure adequate protection of public health through proper construction and maintenance of Public Water Supplies (PWS).  In addition, it allows the PWS system owners/operators to be informed of current regulatory requirements.   The report indicated recommendations for a couple of minor deficiencies and there were no significant deficiencies noted.   The following comments were included in the report:


Management/Operator Compliance:

The system appeared very well managed and certified operators are retained as required.  It is important to note and recognize the excellent additions to the water systems in the forms of the generated power, security fencing and dehumidifier at the plant.  The City of  Wolf Point is commended for its attention to the water system.  The City of Wolf Point is also commended for its excellent crew of certified operators in Grant Zimmerman, Ken Luckow, and Ward Smith.  
In conclusion, the water system at the City of Wolf Point appears to be in good condition.   Currently the City has two fully certified operators.  Grant will be taking his test for the sewer certification in late November.  
Homeland Security  - FEMA Grant
Public Works Director Isle stated that the generator should be hooked up by the end of the week.  
Lagoon Leak

Once the claims are approved, a check in the amount of $11,075.00 will be sent to the company that is supplying the liner for the lagoon.  They required pre-payment before the liner is shipped.  LSC will be completing the project.    
Sewer Plug

PW Director isle advised the Council that there was a sewer plug up on the 100 Block of Indian potentially involving several individuals.  The incident occurred on October 11th.  City Clerk Mahlum stated a liability claim has been filed with MMIA but she is not aware of any requests for compensation or claims other than the original inquiry.  

Police Officer Vacancy

Chief Harada reported that he is still accepting applications.  He noted that he would probably accept applications until the end of the month and have a recommendation to the Council by the December meeting.  

Utility Billing Clerk

City Clerk Mahlum presented a recommendation to hire Jhona Peterson as the Utility Billing Clerk.  She introduced Jhona to the City Council and the Council welcomed her.  
Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Plestina accepting the recommendation to hire Jhona Peterson, effective 11/9/2015 as the Utility Billing Clerk at a Grade 4, with a starting wage of $15.00 per hour, with a $1.00 per hour increase after successful completion of a 6-month probationary period.   MOTION CARRIED.  
Insurance

As mentioned earlier, a liability claim was filed for the sewer backup, and two (2) workers’ compensation claims were also filed.  One was for the Fire Chief, who was injured at a recent structure fire and another one was for an employee who sustained a lower back injury at the landfill.  She noted there wasn’t any wage loss on any of the workers’ compensation claims.  The quarterly reports will be reviewed in January.  

City Clerk Mahlum also noted that she will be working on the Property Insurance renewal for FY 16/17 with MMIA.   It is due by January 14, 2016.  

Annual Audit

The audit of the City’s financial records for FY 14/15 has been scheduled for February, 2016. 

Equipment Replacement
Councilman Rodenberg informed the Council that the Equipment Replacement Committee met and is recommending the purchase of a used 1999 Ford F-350 w/new flat bed for $14,500.00.  This vehicle will replace M-46.  
Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilwoman Evans approving of the purchase of the 1999 Ford F-350 w/new flat bed from Eddie Bauer Sales in the amount of $14,500.00.  MOTION CARRIED.  Funding will come from the General (50%), Water (30%), Sewer (10%) & Solid Waste (10%) funds.  
Chief Harada also reported that they were awarded the bid that was submitted to the Wolf Point School District for a SRO vehicle for $1,000.  It is a 1996 Crown Victoria, which includes a lot of equipment.  
City Clerk’s Activity Report

City Clerk Mahlum submitted her monthly Activity Report to the Council and reviewed it at this time.  She noted that while Laura is training Jhona, she is still handling the claims and Laura is doing payroll.  

Treasurer’s Cash Report

City Clerk reviewed the revenues that were received during the month of October, 2015.  Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Block approving of the Treasurer’s Cash Report for the month of October, 2015.  MOTION CARRIED.

Financial Reports

Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Block approving of the Revenue & Expenditure Reports for the month of October, 2015.  MOTION CARRIED.

No Security withdrawals or substitutions.
