Regular Meeting – October 19, 2015
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A Regular Meeting of the Wolf Point City Council was held on Monday, October 19, 2015 beginning at 7:00 PM in the City Council Chambers with Mayor Christopher M. Dschaak presiding.

CITIZENS PRESENT:  Jed Kirkland & John Bach, Interstate Engineering; Jeff Presser, WP Chamber of Commerce; Elizabeth Fowler
The meeting was called to order by Mayor Dschaak, followed by a moment of silent prayer and the reciting of the Pledge of Allegiance.  He stated it was nice to see all the Council seats filled at this time.    
PUBLIC COMMENT

Elizabeth Fowler

Elizabeth Fowler, a resident on the south side of town (430 Fairweather) came before the Council to ask about a few things.   First, she asked who is running for City Council in her Ward, which is Ward 2.  She received her mail ballot and no one was listed on the ballot.  Mayor Dschaak advised her that no one filed for City Council in that Ward.  That position is currently held by Ashley Moran Porras, who did not file for office and no one filed as a write-in either.  Most likely a name that receives the highest vote could be appointed by the City Council.  If there are no write-ins, Mayor Dschaak will have to find someone who is interested and appoint them until the next election, which will occur in November 2017.  She commented maybe she should run then she could get something done with her street, which led her to the next question.  
Secondly, she was here to talk about her lack of curb & gutter on 5th Avenue South & Fairweather.  She has lived there for 52 years and her husband John tried several times to get something done and she still doesn’t have a curb and gutter.  The dirt at the curb level is getting too high for her go through. She has a sidewalk that they paid for themselves.  “If the City can’t do it, then who can I hire to get it done,” she asked. She also wanted to know where all of the money went that she has been paying over the years. Both Mayor Dschaak and City Clerk Mahlum tried to explain the matter to her but were not successful in convincing her otherwise.  Mayor Dschaak stated that the assessment fees were doubled for this year’s budget with hopes to have sufficient dollars to do some work on the streets next spring.   Sadly, her curb and gutter might be a low item on the priority list to start with as there are other areas that need the funds first.  Mrs. Fowler was not happy with his answer, and abruptly left the Council Chambers.  City Clerk Mahlum thanked her for coming.  Discussion.  
Wolf Point Chamber of Commerce – Annexation
Mr. Jeff Presser, current President of the Wolf Point Chamber of Commerce presented to the City Council a letter, dated October 13, 2015, requesting the annexation of Lot 1A of the Roundhouse Subdivision into the City of Wolf Point.  The lot is 3.09 acres.  Farmers Union Lumber wants to purchase the lot and is also requesting water & sewer to be extended to that property and they want to start building this fall.  Mayor Dschaak didn’t see that was an issue at all and noted that the annexation process may take a few months.  Mr. Presser indicated that the survey has been completed and needs to be recorded.  “What are the next steps we need to take, asked Mr. Presser.”  City Clerk Mahlum noted that when the property was annexed for the Alco Store, former City Attorney Schuster handled that.  There were probably some conditions that should have been met prior to the annexation, but were not.  When the Council received the request for annexation from developer of the Wolf Point Village, some specific conditions were to be met prior to the Council approving the annexation.  Mr. Presser asked what those conditions were and City Clerk Mahlum couldn’t remember specifically what those items were. Referring the matter to the city’s engineers, Mr. Kirkland stated there are sanitary sewer restrictions and they would need to determine if it was a public extension or just a service extension or a combination of both.  To extend the main, there will be certain 
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requirements in order to do this, stated Jed Kirkland with Interstate Engineering, making sure of it’s designed properly, i.e. capacity wise and to accommodate future growth within that area.  City Attorney Knudsen added his experience with annexation is for them to hire their own engineering firm to meet those specifications.  They would be unable to use Interstate Engineering as they are currently under contract with the City of Wolf Point.  Mr. Presser asked for a list of the conditions that must be met.  Discussion.  City Attorney Knudsen asked if the city had a set of procedures for annexation.  City Clerk Mahlum stated that it wasn’t a part of the Zoning ordinances.  State law dictates the procedures to follow.  Mr. Presser asked if he needs to get signature from others owning property within the area.  Mr. Knudsen explained the annexation process by petition as the sole property owner and noted that it doesn’t affect those not being annexed.  If it were several lots with several owners, then you would have to get their signatures agreeing to the annexation.  There is opportunity for anyone to come in and protest an annexation.  “No approval is necessary in this case if this is the only lot to be annexed,” stated Mr. Knudsen.  He further noted that annexation by petition is one of 7 ways to annex into the city and probably one of the easiest and cleanest.  “It is based on the initiative of the landowners that want to be a part of the city; and if you are representing 100% of those landowners, it is a pretty slick deal” stated Mr. Knudsen.    
Minutes
City Clerk Mahlum noted that she had mailed the completed minutes to the Council for the July 20th and August 17, 2015 meetings.  The September 21, 2015 minutes have been completed and were in the City Council boxes.  The Public Hearing, August 26th and Special Meeting of August 31 have yet to be completed.  She requested approval of the minutes for July & August at this time as the Council hasn’t had a chance to read the September minutes.  
Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilwoman Evans approving the minutes of the Regular Meeting of Monday, July 20 and Monday, August 17 of the Wolf Point City Council meetings.  City Councilman John Plestina abstained from voting as he was not present at those meetings.  MOTION CARRIED.  
HOME Grant

