Regular Meeting – September 21, 2015
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A Regular Meeting of the Wolf Point City Council was held on Monday, September 21, 2015 beginning at 7:00 PM in the City Council Chambers with Mayor Christopher M. Dschaak presiding.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Dschaak, followed by a moment of silent prayer and the reciting of the Pledge of Allegiance.  
PUBLIC COMMENT

Spirit of Life Ministries
Pastor Christine Hollar-Dinsmore addressed the City Council regarding an event called “Imagination Block Party” that she is planning to hold at the Gazebo in Sherman Park on Saturday, October 10th from 11:30 AM – 2:30 PM.  The Spirit of Life Ministries came up with the idea and wants to bring some healing and goodness to the community and to imagine & re-imagine Wolf Point in different ways.  “A block party means lots of funs, food and music as well”, stated Pastor Christine.   She made reference to several lots of property that lack greenery, buildings that need a little extra TLC and neglected playgrounds within Wolf Point.  Great No. Development Corporation has agreed to take pictures of various locations and post them on their Facebook page, along with moderation to keep it positive.  Individuals or groups will be asked to sponsor certain areas and to also indicate what they “wish” could be changed or what is needed for that specific location.  Various groups have agreed to participate, i.e. the Roosevelt Co. Health Department and the Wolf Point Chamber of Commerce.  Discussion.    “It is our goal to have lots of conversation regarding the various locations in an effort to build communication and relationships to improve Wolf Point”, stated Pastor Christine.  
An application to use the Gazebo has been completed; stated City Clerk Mahlum, and the fees and deposit have been received.   No Council approval is needed as this was for information only.  Mayor Dschaak commended them on their efforts and thought it was a great idea.  
Introduction

John Plestina, current editor at the Herald News is retiring at the end of the year.  His replacement is Eric Killelea and he was introduced to the City Council.  He had worked in the Williston area in the past.   
Amendments to the Agenda

Mayor Dschaak asked to have added to the agenda for discussion purposes only the speed limit on Cascade Street, a letter he received regarding the condition of Front Street.    
Minutes
City Clerk Mahlum requested approval of the minutes she had completed.  Several still remain, but she is working on them as time allows.  She did note an amendment to the Regular Meeting of May 18th.  She had omitted Tina Bets His Medicine as being present and has added her name to the list.  
Motion by Councilwoman Page, seconded by Councilman Block approving of the minutes of the Regular Meeting of May 18, 2015, as amended and the Regular Meeting of June 15, 2015.  MOTION CARRIED.
Great No. Development Corporation
Tori Matejovsky, CEO reported that Brianna Vine and the Housing Authority have been discussing what they should do with the program income dollars generated from previous housing rehabilitation loans and has no restrictions on its use.  It amounts to approximately $13,000 and the Housing Board feels it should be released back to the city and could be used towards the administration/expenses of the HOME funds.   
She also informed the Council that the apartment complex project will no longer be referred to as the WP Village, but will now be called “North Star Apartments”.  The new developer has been working on his application for the LIHTC funds, which is due October 5th.  He will be here for a Public Hearing that is scheduled for Thursday, October 1st to be held at the GNDC Conference Room at 3:00 PM asking for support of the project and to receive comments as well.  They are planning to use most of the architect drawings from the previous project with some redesigning.  It will be 26 units vs. 24 units, which is the maximum amount for the LIHTC funds.     
HOME Grant

In addition to the LIHTC funds, the developer will be using the city’s HOME funds in the amount of $750,000.  They are considering asking for more.  There are all new people at the state level (i.e. HOME Program) as a result of a major turnover.  They have re-organized the Dept. of Commerce and are now referred to as the Office of Tourism & Business Resources.  
Brownsfield Update

Great No. Development Corporation has applied for an extension of the Revolving Loan funds and will know soon if it was approved.  They have the city’s application for the loan funds and will hold onto that until they know about the extension.  In the meantime, they still have the assessment funds.  The new owners of the VFW have turned in their application for the church group and are waiting for their funding.

