Regular Meeting – August 17, 2015
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A Regular Meeting of the Wolf Point City Council was held Monday, August 17, 2015 beginning at 7:00 PM in the City Council Chambers with Mayor Chris M. Dschaak presiding.

CITIZENS PRESENT:  Brianna Vine, Tori Matejovsky, GNDC; John Bach, Interstate Engineering; John Plestina, Herald News; Dan Moudree, Homeowner (Western Bank)
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Mayor Dschaak, followed by a moment of silent prayer and the reciting of the Pledge of Allegiance.  
PUBLIC COMMENT

Mayor Dschaak asked Mr. Moudree to introduce himself to the Council.  He recently moved here and is an officer at Western Bank.  He was just here to observe.
Amendments to the Agenda

There were no amendments to the agenda.  
Minutes

Three (3) sets of minutes have not yet been completed.  The office is short staffed and other items, i.e. budget took precedence.  They will be completed as time permits.  
GNDC

Tori Matejovksy, Executive Director of GNDC and Brianna Vine, GNDC Housing Specialist/Marketing Officer were before the City Council to update them on the housing project with a new potential developer (Gene Leuwer).  He presented a letter to the MT Board of Housing on August 3rd indicating his interest in making application for the LIHTC funds, which according to him went well. Tori noted that this is the major portion of the funding and he intends on asking for $1.2 million more than previously requested to help fill the funding gap.  The next step is to hold a Public Hearing which GNDC has offered to assist him.  Then around October 3rd, his application will be due to the MT Board of Housing/LIHTC Board. Around the 1st part of November, they will begin asking for the community’s support of the project to testify at a meeting in Helena (November 14th) before the Board.  Sometime in January, 2016, he will know if he has been awarded the LIHTC funds.  Mayor Dschaak noted that he will attend that meeting and is hoping others will join him to show Wolf Point’s support of this project.  John Plestina, Herald News suggested inviting the new school superintendent to that meeting.  Discussion.  The same members that currently sit on the Board were there previously and they all know what happened, stated Ms. Matejovksy, and that should be an advantage to the City of Wolf Point and the new developer.  GNDC’s Board of Directors plans to meet with Mr. Leuwer to discuss the project.  She stated that GNDC will continue to administer the HOME funds for this project.  The goal is to spend the HOME funds by the spring of 2017.
Mayor Dschaak noted that this developer plans to use the same property, located north of the hospital.  Annexation of that property was not completed and will be brought back to the Council for consideration when the time is right.  Mayor Dschaak suggested inviting him to a future City Council meeting to meet with the City Council and inform them of his intentions.  
Brownsfield/EPA - Gysler
This project has been completed.  Therefore, the city can sell this property at their leisure, according to Mayor Dschaak.  
Brownsfield/EPA – Nielsen Bldg
The Phase II Environmental Site Assessment has been completed on the Nielsen Bldg.  There was asbestos found on the property that needs to be abated.  Reuben Vincent, the Brownsfield Program Manager is looking at some Brownsfield funds to help with the removal of this.  This would not be similar to the Gysler property, but this would be a loan that will be required to be paid back.  Using this method, would help the Brownsfield program as well as the City not having to come up with the funds all in one year.  Tori Matejovsky, GNDC added it would be a 2-year loan, no interest.  Estimated cost of removal is $16,750.  The city will also need to contribute a 20% match.  Discussion.  Tori indicated that their funding expires at the end of September, but noted they have requested an extension.  An application from the City would assist in reserving the money in any case.  
Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Paulson to apply for a 2-year loan, with no interest from the Brownsfield funds to be used for the removal of the asbestos located in the Nielsen Bldg, as indicated in the Phase II Environmental Site Assessment, dated July, 2015.  The City will also be required to contribute a 20% match.  MOTION CARRIED. 
MT League of Cities & Towns – Annual Conference
City Clerk Mahlum noted that the annual MLCT Conference will be held in Bozeman this year, October 7-9.  Pre-registration is due by September 16th.  If you are interested in attending, Mayor Dschaak asked them to let the City Clerk know.  Clerk Mahlum noted that rooms have not yet been reserved, so she is hoping to get rooms at the conference site.  
FAA – Drainage/Beacon Project
John Bach with Interstate Engineering reported that the survey is complete and has been submitted to the FAA for their review.  Prepared for Council approval was the Final Inspection and Acceptance and DBE Contractor paperwork for the construction portion of the project.  
Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilwoman Evans authorizing the Mayor to sign the  Final Inspection & Acceptance paperwork certified by Interstate Engineering (John Bach) for the Airport Drainage Improvements for Macon Construction and Harmon Electric.  MOTION CARRIED.
A drawdown has not been prepared for the engineering portion of this project.  This will be completed once the survey is finally approved.  
Essential Air Service
Public Works Director Isle recently attended an Essential Air Service meeting in Billings.  Proposals were requested to provide essential air service and only one proposal was received and that was from CapeAir.  It was their recommendation to award a 4-year contract to CapeAir with a 3% increase.  The Federal government will have to approve or disapprove of their recommendation.  
CTEP – Gazebo Ramp
According to John Bach, Interstate Engineering construction started on Wednesday, August 12th.  They will begin pouring the walls this week.  Terry Voeller, State CTEP Director has requested some financial activity on this project.  Therefore, John has prepared a drawdown in the amount of $2,042.00 for this project. 

Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilwoman Page approving the CTEP drawdown in the amount of $2,042.00.  MOTION CARRIED.

O-Skat-E Park

Councilwoman Evans stated no meeting was held. 

Recreation Matters
The swimming pool closed on August 15th as they were unable to provide lifeguards.  The program ran better this year but the pool needs some necessary improvements, stated Mayor Dschaak.  Also on Thursday night, there will be an awards ceremony at the high school for the T-ball, baseball, and softball program.  

Notice of Equipment Violation

City Clerk Mahlum informed the Council that during a boiler inspection on August 5, 2015 at the swimming pool, a violation was noted and notification of this was just received.   Copies of the notice were provided to the Mayor, PW Director Isle, and the Recreation Director Olsen.  The item needs to be corrected within 30 days.  
Zoning Ordinances
City Attorney Knudsen reviewed the ordinance and had some corrections, which were given to Jed Kirkland, Interstate Engineering.  He was going to get with Jordan and CTA and review the corrections.  City Clerk stated it hasn’t been returned as of today.  

Police/Animal Control
Chief Harada provided the Council with a copy of his monthly activity report.  He noted that Officer Wehbe & Olsen attended the Fort Peck Tribal Police Cultural Diversity 3-hour training course instructed by Captain James Summers.  The animal statistics for the month of July, 2015 are listed below:

Animal Ordinance
Councilwoman Bets His Medicine noted that she spoke with Madonna Rowe, but a meeting was not held.  Ms. Rowe was under the impression that her ticket was going to be dismissed, but it was not. She feels that the current ordinance is unfair and she wanted to submit a change to the ordinance that she felt was more reasonable, but to-date she has not provided anything in writing.  
Sanitation
The matter regarding the old landfill alternative final cover determination is still pending.  

Garbage Truck

Public Works Director Isle informed the Council that the engine of the new garbage truck quit.  An estimate for a new engine amounts to approximately $33,000.  The truck was transported to Cummins in Billings and a new engine has been ordered.   The truck is just over 2 years old and currently not under warranty.  Freightliner was asked if there was anything they could do.    
Streets & Alleys
Mayor Dschaak spoke with the Girl Scouts regarding their community service project and asked them to give the city a specific plan on what they want to do.  

Abatements

There were no accounts to abate.  
ASRWS  - Water Plant Status
Mayor Dschaak had nothing new to report.  A revamped contract has been submitted, which included an exit clause but no word has been received to-date.   Councilwoman Evans noted that she had a conversation with Representative Bridget Smith and let her know that the City is not holding up this project.   Mayor Dschaak stated that he had also talked with her.  
FEMA Grant
It was noted that the fencing has been completed.  The generator has not arrived.  

City Office – Bldg Security
Due to the incident that occurred last month at the City Office, Mayor Dschaak asked that there be some discussion regarding the building’s security.  “We need to take this matter seriously, stated Mayor Dschaak, and at least have a discussion regarding the safety of our employees.”   Figure out what is needed and the cost.  Mayor asked the Police Chief to sit in on this meeting with the Bldg Improvement Committee.  Discussion. 
Sewer
City Clerk noted that during a recent inspection at the lagoon, a violation was issued due to the overgrowth of weeds.  It was noted that Erickson Irrigation has submitted a claim for $5200 and apparently it didn’t take care of the weeds at the lagoon.  Public Works Director stated he would look into it.   Discussion.  

