Regular Meeting – July 20, 2015
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A Regular Meeting of the Wolf Point City Council was held on Monday, July 20, 2015 beginning at 7:00 PM in the City Council Chambers with Mayor Chris Dschaak presiding.

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Mayor Dschaak, followed by a moment of silent prayer and the reciting of the Pledge of Allegiance.  

PUBLIC COMMENT

Madonna Rowe
Madonna Rowe appeared before the City Council and stated she was recently cited into Justice Court (August 26th, 2015) for cats running at large and was asked to reduce the number of dogs in her possession.  Her neighbor has called the police due to the condition of her yard, house and animals going in and out of a window of the house.  She noted that her animals are very well taken care of.  Ms. Rowe stated that she has had her house for 21 years and has had up to 6 dogs with no problems.  According to the city’s ordinance, only 3 dogs and 5 cats are allowed at the most.   Mayor Dschaak stated the reason for the citation was because of the complaints.  Discussion.
Ms. Rowe’s court appearance date is August 26th.  Mayor Dschaak referred the matter to the Council Police/Animal Control Committee to review the matter and asked them to meet before the next City Council meeting (August 17th) and to provide a recommendation if needed.  Ms. Rowe will be notified of the meeting when it is scheduled.  No action will be taken tonight.  
Minutes

City Clerk Mahlum advised the Council that she was unable to complete the minutes due to her medical condition and time constraints while performing Laura’s duties during her absence and as well as her own.  She will get caught up as soon as possible. 
HOME Grant
A meeting is scheduled tomorrow (July 21st) at 6:00 PM in the City Council Chambers to meet with the potential new developer.  Councilman Paulson noted that he would not be able to attend that meeting.  It was also noted that August 2, 2015 is the due date for a letter indicating his intention to apply for LITC funds.    
Brownsfield/EPA – Gysler
Mayor Dschaak reported that the project has been completed.  Newfields asked if they could put a sign in the middle of the lot thanking all the parties involved making this project possible.  The next step will be to put the property up for sale at a later date. 
Municipal Filing Deadline

City Clerk Mahlum noted that those Council seats up for election needed to have filed by 5:00 PM, Thursday, July 2nd.  Those Council members that filed were:

Councilwoman Moran did not file for office by July 2nd.  Therefore, her name will not be listed on the ballot.  Also, the Council position in Ward 1, vacated by Councilwoman Schultz will appear on the ballot as a 2-year unexpired term.  Former Councilman Braaten was elected in November, 2013 for a 4-year term.  Councilwoman Schultz served in that position, until her resignation in June, 2015.  Another appointment would finish the remainder of that time until December 31, 2015.  
Surplus Property – Resolution No. 890-2015
Every three (3) years, the State of Montana requires a new resolution updating the information on file.  If the information is not updated, the city will be suspended from participating in the program.  This will allow the City of Wolf Point to acquire federal surplus property from the State of Montana.

MOTION CARRIED.
Airport Beacon & Drainage
John Bach with Interstate Engineering reported that the drainage project is completed, with the exception of a few punch-list items.  He submitted the final pay estimate for Macon Construction, which includes Change Order #1 in the amount of a $12,798. 
Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilwoman Page approving of Change Order #1 in the amount of $12,798.00, the Certificate of Substantial Completion and the FAA drawdown #5 in the amount of $25,419.30 for the Airport Drainage Improvement project.  MOTION CARRIED.

As a final note, Mr. Bach indicated that they are still working through the final survey for the beacon relocation working through the FAA GSA website.  As soon as this is completed, the final paperwork will be submitted.  

CapeAir – Essential Air Service

Proposals were requested from airlines interested in providing Essential Air Service to Glasgow, Glendive, Havre, Sidney & Wolf Point.  Only one (1) proposal was received and that was from Hyannis Air Service, Inc. d/b/a Cape Air.   Public Works Director Isle indicated that the committee will be meeting in Billings on August 5th to review the proposal.  They are requesting a 3% annual escalation factor increase and a 4-year commitment rather than 2.  Once they reach a recommendation, it will be forwarded to the Assistant Secretary for Aviation and International Affairs for final approval.  A copy of their proposal was available in the City Clerk’s office.    
CTEP – Gazebo Ramp & Sidewalk
John Bach reported that he hasn’t talked with Les Scanlan to see what day he plans to start in August.  He requested the City Council to authorize the Mayor to sign the contract between LSC and the City, if he plans on starting prior to the next City Council meeting.  
Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Paulson authorizing Mayor Dschaak to sign the contract agreement between the City of Wolf Point and LSC, Inc. for the Gazebo Ramp & Sidewalk project in the amount of $36,810.00.  MOTION CARRIED.
O-Skat-E Park
Councilwoman Evans stated that she was finally able to talk with Eric Johannessen regarding the grant.  She informed the Council that the grant was not awarded.  He is still trying to get some money from the Tribes for improvements at this location.  Mayor Dschaak also stated he talked with someone at the Tribes, but hasn’t heard anything.  He noted we need to work on what is needed and come up with a cost to see how much money is actually needed.  He asked the Committee to meet and put together some figures.  Councilwoman Moran would also like to be included when they meet.  

