The meeting was called to order by Mayor Dschaak, followed by a moment of silent prayer and the reciting of the Pledge of Allegiance.  Mayor Dschaak asked the Council to keep Councilwoman Page and her family in their prayers.  Judy’s husband, Cliff Page passed away suddenly on May 7, 2015 at the age of 70.  
PUBLIC COMMENT
Amendments to the Agenda

There were no additional items added to the agenda.  

Dedicated Roadway – Dick Johnson

Dick Johnson was before the City Council and advised the Council that he owns some lots near the airport property.  He had met with the Roosevelt Co. Commissioners and City Attorney Knudsen to see how to get a designated road or a public access road to his properties.  There is a road there (Highway 25 to the golf course) currently which is maintained by the county, but it has never had any easements or access documents and nothing recorded as a public access road.  Furthermore, if he would sell these lots, a finance company wouldn’t allow anyone to purchase these lots without an access.  Discussion.  City Attorney Knudsen stated he would do some research first for both the city and the county.  This item will be placed on the City Council agenda for next month’s meeting, noting that a public hearing may be necessary at some point.  
Minutes

Great No. Development Corporation

Tori Matejovsky appeared before the City Council and informed the Council that she had been appointed to Martin DeWitt’s position as the Executive Director at GNDC.  She has only been in this position for approximately 2 weeks and is trying to get a handle on everything.   If the Council has any questions, feel free to contact her.

HOME

Reporting for Brianna, Tori indicated that she is trying to get a Housing Committee together to meet with NeighborWorks to work on a potential duplex using the HOME funds.   Mayor Dschaak noted that he has appointed a committee of the City Council to meet with Brianna and discuss potential projects.  The committee consists of:  Councilman Paulson & Block and Councilwoman Evans.
Gyler Cleanup

Mayor Dschaak reported that a local contractor has been selected to do the work.  A contract has not been signed.  The project will be completed by July 1st, but John Gysler later indicated that it would be completed by June 15th.  There should be no expense to the City of Wolf Point.  City Clerk Mahlum noted that Safetec’s final claim for the retainage is in the claims tonight.
MDU Franchise Agreement – 2nd Reading

Presented for a 2nd Reading was Ordinance No. 2015-01, the MDU Franchise Agreement. 
Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Block approving of the 2nd reading of Ordinance No. 2015-01, which reads as follows:  
AN ORDINANCE GRANTING TO MONTANA-DAKOTA UTILITIES CO., A DIVISION OF MDU RESOURCES GROUP, INC., A CORPORATION, ITS SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS, THE FRANCHISE AND RIGHT TO CONSTRUCT, MAINTAIN AND OPERATE, WITHIN AND UPON, IN AND UNDER THE STREETS, ALLEYS AND PUBLIC GROUNDS OF THE CITY OF WOLF POINT, ROOSEVELT COUNTY, MONTANA, A NATURAL GAS DISTRIBUTION SYSTEM FOR TRANSMITTING AND DISTRIBUTING NATURAL OR MANUFACTURED GAS, OR A MIXTURE OF BOTH, FOR PUBLIC AND PRIVATE USE.  
MOTION CARRIED.  It was noted that this ordinance will be in effect 30 days after the 2nd reading or by June 18, 2015.  

Police/Animal Control/Victim Witness
Chief Harada presented his monthly Activity Report to the City Council.  He noted the complaints were down but the tickets issued are up.  Effective April 1st, Margaret Henry will become a fulltime employee, fully funded by grant programs.  He complimented Councilman Bets His Medicine & Margaret on their response to the various calls they are requested to respond to.  Police Chief Harada left at this time.

FAA Project

John Bach with Interstate Engineering reported on the project.  He noted that the structures have all been poured and Macon has some cleanup to do.   There is no drawdown request tonight.  Interstate Engineering will present their bills once the survey and closeout is completed.  Public Works Director Isle reported that the drainage system is working as a result of the recent rain, all the water drained out to the other end.  
Entitlement Transfer

Craig Canfield of Kadrmas, Lee & Jackson is the engineer for the Sidney-Richland Co. Airport and he called and asked if the City of Wolf Point and Roosevelt County would be willing to transfer their Entitlement funds to the Sidney-Richland Regional Airport.   This was reviewed by Steve Aldinger of Interstate Engineering and it was determined that these funds would not be needed at this time.  

Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Schultz approving the Agreement for Transfer of Entitlements from the LM Clayton Airport – City of Wolf Point and Roosevelt Co, Montana in the amount of $126,178.00 to the Sidney-Richland Regional Airport.  MOTION CARRIED.  
Federal Express Lease

It was noted that discussion is taking place regarding the current Federal Express lease agreement.  It is due to expired on December 31, 2015.  City Attorney Knudsen is reviewing. 
Hanger Roof Repair

Public Works Director Isle noted that the roof on the big hangar at the airport needs repair.  The cover is worn out.  He noted that he put a line item in the budget to replace it.  

Airport Hangar Rent

Public Works Director Isle previously noted that the hangar rent may need to be increased, but after doing some research he thought we were charging appropriately.  He will do some more checking and call a meeting if needed.  

CTEP – Gazebo Ramp

This didn’t seem to be a concern just so the project is completed this summer, stated Mayor Dschaak.  The city’s portion is approximately 13.42% and will need to be reflected in the FY 15/16 budget.  
Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilwoman Evans to award the CTEP – Gazebo Ramp project to LSC, Inc. in the amount of $36,810.00.  MOTION CARRIED.  
O-Skat-E Park

City Clerk Mahlum contacted Eric Johannessen and the grant he was applying for wasn’t what he thought it was so there is no money coming from there.   The Park & Recreation Committee will need to get together and see what is needed at this park.  Discussion.  
Recreation Program
Mayor Dschaak introduced Tom Olsen who was hired as the new Recreation Director for the City of Wolf Point and Amanda Campbell as the Pool Manager.  An organizational meeting was held on Tuesday, May 12th and there were approximately 75-100 people in attendance.  Signups for the baseball programs will be this week and there may be a 4-5 year old t-ball program as well.  Registration is $15.00 for all programs.  Practice will begin on May 26th.  Tom is accepting applications for coaches and lifeguards. They are attempting to get the lifeguards certified as soon as possible.  Dave Allen will continue to do the Maintenance at the pool.  
Trees @ Sherman Park

Carolyn Whitmer has mapped out Sherman Park for the new trees and has marked those that need to be taken out.  
Trees @ City Office

Clerk Mahlum noted that the big trees in front of the City Office are pretty bad and may need to be removed.  Lots of dead branches in these trees.   There is also a tree behind the firehall that also needs to be removed.

Garbage Containers
Thanks to the assistance of Councilwoman Vivian Schultz, she is having her students repair and repaint the garbage containers around town prior to Stampede.  

NorthSide School Signage

Northside School submitted the sign to the Mayor who submitted to the Public Works Director for his review as well.  Rick stated that he looks good to him and they are paying for the sign and the placement doesn’t interfere with plowing of snow.

The bands will be located east of the traffic signal on Main Street.  Cleanup has been arranged through Wolf Point High School. Public Works Director Isle advised the Council that a section of the sewer main on Hill was replaced and they ran into problems with the installation.  As a result, there was an expense incurred by a property owner, which was reimbursed by the contractor.  All is good now.  
Board of Health & Safety

SW Maintenance Worker II – Joe Hogan

City Clerk Mahlum stated that she had provided all Council members with a copy of Task Order #2 for the development of a capital improvement plan.  The cost is estimated between $75,000 - $100,000.  Clerk Mahlum also reported that application for grant funding has been made to CDBG ($30,000), TSEP ($10,000) and RRGL ($5,000) to help offset the cost.  Interstate Engineering will notify the city in advance of reaching the $75,000 mark.  Hopefully with in-house assistance, the cost can be kept at a lower amount.  Discussion.  

Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilwoman Schultz approving Task Order #2 – Development of a Capital Improvement Plan with possible funding from various grant funds and/or along with the remaining amounts from the various city funds.   MOTION CARRIED.
