Mayor Dschaak noted that the meeting was not available via ZOOM this evening, which is hosted by Great No. Development Corporation. 

Fort Peck Tribal Council

Mayor Dschaak informed the Council that Tribal Councilman Smith has invited him to attend a meeting regarding work on street rehabilitation.  He asked Public Works Director Ward Smith to attend the meeting with him.  No Tribal Council member was present at the meeting tonight. 

Art in the Park
The Wolf Point Chamber of Commerce is requesting permission to hold Art in the Park at Sherman Park, Saturday, July 11th during the Wolf Point Stampede.  Proof of insurance and a deposit is required.  Discussion.

Property Taxes - 425 Dawson
Because the City of Wolf Point now owns 425 Dawson, there were two (2) years of delinquent taxes on the property from the previous owner (Larry Maier).   As a result, there is a claim payable to Roosevelt Co. Treasurer for the taxes that are due.  City Clerk noted that of the $1398 that was paid, the city will receive all but $195.00 which is due to the county, schools and TV District.    Discussion was held regarding the sale of the property and the condition of the property and the posting of “No trespassing” signs.  City Clerk Mahlum was also going to contact MMIA regarding liability coverage on this property.  
FAA CARES Act Grant – No. 3-30-0086-015-2020
The CARES Act, signed on March 27, 2020, provided the FAA with $10 billion in funding to issue grants to airports for prevention, preparation, and response to the impacts of COVID-19. The L.M. Clayton Airport was given $30,000 and the funding will support continuing operations and replace lost revenue resulting from the sharp decline in passenger traffic and other airport business due to the COVID-19 public health emergency.  The funds are available for airport capital expenditures, airport operating expenses (including payroll and utilities), and airport debt payments.  The sponsor’s authorized representatives must execute the grant, followed by the attorney’s certification, no later than June 25, 2020, in order for the grant to be valid.   City Attorney Anna Rose Sullivan has reviewed the agreement and it was also provided to Veronica Meyer at Interstate Engineering, who is the airport engineering firm. Roosevelt Co. Attorney Austin Knudsen and the Roosevelt Co. Commissioners have also signed the grant agreement.    Discussion.  
Motion by Councilman Plestina, seconded by Councilman Wozniak authorizing Mayor Dschaak to sign the CARES Act Airport Grant Agreement – Grant No. 3-30-0086-015-2020 (Contract No. DOT-FA20NM-K2023) for a $30,000 grant to be used for expenses at the LM Clayton Airport.  MOTION CARRIED.  
CapeAir Flights/Siteminder

Mayor Dschaak asked Public Works Director Smith what the status was on the CapeAir flights.  He noted in his report that there were 62 flights from Wolf Point to Billings with 159 passengers and 61 flights from Billings to Wolf Point with 148 passengers.  He noted that it is still only one (1) flight a day, but there are more passengers now than before.  
City Clerk Mahlum informed the Council that QT Petroleum on Demand had experienced an outage beginning May 30th. which affected all M4000 systems, including card processing and Siteminder access, which is our fueling system at the airport.  Tom Romo was able to get fuel to the pilots by using a manual fuel mode.   The problem has since been fixed and was up and running by June 3, 2020.  

Swimming Pool – Upgrades
According to Greg Lukasik, Great West Engineering Corland Construction has been working with Ken Luckow to get the pool able to operate for the summer.  Once the summer season is over, they will be back to replace the filters, install the right showers, and complete the rest of the work.  The pool opened today.  A pay request was submitted in the amount of $109,750.36.  City Clerk Mahlum asked if the proper signing was present at the pool due to the COVID-19.  
Cemetery Expansion

Mayor Dschaak asked the Committee to set a date tonight to have a meeting to discuss the cemetery expansion.  Public Works Director Ward Smith also would like to discuss the Park/Cemetery Maintenance Contract with the committee regarding the possibility of doing it in house.  Discussion.  
Shortened Baseball Schedule
Mayor Dschaak noted that we have a shortened baseball schedule this year due to the “social distancing” issue.  
Ward Boundaries – New Ordinance
An ordinance has been prepared by City Attorney Sullivan amending the city’s current ward boundaries and adopting new boundaries.  
Motion by Councilman Mahlum, seconded by Councilman Plestina approving of the 1st Reading of Ordiance No. /Resolution No.           , repealing Section 1.5.2. entitled Wards and replacing it with the following:

Albertson’s 
Councilman Plestina asked if anyone had heard whether or not Albertson’s was still going to expand.  He thought the city should send a letter to their corporate office and ask them what their intentions were.  Discussion.  It was the consensus to draft a letter for the Mayor’s signature.  
McDonald’s

City Clerk Mahlum noted there is an outstanding building permit for interior remodeling at McDonalds.  She has been in contact with Teaguean Knudsen, Bldg Inspector to see what he can find out.  
CDBG – Planning Grant

