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A Regular Meeting of the Wolf Point City Council was held Monday, October 19, 2020 in the City Council Chambers with Mayor Chris M. Dschaak presiding.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Dschaak, followed by a moment of silence and the reciting of the Pledge of Allegiance.  Mayor asked the Council to keep the family of Craig Rodenberg in their prayers due to the passing of his grandfather – Harry Rodenberg.  He also voiced his concern over the increasing number of COVID-19 cases in our area and unfortunate deaths as a result.   NOTE:  The meeting was NOT streamed live over FACEBOOK tonight due to complications with the Mayor’s phone.  
PUBLIC COMMENT

Custer Street Degradation
Bill Juve, who resides at 428 Custer Street was before the Council to further discuss the blight and degradation on the 400 & 500 blocks of Custer Street and wanting an update from the Council on addressing this issue. As far as he can find out, the only service to one of these properties on the 400 Block and one on the 500 Block of Custer is electricity.  All other services – gas and water have been suspended.   He provided the Council with a handout with the following detailed timeline.    

	December 16, 2019
	Addressed the City Council about Custer property.  At this time Councilman Rodenberg volunteered to bring this issue up at every monthly meeting until it is resolved.  

	
	

	January 21, 2020
	Addressed the City Council about Custer Street property.

	May 18, 2020
	Councilman Rodenberg asked City Attorney Sullivan about action on this issue.  According to the City Council minutes Attorney Sullivan stated that she is giving property owners thirty (30) days to comply and if no action she will file a complaint.


Mr. Juve stated that it has been over 30 days and nothing has happened on the 400 and 500 blocks of Custer.  The property taxes have not been paid since 2017 and are currently $6,516.32 on the 400 Block of Custer and $6,168.85 on the 500 Block of Custer.  There is also a $1,200 city bill against one of the properties on the 400 Block of Custer.  These properties are all owned by the same person.  
He further noted that not only is the lack of maintenance on the building and yards very unsightly, it has brought down the value of others properties in the area.  These properties surely qualify as blighted areas and the City could proceed with more aggressive actions to clean up this disgusting mess.  

He was requesting the Council to enforce the city’s ordinance – Section 5-1 pertaining to NUISANCE, noting that the properties on the 400 block of Custer and the one on the 500 block of Custer fit into several categories of this ordinance.
City Attorney Anna Rose Sullivan commented that she has filed a criminal complaint against the property owner – Reuben Vincent – months ago.  There is a criminal action pending for the violation of the city’s ordinance.  The problem, stated Ms. Sullivan, is that he currently lives in New Zealand and due to COVID-19 he is unable to travel here and we’re unable to go there to serve him with the complaint.  She further noted that there is only so much that can be accomplished doing that, stating that it is

just a fine.  In order for the city to take further action is to buy the property, which is now for sale.  She’s hoping the property is picked up by an angel investor who is willing to purchase the property and fix it up because the city doesn’t have the funds to take over the property as it sits now.  She further noted that she has been in communication with the Fort Peck Tribes and they may have some environmental protection funds to assist in cleaning up this property.  But someone needs to purchase that property and the Tribes are willing to work with them to clean it up.  But it comes down to whom wants to assume that liability.  The City of Wolf Point does not want to assume that liability and doesn’t have the funds from an already stretched budget.    

Mr. Juve stated he understands the situation but wants the City to understand their frustration.  He feels the city ordinances are worthless. Ms. Sullivan again stated that it is being enforced and is in the court system right now.  Mr. Juve noted that this could drag on for years.  He feels the city could easily declare it as a blighted area.  By doing this, stated Ms. Sullivan, the city would be accepting the liability.  Mr. Juve felt something should happen.  If the city doesn’t buy it, then nothing is going to get done, stated Mr. Juve.  He challenged the city to enter this structure and see for themselves the status of this mess. Mr. Juve noted that his property value continues to decline as long as the city allows this to continue.  

Further discussion ensued regarding this matter.   In conclusion, City Attorney Sullivan stated she would try to figure something out.  
Minutes
City Clerk Mahlum has previously provided the Council with copies of several minutes, with the exception of the minutes of the Regular Meeting of Monday, September 21, 2020 which were just completed today and provided to the Council tonight.  She was requesting approval of those minutes, with the exception of the  minutes of September 21, 2020.  

Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilman Plestina approving the minutes of the Public Hearings (Water PER) & (CDBG Application) held on August 17, 2020; the Regular Meeting of August 17, 2020; the Public Hearing (Budget Adoption) held on August 19, 2020; and the Special Meeting held on August 26, 2020.  MOTION CARRIED.
GNDC

Mayor Dschaak stated he was going to check with Tori to see if there was some grant funding available to purchase additional speed control signs.  He has received several positive comments regarding the signs that were recently installed on Highway #2.  
Fort Peck Tribes

Due the increase in the COVID-19 cases, the Fort Peck Tribes have gone back to a Phase I shutdown.  
Albertson’s Status

At the request of Councilman Plestina, City Clerk Mahlum reported that she has sent an e-mail to an individual associated with the Albertson’s property to obtain some information regarding the status of that property.  As of this date, she has not received a response.  

Airport

It was noted that Ed Bach would be returning to the Airport as of the 16th of October.  He is a farmer and was absent from spring to harvest.  Tom Romo has been filling in for him during that time.  
Private Hangar @ Airport

Ward Smith, Public Works Director informed the Council that a guy from Williston, North Dakota is interested in building a hangar at the city’s airport.  He has forwarded his contact information to Veronica Meyer, Interstate Engineering to address the issue. According to her, he would have to follow the most recent ALP (Airport Layout Plan) if he should move forward with the new hangar.  Mr. Smith stated he would keep the Council informed.  

Airport Snow Removal Equipment – Task Order #1
Presented to the Council for approval was Task Order #1 from Interstate Engineering to provide engineering services to acquire new snow removal equipment for the LM Clayton Airport.  This equipment will be acquired under a FAA Airport Improvement Program (AIP) grant, which will provide approximately 95% of the funding.  The city and county would be responsible for the remaining 5%.  The Task Order will provide the engineering services to accomplish this acquisition for a lump sum fee of $25,000.   PWD Smith explained that the current snow removal equipment is quite old and parts are no longer available.  Tom has kept it running all these years.  Therefore, an upgrade would be beneficial.   Discussion.  
Motion by Councilman Mahlum, seconded by Councilwoman Evans to approve Task Order #1 from Interstate Engineering to furnish engineering services to L.M. Clayton Airport to obtain funding through a FAA Airport Improvement Program (AIP) grant (AIP No. 3-30-0086-016-2021) for the acquisition of a Carrier Vehicle and Sweeper Attachment for a lump sum fee of $25,000.  MOTION CARRIED. 
FAA Grant Management – Policies & Procedures

City Clerk Mahlum informed the Council of a letter, dated August 14, 2020, received from the FAA regarding the FAA Management Decision on the Single Audit Findings for the period ending June 30, 2018.  The finding in the audit was as follows:
CONDITION:  The City/County did not have adequate documentation procedures over the compliance requirements and activities of the Airport Improvement Program specific to procurement and suspension and debarment requirements.  

The management response in the audit document was as follows: 

RESPONSE:  Due to the former extended illness transitional staff did not review the suspension and debarment status of contractors bidding on the development project at the airports funded with Airport Improvement Grant 3-30-0086-013-2017.  
The letter states that the City of Wolf Point MT invited consulting firms to provide professional services associated with implementing the Airport Improvement Program (AIP) at the airport.  Within the Requests for Qualifications, the Sponsor has outlined a knowledge and ability to follow FAA advisory circulars for contract procurement with specific references to review suspension and debarment status of bidding firms.  The City also developed new “Policies and Procedure for FAA Grant Management” which outline the new process to ensure contract procurement is conducted per FAA procurement requirements.  
The letter states that the FAA concur that the City of Wolf Point has adequately addressed audit findings and no further action is required at this time.  

Veronica Meyer, Interstate Engineering has provided the Council with a copy of the revised Polices and Procedures for FAA Grant Management for approval/adoption by the City Council.  Copies of the Policies and Procedures were provided to the Council and Public Works Director Ward Smith.  

Motion by Councilman Mahlum, seconded by Councilwoman Evans approving the revised Policies & Procedures approved by the FAA for FAA Grant Management for the L.M.  Clayton Airport.  MOTION CARRIED.

