Regular Meeting – November 16, 2020
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A Regular Meeting of the Wolf Point City Council was held Monday, November 16, 2020 in the City Council Chambers with Mayor Chris M. Dschaak presiding.

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Mayor Dschaak, followed by a moment of silence and the reciting of the Pledge of Allegiance. The meeting was being streamed live over FACEBOOK.  Mayor Dschaak asked those present to include in their prayers all of those families which have been affected by the COVID-19 virus.  
PUBLIC COMMENT

No one was present to make a comment.

Minutes

Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilman Mahlum approving of the minutes of the Regular Meeting held Monday, September 21, 2020 and the Regular Meeting held Monday, October 19, 2020.  MOTION CARRIED. 

Great No. Development Corporation

Mayor Dschaak stated he attended the GNDC Board Meeting via ZOOM that was held recently. He was unable to attend the virtual meeting but City Clerk Mahlum and Public Works Director Ward Smith attended the virtual meeting offered by Great No. Development Corporation entitled “Resources for Revitalizing Eastern MT Communities, which was held November 12, 2020 from 12:00 Noon to 1:30 PM MDT.  The purpose of the meeting was to provide an overview of:

· Brownfields Basics – what a brownfield is and is not.
· Importance of environmental due diligence

· Leveraging and layering regional, local, state, and federal resources to meet project goals, and

· How you, as a local leader, may become engaged in the brownfields redevelopment process.  
Unfortunately, it was intended for environmental issues and not for residential improvements. 
Fort Peck Tribes

No tribal representative was present.  
Albertsons

City Clerk Mahlum stated that she has had no response to her inquiry regarding Albertson’s plans for a new store or a remodel of the existing store in Wolf Point.  

FAA – Snow Removal Equipment

City Clerk Mahlum presented a letter, drafted by Veronica Meyer, Interstate Engineering addressed to Mr. Jason Garwood, FAA regarding the engineering agreement with Interstate Engineering.  The letter basically states the city has evaluated the labor work hours, labor rates, general and administrative overhead, non-salary expenses and profit of the Agreement and found them to be fair and reasonable and are recommending that the FAA accept this analysis as cost reasonableness for this project.  

Motion by Councilman Plestina, seconded by Councilman Wozniak authorizing Mayor Dschaak to sign and submit the letter to Mr. Jason Garwood, FAA requesting the FAA to accept the engineering agreement from Interstate Engineering for the snow removal equipment project for the LM Clayton Airport.   MOTION CARRIED.  

FAA - CARES Act Funds
City Clerk Mahlum informed the Council that we have received the $30,000 from the FAA CARES Act.  
Swim Pool Upgrades – Task Order #3

Chad Hanson, Great West Engineering provided the Council with an update on the swimming pool upgrades.  He reported that Corland Construction is waiting for some filter sand and are in the process of tracking it down.  They have approximately 1-2 days to finish up the project.  A walk-through should take place by the end of the month. 
Cemetery Expansion

Until adequate funds are found, this project will remain on hold.  

Baseball Field Sprinklers

Council approved the proposal from Erickson Irrigation to change out the push-in type sprinklers to an automated system at the two (2) upper ball fields.  This project is on hold until spring.  

Building Permits

City Clerk Mahlum reported that she resent to MacDonalds the invoice for the building permits and they have been having conversations with our building inspector Teaquean Knudsen.  It looks like they won’t be doing the remodeling until sometime in 2021 but have agreed to pay their fees for the permit.  

Doc’z have provided Teaquean the requested information and City Clerk Mahlum stated she has been authorized to release the permit as soon as they have paid all invoices.  
Councilwoman Bets His Medicine arrived at this time.  