Tori Matejovsky was unable to attend the Council meeting, but provided the Council with a copy of the minutes of the Public Hearing that was held on Thursday, October 1st with presentations by the developer (Gene Leuwer) and the architect (Bill Haynes) regarding the future construction of the North Star Apartment complex.  Mayor Dschaak, City Clerk Mahlum and several others were in attendance at this meeting.  The next meeting will be held in Helena on November 9th and Mayor Dschaak reported that he will be going to support the project and invited others to attend also to appear before the MT Board of Housing regarding the request for LIHTC funds for this project.  He feels the new developer is our best shot at getting these funds allocated to this project.  Councilwoman Evans asked if anyone from the public was present at this meeting.   Mayor Dschaak stated there were a few, but there were no objections to the project.  Discussion. 
Brownsfield – Nielsen Bldg

Currently, GNDC has the city’s application for removal/remediation funds for the asbestos found in the Nielsen Bldg.  They are just waiting for an extension to be granted and funds availability.  Costs to replace the water salesman at the Nielsen Building are being gathered to replace the current system once the building is removed.  
JP/Clerical Agreement

City Clerk Mahlum stated she received the new agreement from Roosevelt Co. for reimbursement of clerical and support services provided for both the Justice Court and the City Court.  The agreement increased approximately $44 month and she noted that she has significant budget to cover the increase.  
Motion by Councilwoman Page, seconded by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine authorizing Mayor Dschaak to sign the Agreement between Roosevelt County and the City of Wolf Point for reimbursement of clerical and support services for the Justice Court and City Court for FY 15/16 in the amount of $12,404.58.  MOTION CARRIED.

FAA – Airport Projects
John Bach of Interstate Engineering reported to the Council that the GIS survey has been approved by the FAA.  The Final Close Out documents have been approved and the final drawdown, which includes the engineering bills for Interstate Engineering.  He 
noted that he did not have the engineering bills for Interstate, as they weren’t received from their office in time to submit to the Council for payment, but were figured into the last drawdown from the FAA.  City Clerk Mahlum noted she needs their bills in order to bill Roosevelt Co. for their share of the 5%.  
Motion by Councilman Paulson, seconded by Councilman Block approving the Final Close Out Report and final draw down request for the FAA - Drainage & Beacon project at the LM Clayton Airport.  MOTION CARRIED.

Essential Air Service – CapeAir

City Clerk Mahlum reported that US Dept. of Transportation in a notice dated, September 28, 2015, awarded the Essential Air Service at Glasgow, Glendive, Havre, Sidney and Wolf Point to CapeAir for a four-year term from January 1, 2016 through December 31, 2019, including a 3% increase in annual subsidy for each year of the contract.  
Gazebo Ramp – CTEP Project
This project is substantially completed, stated Mr. Bach of Interstate Engineering. A final draw down will be submitted to CTEP for their engineering costs.   It was noted that there is no electrical power to the Gazebo.  Could the line have been cut during the project?  Public Works Director Isle stated he would have Rick Harmon check it out.  
MDU Grant

Mayor Dschaak received a call from GNDC and was told there wasn’t enough time to complete the complete the grant application for this year.  GNDC has agreed to help with completing the grant application for improvements to the O-Skat-E Park.

Zoning Ordinances
City Clerk Mahlum reported that nothing has been received from CTA at this point.  She sent Brent Moore an e-mail earlier this evening asking for the revised report by the November meeting.  Jed Kirkland, Interstate Engineering stated Brent Moore actually responded to City Clerk’s e-mail tonight and he would have the completed ordinances to the City by the end of the week.  
Fire Department

Mayor Dschaak reported that the Firemen’s Ball held Saturday, October 10th was not very well attended.  He noted he didn’t have much involvement due to his absence attending the MT League of Cities & Towns conference in Bozeman that week.  He noted that the community has always supported Fire Department with donations and there is always next year. 
Police/Animal Control
Chief Harada was not present and Councilwoman Bets His Medicine reviewed the report with the City Council.  The Animal statistics for the month of September are as follows:

City Councilwoman Page stated that there are still a lot of dogs at large.  