Ashley Moran did not file in Ward 2.  No one filed for the remaining term of Travis Braaten in Ward 1, whose seat was held by the appointment of Vivian Schultz, until her resignation as of June 30, 2015.  Written in’s are eligible if they file before a specific date.  
MDU Grant
City Clerk Mahlum informed the Council of a grant opportunity offered by MDU.  The application is due October 1st and the City of Wolf Point is an eligible applicant.  Suggested projects were improvements to O-Skat-E Park.  The application requires a 25% match of the total project cost from the city.  Discussion.  
Motion by Councilman Paulson, seconded by Councilwoman Evans approving the submission of an application to MDU for funding for improvements to O-Skat-E Park.  City Clerk Mahlum stated that she did not have the time to complete the application by the due date.  Great No. Development Corporation and  Councilwoman Bets His Medicine volunteered to complete the grant application.   MOTION CARRIED.
JP Agreement
City Clerk Mahlum reported that she has not received the new agreement from Roosevelt Co. for the reimbursement of the JP expenses for FY 15/16.  She will bring it to the Council at the next meeting.  
FAA Project

Public Works Director Isle reported everything is completed.  The FAA is still reviewing the survey and there was no drawdown request at this time. 
Repairs to the hangar roof were approved in the budget.  Mayor Dschaak asked when bids would be requested.   Public Works Director Isle indicated that it would be fairly soon.  
CTEP – Gazebo Ramp

Jed Kirkland of Interstate Engineering provided the Council with an update on this project.  It has been completed and the final bill has been prepared for approval.  City Clerk Mahlum received a call from Charles Worley and he had some concerns.  She referred him to John Bach and asked if those concerns had been addressed. Discussion.   Jed stated he will check with John.
Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Paulson approving of the Certificate of Substantial Completion for the CTEP – Sherman Park Sidewalks Improvement project.   MOTION CARRIED.
Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilman Paulson approving of the final payment to LSC, Inc. in the amount of $34,419.62 and the Dept. of Revenue (1%) in the amount of $347.68.  MOTION CARRIED.
Public Works Director Isle informed the City Council that there will no longer be automatic CTEP distributions to communities.   Applications will be opened up state-wide, which is going to increase the competition.  
Zoning Ordinances

Jed Kirkland explained that the Zoning ordinances are with the CTA firm at present and they are updating them to include Jordan’s comments.  He is hoping to have it by the next City Council meeting.  
Firemen’s Ball
The 102nd Annual Firemen’s Ball is scheduled for Saturday, October 10th.  Mayor Dschaak informed the Council of the great prizes and where they can purchase tickets. 
Police/Animal Control

Wellness Center Proposal
Chief Police Kemp presented a proposal submitted to the City from the Wellness Center that is open to all city employees, including the City Council.  For a $600 annual membership fee, all city employees including the Council and members of the Fire Department could participate in activities at the Wellness Center.  Individuals over 55 are free as well as people with certain medical conditions.   Discussion.
Motion by Councilman Paulson, seconded by Councilwoman Page to accept the proposal submitted by the Wellness Center for an annual membership for all city employees for $600 per year.  Discussion was held as to where the funds should come from the how the program should be monitored throughout the year.  It was suggested that it be pro-rated as far as participation.  MOTION CARRIED.
City Office Security
Mayor Dschaak stated we have been discussing this for the past couple of months and haven’t really done anything yet.  He asked for volunteers to serve on a committee to meet.  Mayor Dschaak asked City Clerk Mahlum, Police Chief Harada and Public Works Director Isle to serve on the committee and requested two (2) volunteers from the Council.  Councilman Bets His Medicine & Councilman Paulson volunteered.  Mayor Dschaak appointed Councilwoman Bets His Medicine as Chairman and asked if they would meet within the next 30 days.  
Police Officer Applications

Police Chief Harada noted that he has received approximately 6 applications.

Sanitaton

Barry Damschen, landfill engineer was here recently doing well monitoring at the landfill.  He also did some inquiring regarding the final cover application with the EPA and the Tribes (Debbie Madison) to see why it’s taking so long.  

Repairs have been made to the garbage truck and the engine was replaced at a cost of $32,809.58.  