Board of Health & Safety

It was noted that there is a confirmed case of whooping cough at the Frontier School.    
City Foreman – Lucas Hall Promoted
Councilman Paulson presented the recommendation from Public Works Director Isle promoting Lucas Hall, currently in a Maintenance Worker III position to City Foreman vacated by the recent resignation of City Foreman Eldon Porass.  
Motion by Councilman Paulson, seconded by Councilwoman Evans approving of the promotion of Lucas Hall to the Maintenance Supervisor (City Foreman) position, effective 8/1/2015, at a Grade 10 with a starting wage of $19.44 per hour, with a 6-month trial period, effective 8/1/2015.  MOTION CARRIED.  
Maintenance Worker II – Jacob Lovett
Public Works Director Isle is requesting approval of the hiring of Jacob Lovett to the Maintenance Worker II position.  This position has been vacant for quite some time.  
Motion by Councilman Paulson, seconded by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine approving of the hiring of Jacob Lovett to the Maintenance Worker II position, effective 8/10/2015 at a Grade 5 with starting wage of $14.50 per hour with a .50 an hour increase after completing a 6-month probationary period.  MOTION CARRIED.    

Maintenance Worker III – Vacancy

This position is now vacant as a result of the promotion of Lucas Hall to City Foreman.  

Motion by Councilman Paulson, seconded by Councilwoman Evans authorizing the advertising of the Maintenance Worker III position.  MOTION CARRIED.  
City Clerk Mahlum requested a meeting with the Personnel, Policy & Wage Committee to discuss finalizing salaries for FY 15/16.  The meeting was scheduled for Thursday, August 20, 2015 at 5:00 PM in the City Council chambers.  She requested Police Chief Harada to also be present.  
Insurance Committee

Meeting is not needed until October.  

Budget/Audit

City Clerk Mahlum advised the City Council of the revised Public Hearing date of Wednesday, August 26th to be held at 7:00 PM to afford the public an opportunity to discuss the preliminary budget and the revised Special Meeting date of Monday, August 31st to be held at 7:00 PM at which time the City Council will approve the final budget.  A quorum is requested at the Special Meeting.  These revised dates are within the time requirements as set out in 7-6-4036, MCA.
Renewed Investment
The Certificate of Deposit at the Wolf Point Federal Credit Union matured on August 7, 2015.  It has been renewed for a period of 24-months at .61.  The amount of the certificate is $100,000.00.  Previously the term was 18 months at an interest rate of .55. 
Clerk’s Activity Report

Clerk Mahlum submitted her monthly Activity Report, which was reviewed at this time.  
Financial Reports

City Clerk Mahlum advised the Council that she had surgery on July 27th in Great Falls to fix a pinched nerve in her neck.  As a result, she was out of the office for two weeks staying with family in Great Falls.  Her husband was also traveling out-of-state and she had follow-up doctor appointments during that time in Great Falls.  She returned to work part time on Monday, August 10th.  Due to her extended absence, she noted that she has been unable to complete her financial reports for the month of July.  They will be submitted to the Council for approval at the September meeting.  

Furthermore, she noted that Laura is still out on maternity leave until the end of September.  City Clerk Mahlum took this opportunity to publicly thanked Jamie Reum, Utility Billing Clerk for holding down her office alone for two weeks during the first of the month.  Laura agreed to come in and complete payroll for the last pay period in July, which City Clerk Mahlum was grateful.  
City Clerk Mahlum noted that she is a member of the MMIA Board of Directors.  Unable to drive for the next 3 months, City Clerk Mahlum advised the Council that she would not be attending a MMIA EB & Board Retreat in Chico Hot Springs in August.  Most likely she would not be attending anyway due to her current workload.  She would participate at the Board Meeting via telephone conference call.  

Mayor Dschaak also thanked Jamie for stepping up to the plate during the time of need in spite of her short tenure. Council applauded her efforts.  It was very much appreciated, stated Mayor Dschaak.  
City Attorney
City Attorney Knudsen was not present.  Mayor Dschaak had talked to him regarding the dedicated roadway and asked him if he had contacted Mr. Johnson.  He hadn’t as yet, but he will handle this for the City.  City Clerk Mahlum noted that Mr. Knudsen stated Mr. Johnson would be pursuing a county road.  
Public Works Activity Report
Public Works Director Isle provided the Council with a copy of his monthly Activity Report.   He noted that the high service pump is now operational.   Councilwoman Bets His Medicine asked if the “No Parking” signs on 6th Avenue North were replaced.   Public Works Director Isle stated he had forgotten about that and will check into it.   Mayor Dschaak discussed the sign at the North Side school, but haven’t heard from them as far as the requested location, but it had been approved by the Council.  
Capital Improvement Plan (CIP)
The city received word that the RRGL application for grant funds ($5,000) for the CIP was denied and reapplication may not happen as the City was too low on rating. Application was submitted to CDBG for $30,000 in grant funding.  No word has been received to-date regarding that application.  
Council Appointment – Ward 1

Mayor Dschaak stated he will work on this and have a recommendation by next City Council meeting.    He also offered congratulations to Laura on the birth of her baby girl (Nadia), Mehsin Wehbe’s wedding, and Ashley Moran’s upcoming wedding.