DeWitt Statue

Mayor Dschaak stated he explained to Mr. DeWitt that according to the MT Dept. of Highways, there is nothing they will allow to happen with this statue other than removing it altogether.  It currently sits on state right-of-way.  Mayor Dschaak requested that it be taken off the agenda.  
Zoning Ordinances
A copy of the ordinance was given to City Attorney Knudsen for his review prior to its 1st reading.   It will be presented at the August meeting for approval of the 1st reading. 

Police/Animal Control

Councilwoman Bets His Medicine congratulated the Police Dept on the recent incident whereby an individual was on his way to the City Office to kill a police officer.  Thanks to the Big Valley Water employee who first noticed the individual was carrying a gun and to Animal Control Officer Szymanski for his quick actions, the individual was apprehended before doing any harm.  Discussion.  Afterwards, the question was asked is the security for the entire office at risk?  Times are different these days and perhaps we should take some steps to better protect our employees, stated Mayor Dschaak.  He requested that building security be listed on the agenda for some additional discussion.  
The Police Department’s monthly activity report was provided to the Council and reviewed at this time along with the following Animal Control statistics for the month of June.

Sanitation

Still no word has been received on the Alternative Final Cover Demonstration for the City of Wolf Point Landfill License #3.  The report was submitted to the DEQ on February 23, 2015.  Copies were also distributed to the Fort Peck Tribes and the US EPA Region Office in Denver for their review.  
Streets & Alleys
The Girl Scouts were requested to provide a written proposal of what they are asking to do.  But nothing has been received.  

St. Maintenance District #1 – Resolution No. 889-2015
City Clerk Mahlum presented a Resolution of Intent with regards to the special assessment rates for Street Maintenance District #1.  Also discussed were the rates for the Street Maintenance District.  With no funding available from other resources, it was time the city considered doing something to generate more revenue, i.e. increasing the rates.  Rates for the Street Maintenance haven’t increased since FY 06/07 and the Street Maintenance District #1 rates last increased FY 07/08.  The Streets & Alley Committee met prior to the City Council meeting and it is their recommendation to increase both rates 100% this fiscal year.
Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine to increase the St. Maintenance and Street Maintenance District #1 rates by 100% for this FY 15/16, and approve the Resolution No. 889-2015, which reads as follows:

RESOLUTION OF INTENT TO LEVY

STREET MAINTENANCE DISTRICT #1 ASSESSMENT


WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Wolf Point has adopted Ordinance No. 3.08 for the maintenance of streets, avenues and alleys within the City of Wolf Point; and


WHEREAS, the City Council has estimated as near or as practical the maintenance cost within the district for the 2015-16 year.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Wolf Point, Montana that the City Council intends to levy and assess property within the Street Maintenance District for the 2015-16 fiscal year as follows:


Each 140’ x 50’ paved frontage lots to be assessed an additional $79.20 over the 
usual “sprinkling” or maintenance assessment previously established. Gravel 
frontage lots of same dimension to be assessed an additional $39.60.


Adjustments to assessment shall be based on actual square footage, as shown on Exhibit “B” of Ordinance No. 3.08, copy attached hereto.  Lots and parcels to be assessed are shown on Exhibit “A” of said Ordinance, and an ownership list of lots and parcels and assessment for any lot within the district will be made available to any interested party upon request.

MOTION CARRIED.
6th Avenue ‘No Parking’ Signs
In April, Councilwoman Bets His Medicine asked if the “No Parking” signs on 6th Avenue could be replaced as they were faded.  She noted that they were removed but haven’t been replaced as yet.  Discussion. 
ASRWS

No word has been received regarding the agreement. 

Homeland Security (FEMA Grant)
Jed Kirkland of Interstate Engineering noted that the fencing has been completed.  Work is being done for the generator installation, but they are still waiting for the generator to be delivered.  All funding for this project is through Roosevelt Co.  There was some discussion whether or not funding would be available to the City to address the security issue.  
Abatement

There were no abatements presented.  City Clerk Mahlum stated that the office is working on reducing the Accounts Receivable, which is in excess of $50,000.  Jamie has been giving notice to the Fort Pecking Housing Authority of those accounts which have been shut-off for non-payment.  We are doing as much as we can, stated City Clerk Mahlum. 
Resignation – Eldon Porras

Councilman Paulson reported that City Foreman Eldon Porras has verbally tendered his resignation as of July 31, 2015.  
Motion by Councilman Paulson, seconded by Councilman Block accepting the resignation of City Foreman Eldon Porras, effective July 31, 2015.  MOTION CARRIED. 

Vacancy – City Foreman
Motion by Councilman Paulson, seconded by Councilman Block to authorize the advertising of the City Foreman position.  Discussion.  Public Works Director Isle noted that someone in house may be interested in the position. MOTION CARRIED.