Dog Pound

Councilwoman Bets His Medicine reminded the Council that some time ago, the city was going to join forces with the Tribes HPDP and make some much-needed renovations to the city’s pound.  Unfortunately, she noted that she hasn’t been able to get them to sign the agreement.   She will keep pushing to get this done.  
Nuisance Letters

Police Chief Harada reported that approximately 33 letters were sent out, which also included Weed Notices.  Councilman Mahlum asked if there has been any response to the letters sent out.  Chief Harada noted that he has seen some cleanup.  
City Clerk Mahlum informed the Council that Walker Weeks intends on cleaning up the property on Front Street that was recently destroyed by fire.  He plans on removing some trees and items that have been sitting in the alley as well.  Mayor Dschaak was appreciative of him taking responsibility of his property.  
Councilman Mahlum inquired about the status of the properties on Custer Street.  City Attorney Anna Rose Sullivan responded that all properties would be treated the same.  When complaints are filed, they will be filed all on the same day.  A notice to appear was issued to the property owner, according to Ms. Sullivan, but because the city did not follow the proper ordinance procedure, the complaint was dismissed.  A new complaint has been filed and she has been in contact with his attorney has they have presented a remediation plan.  It is also possible that one of those properties is being issued a Tax Deed Notice.  
Old Landfill Cover

City Clerk Mahlum informed the Council that Barry Damschen has been talking with the DEQ and feels he has them convinced to give back to the city more money that we first expected.  She didn’t have a dollar figure yet.  
Landfill Scale

Public Works Director Smith informed the Council that the landfill scale was recently tested and re-certified.  
Lot Cleanup

Due to the COVID-19 issue, the Tribes haven’t been operating at full capacity yet and it has been difficult to get ahold of anyone.  But that should change here soon, stated Mayor Dschaak.  

Asphalt Plant

Mayor Dschaak asked Public Works Director to give the Council an update on the status of the asphalt plant.  He reported that Genco showed up today and got part of it was working.  They are waiting for some additional parts that should show up tomorrow.  It’s been a struggle, stated PW Smith.  Mayor Dschaak stated it would be nice to know what the action problem was.  Public Works Director Smith stated the first issue was getting an electrician, and the second issue was the parts were not working.   Mayor Dschaak noted that he has had several individuals ask him why the city hasn’t been repairing the streets or replacing the streets all over town.  He explained that the city wasn’t able to make asphalt to make the repairs.  Unfortunately replacing the streets is not going to happen due to the financial restraints.  He invited anyone interested to attend a budget meeting to get this information first hand.  It was suggested that the Public Works Department come up with a plan on when they are going to tackle the street repairs.  Public Works Director Smith stated they are working on a plan.  Discussion.
Street Dance Request
Mayor Dschaak submitted to the Council the additional request from the Wolf Point Chamber of Commerce to have a street dance on Saturday night as well as Friday night.  He noted that they have a cleanup crew for both nights.  Discussion.

Water Tank Repairs

Greg Lukasik, Great West reported he talked with Kal Trucker today and that crews from Maguire Iron will be here mid-July to begin the repairs on the water tank.  He will have several crews in Montana during the month.  
Water PER

The City of Wolf Point was notified, letter dated July 31, 2019, that it had been awarded a TSEP Grant in the amount of $15,000, i.e. Contract #MT-TSEP-PL-21-195.  This planning grant was to complete a water system Preliminary Engineering Report (PER).   City Clerk Mahlum noted that as of today we haven’t received the funds. According to Greg Lukasik this was part of the DLA grant application, which the city did not receive funding.  City Clerk Mahlum Greg if we would be requesting and/or receiving the TSEP funds before the end of this fiscal year.   He indicated that we would not.  

Water Rate Increase
As per Resolution No. 927-219, the base water rate will be increasing by $13.00, effective July 15 thru August 15, 2020, which will appear on the September 1, 2020 billing.  This is the second of three (3) rate increases approved by the City Council in June, 2019.  
Bond Resolution No. 947-2020

As part of the Rural Development funding package for the BNSF Water Main repairs, the City of Wolf Point was approved for a $109,000 loan.  As per the Letter of Conditions, the loan must be secured by a Revenue Bond.  Bob Murdo, bond counsel has prepared the form of resolution to be used and must prepare for Rural Development the draft bond documents no less than 90 days before advertising for bid. Presented to the Council was Bond Resolution No. 947-2020 prepared by Mr. Murdo.  Council is requested to authorize the Mayor to sign.  City Attorney Sullivan has reviewed it as well.  
Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilman Plestina authorizing Mayor Dschaak to sign the Bond Resolution No. 947-2020, which is as follows:

BNSF – Watermain Repairs
According to Greg Lukasik, Great West noted that they have completed draft plans, design report and project manual and he has reviewed this with PWD Smith. He will be submitting them for approval, noting that it is tough to get ahold of anyone as they are still working from home.  He thinks a Call for Bid could be done at next month’s meeting.  
DLA Grant

Mayor Dschaak still plans to visit with the Dept. of Commerce in Helena to discuss the ranking errors and find out why Wolf Point did not receive funding.  Greg Lukasik agrees that the City is owed an explanation.  
Wastewater PER

Greg Lukasik reported that they have completed the Wastewater PER and the Council adopted the Wastewater PER at last month’s meeting (Resolution No. No. 944-2020).  A Public Hearing will be scheduled for next month.  Grant applications for funding were submitted to DNRC-RRGL on June 1st, and TSEP on June 12, 2020.  The next grant application will be for CDBG, which require two (2) Public Hearings.  One will be held next month and another in August when we get ready to submit the grant application.  Another Public Hearing that will be held next month will be an Environmental Hearing for the TSEP grant, which was delayed due to the Phase 1 or 2 restrictions due to the COVID-19 pandemic.

Custer Street Degradation

It was discussed earlier in the meeting.             
Salaries - FY 2020/21
City Clerk Mahlum requested a meeting with the Personnel, Policy & Wage Committee to discuss FY 2020/21 salaries, i.e. COLA, etc.   She suggested meeting tonight after the City Council meeting if it doesn’t get too late as it shouldn’t take very long.  

Maintenance Worker III/Mechanic

Dennis Thompson will be retiring June 30th and Public Works Director Smith was asking if he could hire his replacement while Dennis will still here to help with the transition.    

Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilman Plestina accepting the recommendation to hire Loren Warmbrod, effective June 1st, 2020 as a replacement for Dennis Thompson.  It is a grade 6 position, with a starting wage of $20.00 per hour, with a $2.00 increase per hour when he obtains his CDL.  There will be a 6-month probationary period beginning June 1st.  MOTION CARRIED.  
Prelimnary Budget – FY 2020/21
City Clerk Mahlum reported that she sent our requests to the Department Heads for preliminary budgets and had asked that they be returned by June 10.  To-date she has not received any of those budgets.  As soon as she receives those budgets, she will begin putting them together so the various committees can meet and discuss the budgets.  

Investments

City Clerk Mahlum informed the Council that she had a $100,000 CD coming due at the Wolf Point Federal Credit Union on Wednesday.  The interest rate was 1.80% but the renewal rate is only .20 for a 12-month CD.  She noted that after talking with the Mayor she is going to withdraw the funds and invest in STIP, which was at least .79 or maybe less by now.  Another very large CD is maturing at Opportunity Bank (formerly Western Bank) at the end of month.  It’s interest rate was 1.51%.  The last CD was reinvested for 11 months at .70.  She plans on visiting with them to see that they can do now short-term.  Otherwise STIP is at least liquid enough so that if we need the funds, they are accessible if the rates do increase at some point, stated City Clerk Mahlum.   

Clerk’s Activity Report

City Clerk Mahlum provided the Council with a copy of her Monthly Activity Report and reviewed it at this time.  She reported that she requested and have received the BaRRSA funds in the amount of $61,312.24.  

Financial Reports

Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine approving of the Revenue & Expenditure Reports for the month of May, 2020 and the Treasurer’s Cash Report for the month of May, 2020.  MOTION CARRIED. 

City Attorney

City Attorney Anna Rose Sullivan reported that the new boundary ordinance was presented to the Council earlier for the 1st reading.    The annexation is still in the works and should be presented for approval at the next month’s meeting.  Clayton Vine is still working on the Farmers Union Lumber matter. 

Public Works Director

PW Director Smith provided the Council with his Monthly Activity Report.  He stated the pool is open and operational.  They are also working to get the asphalt plant running and should have it completed within the week.  

Mayor’s Miscellaneous

Mayor Dschaak once again stated that Ward 2 needs a Council appointment.  He encouraged individuals to contact him if they are interested in serving on the Council.  
TC Energy (Keystone Pipeline)

Eric Brugier of TC Energy contacted the Mayor regarding a donation of $20,000 to be used to provide buckets filled with basic needs to reservation residents to assist with the impacts of COVID-19 in the community.  Funds will be provided to the City of Wolf Point to purchase such items as bleach, shampoo, conditioner, hand soap, bars of soap, hand sanitizer, tooth brushes, paste, floss and dishwasher soap.  Mayor Dschaak noted that he has agreed to participate. 

Requests for Absence

No requests for absence were submitted.  

Snowbird Policy

The Water & Sewer Committee met earlier tonight and according to Committee Chairman Councilwoman Evans, there will be no changes to the policy that was presented at the November 2019 meeting.