Veronica Meyer, an engineer for Interstate Engineering for the city’s airport submitted for the Council’s approval the 2021-2027 Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) for the L.M. Clayton Airport in Wolf Point, Montana.  Projects included in the CIP include the following:

Motion by Councilman Wozniak, seconded by Councilman Plestina approving of the 2021-2027 Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) for the L.M. Clayton Airport in Wolf Point MT.  MOTION CARRIED.  
NPE (Non-Primary Entitlement) -  Reciprocal Agreements

City Clerk Mahlum provided the Council with the following information.  Veronica Meyer, Interstate Engineering submitted a request for FAA approval for the Transfer of Entitlements from Carter County, Montana for the Ekalaka Airport in the amount of $100,500 to the L.M. Clayton Airport for fiscal year 2021, expiring on 9/30/2021.  She also submitted to the FAA the Agreement for Transfer of Entitlements from the City of Wolf Point and Roosevelt Co., for the L.M. Clayton Airport to Judith Basin County, Montana for the Biggerstaff Field/Stanford Airport in the amount of $150,000.  The City Council approved this on 2/21/2017 and it will expire on 09/30/2021.  
Airport – CARS Act Reimbursement

Under the Airport – CARES Act Reimb. Veronica Meyer, Interstate Engineering submitted $1949.53 for weed removal at the airport and $28,050.47 for salary reimbursement for a total of $30,000.00.  
Swimming Pool Upgrades – Task Order #3
Public Works Director Ward Smith informed the Council that Corland Construction was to finish the filter, etc. today but no one was there.  He will check with them and see when the project will be completed.  A walk-through will be scheduled once they are complete.  

Irrigation System
An estimate in the amount of $12,000 has been obtained from Erickson Irrigation for the two upper ball fields changing out the push in type sprinklers to an automated system.  Public Works Director Smith felt this would be a good improvement and a good use of the funds that were set aside over time for the lights at the ball fields.  It was noted that the improvements wouldn’t occur until next spring.  City Clerk Mahlum stated there is approximately $37,000 available in Fund 4080 – WP Baseball Lights.   Discussion.  
Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilman Plestina accepting from Erickson Irrigation the estimate of $12,000 to change out the push in type sprinklers to an automated system at the two (2) upper ball fields.  Funding for this project will come from Fund 4080 – WP Baseball – Light Project.   MOTION CARRIED.  
Cemetery Expansion
Need to find funding.

Building Permits

A building permit for McDonalds interior alterations remains unpaid.  City Clerk Mahlum will reach out to them to get at least the permit paid for.  Public Works Director Smith noted that he talked with Katie @ Doc’z and their engineer and they were going to obtain the paperwork that is being requested. He also spoke with Teaguean Knudsen with Interstate Engineering and he was going to reach out to their engineer again.  

Grant Applications – Update

According to Greg Lukasik, Great West Engineering a planning grant application was submitted to CDBG on October 15th for a CIP update.  As for the other pending grant applications, he has not heard any of the results of the grant application rankings.  He will let us know when they learn something.  According to City Clerk Mahlum, Greg also indicated that RD has some money available.  When he returns after the 1st of November, he will discuss applying to RD for matching funds for the other grants.  

Fire Siren

Lindsay McNabb, DES had called into the meeting and was requesting assistance from various communities in completing the Preservation forms for the new sirens.  Everything is filled out and she needs help with editing pictures and uploading them to the form.  City Clerk Mahlum indicated that she would be willing to help.  Lindsey indicated she would like to complete this by November, 2020.  Lindsey stated she has the photos and will send them to City Clerk Mahlum.  These forms need to be approved before any construction takes place and construction completed by Sept. 30, 2021.      
Firemen’s Ball
Mayor Dschaak informed the Council that Firemen’s Ball was cancelled this year due to COVID-19 issues.  He also noted that a Go-Fund-Me campaign was started by the mother of one of the firemen and has raised $8,800 for the WP Volunteer Fire Department. 

Police/Animal Control

CARES Act Reimbursement Status

During the MT League of Cities & Towns conference, information on the CARES Act was presented.  It was reported that 91 applications for funding had been received and they were in the process of reviewing them.  We should be hearing something around the end of October, stated City Clerk Mahlum.  There are two (2) additional draws after this one.   Mayor Dschaak thanked City Clerk Mahlum for her time in submitting the information for the reimbursement, which will help immensely in the next budget cycle.  

MSU Town Hall Meetings

City Clerk Mahlum informed the Council of that Montana State University (MSU - Local Gov’t Center) has been facilitating a virtual Town Hall meeting with MACO and the MT League of Cities Towns.  It occurs every other Friday from 11 AM-12Noon.   It’s been very beneficial to all and has been quite popular, stated City Clerk Mahlum.   Mayor Dschaak stated he has attended one and City Clerk Mahlum has attended several of them.  Any Councilmember interested in attending let her know and she will provide them with the link.  
AWS Proposal
This is a proposal for updating the landfill computer equipment.  Additional information has been obtained and PWD Smith and Asst. City Clerk Peterson will be reviewing it.  A recommendation will be forthcoming to the Council at a later date.  