TSEP/RRGL Application

City Clerk Mahlum reported that she received a copy of the Governor’s Executive Budget for FY 2022-2023 for the Renewal Resource Grant and Loan Program.  The City of Wolf Point submitted an application for funding in the amount of $125,000.  The DNRC has completed the review and ranking of the 2020 RRGL program project applications.  Seventy-six (76) applications were accepted for funding in the 2022-2023 biennium requested $9,470,788.  These recommendations will be presented to the 2021 Legislature.  City Clerk Mahlum noted that with the new administration coming into office in January, 2021 it is uncertain what actions Governor-elect Gianforte will take. Chad Hanson, Interstate Engineering after visiting with Craig Erickson at their office, the news is not good for the City of Wolf Point as it’s project was not recommended due to a  37% reduction in funding.  Discussion.    

CDBG Planning Grant

Results of the CDBG Planning Grant should be out around December 15th.  

Fire Siren Grant
City Clerk Mahlum stated that she has received the fire siren photos from Lindsey McNabb but hasn’t had the opportunity to download them into the application.  This is to be completed by the end of November. 

Police/Animal Control

Submitted to the Council for their review was the Police Chief’s Monthly Activity Report for the month of October, 2020. In regards to the officer vacancy, four (4) applications are currently being reviewed by the Police Commission.  The Police Dept. statistics for the month of October, 2020 are as follows:

Nuisance Letters
Lt. Alisha Morales reported that it is on-going. 
CARES Act Grant

City Clerk Mahlum reported that the city submitted an application to the State of Montana, Dept. of Local Gov’t Services for the third round of reimbursement for expenses from March 15, 2020 thru August 31, 2020 and received $207,903.00.  The only thing that was deducted was the request for the laptops as they hadn’t been received as yet, but she noted they will be delivered tomorrow and the expense will be submitted in the fourth round along with the salaries for the months of September 1, 2020 through October 31, 2020, which is due by November 25, 2020.  Mayor Dschaak explained the purpose of the laptops, which will make the ZOOM meetings much better and provide a tool for virtual training.   The final round will be for expenses incurred November 1, 2020 through December 30, 2020 and that is due sometime in January, 2021.   As far as what the funds can be spent on, City Clerk Mahlum stated that the State hasn’t made a determination as of yet, but should soon.   A lengthy discussion took place at this time regarding this.  As soon as she gets the official word, she will notify the Council.
Leads On-line

Mayor Dschaak explained the Leads on-line program that Pawn Shops use. It allows Pawn Shops to submit their inventory into a data base.  He further noted that for the city to check on potential stolen items, there would be a cost.  Discussion.  Lt. Alisha Morales was asked to look into it further.  

Medical Marijuana Dispensary

City Clerk Mahlum informed the Council of another Medical Marijuana Dispensary that has requested a license in Wolf Point, which will be located next to the Wolf Point Café.  William Connor, who has a Missoula address holds the license.  City Clerk Mahlum had asked the Police Department to check into this further.  Lt. Morales stated that she contacted Donnie Kurokawa, who works for this dispensary and he provided her with a copy of the State of Montana License.  Councilman Plestina stated he would like to see the city oppose the use of “recreational marijuana”.  The situation is likely to change as a result of the recent election regarding marijuana.  Lt. Morales was asked to check into this further and provide the Council with additional information.  
BaRRSA Report

City Clerk Mahlum noted that in March she requests the funds that have been allocated to the city through the BaRRSA Grant.  Then in December, an Annual Report is due on the use of those funds.   Adams Asphalt was hired by the city and expended a fair amount of the funds, but since we didn’t have a crew this summer not as much was spent as planned.  
BNSF – Watermain Repairs

Chad Hansen, Great West Engineering reported to the Council that once everything got square with BNSF on the Watermain Project, he noted that Mike Coleman Construction started the project on November 10th.  Things were moving along pretty well with 160’ of the 230’ of casing was installed.  Then BNSF shut the project down, due to an accident

involving a Mike Coleman employee that happened on Friday, and he ultimately ended up in the ER.  As a result, BNSF is saying an incident report should have been filed, etc.  