Office Security
Mayor Dschaak requested the committee he appointed (Chief Harada, Public Works Director Isle, City Clerk Mahlum, and Councilwoman Bets His Medicine) to try and meet prior to the November City Council meeting to discuss what is needed to address the security needs of the city office building.  It was suggested the group determine a meeting date after tonight’s Council meeting. 

Landfill Alt. Cover

Public Works Director Isle indicated that it is with the Tribes and he will be contacting Debbie Madison to find out the status on the report.  
Streets & Alleys

Mayor Dschaak reminded the Council that the increased assessment will be coming in soon, so the Council needs to seriously start looking at a project & a potential loan and to determine the specific needs.  Councilman Paulson stated this should be addressed under the CIP (Capital Improvement Plan) when it gets started.  Discussion.  
Abatement
There were no accounts submitted for abatement.

ASRWS Agreement

City Attorney Knudsen received a copy of the latest agreement and Jed Kirkland of Interstate reported that he has been reviewing the agreement.  He noted that there are comments he needs to submit to City Attorney Knudsen, some updates and some fill-in the blank items.  Some of the concerns still need to be addressed and the procedures needed for the conversion.   “There is a lot left to do, stated Mr. Kirkland, not just the agreement.”   Mayor Dschaak voiced his concern over the city’s water rights and what happens there.   He learned at the MLCT conference that Shelby is switching to a rural water system and they have the same issues the City of Wolf Point is addressing.  Discussion.    
Homeland Security Grant
Public Works Director Isle reported that the cement slab has been poured and the generator will be put in place and wired this week.  City Clerk Mahlum noted that the county hasn’t paid the Herald News for the published notices.  Jed Kirkland stated he will contact Dan Sietsema at the county regarding the invoices.  
Kenneth Luckow, Jr. – Fully Certified Water/Wastewater Op.
City Clerk Mahlum reported that Kenneth Luckow, Jr. is now a fully certified Water/Wastewater Op. as of October 5, 2015. He also passed the surface water testing as well.   No pay increase is required as he received that in December, 2014.  Currently we have two (2) certified water/wastewater operators.  Grant Zimmerman still needs to take his tests.    
Angela Wolff (NOOK) Agreement
Mayor Dschaak reported that they were non-compliant as far as the agreement.  City Attorney Knudsen issued them a letter notifying them of their default of the agreement.   But they, stated Mayor Dschaak, are making progress in getting their account paid and are current with the agreement.  As far as the sewer problems they are experiencing that is their responsibility.  Discussion.  
Water & Sewer Bonds
City Clerk Mahlum spoke with Anna Miller, Financial Advisor of the Dept. of Natural Resources and Conservation at MT League of Cities & Towns conference regarding the current USDA loans the city has.  She provided her contact information and City Clerk Mahlum stated she would be calling her to discuss the refinancing of the city’s current loans in both the water & sewer.  Discussion. 
Lagoon Leak
Public Works Director Isle stated that LSC, Inc. has ordered and the leak at the lagoon is scheduled to be fixed this fall.
Nuisance Ordinance

City Attorney Knudsen recommends having the police issue citations for the best result pertaining to the nuisance ordinance.   Councilman Paulson stated he was contacted by a concerned citizen regarding the garbage, i.e. junk that was placed on the road just north of the legion field.  It was determined that this was hospital property and they should be notified to get it cleaned up.  Discussion.    
Police Officer Applications
Approximately seven (7) applications have been received for the Police Officer position.  They are in the process of reviewing the applications.  
Jamie Reum – Resignation

A letter of resignation, dated September 28, 2015, was submitted by Jamie Reum notifying the City Clerk of her resignation as the Utility Billing Clerk effective October 12, 2015.   She has accepted employment with the Department of Family Services.  
Motion by Councilman Paulson, seconded by Councilwoman Evans accepting the letter of resignation from Jamie Reum, effective October 12, 2015.  MOTION CARRIED.