Girl Scouts Community Service Project
Mayor Dschaak reported that he spoke with one of the Girls Scouts and indicated they would need to provide more information regarding their project before it can be approved by the City Council.  More than likely it will be a spring/summer project.  

Cascade Street – Speed Limit

Mayor Dschaak stated he has been contacted by several concerned citizens regarding vehicles exceeding the speed limit (25 mph) on Cascade Street.  It is a dirt street and the dust is relatively bad.  He asked Chief Harada to patrol it more frequently in the future.  Discussion. 
Letter re: Front Street

Mayor Dschaak shared with the Council a letter he received from Vandie (Stensland) Buckingham regarding the condition of Front Street.  Mayor Dschaak commented on the letter and stated he would respond in writing to her concerns.  It was in reference to a recent accident at Go-Getters, which involved an ambulance ride to the hospital and the route alternative route that was chosen to avoid Front Street due to its current condition.
Abatements
No delinquent accounts were submitted for abatement.

ASRWS

City Attorney Knudsen stated he hasn’t heard anything for a couple of months.  
Homeland Security – FEMA Grant

Public Works Director Isle reported that they are waiting for the generator and it should be here within the next week.  A USDA compliance inspection was completed and they were impressed with the fencing, etc.  City Clerk Mahlum asked about the MDU portion.  Mr. Isle indicated that he has been negotiating with MDU regarding the utility installation and it should be a minimal cost compared to what they first had indicated.  
City Clerk Mahlum also noted that the city was reviewed for its compliance with Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 and it was determined to be in compliance.  Clerk Mahlum also visited with her on the telephone to answer some additional questions regarding her visit.  
Angela Wolff Agreement

City Clerk Mahlum advised the Council that she contacted City Attorney Knudsen to report that Angela Wolff was in default of her agreement.  No response has been received today.  The new tenant who has taken over the building has begun making recent payments and he was not aware of the agreement Angela made with the City.   Mayor Dschaak stated that the $300 per mo. was to be applied to both current billing and the delinquent portion.   It was also noted that over the 12 month period, additional money would be needed to completely pay off her debt.  City Attorney Knudsen 
Angela Wolff Agreement – Continued…….

concurred. Bottom line, she was in default, but the recent payments have been a sufficient amount to make them current with the agreement.  At the same time, the new 
tenant has requested the city to fix the sewer line because it is slow to drain.  Mayor Dschaak informed him that it was not the city’s responsibility. The sewer line may be collapsed and they will need to have it scoped and fixed.  If necessary, Mayor Dschaak requested that this matter be turned over the Water & Sewer Committee and if a meeting is necessary it will be held to discuss moving forward on closing out that account and tear up the street, etc. to make the necessary repairs.  Discussion.  
Mayor Dschaak stated they are working to resolve the matter and he will take the responsibility and give them 30 days to correct the matter.  
Sewer Lagoon

Public Works Director Isle advised the Council that there is a leak in the southwest corner of the lagoon dike.  It was discovered when Jory Erickson was mowing the weeds and he stuck his tractor into the side of the dike.  The landfill inspectors were also aware of this problem.  The lagoon level has been lowered so that it won’t leak out.  He has been talking with Interstate Engineering to see what needs to be done to fix it.  It was suggested lining that southeast corner of that cell.  A construction estimate has been prepared and amounts to $47,600.   Currently, there are I.H.S. funds that remained from a previous lagoon project that could be used to make this repair and Public Works Director Isle suggested using those funds to fix the problem.  Other alternatives were discussed but this was the least expensive option.  It was also noted that it needs to be fixed now and the fall is the best time to get it fixed.  Discussion.

Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Paulson authorizing LSC, Inc. to do the repair of the sewer lagoon dike as per the construction estimate of $47,600, with funding coming from the I.H.S. funds currently on hand.  MOTION CARRIED.