Nielsen Bldg

Mayor Dschaak provided the Council with an update on the status of the Nielsen Bldg.  He noted that there is asbestos in the building.  Newfields completed Phase II – Environment Site Assessment (ESA) Report of Findings.  The summary of finding indicated that two (2) building materials were found to have asbestos.  They are:

Nielsen Bldg – Continued…..

· 9” x 9” vinyl floor tile with white streaks (5% Chrysotile asbestos) and associated mastic (3% Chrysotile asbestos) located in the northeast corner of the shop; and,
· Vermiculite attic insulation above the ceiling (6% Tremolite asbestos). 

The report recommends planning to begin to address the removal of the asbestos-containing materials prior to building demolition.  The report also contains an abatement cost estimate in the amount of $11,912 plus the cost for the air quality testing.  Mayor Dschaak stated in total it would run approximately $16-18,000.  A loan could be available through GNDC/Brownsfield for approximately $20,000 with repayment over the next couple of years.  Mayor Dschaak stated the building needs to be replaced as soon as possible.  He referred the matter to the Equipment Replacement/Bldg Improvement Committee (Rodenberg/Moran/Evans & Public Works Director Isle to put together a cost for a new building and to move the water salesman.  
Motion by Councilman Paulson, seconded by Councilwoman Page authorizing the Equipment Replacement/Bldg Improvement Committee to move forward to remove the Nielsen Bldg pending receipt of the Brownsfield loan.  MOTION CARRIED.
FY 15/16 Preliminary Budget

City Clerk Mahlum provided the City Council with information that had been prepared at this time regarding the new budget for FY 15/16, noting that it was still a work in progress.  A Public Hearing is scheduled for Wednesday, August 5th, but she noted that the Mayor would be gone and so would Public Works Director Isle.    A Special Meeting is scheduled for August 10th to adopt the budget.  Councilwoman Evans indicated that she would be gone that day.  A quorum of the City Council is needed to officially adopt the budget.  
Investment Report

No investments are coming due.  

Quarterly Insurance Reports

City Clerk Mahlum requested a brief meeting with the committee to review the quarterly reports.  
Clerk’s Activity Report
City Clerk Mahlum provided the Council with a copy of her monthly activity report.  She noted that Laura has been out of the office since the end of June and will be gone for 12 weeks.  City Clerk Mahlum indicated that she is scheduled for surgery on Monday, July 27th and her return to work is uncertain.  
Treasurer’s Cash Report

Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilman Paulson approving of the Treasurer’s Cash Report for the month of June, 2015.  MOTION CARRIED.

Financial Reports

Motion by Councilwoman Page, seconded by Councilwoman Evans approving of the Revenue and Expenditure Reports for the month of June, 2015.  MOTION CARRIED.

Water/Sewer & Solid Waste Revenues

A copy of the revenues for the Water/Sewer & Solid Waste as of June 30, 2015 was provided to the City Council.  It was noted that the Water & Sewer revenue were only at 98%.  This is due to the large accts receivable balance that needs to be reduced due to non-payment which results in termination of services.    
Securities
Motion by Councilman Paulson, seconded by Councilwoman Page approving of the Securities Pledged to the Credit of the Wolf Point Treasurer for the quarter ending June 30, 2015.  MOTION CARRIED.

Securities – Continued…….

Budget Transfers – FY 14/15
City Clerk Mahlum presented a list of budget transfers for fiscal year ending June 30, 2015.  If an expenditure line item is over-spent, a transfer from within the budget is made to remove that negative amount.  In no case, is the total budget increased.

Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilwoman Evans approving of the Budget Transfer for FY 14/15 as presented.  MOTION CARRIED.
Cash Deficits

City Clerk Mahlum noted that due to reimbursements not being received prior to the end of June, there are some cash deficits that exist.  Transfers are made to remove that deficit and repayment to the loaning fund will be repaid.  She requested approval to make a transfer from the Oil Severance Fund to remove the negative amount.
Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Block approving the transfer of funds from Oil Severance (2890) to the Airport Improvement fund (4020) in the amount of $6,964.25.  MOTION CARRIED.
Dedicated Road (Airport Property)
City Attorney Knudsen reported that the Roosevelt Co. Commissioners are in agreement with the position to pursue a petition (Opt. #1) or have the road declared as a private road (Opt. 3).  Discussion. 

Public Works Director

Mr. Isle provided the Council with a copy of his monthly activity report.  There were no utility requests.  He noted that Stampede cleanup went well.

Mayor’s Miscellaneous

Still haven’t heard anything from CDBG regarding the grant application for funding for the CIP project.  

Council Seat Vacancy

Mayor Dschaak stated he will make some calls to see if he can get someone interested to take that Council seat in Ward 1.

City Clerk Mahlum stated she would be out of the office for surgery on July 27th.  Depending on her recovery she would be back to work the 1st of the month.