Street Repairs

Public Works Director Smith advised the Council that most of the city street crew has been out with COVID-19 issues.  A lot of patching was completed.   Erik Johannessen asked if there were plans to pave the 500 Block of Garfield Street.  Discussion.  Mayor stated that replacing aging water & sewer lines are the number 1 priority at this time.  

Abatements

There were no delinquent accounts submitted for abatement.  

Water Tank Repairs

Public Works Director Smith reported that the leak in the standpipe at the water tank has been repaired.  They partially filled the tank and are in the process of disinfecting it and the city started draining the tank today, but due to some concerns about flooding they shut it off and will drain the remainder tomorrow and begin filling it up to put it back on line.  City Clerk Mahlum added that she has received the $173,000 from the Indian Health Service, which will pay for the repairs.   

BSNF - Watermain Repairs

Bids for the BNSF – Watermain Repairs were opened on Thursday, September 24, 2020.  The Council at the September 21, 2020 meeting authorized the award of the bid, pending approval of Rural Development and Great West engineering based on the available funding committed towards this project.  The bids received were as follows.

Great West Engineering has tabulated the bids and it is their recommendation to award both schedules of the bid to the low bidder – Mike Coleman.  Rural Development  has also concurred with the recommendation.  
A pre-construction meeting will be held Wednesday, October 21, 2020 beginning at 11:00 AM by telephone.  Mike Coleman, the contractor may be present and several others will be attending by phone that day.  City Clerk Mahlum and PWD Smith will be attending for the city.   The start date is scheduled for Monday, October 26th.  City Clerk Mahlum indicated that she sent Greg @ Great West today some information regarding some BNSF training that is required prior to the start of the project.  Also the Roadmaster with BNSF needs to be contacted and a flagger is required when working near the tracks.  PW Director Smith also stated he has contacted Greg regarding this.  

Resident Project Representative

City Clerk Mahlum received a letter, dated October 19, 2020 from Great West Engineering designating Chris Reed as the fulltime Resident Project Representative for this project and Gina Barry as a backup Resident Project Representative in those cases where Chris may not be available.  It also included his resume and experience working as a RPR on several Rural Development projects.  Once the Council approves him, the Mayor is to send a letter to RD asking for their concurrence of this designation of Chris Reed & Gina Barry as RPR’s.    Discussion.  

Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Plestina approving the appointment of Chris Reed, as Resident Project Representative (RPR) and Gina Barry as the backup RPR on the BNSF – Watermain project, pending concurrence from Rural Development.   MOTION CARRIED. 


Bond Resolution Amendment – Resolution No. 954-2020
Bob Murdo, Bond counsel for this BNSF- Watermain project has prepared a resolution amending Resolution No. 947-2020.  The interest rate on the revenue bond that Rural Development is providing to the city has changed from 2.25% to the current rate of 1.75%.  Copies of the Resolution were provided to the Council.  
Motion by Councilman Plestina, seconded by Councilman Wozniak approving of Resolution No. 954-2020, which reads as follows:

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF WOLF POINT AMENDING RESOLUTION NO. 947-2020 BY AMENDING SECTIONS 3.02, 3.03 AND 5.04(d) THEREOF BY REDUCING THE BOND INTEREST RATE TO 1.75% AND PROVIDING NEW PAYMENT AMOUNTS AND A NEW BOND PAYMENT RESERVE REQUIREMENT.


WHEREAS, the City of Wolf Point (the “City”) by its Resolution No. 947-2020 authorized the issuance of the City’s water system revenue bond in the principal amount of $109,000 (the “Series 2020 Bond”) to pay a portion of the cost of acquiring and constructing its water system improvements; and


WHEREAS, after receiving bids for the project, it was determined by the City that the project should proceed; and


WHEREAS,  the City’s commitment from USDA Rural Development (RD) to purchase the City’s water system revenue bond was at the interest rate originally committed by RD of 2.25%, or at any lower rate in effect for the RD program at the time of closing; and


WHEREAS,  RD’s current interest rate for the Series 2020 Bond is 1.75% per annum; and