An incident report has been filed and they will be able to start up later this week. He noted that BNSF’s safety procedure is very specific.  Another delay was incurred regarding the pipe and they are working through resolving that.  Mr. Hansen noted that they are working through the weekend to get this project done as soon as possible.  A pay estimate for Mike Coleman Construction has been submitted to the Council for approval in the amount of $137,607.50, less a 5% retainage and the 1% Public Contractor withholding due to the MT Dept. of Revenue.  

Water System Revenue Bond, Series 2020

City Clerk Mahlum presented to the Council the Water System Revenue Bond, Series 2020 and was requesting the Council to authorize the Mayor to sign.  This is for the $109,000 loan that is being provided through Rural Development for the BNSF watermain repairs.  According to Bob Murdo, the bond counsel he is concerned we may lose the already lowered interest rate if it isn’t executed now.  The maturity date of the bond is December 3, 2060 at an interest rate of 1.75%, with the first payment due on January 3, 2021 in the amount of $317.00.  Discussion.  
Motion by Councilwoman Evans, seconded by Councilman Plestina authorizing Mayor Dschaak to sign the Bond Specimen for the Water System Revenue Bond, Series 2020, with a closing date of December 3, 2020.  MOTION CARRIED.  

Custer Street Degradation

City Attorney Anna Rose Sullivan indicated that she is working on a memo with possible options for the City regarding the Custer Street degradation.  Discussion was held regarding the squatters that are currently residing at that location. Councilman Johannessen wanted to know what the city could do to eliminate the squatters. City Attorney Sullivan asked the Council to hold off on any action until the City Council meeting in December.     
Personnel Policy & Wage
As mentioned earlier, the Police Commission is in the process of reviewing four (4) applications.  

MMIA Training (Safety/Workers’ Compensation)
At the city’s request, MMIA provided the city crew with a Workers’ Compensation/Safety Training on November 4th via ZOOM meeting.   Additional training is scheduled for their safety meeting in December. Public Works Director Smith also stated they will be having equipment safety training here soon.  Also additional safety gear has been purchased for the employees.  

Quarterly Insurance Reports

These will be discussed at the January City Council meeting.   

FY 19-20 Audit

City Clerk Mahlum informed the Council that the city’s financial audit for fiscal year ending June 30, 2020 will be conducted virtually by Olness & Associates and will begin December 7th.  

City Clerk’s Activity Report

City Clerk Mahlum reviewed her monthly Activity Report with the Council at this time.  

Financial Reports

Submitted to the Council for approval is the Treasurer’s Cash Report and the Revenue & Expenditure Reports for the month of October, 2020.  She reviewed some of income received during the month.  
Motion by Councilman Rodenberg, seconded by Councilman Mahlum approving of the Treasurer’s Cash Report for the month of October, 2020.  MOTION CARRIED. 
Revenue & Expense Reports

Motion by Councilwoman Bets His Medicine, seconded by Councilman Wozniak approving of the Revenue & Expenditure Reports for the month of October, 2020.  MOTION CARRIED.  
Farmers Union Lumber
According to City Attorney Anna Rose,  Clayton Vine stated this property has been transferred over to the City.  

Public Works Activity Report

Public Works Director Ward Smith provided the Council with a copy of his Monthly Activity Report and it was reviewed at this time.  He further noted that the city may be having the same problem with the aviation fuel (100 LL) that we did with the jet fuel, in not selling much.  Ed Bach was going to talk to Cape Air and see if they could buy some to keep it current.  Water Dept. has been doing a lot of training via webinars to get their continuing education units.  
Mayor’s Miscellaneous

Mayor Dschaak indicated he still plans to visit with the Dept of Commerce regarding the ranking of the DLA grant.  He still has the funds provided by TC Energy to purchase items as a result of COVID-19.  He further noted that he was voted back onto the MT infrastructure Board for one more year.