Position Opening – Utility Billing Clerk
Motion by Councilman Paulson, seconded Councilman Plestina authorizing the advertisement of the Utility Billing clerk’s position.  MOTION CARRIED.  City Clerk Mahlum requested a short meeting with the Personnel, Policy & Wage Committee following tonight’s meeting.  
Equipment Replacement
City Clerk Mahlum advised the Council that the city’s server is 8 years old.  Microsoft is no longer supporting updates to this operating system.  Currently the machine is still operable, but it is currently being backed up manually as the automatic backup is  no longer working.   She received a quote from Montana Technical Solutions, who provides IT support to the City.  Replacement cost is $3,673.70, plus licensing costs of $1,415.23, which could end up being lower.  The total estimated cost is $4,818.93.  Since this is above her purchasing authority, she was requesting a approval from the Council to replace the system as it outside of her spending authority.  Clerk Mahlum noted that there were funds available in set aside accounts for this purchase.  
Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilwoman Page approving of the request to replace the city’s server as per the quote received from Montana Technical Solutions in the amount of $4,818.93.  MOTION CARRIED.
Resolution No. 729-98

A copy of Resolution No. 729-98, approved in 1998, was provided to the City Council in their Council packets.   At that time, the limits were determined for each level of authority.  Mayor Dschaak felt after almost 17 years, it could be increased to allow each with a larger dollar amount of authority.  He asked the Equipment Replacement Committee to review the resolution, re-evaluate the spending levels and provide a recommendation to the Council at the November meeting.   

Service Truck Replacement

Public Works Director Isle requested a meeting with the Equipment Replacement Committee to discuss the replacement of a 1981 service truck.  According to Dennis Thompson, Maintenance Worker III/Mechanic, the truck is no longer worth fixing.  

Quarterly Insurance Reports

City Clerk Mahlum requested a meeting with the Insurance Committee to review the quarterly insurance reports for workers’ compensation, property, and liability.

Investments

Two (2) CD’s at the Investment Center matured in October.  They were getting an interest rate of .65 and were renewed for another three (3) years for 1.60.  Most of the city’s investments are earning at least 1.00 or more.  STIP, 1st Community money market and the WP Federal Credit union are all under 1.00.  
City Clerk’s Activity Report
Copies of the Clerk’s Activity Report were distributed to the Council and reviewed at this time.  Clerk Mahlum was excited to have a full crew once again.  Laura returned to work on September 23rd but then Jamie submitted her resignation on September 28th.  She also attended the MLCT conference and Annual MMIA Board Meeting in Bozeman, noting that she was re-elected to the Board of Directors for another 2 years representing cities/towns under 20,000.  The investment report for the quarter was also distributed to the City Council.  
Water/Sewer & Solid Waste Revenues

Revenues for the Water, Sewer & Solid Waste for the quarter ending September 30, 2015 were provided to the Council.  The percentage should be 25% or more at this time.  All funds were at that level or slightly higher.  
Treasurer’s Cash
Motion by Councilman Block, seconded by Councilwoman Evans approving of the Treasurer’s Cash Report for the month of September, 2015.  MOTION CARRIED.

Financial Reports

Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Block approving of the Revenue and Expenditure Reports for the month of September, 2015.  MOTION CARRIED.  
Securities
Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Plestina approving of the Securities Pledged to the City Treasurer for the quarter ending September 30, 2015.  MOTION CARRIED.
City Attorney

City Attorney Knudsen stated he is not sure what Mr. Johnson will do regarding his airport property.  The annexation request by the Wolf Point Chamber of Commerce for the roundhouse subdivision was discussed earlier.  The annexation for the North Star Apartment complex has not yet been submitted but the process is being reviewed.  Mayor Dschaak asked that it be noted in the minutes for future reference.  
City Attorney Knudsen advised the City Council of his resignation as the Deputy Co. Attorney as he is going into private practice.  Under an agreement with Roosevelt Co., Mr. Knudsen has been serving as the City Attorney for the City of Wolf Point as well.   His last day with Roosevelt Co. will be Tuesday, October 27th as he will be using up some vacation time through the end of the month.  He spoke with Co. Attorney Patch and he stated the city is free to pursue other legal representation.  Discussion.  Mayor Dschaak will speak with Co. Attorney Patch regarding the agreement the city currently has regarding legal services.  
CDBG Grant Award/TSEP Contract
Mayor Dschaak advised the City Council of the Notice of Award received from Governor Bullock, dated October 7, 2015, of the CDBG planning grant award in the amount of $30,000 to prepare a Capital Improvements Plan.  

City Clerk Mahlum advised that she just received the contract from the MT Dept. of Commerce regarding the TSEP grant the city was awarded in the amount of $5,000.  This along with the CDBG funds and some local funds will be used to prepare a Capital Improvements Plan.  She asked the City Council to authorize Mayor Dschaak to sign the contract, once City Attorney Knudsen was able to review and approve the contract.  
Motion by Councilman Paulson, seconded by Councilwoman Page authorizing Mayor Dschaak to sign the contract between the MT Dept. of Commerce – Transportation  Enhancement Program (TSEP) accepting the program requirements for the $5,000 grant funds awarded to the City for the preparation of the Captial Improvements Plan, pending contract review by City Attorney Jordan Knudsen.  MOTION CARRIED.