Nuisance Ordinance

City Clerk Mahlum advised that she has had numerous calls regarding the conditions of individual lots, removal of over-grown vegetation and removal of burned structures.  She provided the Council with a copy of the city’s ordinance (Nuisance – Title 5, Chapter 1) which specifies that it is the Public Works Director and the Police Chief to notify the property owners of the abatement of said nuisances.  She noted that her office can send out the notices, but that is about all she can do.  Getting it cleaned up, and monitoring whether it has been cleaned or not, stated City Clerk Mahlum, is not her responsibility.  Mayor Dschaak commented that if the city’s is going to send out the notices, how and when is it going to be enforced if they don’t comply and who pays for the cleanup.  He suggested getting the Board of Health & Safety Committee together along with PWD Isle, City Clerk Mahlum and Chief Harada and come up with a plan to correct this.
City Attorney Knudsen stated that the way it is written, there are two statutes that could be used.  The city’s ordinance would cover some and the state statute would cover those items not addressed in the city’s current ordinance.  The way he sees it, if there is a police report and a citation is issued; then they can enforce it.  Then it would be up to his office to see how far they prosecute – fines, jail time for these misdemeanors.  The enforcement power is there to prosecute this. Warnings are fine, and the judges have some discretion and can warn them that they will be cited for everyday not in compliance.  City Clerk Mahlum summarized what the city’s has done in the past.  City Attorney Knudsen cautioned the city from doing what has been done in the past and suggested referring the matters to the Police Dept and have them issue some citations, noting he has no problem prosecuting nuisance claims.   Discussion.  
Maintenance Worker II – Joshua Staggenborg

Currently a Maintenance Worker III position is vacant.  It is being requested to approve of the hiring of Joshua Staggenborg as a Maintenance Worker II and see show he works out.  He is to obtain his CDL within the next two (2) months.  
Maintenance Worker II – Joshua Staggenborg – Continued…….
Motion by Councilman Paulson, seconded by Councilwoman Evans approving of the hiring Joshua Staggenborg, effective 9/8/2015 as a Maintenance Worker II, at a Grade 5 with an hourly wage of $14.50 per hour with a .50 increase after completing a 6-month probationary period and obtaining his class B CDL within 2 months.   MOTION CARRIED. 
Budget Books
City Clerk Mahlum provided the Council with their copy of the new FY 15/16 Budget Books.  Mayor Dschaak commended City Clerk on the cover and the preparation of the book.  
Clerk’s Activity Repot

City Clerk Mahlum provided the Council with a copy of her monthly activity report and it was reviewed at this time.   She noted that Laura will be back in the office on the 23rd of September at which time she will have a full staff.  City Clerk Mahlum will be attending the MT League of Cities & Towns conference and the MMIA Annual Meeting in Bozeman October 7-9, 2015.  
Treasurer’s Cash Report

Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilman Block approving of the Treasurer’s Cash Report for the months of July & August, 2015.  MOTION CARRIED.
Financial Reports

Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Block approving of the Revenue & Expenditure Reports for the months of July & August, 2015.  MOTION CARRIED.

City Attorney
City Attorney Knudsen stated he visited with Mr. Johnson regarding his options with his property at the golf course and at this point Mr. Johnson doesn’t know which action he will take as it is up to him.  

PW Activity Report

Public Works Director Isle provided the Council with a copy of his monthly Activity Report, noting that there were no utility requests.    

Mayor’s Miscellaneous

Jed Kirkland updated the Mayor and Council on the status of the CDBG application for funds to be used to develop a Capital Improvement Plan.  He noted that they have more money than applications and notice should be coming out soon.  
City Clerk Mahlum reported that she received a call from the TSEP office and they will be sending out the contracts electronically for the city’s signature.  

Vacant Council Seat – Ward 1
Mayor Dschaak advised the Council that he has received a letter from John Plestina stating he lives at 108 East Edgar in Ward 1 and is interested in serving on the Council in the vacant seat. This appointment would be just until December, 2015, but will be listed on the next election, which is this November.  Therefore, Mayor Dschaak submitted his name to the Council for the appointment in Ward 1.  
Motion by Councilman Block, seconded by Councilwoman Evans approving of the City Council appointment of John Plestina in Ward 1.  MOTION CARRIED.   Mayor Dschaak stated his Council assignments will be the same as Vivian Schultz.  
Requests of Absence

None were submitted.