WHEREAS, RD is agreeable to the amendment of Resolution No. 947-2020 by this Resolution due to the fact that no bonds have yet been issued under such Resolution and RD has designated the new interest rate of 1.75%, a new monthly payment amount of $317 and a new monthly Bond Payment Reserve set aside of $32.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WOLF POINT, MONTANA, AS FOLLOWS:

1. Determination on Interest Rate and Amendments.  The Council finds it is in the best interest of the City to accept the lower rate of interest on the Series 2020 Bond offered by RD.  The City further finds that it is necessary to amend Resolution No. 947-2020 by amending Sections 3.02, 3.03 and 5.04(d) in order to make changes to the new interest rate, Bond payment amounts and bond payment reserve requirement.


2.
Amendment of Section 3.02.  Section 3.02 of Resolution No. 947-2020 shall be amended to read as follows:


Section 3.02. Interest Rate.  The Series 2020 Bond shall bear interest from its date at the rate of 1.75% on the unpaid principal balance thereof for the forty year term of the Series 2020 Bond.


3.
Amendment of Section 3.03.  Section 3.03 of Resolution No. 947-2020 shall be amended to read as follows:


Section 3.03.  Payment Schedule.  The principal of and interest on the Series 2020 Bond shall be payable in monthly installments due one month from the date of Closing and on the same day each month thereafter during the term of the Series 2020 Bond until the principal of and interest on the Series 2020 Bond has been paid in full.  Principal and interest payments for the Series 2020 Bond will be in the amount of $317 per month.  The final monthly installment may be in such lesser or greater amount as is necessary to pay the balance of principal and interest then remaining due.


4.
Amendment of Section 5.04(d).   Section 5.04(d) of Resolution No. 947-2020 shall be amended to read as follows:

Section 5.04(d).  Fourth, beginning with the first Monthly Apportionment following the date of Closing of the Series 2020 Bond, an additional Thirty-two and 00/100 Dollars ($32) per month shall  be transferred from the Operating Account to the Bond Repayment Reserve Account, until the balance in such Reserve Account is $3,840. 


5.
Remainder of Resolution No. 947-2020 in Full Force and Effect.  Except as amended herein, Resolution No.947-2020 shall remain in full force and effect.

MOTION CARRIED. 

Insurance 
City Clerk Mahlum requested a meeting with the Insurance Committee to review the Quarterly Insurance Reports as of the quarter ending September 30, 2020 for the workers’ compensation program, liability program, and property program.  

A liability claim filed for the property damage to Lucas Hall’s vehicle was denied by MMIA.  Also, a property loss claim was filed with MMIA for the city’s boat (Crestliner)  and trailer that was stolen from the lagoon.  City Clerk Mahlum noted that it was scheduled but there was no value indicated.  Therefore, there is no coverage.  The loss amounts to approximately $2600.  
Investments

City Clerk Mahlum provided the Council with a copy of the city’s investments as of September 30, 2020 and reviewed it at this time.  During the review, it was noted that a CD at LPL Financial matured as of today.  She would contact them tomorrow to see what might be available, but was doubtful the interest rate would be very good at all.  She noted that she will be needing some funding here shortly for the BNSF project so she might just cash it out.  They only offered .20 the last time she checked and that was a while ago.   

Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine approving of the Investments for the quarter ending September 30, 2020.  MOTION CARRIED. 

Wolf Point Fire Relief Association

The WP Fire Relief Association has a CD that recently matured (Oct. 4th) and is going to be renewed for 8 months at a much lower interest rate (.25) with hopes it will increase over time.  Since City Clerk Mahlum is not allowed to do anything with this CD, Mayor Dschaak stated that the Wolf Point Fire Relief Association met on October 6th and has

designated City Clerk Mahlum and Fire Chief Clint Bushman to handle the financial issues for the Relief Association.  City Clerk Mahlum added that they are also requesting a copy of the Articles of Incorporation of the Fire Relief Association.  
City Clerk’s Activity Report

City Clerk Mahlum provided the Council with a copy of her Monthly Report and reviewed it at this time noting that she has been working on completing several sets of minutes.  Her office is currently short staffed due to a COVID-19 quarantine and she thanked Jhona for stepping up and doing the Water Clerk’s position in addition to her regular duties during this time.  The city office still remains closed to the public which has helped some but payments are still made by phone and by dropping payments off in the drop box outside of the city office.  

FY 2019-20 Audit

The city’s audit is scheduled for November 30th.  NOTE:  The audit is scheduled for Monday, December 7th.  City Clerk Mahlum stated it will be done virtually due to the COVID-19 issues.  She may be contacting Black Mountain to see what it would cost to use the Cloud to store her information.  It would be more accessible to the auditors.   
Financial Reports
City Clerk Mahlum provided the Council with copies of her Treasurer’s Cash Report and the Revenue & Expenditure Reports were on the Council table.  She provided a brief overview of the monthly receipts.

Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilwoman Evans approving of the Revenue & Expenditure Reports and the Treasurer’s Cash Report for the month ending September 30, 2020.  MOTION CARRIED. 
Water/Sewer & Solid Waste Revenues

City Clerk Mahlum provided the Council with a Revenue Report indicating the percentage of charges for services collected for the water, sewer & solid waste charges for the 1st quarter.  They should be at least 25% or higher.   The water & sewer are at 26% and the solid waste is at 16%, but the majority of the garbage charges are billed on property taxes and come in with the 1st half of the tax payment due by November 30th.  

Securities Pledged

Presented for approval were Securities Pledged to the Credit of the Wolf Point Treasurer for the quarter ending September 30, 2020.  City Clerk Mahlum noted that she is adequately pledged at the Opportunity Bank but is under-pledged at First Community.  The reason being funds have been received that were not anticipated and came at the end of the month.  With interest rates so low, she has been keeping more in the account than normal.  But she will contact First Community to see if additional securities can be pledged.

Farmers Union Lumber
City Attorney Anna Rose Sullivan reported that she needs more clarification on this issue with Clayton Vine. 
Complaint Filed

City Attorney Anna Rose Sullivan advised the Council that a complaint against Mayor Dschaak and the City of Wolf Point has been filed in District Court and has been turned over to MMIA and legal counsel has been assigned.    
Public Works Activity Report

Public Works Director Smith provided the Council with a copy of his Monthly Activity Report.  His report indicated that due to COVID quarantine issues, it has been extremely difficult as all but one street crew have been quarantined due to contact.
Inactive Accounts

Councilwoman Evans asked if anyone has come in and signed up for the “inactive status”.  Asst. City Clerk/Treasurer Peterson provided a status report on the various accounts she’s been working with.  

Mayor’s Miscellaneous

Mayor Dschaak complimented the efforts of the Water Dept. the other during shut-off.  He noted that it was a very busy day and he spent a lot of time on the phone with Jhona making agreements, etc.   Between phone calls and people knocking on the window it was crazy.  The Water Dept. is also short-staffed due to Ken Luckow’s injury, which is making a good recovery from.  Mayor Dschaak has prepared a “thank you” letter to Northern Prairie Auto for providing the signs and one to the Highway Dept. for their assistance in putting up the signs on Highway #2.  

Council Appointment – Ward 2

Mayor Dschaak introduced Erik Johannessen to the Council.  He currently resides at 315 Dawson, which is in Ward 2 and has provided the Mayor with a letter of interest to serve on the City Council in that Ward.  Mayor Dschaak submitted Erik Johannessen’s name to the Council for approval to fill the vacancy in Ward 2.

City Clerk Mahlum informed him to make an appointment with City Judge Traci Harada to be sworn into office.  He will also have to complete some employment forms in her office at his convenience.  
Safety Investigation Report

As a result of Ken Luckow’s excavation accident on August 30, 2020, the Dept. of Labor & Industry conducted a Safety Inspection on September 2, 2020.  Following that inspection, a report was issued listing the serious violations along with the standard for each item, the condition and recommended action for each violation.  As a result, “serious hazards” indicated in the report required a response, which was to be submitted to the MT Dept of Labor & Industry, Safety and Health Bureau by no later than October 21, 2020.  According to Public Works Director Ward Smith, this has been completed.

Mayor Dschaak still plans to visit with the MT Dept. of Commerce regarding this matter. 

TC Energy

Mayor Dschaak noted that he has been in contact with Eric Brugier regarding the funds that were provided and plans on putting together the buckets.  

Leads On-line Program

Councilwoman Evans asked why the item Cody McGill brought to the Council’s attention was not listed on the agenda.  City Clerk Mahlum stated she omitted it by mistake and will list it under Police/Animal Control   Mayor Dschaak stated he did some research on this item and found that it was completely compatible with what his pawn shop and the other shop uses.  It is free to upload the information, but there is a charge for law enforcement to use it, which is approximately $2-3000 annually to access those data bases.
